National Statistical Office (NSO) conducts the population and
housing census every 10 years according to the recommendation of
the United Nations. The current national census was held in 2010
and the 1st of September was designated “National Census Day”.
The objective of the census was to collect basic information on the
number of population on demographic and socioeconomic
characteristics as well as housing characteristics of everyone who
residing in the country. The census provides a snapshot of where
the population is living and what type of their residence is on the
Census Day.

In 2010 census, data processing activities are going to process
the census documents based on enumeration of about 20.3 million
households, and the processing of all census information could not
be able to complete in a short time. National Statistical Office is
fully aware of the immediate need for user. Therefore, this preliminary
report is to show some significant results at the provincial level and
administrative area.

More detailed information of the 2010 Population and
Housing Census will be available in the advance report and the
final report.

The 2010 Population and Housing Census was one of the
largest data collection exercises which need cooperation from
people to provide information for the census. The census project
has constructed the integration work by using resources and
knowledge from government agencies and private sectors
throughout the country as well as the cooperation from journals
and media. In this regard, the National Statistical Office would like
to express our grateful thanks to them and to all others for their
kind cooperation to the success of the census.

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Executive Summary

National Statistical Office (NSO) conducts the population and
housing census every 10 years according to the recommendation of
the United Nations. Currently, there are almost 230 countries all
over the world conduct Population Census. The 2010 Census in
Thailand was the eleventh Population Census and the fifth Housing
Census of Thailand, and was marked as the 100" Anniversary of
Thai Population Census. The objective of the census was to collect
basic information on the number of population on demosgraphic
and socioeconomic characteristics as well as housing characteristics

of everyone who residing in the country.

In 2010 census, data processing activities are going to process
the census documents based on enumeration of about 20.3 million
households, and the processing of all census information could not
be able to complete in a short time. National Statistical Office is
fully aware of the immediate need for user. Therefore, this
preliminary report is to show some significant results at the
provincial level and administrative area. More detailed information
of the 2010 Population and Housing Census will be available in the
advance report and the final report. The preliminary result from the

2010 Census data is as following.



1. Population and Distribution

On September 1, 2010, Thailand had a population of 65.5
million. In terms of number of population in Southeast Asia,
Indonesia was the largest size of population (240 million) followed
by Philippines (92 million),  Vietnam (88 million) and Thailand
(65.5 million). Thailand had a female population of 33.4 million
(51.0 per cent) and a male population of 32.1 million (49.0 per cent),
the sex ratio of population was 96.2 (males per 100 females). There
were 62.3 million Thais (95.1 per cent), whereas 3.2 million were

non-Thais (4.9 per cent).

Considering on population distribution in the year 2010,
municipal area had a population 44.1 percent compared to 55.9
percent in non-municipal area. The proportion of population in
municipal area has considerably increased from the 1990 and 2000
census (29.4 and 31.1 respectively)

Comparing the number of population across region, it was
found that the Northeastern region had the largest population, 18.8
million (28.7 per cent), followed by the Central region 18.1 million
(27.7 per cent), the Northern region 11.5 million (17.5 per cent), the
Southern region 8.9 million (13.5 per cent) and Bangkok 8.2 million
(12.6 per cent) (Table 1).

Regarding the number of population at the provincial level
in the year 2010, it was discovered that the top ten provinces with
the largest population were Bangkok (8.25 million), Nakhon
Ratchasima (2.52 million), Samut Prakarn (1.83 million), Ubon
Ratchathani (1.74 million), Khon Kaen (1.74 million), Chiang Mai
(1.71 million), Chon Buri (1.55 million), Songkhla (1.48 million),
Nakhorn Si Thammarat (1.45 million) and Nonthaburi (1.33 million),
respectively (Chart 1). There were 18 provinces which had

population more than 1 million.

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2. Annual Population Growth Rates

Although the number of population increased over time, the
annual population growth rate was shown a significant decline since
1960. The annual population growth rate was 2.70 per cent from
1960 to 1970, 1.10 per cent from 1990 to 2000 and 0.72 per cent from
2000 to 2010 (Chart 2), which was resulted from a dramatic and
continually decreases of the birth rate.

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Considering the annual growth rate by region, it was found the
highest growth rate from 2000 to 2010 in Bangkok, followed by the
Central region (2.61 and 2.44 per cent, respectively). This is probably
because of workers and more migrants including non-Thai workers

came to work or lived in Bangkok and vicinity (Chart 3).

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3. Sex Ratio

In the year 2010, Thailand had number of female population
higher than male. The sex ratio of the population (number of males
per 100 females) was 96.2 which slightly decreased from the year
2000 (97.1 percent). This is probably because of female life
expectancy is higsher than male. In addition, labor migration
according to the needs for industry sector, service sector, and
agriculture sector, has also facilitated gender imbalance across

areas.

4. Average Size of Household

In the year 2010, Thailand had 20.3 million households. The
average size of household was 3.2 which were smaller than the
2000 census (3.8 persons per household). Comparison at the area
level showed that the average size of household in the municipal
area is smaller than that in the non-municipal area (3.0 and 3.4
persons per household, respectively). Considering across different
regional was found that the South and the Northeast had the
largest average size of household 3.5 persons, follow by the North
(3.1 persons), the Central (3.0 persons), while Bangkok had the

smallest average size of household of 2.9 persons (Table 3).

5. Population Density

Population density is determined by number of people per
one square kilometre. Thailand has an area of 513,120 square
kilometre. The population density in the year 2010 was 127.6
persons per 1 square kilometre which was higher than the 2000
census (118.7 persons per 1 square kilometre).

Some Provinces, which provide better livings in terms of
facilities such as schools, modern hospitals, public health,
transportation and infrastructure, had a large number of population.
For example, Bangkok had a population density 5,258.6 persons per
1 square kilometre which considerably increased from the 2000

census (4,051.2 persons per 1 square kilometre).



At provincial level, the top ten provinces with the highest

density of population were Bangkok, Nonthaburi, Samut Prakarn,

Samut Sakhon,

Phuket, Pathum Thani,

Samut Songkhram,

Nakhon Pathom, Chon Buri, and Phra Nakhon Si Ayutthaya (Chart 4).

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Chapter 1

Introduction

1.1 Background

Thailand’s first population census was conducted in 1909 by
the Ministry of Interior, followed by the population census in 1919,
1929, 1937, and 1947. The population census was formerly called
‘Household Census’.

Under the Statistics Act 1952, 1965, and 2007, the National
Statistical Office was defined to organize the population census
every ten years since 1960, followed by the census in 1980, 1990,
2000, and 2010. This is in line with the United Nations’
recommendation to undertake national censuses in the year ending
with ‘0’ (zero) for the purpose of having data for country planning
and of international comparison. The 2010 Census was carried out
as the eleventh round of population census, which was marked
“the 100th Anniversary of the Population Census”, and the fifth

round of housing census in Thailand.

1.2 Objective

1) To compile basic information on the population and
housing characteristics such as gender, age, religion, nationality,

education, marital status, work status, type of dwelling and so on.
2) To obtain basic statistics at sub-region level (Village, area).

3) To measure changes in the composition of population and

housing during the past 10 years.



1.3 Benefits of Census Information

The Census was designed to count persons where they live
on census day (a de facto count). The uses of census information

were as follows.

1.3.1 Government:

1) To determine adequate policies or plans related to
population, economic, social and environmental issues both at the
country level and locality level.

2) To prepare the budget in order to provide public
utilities and services to the needs of people in each area (villages,
sub-districts, districts, provinces, etc.).

3) To use as the baseline data for the estimation of
the population projection.

4) To evaluate the Tenth National Economic and
Social Development Plan (2007 — 2011) and to prepare for the
Eleventh Plan (2012-2016).

5) To provide and up-to-date sampling frame for surveys

of some specific issues related to population and households.

1.3.2 Private Sector
Business and Establishment use information on population
density of each area to determine their business plans, such as
building new shops, expanding business, and launching new
products to the target customer.

1.3.3 Public Use
Information of accessing to public services indicates
the well-being of people.



1.4 Coverage

The coverage of population and the residence where
population actually live in are as follows.

1.4.1 Population Coverage

1) Population in coverage:

- All Thais citizens residing in Thailand on the
Census day (September 1, 2010);

- Thais/Non-Thais who usually live in Thailand but
temporarily be outside the country on the
Census Day;

- All military servants, defenses, civil servants, and
Thai diplomats, including their families, of which
their stations were outside of Thailand.

- Non-Thais who residing in Thailand at least three
months prior to the Census Day.

2) Population not coverage:

- Non-Thai military servants, defenses, civil servants,
and diplomats, including their families, of which
their stations were inside Thailand.

- Non-Thai who live in Thailand less than three
months prior to the Census Day.

- Refugees or illegal migrants who live in the
refugee camps.

1.4.2 Housing Coverage

All house or dwelling where people live in such as
private houses, buildings, public housing, rooms in office, domiciles
under bridges, etc.



1.5 Census Day
September 1, 2010 was the Census Day, the day of reference

for counting number of population and households.

1.6 Core items of Question
The 2010 Census covered the following topics:

1) Demographic data: providing basic information on the
structure of population and households such as age, sex, religion,

nationality, speaking languages, type and characteristics of household.

2) Education: providing information on education level and
literacy of the population such as number of students currently

enrolled in each level, number of graduates.

3) Employment: providing information on type of work and

work status such as major occupation and industry.

4) Fertility, such as marital status, number of children ever

born, number living and deceased children.

5) Migration: providing information on migration characteristics
of the population such as place of birth, duration of living in current

place and reason for migration.

6) Housing: providing information on level of living and
wellbeing of population such as type and characteristics of dwelling,
tenure of dwelling, use of lisht and toilet facility, type of fuel,
drinking water and water supplies, ownership of basic living

appliances and use of different types of technology.



1.7 Data Collection

The fieldwork period of the 2010 Census was organized
during September 1 to October 31, 2010. There were four methods
for responding to the Census questionnaire as follows:

1) Face to face interview: the major method of data
collection,

2) Self-enumeration: an enumerator dropped of a census
questionnaire, then made appointment to pick it up or the
respondents mailed it back after completion,

3) Internet: respondents accessed the website www.nso.go.th

or the URL http://popcensus.nso.go.th

4) Telephone Interview Center (TIC): respondents provided

their information via telephone interview.

1.8 Questionnaire
The census questionnaires are as follows:

1) Listing form (census form 1): A general questionnaire
was used to interview all types of households. The form was
designed to collect information on household location, type of
domicile, and number of household members.

2) Enumeration form (census form 2): A detail questionnaire
was used to collect information on population and household
characteristics.

3) Special enumeration form (census form 2/1): A self-
administered questionnaire was used to provide detail information

on population and household characteristics.



The administrative forms, which were used during the

census fieldwork, are as following:

1) Summary form (census form 1/1): This form was useful
for verifying the accuracy of census data from each enumeration area.

2) Controlling form (census form 3): This form was complied
with the use of self-administered questionnaire and the census
respondents via Internet and telephone interview center, and was
useful for checking and controlling number of enumerated houses
or households.

3) Supervising form (census form 4): A census supervisor
used this form for checking the progress of census enumerators as

well as to acknowledge problems and obstacles from census
fieldwork.

1.9 Data Processing

The process of data capture and data editing was operated

as following:

1) Information in the Listing form (census form 1): Data
entry and editing were done at each provincial statistical office by

using a software package for microcomputer processing.

2) Information in the Enumeration form (census form 2):
Data was captured by using the Intellicence Character Recognition
(ICR) at each provincial statistical office. Then, the image files of
enumerated questionnaires were sent to the central office for

verification, editing and processing.



1.10 Evaluation of Census Data

After the completion of the census data collection, a post
enumeration survey (PES) was carried out by the National Statistical
Office (except Bangkok, Nonthaburi, Samut Prakan, and Samut Sakhon).
A stratified one-stage sampling was adopted in each area; the selected
samples were 2,161 enumeration areas. The purposes of the PES
were to determine the completeness and the accuracy and to

evaluate the coverage error and the content error of the census data.

1.11 Data Dissemination

1.11.1 Census report; in addition to the results presented in
this preliminary report, NSO will publish the following release:

1) Advance report: Detailed information of the
approximately 1 per cent of households nationwide
from the Enumeration Form will be disseminated
at national level and regional level.

2) Final report: Detailed information of all household
from the Enumeration Form will be disseminated
at national level, regional level, and provincial level.

3) Analytical report: The study on some specific
issues, such as migration, fertility, will be published

for the need of policy planning.

1.12 Remark for users

1.12.1 Data processing of preliminary results: Information
on numbers of people presented in this preliminary report and
households in each province and district were obtained from the
Listing Form whereby the result for the advance report and the
final report will be obtained from the Enumeration Forms which
contain more detail of individual and household characteristics.
Therefore, discrepancies may be found between preliminary and

final results.

1.12.2 Administrative unit: In the 2010 census, administrative

units were classified into municipal area and non-municipal area.

1.12.3 Reclassification of minor district: All the 81 minor
district or “King Amphoe” were reclassified as district with the

publishing in the royal Gazette on August 24, 2011

1.12.4 Changes in provinces: In the 2010 census, the
number of population and households of Nong Khai province which
showed in the preliminary results include 8 districts (Bueng Kan, Pak
Khai, So Phisai, Phon Charoen, Seka, Bueng khong long, Si Wilai and
Bueng khla) which then partitioned off Nong Khai province to be
considerate as a new province, Bueng Kan by the Act Establishing

Chanewat Bueng Kan, 2011 and came into force on March 23, 2011



Chapter 2

Preliminary Results

The preliminary report show the number of population,
households, the distribution of population, the population growth rate,
sex ratio, the average household size, and the population density,

classified by region, province and area.

2.1 Population and distribution

The area of Thailand is approximately 513,120 square
kilometers, In the year 2010, Thailand had 76 provinces,928 districts,
7,416 tambons and 61,032 villages

On September 1, 2010, Thailand had a population of
65,479,453 people. Out of the population, 32,109,371 were males
and 33,370,082 were females. Non-Thai were 3,191,243 people.

in the year 2010, population in municipal area were
28,862,532 people or 44.1 percent, and the rest of 36,616,921

people or 55.9 percent lived in non-municipal area.

Comparing the number of population across region, it was
found that the Northeastern region had the largest population,
18,808,011 people (28.7 per cent), followed by Central region
18,148,473 people (27.7 per cent), Northern region 11,432,488
people (17.5 per cent), Southern region 8,841,364 people (13.5
per cent) and Bangkok 8,249,117 people (12.6 per cent) (Table 1).

Considering the number of population at the provincial level
in the year 2010, it was discovered that the top ten provinces with
the largest population were Bangkok (8.25 million), followed by
Nakhon Ratchasima, Samut Prakarn, Ubon Ratchathani, Khon Kaen,
Chiang Mai, Chon Buri, Songkhla, Nakhorn Si Thammarat and
Nonthaburi, respectively (Chart 1). There were 18 provinces which

had population more than 1 million.

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2.2 Annual Population Growth Rate

In 2010, the population in Thailand was 65,479,453 people

which was about 8 times of the first population census in 1909,

which had population of approximately 8.1 million.

The annual growth rate of population since 1960 decreased

continuously. The annual growth rate between the year 2000 and

2010 was 0.72 per cent. The differences of the annual growth rate
from 1960 to 2010 were 0.45, 0.05, 0.69, 0.86 and 0.38 per cent,
respectively (Table 2).

Considering the annual growth rates by region, it was found
that from 2000 to 2010, Bangkok had the highest growth rate (2.61
per cent), followed by the central region (2.44 per cent), the South
(0.89 per cent), and the North (0.00 per cent), whereby population
in the Northeast was decrease (-1.02 per cent) (Chart 2).

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2.3 Sex Ratio

Sex ratio of the population is the number of male per 100
females. In the year 2010, sex ratio of the population in Thailand
were 96.2 which indicated that the number of male was lower than
female (the male population of 96.2 per 100 female) and the sex ratio

decreased from year 2000, where the sex ratio was 97.1 (Table 3).

Considering the sex ratio across areas, the result showed that
the sex ratio of population in non-municipal area was higher than
that in the municipal area (98.0 and 94.1, respectively). Population
in the South had the highest sex ratio (98.0), followed by those in
the Central (96.6), the North (96.2), the Northeast (95.9) and
Bangkok (94.6), respectively (Table 4).

At provincial level, Phangnga had the highest sex ratio
(104.6), followed by Trat (104.1), Ranong (103.7), Chumphon (103.6),
Rayong (103.4), Mae Hong Son (103.2), Satun (103.1), Prachuap
Khiri Khan (101.4), Lop Buri (100.4), and Krabi (100.1), respectively.
The lowest sex ratio of 91.6 was found for Angthong (Table 5).

2.4 Number of Households and Average Size of Household

In the year 2010, Thailand had 20,329,171 households. The
average size of household were 3.2 which was smaller than that of
the last census (3.8 persons per household). Considering the
average size of household over time since 1970, it was decrease in
household size from 5.7, 5.2, 4.4, and 3.8, respectively (Table 6).

Comparison at the area level, the average size of households
in non-municipal areas was 3.4 persons, which was larger than that
in the municipal area (3.0 persons). Considering the household size
across region was found that, the South and the Northeast had the
largest average size of household 3.5 persons, follow by the North
(3.1 persons), the Central (3.0 persons), while Bangkok had the
smallest average size of household size of 2.9 persons (Table 7).

2.5 Population Density

Population density is determined by the average number of
people per one square kilometre. The population density of Thailand
in the year 2010 was 127.6 persons per 1 square kilometre which was
higher than that in the 2000 census (118.7 persons per 1 square
kilometer). At regional level, the population densities in descending
order were as follows: Bangkok (5,258.6), the Central (177.3), the
Southern (125.0), the Northeast (111.4), and the North (67.4) (Table 8).

2.6 Type of Living Quarters

Living quarters was classified into two groups as a private
housing units and collective living quarters. On September 1,
2010, Thailand had 99.4 per cent of private dwelling and only 0.6
per cent was collective dwellings which include workers’ camps,

institutions and hotels.

Considering type of dwelling for private household, it was
found that the majority of population lived in a detached house
(77.3 per cent), followed by the row house (12.9 per cent), the
townhouse/twin/town home units (7.3 per cent) and condominium/

mansion/flat/apartment (1.8 per cent) (Table 9).
