Definitions

Population census

Coverage

Population covered:

1. All Thai citizens residing in Thailand on Census Day (April 1,2000).

2. Thai residents, who were temporarily away on Census Day, e.g. on military training, journey by
sea or a trip abroad.

3. Thai civil/military diplomatic officers and their families in foreign countries

4. Foreign citizens having usual place of abode in Thailand or entering the country on temporary basis
for 3 months before Census Day (April 1,2000).

Population not covered:

1. Hill tribes with no fixed address (except those in well established villages).

2. Foreign military and diplomatic officers and their families stationed in Thailand.

3. Foreigners staying in the country for less than 3 months before Census Day.

4. Refugees and illegal immigrants staying in the centers designated by the authorities.

Procedure and Period of collect data

Household

People were counted on the basis of their usual places of residence, including those away no longer
than 3 months, and temporary residents (less than 3 months) having no other places of residence.
With the exception of students, they were counted at the places where they were found.

Face to face interview was the main method for data collection. The fieldwork period was from April
1, 2000 to April 30, 2000. The questionnaires were filled in by the enumerators. Self-enumeration

forms were used in some areas, especially in Bangkok.

There are 2 types of household; private and collective.
A private household includes one person living alone or two or more persons, related or unrelated,

residing in the same house and makes common provision for food or other essential of living.

A collective household includes household composed of members who live together under certain

rules or regulations or those who are living together for their own benefit. The members of collective
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households may not take their meals together. Collective households are divided into 2 types, institutions

which include wats, penal institutions, welfare homes, hospitals, dormitories and hotels and special
households which include boarding houses and living quarters for workers with at least 6 workers

who have meals provided by the management.

Usual place of residence

Age

For persons residing in private households, each person was counted as an inhabitant of his usual
place of residence, that is the place where he lives and sleeps most of the time.

For persons residing in collective households, institutional population : priests, nuns, members of the
armed forces residing on military installations, inmates of correctional or penal institutions, mental
institutions and welfare homes were enumerated as usual residents of the place in which the institution

was located.

Age is calculated in full years as of the individual’s last birthday before 1 April, 2000.

Marital Status

Persons aged 13 years and over were classified as never married, ever-married (i.e. married,
widowed, divorced, or separated) or of unknown marital status.

Persons classified as “married” include both persons who have registered their marriages and persons
in de facto unions.

Buddhist, priests and novices were classified as “priest”, while nuns were classified as never married

or ever married according to their marital status at the time of the census.

Children ever born

Literacy

Ever-married women were asked the number of live-born children they had as of the census date. The
number reported includes all children born alive, regardless of the period of survival, as well as

children of previous marriages, but excludes adopted children, step children and fetal deaths.

Literate persons are defined as person aged 5 years and over who are able to read and write simple
statements with understanding in any languages. If a person can read, but cannot write, then he was

classified as illiterate.
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Highest level of Education

The highest level of education was the level of the last final examination as of January 1, 2000. For
university students, the highest level of education was the number of completed years of university

education.

Educational Attainment

Levels of educational attainment were primary, secondary, and university, as well as other types of

special education.

Currently economically active
Persons aged 15 years and over, who during the seven days preceding the census date (March 25-31,

2000), were employed or unemployed.

Seasonally inactive
Persons aged 15 years and over, who during the seven days preceding the census date (March 25-
31, 2000), were unemployed because of waiting for the appropriate seasons, being persons who
usually worked without pay on farms, or in business enterprises engaged in seasonal activities owned

or operated by the head of the household or any other member of the household.

Persons not in currently economically active
Persons aged 15 years and over, who during the seven days preceding the census date (March 25-31,
2000), were unemployed and not available to work because of housework, studying, too young/old,

religious order, incapable of work.

Occupation

Occupation refers to the kind of work on which a persons spent most of the time during the given period.
For a person who works more than one job, only the job at which he work more number of hours was
recorded. If the number of working hours for each job was the same, the job which gave him higher income

was recorded.

Last week occupation refers to occupation during the 7 days preceding the census date (March 25-31,

2000).

Last year occupation refers to occupation during the 12 months preceding the census date (April 1,

1999-March 31, 2000).
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Industry

Work status

Migration

Industry refers to the activity of the establishment in which a person worked during the 12 months

preceding the census date.

Work status refers to the status of a person’s occupation in the 12 months preceding the census date. If
a person had more than one job, the work status corresponding to the occupation recorded was asked.

Work status was classified as follows:

Employer : A person who operates his or her own economic enterprise or engages independently in a

profession or trade and hires one or more employees.

Own account worker : A person who operates his or her own economic enterprise or engages

independently in a profession or trade and hires no employees.

Employee : A person who works for a public or private employer and receives remuneration in wages,
salary, commission, tips, piece-rate or payment in kind. Employees are classified as government,

government enterprise or private employees.

Unpaid family worker : A person who works without pay, in an economic enterprise or farm, owned by
the members of the household.

Members of producers’ cooperative : A person who hold a “self-employment” job in a cooperative
producing goods and services, in which each members takes part on an equal footing with other
members in determining the organization of production, sales and/or other work of the establishment,

the investments and the distribution of the proceeds of the establishment amongst their members.

Migration was the movement across villages or municipal areas of persons who had changed their
places of residence within the 5 years preceding the census date (April 1, 2000).

Change of municipal areas or villages by expansion of the municipal areas or the administrative
redivision of villages, while the person or the household still stays in the original place as well as
change of residence is being made within the Bangkok or Pattaya are not considered migration.

Recent migrants are persons who had changed their place of residence (villages or municipal areas)

within the five years preceding the census date. For children aged less than 5 years living in the current

residence since they were born, were not defined as recent migrants.
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Inter-province migrants are migrants whose last place of previous residence was in different

province from their province of residence at the census date.

Inter-regional migrants are migrants whose last place previous residence was in a different region from

their region of residence at the census date.

Lifetime migrants are persons of all ages who were born outside their province of residence at the time

of the census.

Housing census

Coverage
Households covered : All private households" in the areas of population enumeration.
Living quarter

A living quarter is defined as the housing unit occupied by a household, including the following types :

detached, row-house, apartment, rooms, boats or any mobile units and any other types of structure.

Type of living quarter

Type of living quarter is classified as follows:

Detached house : A detached house is one which is separated on all sides from other structures.
A detached house may include one or more detached units occupied by a household and also include

house-rafts.

Town house : A town house is any structures of two units or more attached by a common wall having

one storey or more, having the space infront for parking or for other purpose.

Apartment : Apartment means a suite of rooms within a building which is occupied by a household

with kitchen, bathroom, and entrance separated from other households.

Brick row house, Row house : They refer to the house with 2 units or more having at least one common

wall with other structure. A row house may have one floor or more and also includes rafts with multi-units.

Y Private household means one or more persons living in the same dwelling, and sharing the
same facilities, whether or not related to each other



Room : Room means a room or suite of rooms that are occupied by a household, with or without
independent kitchen, bathroom and entrance, and also includes rooms with dependent bathroom,

kitchen or entrance within the same building.

Type of construction material

Living quarter is defined as the house constructed by permanent construction materials and non-

permanent construction materials.

Permanent construction materials : Permanent construction materials include all types of hard-woods,

for instance, teak and redwood, etc., concrete, block concrete, corrugated iron, brick, etc.

Non-permanent construction materials : Non-permanent construction materials include houses made of
local materials, for instance, house made of thatch, leaves, grasses, rushes and bamboo, etc., as well
as makeshift shelters constructed of waste or reused materials, for instance, houses made of used

corrugated iron, packing crates, etc.

Tenure of housing units (excluding land)
Tenure of housing units (excluding land) refers to the arrangements by which a household occupies its
living quarters, i.e. whether a member of the household occupies the housing unit as owner, hire-
purchaser or renter. Living quarters may be occupied rent-free, because it is part of payment in kind or

is occupied by a relative of the owner.
Owner : Owner means the person having the legal right of possession of the living quarter.

Hire purchaser : Persons who purchase the living quarters and pay in installments at intervals, e.g.

monthly or yearly. When the payment is completed, the purchaser becomes owner.

Payment in kind of service : Living quarters provided for civil servants, caretakers, industrial workers,
workers of the State Railway of Thailand, military personnel, policemen, etc., owned by the private or
public sector, may be provided as rent free living quarters for such person as payment in kind,

including the office room used as living quarters.

Rent Free : Persons who live in rent free living quarters because of being related of the owner are

included in this category.

Tenure of land
Members of the household may occupy land as owner, hire purchaser, renter or person who occupies

the land with no payment.
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Owner : Owner means the person having the legal right of possession of land.

Hire purchaser : A person who purchases a piece of land and pays in installments at intervals, e.g.

monthly or yearly. When the payment is completed, he becomes owner.

Renter : A person who builds living quarters on land belonging to another and pays monthly or yearly

rent to the owner.

No payment : A person who builds living quarters on land owned by the private or public sector

without paying rent.
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
