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Chapter 1

Introduction

1.1 Background

The National Statistical Office (NSO)
had conducted the first Survey of Construction
Industry in 1999, as the due to requirement from
National Economic and Social Development
Board (NESDB) and no any agencies have
collected such a kind of these data. These data
could be used in calculating National Account
and Input - Output Tables. Since the basic
construction  information were used for
implementing the construction industry policies
and developing the national plan, the NSO
conduct this survey every 5 years. This is the 3

Construction Industry Survey.

1.2 Objectives

The objectives of the 2009 Construction
Industry Survey are as follows;

1.To collect basic information data on
construction establishment, such as number of
establishments, number of persons engaged,
number of employees and remuneration,
construction area, expenses, value of gross output
and values of fixed assets of establishment.

2.To obtain data for calculating the
National Account (Capital Formation Account),
constructing the National Input-Output Tables and

the GDP of construction sector.

3.To establish good statistical information
system, in terms of the leading indicator.

4.To develop and to standardize the basic
data system and indicators for determining the

economic and social development plan efficiently.

1.3 Scope and coverage

The establishments under the scope of
this survey were those engaged primarily in
construction industry (Category F of the
International Standard Industrial Classification
of All Economic Activities; ISIC : Rev.4). The
survey covered all construction establishments

in the whole kingdom.

All information collected refers to the
operation period of establishment during January
