CHAPTER 1
INTRODUCTION

1.1 Background

The National Statistical Office conducted the First Agricultural Census of
Thailand in 1950, the Second in 1963, the Third in 1978 and the Fourth in 1993. However,
the interval of each census was so long that some data on agricultural structure might be
changed. In order to study the changes and to obtain data on agricultural structure for each
5 years, the National Statistical Office had decided to conduct the Intercensal Survey of

Agriculture in 1998 as a second best alternative.

1.2 Objective

The main objective of the survey is to collect data on basic structure of
agriculture as those used in the 1993 Census of Agriculture such as number and area of
holdings, land use, land tenure, planted area and number of livestock, etc. Such data would
be used as a tool in studying changes of agricultural structure from 1978, 1983, 1988, 1993 to
1998 which result in policy-making, monitoring and evaluation the agricultural development

projects.

1.3 Coverage
The 1998 Intercensal Survey of Agriculture covered the holdings which
agricultural operations in all provinces were as follows:
1. The area operated was 2 rais and over : or
2. The number of livestock reared on April 1, 1998 was
2.1 2 or more of cattle or buffaloes, separately or altogether : or
2.2 5 or more of pigs : or
2.3 100 or more of ducks or chickens separately or altogether : or
3. Income earmed from selling crops or animals or animal products during
the last 12 months was totaled 6,500 baht and over.
1.4 Survey Items
The data collected in the 1998 Intercensal Survey of Agriculture are as follows :

1. legal status of holder



2. land tenure, land use and irrigation

3. rice

4. field crops

5. vegetable crops, flowers and ornamental plants
6. permanent crops

7. para rubber

8. livestock

9. fertilizer and pesticide

10. machinery and equipment, animal utilization and transport equipment for
agriculture

11. employment on the holding

12. members of the holder's household and activity status

13. education and main activity status of holder

14. income and indebtedness of holder's household

1.5 Definitions

1. Holding

A holding is an economic unit of agricultural production (cultivating crops and
rearing livestock) under single management comprising all livestock kept and all land used
wholly or partly for agricultural production purposes, without regard to title or legal form.
The holding’s land may consist of one or more parcels, located in one or more separate areas

of the same province.

2. Holder

A holder refers to a civil or juridical person who exercises management control and
takes major decisions over the agricultural holding operation. The holder has technical and
economic responsibility for the holding and may undertake all responsibilities directly, or
delegate responsibilities to a hired manager. A hired manager participating in economic
and financial responsibilities in addition to managing the holding is considered a holder.

3. Parcel
This refers to a piece of land entirely surrounded by land belonging to others or

by canal, public road or public land etc. A parcel may consist of one or more fields



adjacent to each other. A field is a piece of land in a parcel separated from the rest of the
parcel by easily recognizable demarcation line, such as footpaths, hedges and shelterbelts.

A field may consist of one or more plots.

4. Area of Holding

Area of holding is the combined area of all the holding’s parcels in the province
(cultivating crops and rearing livestock) , including land owned by the holder, rented from
others and land under other tenure forms.

The holding area includes farmyard, land occupied by farm buildings and holder’s

house located on the holding.

5. Land Tenure

This refers to the arrangements or rights under which the holder holds or uses
holding land. A holding may be operated under one or more tenure forms as follows :

1) Owned : A holder is considered an owner of a piece of land if

1.1) he, according to the law, has a full right in it, i.e. he possesses a land
certificate such as Chanote Tidin, N.S.3, S.K.1 which is issued by the authority concerned,
he may have the right on the land which is resulted by the law or he may possess some
certificates, according to the Land Reform Act, which legally permits him to operate the land
; or

1.2) he occupies and cultivates the land as if he were the owner as in the
case of inheritance pending documentary evidence or pending the separation of the title
deeds or other important documents ; or

1.3) he has occupied and cultivated the land continually without any
resistance for 10 years and over.

2) Rented : A renter is one who rents the land from another person for agricultural
operation and he has to pay rents to the land owner by cash or crop product.

3) Mortgage : A contract whereby a person, called the mortgagor, assigns a
property to another person, called the mortgagee, as security for the performance of an
obligation, without delivering the property to the mortgage. 4) Sale with right of
redemption : A contract of sale whereby the ownership of the property sold passes to the

buyer subject to an agreement that the seller can redeem that property.



5) Others : this refers to all types of tenure not covered by above forms.
6. Land Use
This refers to the classification of total area of holding during last crop year
according to land uses. Land use are classified by arable land (rice, field crops, vegetable
crops), land under permanent crops, para rubber, pen, pasture, forest, idle land and other
land.
7. Irrigation
This refers to any techniques of purposively supplying land with water for growing
CIOpS.
Rain, artificial rain or water from uncontrolled overflow of rivers and streams are
not considered irrigation :
8. The Enumeration Day
This refers to April 1, 1998. It is used as a reference time for
- legal status of holder and number of members in the holder's household
- area of holding
- planted area and number of permanent trees
- planted area of para rubber
- number of livestock
- number of machinery and equipment
- indebtedness for agriculture of the holder’'s households
9. The Last 12 Months
This refers to April 1, 1997 to March 31, 1998. It is used as a reference time for
- irrigation
- planted area of rice, field crops, vegetable crops, flowers and ornamental plants
- the use of fertilizers and pesticides
- the use of machinery and equipment
- employment on the holding
- activity status of members in the holder's household

- income of holder’'s household
