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1978 Agricultural Census (Whole Kingdom)

Irrigation
This refers to any techniques of purposively supplying land with water
for growing crops. These techniques are as follows:

1. controlled water, later being provided to the area of land;
2. uncontrolled water provided to land by using equipments such as
water pumps;
3. water impounded in order to permeate the area of land, pouring or
sprinkling of water not being considered irrigation.
Rain, artificial rain or water from uncontrolled overflow of rivers and streams
are not considered irrigation. However, when it is collected and later provided
to land for growing crops (not pouring), this practice is considered irrigation.

Notes

Areairrigated in 1978 Agricultural Census report was irrigated area for
the last twelve months, from April 1, 1977 to March 31, 1978. In studying the
irrigated area data, users have to bear in mind that during the crop year 1977-
1978, most of the country had faced with the drought situation which thus resul-
ting in relatively low reported area under irrigation when compared with other
sources.
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PREFACE

The Census of Agriculture is one of the most important data -
collection projects of the country, not only because of the vast
scope and the large number of field workers involved in the Census,
but because of the usefulness of the data obtained as necessary
measures in planning and evaluating national and community level
development projects of the country.

Realizing the importance of the census data, the National
Statistical Office has tried to satisfy the needs of data users. In
this respect, many useful suggestions and comments on the types
of data to be collected as well as on the statistical tabular presenta-
tion contributed by several agencies have been incorporated in the
planning and preparation stages. In addition, the Cabinet appointed
representatives from the Ministry of Agriculture and Cooperatives,
the Ministry of Interior, the Ministry of Education and the National
Statistical Office to serve as a Coordination Committee for the 1978
Agricultural Census. This committee functioned as acoordinating
body between the National Statistical Office and the government
agencies concerned on census operations and inspection of the
field work.

The 1978 Agricultural Census, covering almost all areas of the
Kingdom, involved a large amount of budget and manpower. Field
staff alone totalled more than 20,000, almost all of whom were
local school teachers. The success of the 1978 Agricultural
Census, though faced with problems and obstacles such as
problems of transportation and personal safety, was largely due to
the unstinting efforts and the invaluable and close assistance of
the local authorities and security officers. In this repect, special
mention should also be made of the officials of the Ministry of
Agriculture and Cooperatives for their close collaboration on agro-
technical aspects of the Census.

The National Statistical Office is highly appreciative of the
assistance and cooperation of these government departments and
agencies as well as their staff, without whom the 1978 Agricultural
Census would not have been successful, and wishes to express
its deep gratitude.

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INTRODUCTION

Agricultural censuses have been conducted twice in Thailand;
the first gensus was conducted in 1950 and the second in 1963.
To obtain timely statistics of rapidly changing agricultural patterns
and practices of Thailand, and in accordance with recommendations
of the Food and Agriculture Organization of the United Nations,
the National Statistical Office has planned to undertake a census of
agriculture once in every ten years, but due to unforseen circumstan-
ces, the third agricultural census of Thailand was not taken until
April, 1978,

The 1978 Census of Agriculture was conducted under the
Royal Decree of the 1978 Agricultural Census prescribed by the
Statistical Act B.E.2508. The main objective of the Census was
to collect basic agricultural data necessary for policy and planning
of agricultural and economic development programs and also as a
frame to undertake sample surveys for the collection of other
agricultural data.

In May-June, 1978, after the conclusion of the Census field
work, a Post Enumeration Survey was carried out in order to evaluate
the quality of the data obtained in a randomly selected 5% of the
total enumeration districts. All PES interviewers were regular field
staff officers of the National Statistical Office.

In the report of 1978 Agricultural Census, statistical tables
are divided into two parts, namely, complete enumeration and sample
enumeration. The first part presents basic data of all holdings
enumerated while the second comprises the data estimated from the
25% sample holdings whose agricultural land operated less than 40
rai and those entirely obtained from the 40 rai or more holdings.

The data persented in the two parts mentioned above are those

of non- municipal areas while the municipal area data are available in the

appendix of this report.

Publication of the census results will be presented in three series;
the first series are Report by Changwat, the second by Region, i.e.
Northern, Northeastern, Central and Southern Regions, and the last
will be for the Whole Kingdom in which the resuslts of the Post Enumera
tion Survey will also be included.

All of the 1978 Agricultural Census information obtained
from the questionnaires, however, have been stored in magnetic
tapes and more detailed tabulations not presented in this report may
be made available upon request to the National Statistical Office,
subject to consideration and approval by the office.

THE CENSUS ADMINISTRATION

General Administration

The general administration of the 1978 Agricultural Census was
carried out under the overall guidance of the 1978 Agricultural |

Census Committee which comprised staff members of the National
Statistical Office, namely, the Secretary-General, the Deputy

Secretary-General, the Division Directors and Chief of the section |

concerned. The functions of the Committee were to advise on and
to coordinate implementation of recommendations on all phases of

the census program from planning, methodology, questionnaire !

design and preparation of instruction manuals, planning the publicity
program, data processing to publication of the census results; all
phases of the program having first been considered in detail by a
Census Working Group and a Census Public Relations Subcommittee.

Field Administration

During the census field operation, all Provincial Governors anc
District Officers were appointed by the Prime Minister as Changwat
{Province) and Amphoe (District) field supervisors, respectively.
The service and assistance rendered by these field supervisors, within
their jurisdictions, contributed in large part to the success of the
census field work.



Generally, one district technical supervisor was appointed in
each Amphoe and was given the responsibility for training, supervising
and directing crew leaders and enumerators under their responsibili-
ties. Most of these field personnel were recruited from local school
teachers of the Changwat Administrative Organizations.

The Regional, Changwat and Amphoe Officers, permanent
officials of the National Statistical Office, coordinated the field
operation with the afore-mentioned field personnel. Members of
the Coordination Committee for the 1978 Agricultural Census and
senior officers of the National Statistical Office, apointed as inspec-
tors for the 1978 Agricultural Census, were assigned to inspect
the census field work and to report any problems encountered to
the Changwat or Amphoe field supervisor.

For the census field operation, the area in Tambon was divided
into a number of enumeration districts, each of which was composed
of one or more villages, or, in some cases, a part of village, depending
upon the quantity of work and the geographical conditions in each
enumeration district. The total number of such enumeration
districts for the 1978 Agricultural Census was 18,650, each of
which was assigned to one enumerator, the total number of enume-
rators was, therefore, 18,650. To supervise the enumerators, there
were 3,091 crew leaders and 625 district technical supervisors.
Field interviewing was carried out between April 1-23, 1878.

METHODOLOGY

The 1978 Agricultural Census may alternatively be called the
Auxiliary Sample Census. The methodology applied was to divide
all items in the questionnaire into two parts. The first part
comprising basic agricultural data was used to interview all agricul-
tural holdings while the second part involving socio-economic data
was used for agricultural holdings of two characteristics: i) the
holdings whose size is 40 rai and over; ii) 25% of the holdings
whose size is less than 40 rai being randomly selected as samples.

COVERAGE OF THE CENSUS

The 1978 Agricultural Census covered, in every part of the
whole kingdom, all persons whose agricultural operations were as
follows:

1. the area operated was 2 rai and over; or

2. the number of livestock raised on April 1, 1978 was
i) 5 or more of cattle or buffaloes, seperately or altogether, or
ii) 5 or more of swines, or
iii} 100 or more of ducks or chickens, seperately or altogether;
or

3. income earned from selling crops or animals or animal
products during the last 12 months was totaled 5,000 baht ana
over. However, the following areas were excluded :

i) someislands;

ii) hilltribe villages located on hills;

iii) villages whose number of agricultural holdings was less
than 25% and such percentage was less than 25;

iv) business or industrial areas, most of which were located
in a municipal area.

CENSUS ITEMS

The followings are information to be collected through the 1978
Census of Agriculture :

number and area of agricultural holdings;

tenure and land use;

planted area under rice, field and vegetable crops;

number of trees of some selected permanent crops;

livestock and poultry, silkworm, lac;

machinery and equipment used for the agricultural operation;
use of fertilizers and soil dressings; and

employment and agricultural population.

TIME REFERENCE

The items to be collected in conjunction with the time reference

determined are as follows:

1. land use is the data on October 1, 1977;

2. planted area, employment, use of fertilizers and soil dressings
are of the period of the last 12 months, i.e., from April 1, 1977
toMarch 31, 1978;

3. number of livestock, number of trees and number of equip-
ments used are of April 1, 1978. '

DEFINITIONS
1. Holding

A holding is an agricultural production unit operated by a holder,
single or assisted by other persons, irrespective of any legal status
of land possession, number of parcels and size of land constituting
the holding.

A holding may be operated by a manager or a director if the
holding belongs to a company, a cooperatives commune, a govern-
ment agency or a state enterprise.

A holding may be a small piece of land or may be a landless
holding, examples of which are holdings raising of chickens,
silkworms, mushroom and orchids, etc.

The area of a holding may be used wholly or partly for agricul-
tural production.

The exceptions are only those who are engaged in a production
connected with forestry; raising of fish, frogs, dogs, or breeding
of prize animals for contest in games.

2. Agricultural production

An agricultural production is the operation whose objective
is to yield agricultural products, examples of which are the cultivation
of field crops, permanent crops, nursery crops (those for forestry
excluded), vegetables, flowers and the raising of livestock and
poultry as well as the production of animal products, silk and lac.

Any operation whose objective is mainly naot to yield agricultural
products but for others, such as for education, for scientific or
medical experiment, is not regarded as an agricultural production
irrespective of any quantity of the by-products obtained.

3. Holder .

A holder is a person who initiates and manages, technically
and financially, farm alone or may be assisted by other persons.

A holder may be the owner or the lessee of the land he operates.
He may operate the land of any individual or the public land regarad-
less of the owner permission or the legitimacy.

4. Place for enumeration

In the field operation, an interview was made at the holder's
house. One holder is regarded as a holding. Thus, a holding may
constitute more than one parcel of agricultural land whereas they
may locate scattering in different Amphoes but must be in the same
Changwat boundary. In this regard, the total area of holdings
reporting of an Amphoe may not be the actual area of such Amphoe
because some parcels of land may possibly be exclyded or in cluded
according to the case mentioned; but the total area of holdings
of any Changwat is about actual of its own.

5. Household

A household means one or more persons living together and
sharing in food and living facilities. Any person who uses seperately
his own food and living facilities, although living together with
others, is regarded as another household.

If there are more than one holder in a household, division of
the household into a number of it according to the number of holders
must be made. - .

6. Members of the holder's household

Members of the holder's household inc'ude the holder himself



and other persons in the household who share food and living
facilities. Examples of members of a household are a spouse, sons,
daughters and relatives. A lodger is regarded as a household's
member if he does not have any other household to live with; if he
does, he will be counted in the household where he has lived
longer during the last 12 months. .

In the case of seperating a household into a new one as
mentioned in item 5, members of the new holder’s household are
also those persons who have the relation with the new holder as
defined above.

If a holder does not have a spouse, children or other person to
live with, it is regarded as a single household.

7. Tenure

Tenure is the nature of possession of a given piece of land.
It may be owned by the, holder, leased from another person, or
possessed in other manners. Classification of tenure may be made
as follows: ‘

7.1 Owner A holder is considered an owner of a piece of land if

(i) he, accor‘ding to the law, has a full right in it, i.e. he possesses
a land certificate such as Chanote Tidin, N.S. 3, S.K. 1 which is
issued by the authority concerned; he may have the right on the
land which is resulted by the law or he may possess some certificates,
according to the Land Reform Act, which legally permits him to
operate the land;

(i) he occupies and cultivates the land as if he were the owner
as in the case of inheritance pending documentary evidence or
pending the seperation of title deeds or other important documents;
or

iiiy he has occupied and cultivated the land continually without
any resistance for 10 years and over.

7.2 Renter Renter is one who rents the land from another person
for agricultural operation and he has to pay rents to the land owner

in the following manners:

(i) cash or crop paid at an agreed rate, for instance, a hundred
baht or 10 tang of grains per rai for the rent of paddyland;

(ii) produce paid at a fixed proportion, for example, one-half
or one-third of total production.

7.3 Others This will include all types of tenure other than those
mentioned above. In particular, land held by a person without proper
authorization and land held without having to pay any rent come
under this category. The followings are examples of the case.

(i) A person holds the land for agricultural operation by destroying
the forest of a national park; or he cultivates the land by side of
the railroad.

(i) A person is allowed to cultivate the land of his relative
without any charge.

8. Parcel

A parcel is a piece of land entirely surrounded by land belonging
to others or by canal, public road or public land. A parcel may
locate wholly or partly in an administrative unit area, such as a village,
a Tambon and an Amphoe, but it must wholly locate in the Changwat
boundary. By the way, a parcel may have one or more characteris-
tics of tenure.

9. Income earned from agricultural operation on the holding

This means cash obtained from selling crops, animals and animal
products produced on the holding during the last 12 months. The
value imputed from the products consumed at home, used as seeds,
paid as rents, wages, debts, and the products bartered are also
included.

Note The approximate local prices of products at times were used
to obtain the imputed income.



10. Agricultural work on the holding

The agricultural work on the holding implies a work involving
planning, managing, controlling and operating in every step of the
agricultural production on the holding. Besides cultivation of crops,
feeding and caring for livestock and poultry, the following activities
are also included: :

i) milking;

ii) working in the kitchen garden;

iii) keeping farm accounts;

iv) selling of agricultural products;

v) taking farm products to the market;

vi) bringing feed, fertilizer, or other supplies from town to the
holding;

vii) constructing and repairing fences, buildings and animal
shelters;

viii) soil dressings.

11. Off-holding work This means

i) non-agricultural work operated on the holding, for instance,
cloth weaving, mat weaving and other handicrafts;

i) non-agricultural work operated elswhere;

iii) agricultural work operated on other holdings and wages are
paid in return, examples of which are transplanting and harvesting
of ricecrop, etc.

12. Not economically active

Any person 11 years of age and over who does not work both on
and off the holding is regarded as a person not economically active.
These persons are

i} housewives or persons who work around the home;
ii) students;

iii) persons whose income earned from assets, investments,
pensions and any other subsidies;

iv) persons of old age and persons unable to work because of
physical and mental disability and of chronic iliness.

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EVALUATION OF THE1978
AGRICULTURAL CENSUS DATA

1. Objective

Since the scope of the 1978 Agricultural Census covered the
Whole Kingdom and a number of enumerators were used in the field
operation, the data collected, therefore, unavoidably included some
sorts of error. In order to know the quality of the census data, an
evaluation for the data completeness and accuracy by inspection and
measuring of error size is necessarily needed. The method of evaluation
acceptable among statisticians is a Post Enumeration Survey. The
objectives of the PES for the 1978 Agricultural Census are as follows:

1.1 To measure the error size of some important data occurred
from the field operation;

1.2 To evaluate the efficiency of enumerators in the field work;

1.3 To make available of the evaluation results for the data users
who need high accuracy of the census data to be used

2. Methodology

The field operation method used for the PES in both listing and
enumeration stages was the same as that operated in the 1978 Census
of Agriculture. In this respect, some 260 enumerators, of whom 250
belonging to the Field Operation Division and the remaining belonging
to the Statistical Techniques Division, NSO, were used. There were
two stages of the field operation:

2.1 Relisting A certain number of sample enumeration districts (ED)
was selected so that they scattered over all provinces. Relisting of
every household in a sample ED was then made by using a listing
questionnaire, Sa Ka 1, as ever applied in the 1978 Agricultural Census.
The results obtained were compared with those of the 1978 Agricultural
Census so as to estimate the coverage error of the census. The numbers
of sample ED’s used in the relisting are shown in the table below

2.2 Re-enumeration Re-enumeration of sample holders in a sample-
ED was made in this stage. The enumeration questionnaire used was
Sa Ka 2 which was also applied in the census. Sample selection was
made from the holders who were matchable in the census and the
relisting lists. There are some 11-12 sample holders in each sample
ED and their distribution is as follows:

a) 1-2 for the code 3 holder (A holder whose agricultural area
operated was 40 rai and over);

b} 5 for the code 2 holder (A holder whose agricultural area operated
was less than 40 rai and he was also selected as a sample in
the census);

c) b for the code 1 holder (Different from the code 2 holder only
he was not a sample holder in the census).

The figures given in the table below are the numbers of sample
holders in different regions.

3. Results of the Evaluation

The data obtained from the census and the PES listings were
compared and analyzed so as to estimate the coverage error. The
figures in the table below are the estimates received.

By the way, comparison and analysis of the data obtained from
the census and the PES enumerations yielded the estimates of content
error. The data elaborated were those of area utilized in the holding
and the errors obtained are shown in the table
