Current Account
The net sum of trade in goods and services, primary income
and secondary income.

Narrow Money (M1)

A category of money supply that includes all physical money
like coins and currency along with demand deposits and other liquid
assets held by the central bank.

Broad Money (M2)

Broad money is the sum of currency outside banks; demand
deposits other than those of the central government; the time, savings,
and foreign currency deposits of resident sectors other than the central
government; bank and traveler’s checks; and other securities such as
certificates of deposit and commercial paper.

Gini Coefficient

Poverty Rate of Headcount Ratio

Headcount ratio is the proportion of the population whose
annual per capita income fall below the per annual per capita poverty
threshold to the total number of population multiplied by 100.

Poverty Gap Index

Poverty gap index is a measure of the intensity of poverty.
It is defined as the average poverty gap in the population as a
proportion of the poverty line.

Labour Productivity Index
