Background

This 2015 Social Indicators was
published by compiling and analyzing data
from various sources so as to obtain major
indicators, which were divided into 7
sectors, namely; Population and Housing,
Labour, Education, Public Health, Social
Welfare, Gender Statistics and Other Social
Statistics. These indicators can be used for
the evidence-based plans and policies, as
well as for monitoring and evaluating
plans and policies, trends and social
situations.

The National Statistical Office of
Thailand has seen the importance of
availability of social statistics for public
and private sectors to use them for their
benefits in evidence-based plans and
policies; in solving social problems
therefore, the National Statistical Office
has published the publication on Social
Indicators every two years.

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Chapter 1

Population and Housing

1.1 Population
1.1.1 Number and Growth Rate of Population

A number of population of the
country is regarded as a crucial factor for
planning in  resource  allocation  and
infrastructure. Therefore accurate and up to
date population  statistics/indicators  are
needed for country’s administration in
economic, social and environment.

In Thailand, there are many sources
of data on population, which users could
consider to use any sources to match with
their objectives. One among the other
sources is the population  censuses
conducted by the NSO every 10 years. The
latest census was the 2010 Population and
Housing Census, which collected data from
all population residing in Thailand as of the
census date; September 1, 2010. The results
of the latest census showed that there were
65.9 million people in Thailand, which
increased from 60.9 million from the 2000
Census. This figure presented about 0.7%
growth rate per year (2000-2010), which was
a decreasing growth rate compared to 1.1%
of the past censuses (1990-2000).

Population data, from the Bureau of
Registration Administration, Ministry of Interior,
which were the number of population
registered in household registration system on
annual basis, showed that the number of
population increased from 64.7 million in
2013 to 65.1 million in 2014, with about 0.5%
population growth rate per year.

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Number of population projected,
by the Office of the National Economic
and Social Development Board, using base
data from Population and Housing Census
is another major source of data on
population. The number of projected
population for the next 10-20 years will
slightly increase with growth rate per year
of 0.40% (in 2010-2020) and slightly
decrease with growth rate per year of

0.53% (in 2030-2040).
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The number of the population
increases every year, however, the growth
rate of population has been declining
the of
population at birth declined due to the

continuously  since number
effectiveness of family planning program
in 1970. From the population projection,
it was found that the number of children
(0-14 years) decreased from 19.8% in
2010 to 14.8% and 12.8% in 2030 and
2040 respectively, this is a key factor led
to the change of population age, sex
distribution

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1.1.2 Elderly
Number and Growth Rate of the Elderly

There were major factors caused the
demographic to change in the past 50 years
had been affected aged structure. For
example, a declining total fertility rate from
57% in 1970 to 1.6 in 2014; a decreasing
birth rate from 40 persons per 1,000 persons
(in 1970) to 7 persons per 1,000 persons
(in 2014) and a declining of death rates;
from 12 persons per 1,000 persons (in 1970)
to 7 persons per 1,000 persons (in 2014).

Those changes have an impact on a
decline of the proportion of the children,
whereas the proportion of elderly
continuously increases. The results from the
2010 census showed that the numbers of
older persons were 8,508,196, there were
12% of older persons, and it was estimated
to be 26.6% and 32.1% in 2030 and 2040
respectively. This is the evidence that
Thailand is now entering into ageing society
and will engage in the absolutely ageing
society, with more than 20% of population
aged 60 and over within the next 2-3

decades.

Moreover, data from population
projection showed that the older persons
would stay longer, that is, in 2040 there will
be 6.1% of the elderly with 80 years old and
over, from only 2.0% in 2014, which is due to
an advancement of health system and an

awareness of health care of the people.

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A Support to the Elderly

Under the situation of aging society,
the government of Thailand might face with a
shortage of labour, which is a major
mechanism in driving country’s economy, at
the same time, labour could also support the
elderly. These indicators is so called a
dependency ratio, calculated by the number
of elderly (aged 60 years and over) divided by
the number of working aged group population
(aged 15-59 years), the figure showed that 100
persons of working aged group could support
22 older persons in 2014" and estimated to
be 58 persons in 2040”.

Meanwhile, the dependency ratio
of children means the number of children
(aged 0-14 years) per population of working
aged group, which declined from 27 in
2014" to 23 per 100 persons of working
aged group in 20407 . With this situation the
elderly have to take care and more rely on

themselves.

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1.2.2 Urbanization

Indicators on population distribution
and population density in urban and rural
area are important for guiding the public
sector in setting up plans and policies for
the infrastructure and appropriate allocating
the resources to each area. The private
sector could also be able to use these
indicators to set up marketing plan for their

businesses.

In the last two decades, the major
change which affected the distribution of
the population living in municipal and rural
areas were local empowerment policy since
1997, with this in 2000 about 1,000 sanitary
districts were upgraded to be municipal
areas led to an increase of population
number in municipal areas. The results of
the 2000 Population and Housing Census
confirmed that there were up to 31.1% of
population in municipal area, (in 2000) and
up to 43.7% in 2014.

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From the registration base population
in 2014, the number of population was living
in the municipal and rural areas may under
stated, since the registered number may
include neither people moving out without
reporting nor people commuting between
city and rural areas.

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1.3 Family and Household
1.3.1 Type of Living

It is obviously known that number
of children ever born from fertile women
(aged 15-49 vyears) decreased over the
past decades; it led to fewer numbers of
household members. The results of the
1970 Population and Housing Census
presented that there were 6 household
members, compared to 3 members from
the results of 2010’s round. Also, from the
Labour Force Survey, it showed that in
2013, about half of households (49.9%) in
2013 were nuclear families and one-third

were the extended ones.

Before, most of the Thai households
were nuclear families; however, it tended to
decrease whereas a number of extended
families increased from 34.6% in 2012 to
35.9% in 2014.

Moreover, types of living currently
were more variety and tended to increase.
For example, family where the elderly
were living with only their children or
people with no relation were living in the

same dwelling etc.

1.4.1 Types of Dwelling and Occupancy

Recently, the life style of people
has changed; young aged group prefer to
reside in apartment or flat to facilitate
their daily lives in transportation, having
more convenience, and being close to the
community mall which statistics showed
that the proportion of population living in

apartment or flat was doubled.

Besides, the number of detached
houses tended to decrease continuously
from 80.3% in 2011, to 74.3% in 2014.
Considering of owning status; the number of
households owning dwelling and land
decrease from 80.9% (2011) to 77.2% (2014).

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Chapter 2

Labour

According to an advancement in
public health sector, it leads to low mortality
rates and the longer lives of the elderly,
while a number of children ever born
become lower and lower. Therefore, it is
expected that in the near future Thailand
would face with labour (population aged
15-59 years) shortage situation. This situation
has a strong impact on dependency ratio of
children and older persons.

Moreover, since the implementation
of ASEAN economic community has started
in 2015, under a free flow of skilled labour,
goods, service and investment among ASEAN
member countries. With this, there would be
challenges for entrepreneurs and labourers
that need to adjust themselves to suit with
the new context.

The NSO is the core agency in
collecting labour statistics through
conducting the Labour Force Surveys
continuously,  data/information  collected
such as labour structure, employment, wages
and salaries etc. This report presents the
results of two rounds of the survey; Round 1
and Round 3 which are non-agriculture
season and agriculture season respectively,
however, to capture all aspects of the labour
situation; the average national level is also

presented.

Other agencies, such as Ministry of
Labour and Bank of Thailand, also
collected data/information on labour
demand, and labour productivity index.
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2.1 Structure of the Labour Force

2.1.1 Structure of the Labour Force

Data from the Labour Force Survey
2008-2014 conducted by the National
Statistical Office showed that the structure of
the labour force continually grows. The
number of persons in the labour force
increased with an increase of country
production; in 2014, out of 100 population,

about 58 were in the labour force.

The labour force participation rates
in  Thailand have been rather high,
approximately 72%, However participation
rate tend to decline; to approximately
70.3% in 2014, some of them left the
labour market (elderly, house wife,
student). Currently Thailand still has no
problems in a number of population in
working age group; population aged 15-59
years; that is the population in the labour
force was still sufficient. However, if the
birth rates decline steadily, Thailand
would finally face with labour shortage in

the near future.

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2.1.2 Participation in the Labour Force

Participation rate in the labour force
was rather high; however, there were
relatively big differences in comparing with
sex, age and education levels. Participation
rate of males was higher than females in
every quarter, due to their major roles in the
family’s incomes. However, compared to the
same period of 2014-2015, the participation
rate in the Round 3/2015, decreased from
the year 2014, due to the economic
recession, the entrepreneur slow down the

employment plan.

2.2.3 A Lay-off Statistics

A lay-off statistics presented in this

report  was  from  Department  of

Employment, which reflected only the
formal labour sector, on monthly basis. Data
from the records of claiming benefits
compensation of insured persons due to
unemployment in 2013 and 2014 showed
that number of unemployment decreased
compared to the same month.

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2.3 Informal Worker

Most of the labour force in
Thailand is informal labour force which
have no any protection and social

welfare in both health and life security.

In 2014, the number of informal
sector about 22 million persons, of these,
42.4% decreased from 25 million persons
in 2013 (35.7%). Workers in agricultural
sector encountered with the drought so,
they migrated to work in industry, trade
and service sectors instead. Most of
informal sector were low educated; more
than half of them were working in
agriculture sectors follow by trade, service

and manufacturing sectors.

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Chapter 3

Education

3.1 Policy and Targeted Goal of

Education in Thailand

The 11" Economic and Social
Development Plan has targeted to develop
the long-life learning society for the Thai
people by enhancing the quality of
education up to international standard
level. The education and learning system
has been reformed systematically, as well
as extended the opportunity of learning in
multi-dimension. The targeted goal of the
National Plan are to achieve the indicator of
an average years of schooling up to 12 years
and increase average points of major
subjects to more than 50%. For the past 10
years, an average years of schooling in
Thailand were less than 10 years, although,
the government has  subsidized in
education, however it has slightly impacted.
In  addition, Learning Achievement at
Elementary and Secondary levels were
under 50% in Mathematic English and
Science. These are the challenges of the
public sectors in how to manage in
achieving the national development goal in

population’s education.

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3.2 Education System
3.2.1 Type of Education System

The education system in Thailand
is classified into 2 main types; formal and
non-formal education. Formal Education
would have specific from and fixed result
assessment. The education levels divided
into 2 levels; namely the basic education
and higher education. The basic education
consists  of  pre-primary, primary and
secondary level, of total school years not
less than 12 years. Non formal education
service is set up to provide more
opportunities to people who are not being
able to access formal education system.
This non formal education system aims to
develop knowledge and ability of the
students to develop themselves, by
adjusting curriculum, ways of learning and
teaching, including learning assessment to

suit their needs and conditions.

In academic year 20141/, there
were 12.8 million or 79.4% of pupils
and students attending schools in
formal education, out of 16.3 million.
This decreased about 0.3% from the
academic year 2013 (79.7%). The
proportions of pre-primary students were
19.0%, 35.4% in primary level, 32.3% in
secondary level and 13.3% in higher

education level.

1/ As of 10" June 2014,
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The rate of students attending
school per population with the same age
group illustrates the number of population
entering in the education system. It showed
that during the past 3 years (academic year
2012-2014), the rate in primary and higher
levels have been increasing from 98.2% to
100.4% and 48.0% to 49.3% respectively.

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3.2.2 Gross Enrollment and Education

Continuation

Gross enrollment rate of primary
school means the number of children who
registered in attending primary level at any
ages per population aged 6-11 years. It was
found that in Academic Year 2014 Gross
enrollment rate in primary level was
100.49%, secondary level was 89.9%.

For the continuation rate to lower
and upper secondary school, in Academic
Year 2013, it dramatically increased and
decreased from Academic Year 2012, that is,
it was 77.3% to 100.8% and 96.0% to 73.0%

respectively.

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3.2.3 Retention and Drop-Out

One major problem in education is
dropout. Under the National Education
Act and the government policy, 9 years
basic education was identified to be
compulsory  throughout the country,
which  was upgraded from 6 vyears;
however the numbers of dropouts in 2014
declined all levels of education. It might
be that parents have seen the importance
of education; this led to the lowest
dropout rates in primary level, but highest

in lower and upper secondary level.

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Chapter 4
Public Health

The patterns of illness and death in
Thailand have shifted from infection diseases
to  non-communication diseases  (NCDs),
caused by the mis-functioning of the various
organs of the body and food consumption
behavior such as drinking and smoking,
unhealthy dietary including insufficient
physical activities. NCDs caused the number
of deaths to increase from 252.48 persons
per 100,000 population, in 2013 to 269.78
persons 100,000 population in 2014.

Statistics showed that about 7% of
household expenditure was spent on health
in 2014. Health service system in Thailand
has been successfully developed in
expanding the health coverage policy and
the public health services units throughout
the country. However, the problem of not
being able to get an easy access to the
health services for some vulnerable groups
of people and improper distribution of
medical professional personnel in remote

areas still exist.
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4.1 Birth and Death
In the past, Thailand had succeeded
implementing in  family planning policy;

a number of births have been dramatically
declined. Moreover, the rapid changes in
economic and social have impacts on social
values of Thai people on a limit number of
children, age at first marriage and being
single. However, during the past 3-4 years
the birth rate has increased to 13.4 persons
per 1,000 population from 12.0 persons,
since recently, there was an emerging social
in Thailand.

For the death rate, it increased from
6.5 persons per 1,000 population in 2010 to

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4.2 Ilness

Food consumption behavior is one,
among the others, of the major causes of
population’s  sickness, risk behaviors in
consumption are such as, over consumption,
consumption of contaminated food, drinking
and smoking etc., including lack of proper

physical exercise and tension in daily life.

Results from Health and Welfare
Survey, showed that in the past 6 years
(2009-2015), proportion of people getting
ill decreased from 20.3% in 2009 to 16.9%
in 2015, the decrease was found in both
sexes; male decreased from 15.3% in 2009
to 15.2% in 2015, and female decreased
from 19.5% in 2009 to 18.6% in 2015.

Health statistics showed that the
number of people getting ill with cancer was
increasing enormously from 783.6 persons
per 100,000 population in 2010 to 829.1
persons per 100,000 population in 2014,
whereas Tuberculosis was declining slightly;
from 139.7 persons in 2010 to 120.0 persons
per 100,000 population in 2014.

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4.3 Maternal and Child Health
4.3.1 Fertility Rate

After having been practicing the
family planning policy since 1970, therefore,
the fertility rates in Thailand have been
declining steadily. From survey of the
population change conducted by the NSO, it
was found that the fertility rate was 2.73 in
1985 and 1.47 in 2005 and rose to be 1.6 in
2014, which meant that in 1985, a woman
aged 15-49 years delivered about 3 children,
and then decreased to less than 2 children in

2014, which was below the replacement rate.

Currently, if fertility rate has stayed at
this level or even below, the Thai
Government needs to focus on population
policy to solve the problems a decreasing

number of population.
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4.3.2 Maternal Mortality Rate

Maternal Mortality Rate per 100,000
live births is one of the indicators indicating
quality of health care services on maternal
and child. It reflects good condition of
women and an access to healthcare service
including an access to factors in risks of

pregnancy or delivery.

In  considering age of death, it
showed that female at the older age has
the more risk in dying of delivery. Maternal
mortality rate of women, aged 35-44 years
was 24.9% (in 2012) to 33.1% (in 2013).

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4.4 HIV/AIDS Influenza and Dengue

4.4.1 HIV/AIDS

HIV/AIDS has been a major epidemic
with serious problems in all countries over
the world. Figures from the Ministry of
Public Health, where the new cases
admitted to the hospital of each year have
been compiled, showed that the AIDS
Morbidity rate was likely to decline
significantly from 2 persons per 100,000
population in 2012 to 1 person per 100,000
population in 2014.

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4.4.2 Influenza

Influenza is currently widespread
quickly and becoming more dangerous than
in the past. Various types of virus, which
cause severe symptom in Influenza, have

been explored.

From the report, it was found that
the number of patients with Influenza was
rather low in 2014; of about 68.0 persons per
100,000 population, however it significantly
increased to 111.3 persons per 100,000
population, in 2014.

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4.5 Mental Health

Economic crisis and rapid changes of
society at present have caused strong wider
impacts on most of the people, such as
stress and psychological symptoms. The
proportion of people with mental disorder
increased from 2,346 people per 100,000
population in 2010 to 2,677 people per
100,000 population in 2012.

Moreover, the stress and mental
diseases might lead the patient to commit
suicide. The Department of Mental Health
presented that the proportion of committing
suicide increased from 5.9% in 2009 to 6.0%
in 2014, the figures also showed that men
committed suicide three times higher than

women did.

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4.6 Health Risk Behavior
4.6.1 Smoking

It is accepted that smoking directly
affects health condition of people who
smoke and indirectly affects to those who
are around. Smoking causes many diseases
such as; Asthma, emphysema, lung cancer
etc. The public sectors have big campaigns
to raise an awareness of people for the
danger of smoking. With this, many legal
actions have been released, such as
prohibition to smoke in public areas and

working places.

Proportion of people  smoking
declined slightly from 185 % in 2007 to
18.2% in 2014, it showed that population
have not yet been fully aware of the danger
of smoking, so the government should give
priority in accelerating and increasing public

awareness in smoking continuously.

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4.6.2 Drinking

Drinking behavior is a major cause of
various diseases, i.e Alcoholism Cirrhosis. It
also has strong impacts on work and
relationship in the family. Statistics showed
that proportion of drinking alcohol by
population aged 15 years and over slightly
increased from 30.0 % in 2007 to 32.3 % in
2014. Male obviously drank more than
female from 51.0% in 2007 to 53.0% in 2014,
while female’s drinking increased from
8.8%in 2007 to 12.9% in 2014.

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Chapter 5

Social Welfare

Social protection in Thailand has
been developed continuously for the past
years according to the rapid country’s
development. Basic social protection has
been set and kept changing the patterns
so as to fit with the complex issues
caused by economic growth and social
changes. Also, the private sectors and
communities  have  recognized  and
participated in the society commitment by
providing some forms of social welfare to
the  communities.  However,  social
protection under the responsibility of the
Ministry of Social Development and
Human Security (MSDHS) in providing
social welfare to cover all population
throughout the country to have better
quality of life and self-reliance are still not
covering thoroughly all targeted groups of

people, due to the budget limitation.

The National Statistical Office has
gathered information only part of social
welfare, which may reflect, to some
extent the status of social welfare

practicing currently.
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5.1 Social Welfare
5.1.1 Education

Education service is the most
important basic factor as it is the core
component for people in making a
living. The Thai government subsidizes
the education to children from
kindergarten to upper secondary level.
However in 2013, it was found that
among 100 population aged 3-17 years,
only 96 students were in formal

education, the rest were not.

In addition, to support the
students to further their studies, the
government has set up education loan
policy, since 1996, to lend the students
amount of money for tuition fee and other
educational expense. Approximately, there
were 860,000 borrowers in 2012 that
decreased by 40,000 persons from the year
2011. However the government still supports

the budget continuously.

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5.1.4 Job Opportunity and Income

Creation

To support people to work and eamn
income, the government has set up major
policies; they are provisions of an access to
low interest loan, skill development and
occupation development funds. These funds
would help create jobs and income for
women, the elderly and the wvulnerable
groups. During the past 3 years, the number
of persons who engaged in skill development
projects swung; from 226,697people in 2011
to be nearly double in 2012 and then
decreased slightly, due to the declining

unemployment rate.

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5.2 Social Assistance
5.2.1 Violence Against Women and
Children

Violence  against women  and
children is a complex issue and has a strong
impact on societyas a whole. Many
organizations, both public and private sectors
put their efforts to reduce and prevent
violence from women and children but the
problems still exist. Figures from One Step
Crisis Center illustrated that in 2007, there
were women and children facing with some
forms of violence, on average 52 cases per
day, and increased to 87 cases in 2013.
These figures imply a threat in women

and children’s quality of life.

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5.2.2 Social Welfare for the Elderly,
the Disabled and the Vulnerable

Persons

The public sectors and relevant
agencies have recognized and prioritized all
the measures and policies to provide the
social welfare to the elderly, the disabled
and the wvulnerable persons. More
importantly, the government puts very
much effort in capturing all the targeted
groups and making the measures and
policies sustainable. The Welfares are in
terms of financial support, dwelling or

income for earning in daily life.

Due to the changes of economic,

social and environment including
demographic changes, it is however affecting
the social welfare measures and policies of
the government. For example, Thailand is
now approaching to the aging society, there
were 7.6 million of the elderly in 2014,
increased of about 2 million within 3 years,
budget for monthly cost of living provided to
the elderly was nearly double from 37.8
million baht in 2011 to 60.9 million baht in
2014. In this regard, the Thai government has
to allocate much more budget to support
these vulnerable groups of people in the

future.

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Chapter 7

Other Social Statistics

Social statistics is a kind of social
indicator presenting the issues regarding
the quality of life of the Thai population,
including social problems which need to

be solved and developed.

7.1 Pawn Statistics

Public Pawn is the agency which
provides an access to financial service with
low interest rate. Public pawn service is an
easy way for the people to get access to the
financial service as there is less process
compared to the commercial banks and with
lower interest rate compared to Private Pawn
(Public Pawn interest rate is ranging from
0.25-1.25% per month while Private Pawn is
about 0.5-2.0%).

Statistics on Pawn operation showed
that in the past 10 years, it increased
continuously. In 2013 the service on Pawn
shop was about 12%, and decreased to
11.8% in 2014 however, there were some
people who deposited the valuable assets
but could not take it back due to the impact
of economic crisis.

Most of valuable assets deposited
during 2008-2014, were gold, diamond and
jewelry (more than 95%), followed by
machinery equipment, pen, camera etc.

By occupation, about 83-86% was
general labourer then household head (5-8%).
Agriculture and state enterprise officers used
pawn service with the least proportion.
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The value of assets of the pawnshop,
each year, was about 100,000 million baht,
and it tends to increase continually.
This reflects the financial liquidity —of
household, especially during the economic
recession and strict lending of the
commercial bank, which makes people have

difficulty in financial access.

If the people do not pay the
interest for over 4 months and do not
redeem within 30 days since signing the
contract, assets would belong to the
public pawn. In 2014 there were 72,189
kinds of assets, accounted about of
113.3 million baht.

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7.2 Criminal and Land Accident

Land accidents which damage life
and property tend to decrease which
might be because of the big campaign of a
strong policy on “Drink Don’t Drive” and
other policies by related agencies, such as
the Department of Land Transportation,
the Royal Thai Police. Therefore the
number of person who got losses from
land accidents decreased from 30,230
persons in 2011 to 26,672 persons in 2014.

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7.3 Juvenile Cases

Department of Juvenile Observation
and Protection, where the juvenile case
statistics has been compiled revealed that in
2014 more than 93% of juvenile offenders
were males. Most of them were 15-18 years
of age, with lower secondary and primary
level education. The offense related mostly
to drugs, from 42.2% in 2013 to 45.7% in
2014, however to solve these issues, not
only the government but also private sectors
should collaborate in setting efficiency plans
and policies.
