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PREFACE

The report of the 1995 Marine Fishery Census has been compiled in 2 volumes.
The first volume consists of the series of the reports for coastal zones 1-5 and the second is
the report for the Whole Country (24 coastal provinces).

This report is the reports for the whole country. It contains 2 portions, the description
and the statistical tables. The descriptive portion provides census methodology and summary
findings of the census results. The statistical tables are presented in 2 parts, the statistical tables
of the whole country (55 Tables) and by province (16 Tables). Also, the statistical tables in each
part are divided into 3 sets, i.e., marine capture fishery/coastal aquaculture as a whole, marine
capture fishery only and coastal aquaculture only for the benefit of users as well.

Realizing the important of the particular requirements of shrimp culture data by
users, the National Statistical Office had, therefore, presented an additional report of the

shrimp culture.

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CHAPTER 1
INTRODUCTION

1.1 Background

The National Statistical Office in collaboration with the Department of Fisheries
conducted the Marine Fishery Census twice in 1967 and 1985. Thailand’s fishery had been
developed rapidly during the past decades and it is essential to obtain timely statistics for policy
formulating and development planning of marine fishery, therefore, the third marine fishery

census was undertaken in 1995,

1.2 Objectives

The objectives of the 1995 marine fishery census are :

1. To collect data on basic economic structure of marine capture fishery and
coastal aquaculture and socio-economic characteristics of fishery households, fishery
employees’ households, fishermen and aquaculture workers ;

2. To provide data to be used as a sampling frame for other related surveys.

1.3 Coverage
The Census covered all marine capture fishery and coastal aquaculture households/
establishments and fishery employees’ households (excluding foreign fishery employees’
households) in municipal area and non-municipal area of 24 coastal provinces in the central
and the southern parts of the country. These 24 provinces were divided into 5 coastal zones as
follows :
Coastal Zone 1 (Eastern part of the Gulf of Thailand) consisting of 3 provinces :
Trat, Chanthaburi and Rayong ;
Coastal Zone 2 (Inner part of the Gulf of Thailand) consisting of 7 provinces :
Chon Buri, Chachoengsao, Samut Prakan, Bangkok Metropolis,
Samut Sakhon, Samut Songkhram and Phetchaburi ;
Coastal Zone 3 (Central part of the Gulf of Thailand) consisting of 3 provinces :
Prachuap Khiri Khan, Chumphon and Surat Thani ;
Coastal Zone 4 (Southern part of the Gulf of Thailand) consisting of 5 provinces :
Nakhon Si Thammarat, Phatthalung, Songkhla, Pattani and
Narathiwat ;
Coastal Zone 5 (Andaman Sea) consisting of 6 provinces : Ranong, Phangnga,

Phuket, Krabi, Trang and Satun. M
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1.4 Census Items
The data collected from marine fishery households/establishments and fishery
employees’ households are as followed :
1. Marine capture fishery/coastal aquaculture management
1) Type of management
2) Type of fishery
3) Number of persons engaged
2. Marine capture fishery
1) Fishing boat : Type of boat, length of boat, gross tonnage, type of equipment
installed, ownership of boat, etc.
2) Main fishing gears
3) Main fishing areas, etc.
3. Coastal aquaculture
1) Type of culture
2) Area under culture and tenant status, method of culture, etc.
4. Socio-economic characteristics of fishery household
5. Fishery household member
6. Socio-economic characteristics of fishery employees’ household

7. Fishery employees’ household member

1.5 Census Methodology

Complete enumeration by the interviewing method was applied. 920 enumerators
which are permanent and temporary staffs of the National Statistical Office and the Department
of Fisheries and local teachers of Pattani and Narathiwat Provinces were sent out to list all
households/establishments in coverage area using listing form SM.1 in order to identify the
fishery households/establishments and the fishery employees’ households. Subsequently, the
detailed information was recorded in enumeration form SM.2 for fishery households/establish-
ments and SM.2/1 for fishery employees’ houscholds.

The field enumeration was carried out simultaneously for the 24 coastal provinces in
3,500 Enumeration districts (ED.) during April 16 to May 20, 1995.

The post enumeration survey was carried out one month after the completion of the
field work. About 120 ED. were selected and field enumeration was carried out to evaluate the

content and coverage error of the census.
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1.6 Data Processing

All filled questionnaires which had been edited at the field office were sent to the
central office. Manual editing for completeness and consistency of detailed information was
examined before entering data into magnetic tape. Before tabulation was processed, all raw data
were edited by computer for final review and correction to ensure that data were all clean for

tabulation.

1.7 Time References
1) Census Date was refered to April 1, 1995. It was used as a reference time for

CHAPTER 2
DEFINITIONS AND CLASSIFICATIONS

2.1 Fishery

This refers to marine capture fishery and coastal aquaculture.

2.2 Marine Capture Fishery

An economic activity to catch, trap kill, etc., and collect aquatic animals which grow
naturally in public marine waters which do not belong t6 the property of any person, regardless
of types of fishing gear operated, method applied and the disposition of production. Capture for

sport and recreational and experimental purposes is excluded.

2.3 Coastal Aquaculture
An economic activity to rear the young of aquatic organisms such as fry, fingerlings,
oyster seeds, etc., to commercial size in coastal area excluding activities to rear aquarium fish,

hatchery and nursery.

2.4 Aquatic Animals
For this Marine Fishery Census, aquatic animals refers to fish, marine crustaceans
such as crabs, shrimps, etc., molluscs, sea cucumbers, sponges and other aquatic animals.

Seaweeds are also included.

2.5 Area Under Culture
This refers to the water surface area of all aquaculture facilities such as ponds,

cages, rafts, pens, etc., including the area of dike surrounding the water area.

2.6 Fishing Boats

These refer to the vessels used directly for fishing by fishery establishment during
the last 12 months which are classified as follows :

1) Non-powered boat

2) Outboard powered boat

3) Inboard powered boat : The size of inboard powered boats is classified by gross

tonnage of boat.
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2.7 Fishery Establishment

An economic unit which was engaged in marine capture fishery and/or coastal
aquaculture during the last 12 months. These establishments are classified by type of management
as follows :

1) Operator’s household : A household engaged in marine capture fishery and/or
coastal aquaculture on own account.

2) Joint management : An economic unit which was engaged in marine capture
fishery and/or coastal aquaculture by joint investment of two or more households or by their
own joint principal production means such as fishing boats and fishing gears.

3) Company limited or Juristic partnership : An economic unit engaged in marine

capture fishery and/or coastal aquaculture which is managed by company or juristic partnership.

2.8 Marine Capture Fishery Establishment

An economic unit which was exclusively engaged in marine capture fishery or
both marine capture fishery and coastal aquaculture during the last 12 months.

Size of management of the marine capture fishery establishments is
determined by type of fishing boat and total gross tonnage of inboard powered boats used by
the establishment. The classifications of the size of management are as followed :

1) Without boat : An economic unit which did not use fishing boat.

2) With non powered boat : An economic unit which used non powered boat only.

3) With outboard powered boat : An economic unit which used outboard powered
boat only or both outboard powered boat and non powered boat.

4) With inboard powered boat : An economic unit which used inboard powered
boat, irrespective of non powered boat and outboard powered boat uses. Furthermore, it is
classified by total gross tonnage classes of all inboard powered boats used as follows :

Less than 5 G.T.

5 -~ 8 GT:
10 - 14 GT.
15 - 19 GT.

20 - 29 GT.
30 - 49 GT.
50 - 99 G.T.

100 G.T. and over
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2.9 Coastal Aquaculture Establishment
An economic unit which was exclusively engaged in coastal aquaculture or both
coastal aquaculture and marine capture fishery.
For this Census of Marine Fishery, type of coastal aquaculture are classified as follows :
1) Culture one species :
Shrimp
Fish
Mollusc
Crab
Others
2) Culture more than one species :
Shrimp and Fish
Shrimp and Mollusc
Shrimp and Crab
Fish and Mollusc
Fish and Crab
Mollusc and Crab
Others

2.10 Fishery Employees’ Household

A household which does not engage in marine capture/coastal aquaculture as an
operator’s household or joint management household but has one or more members of the
household who were employed for marine capture fishery/coastal aquaculture during the last 12

months.

2.11 Fishermen

The persons, with 13 years of age or more, who engaged in fishing at sea during
the last 12 months. The number of fishermen in the Marine Fishery Census is classified as
follows :

a. Number of fishermen during peak season : The maximum number of persons
engaged in fishing at sea during the peak season. These persons are from members of operator’s
households, joint management households and employees” households, including employees from
company and juristic partnership.

b. Number of fishermen on the census date ( April 1, 1995 ) : The number of
persons engaged in fishing at sea on the census date (April 1, 1995). These persons are from

members of operator’s households, joint management households and employees’ households.
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Note : Because the data on fishermen were collected at two different points of time, the

number of fishermen in a and b will not be equal.

2.12 Aquaculture Workers
The persons who usually engage in the work of aquaculture such as repairing
ponds, water supply, feeding, etc. But a person who is engaged exclusively in management, such

as planning and accounting, is excluded.



CHAPTER 3
SUMMARY FINDINGS

1. Marine Capture Fishery/Coastal Aquaculture
1.1 Number of fishery establishments (Including coastal aquaculture)
The 1995 Marine Fishery Census revealed that the total number of fishery
establishments in the country (24 coastal provinces) was 80,704. Of these, 62.2% were
exclusively engaged in marine capture fishery, 34.2% exclusively in coastal aquaculture

and 3.6% in both activities.

of establishments engaged in both activities were in every coastal zone (Figure 1).

1.2 Number of Fishery Employees’ Household

The tpta] number of fishery employees’ households in the country (24 coastal
provinces) was 29,302. Of these, 78.1% were exclusively employed in marine capture
fishery, 21.3% in coastal aquaculture and the remaining 0.6% in both marine capture fishery
and coastal aquaculture.

Considering at the coastal areas, the fishery employees’ households in the coastal
zone 2 were exclusively employed in marine capture fishery at the highest percentage being
90.5%, whereas the coastal zone 1, the coastal zone 5 and the coastal zone 4 had the higheét
percentage of households exclusively employed in coastal aquaculture approximately 26%.
However, all coastal zone had a few percentage of households employed in both marine capture

fishery and coastal aquaculture (Table 1).

2. Marine Capture Fishery
2.1 Type of management

With regard to marine capture fishery in the country (24 coastal provinces) the
total number of marine capture fishery establishments was 53,112 comprising of 50,176
establishments exclusively engaged in marine capture fishery and 2,936 establishments
engaged in both marine capture fishery and coastal aquaculture. The coastal zone 5 had the
largest number of marine capture fishery establishments amounted to 16,846 (31.7%),
followed by the coastal zone 4 with 16,802 (31.6%) and the coastal zone 3 with 7,311 (13.8%).

When the provincial areas were considered, it revealed that Songkhla had the
largest number of marine capture fishery establishments in the country accounted for 5,885 or
11.1% of the total. This was followed by Nakhon Si Thammarat with 4,791 (9.0%) and
Phangnga with 3,970 (7.5%).

As shown in table 2, it was found that the majority of the marine capture fishery
establishments (97.3%) were managed by operator ’s household. Only 2.7% of the total were

under joint management and 24 establishments were reported under company.

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2.2 Size of Management

Type and Size of fishing boats used by fishery establishments are considered as
the size of management of them. In analysis, the fishery establishments are classified
roughly into two categories, i.e., small-scale and commercial fishery. The small-scale fishery
establishments refer to those without boat, using non-powered boat, outboard powered boat
and inboard powered boat with a total gross tonnage less than 10 G.T. The commercial
fishery establishments refer to those establishments using inboard powered boat with a total
gross tonnage 10 G.T. and over.

mainly used outboard powered boat for fishing along the coast were mostly found in all coastal
zones and the commercial fishery in the coastal zone 2 accounted for 26.2 % of the total
establishments in the coastal zone 2, i.e., the provinces area of Samut Sakhon, Samut lsrakan and
Samut Songkhram.

With regard to type of main fishing gears, half of the total of small-scale fishery
establishments used gill nets of which mainly were shrimp gill net and crab gill net which mostly
found in the coastal zone 4. The other fishing gears mainly used in this categories were traps which
mostly found in the coastal zone 5. As for the commercial fishery establishments, otter board

trawl was mainly used and mostly found in the coastal zone 4 (Figure 3).

3. Fishing Boats

The 1995 Marine Fishery Census results revealed that the total number of fishing
boats in the country was 54,538. The coastal zone 4 had the largest number of fishing boats
amounted to 16,947 or 31.1% of the total. This was followed by 16,873 boats (30.9%) in
coastal zone 5 and 7,573 boats (13.9%) in the coastal zone 3. At provincial level, the largest
number of fishing boats was found in Songkhla province being 5,668 (10.4%), followed by

Nakhon Si Thammarat with 5,015 (9.2%) and Satun with 3,908 (7.2%).

3.1 Type of boat

Considering at the coastal areas, the largest group of fishing boats in all coastal zones
was also the outboard powered boats xcept the coastal zone 2 mainly used inboard powered

boats being 62.8% of the total boats in its zone.

3.2 Number of inboard powered boats by size of boat

The 15,282 inboard powered boats of the country (24 coastal provinces) im
Figure 4 indicate that the total number of small size of inboard powered boats with less than 10
G.T. was the largest group accounted for 6,925 (45.3% ). This was followed by the medium size
of fishing boats with 16—49 G.T. accounted for 6,547 (42.8%) and the large size of fishing
boats with 50 G.T. and over were 1,810 (11.9%).

Considering at the coastal areas level, coastal zone 2 had the highest number of
inboard powered boats with 4,219 of which mainly were medium size of fishing boats being
41.2%. This was followed by coastal zone 1 with 2,929 of which mainly were small fish
boats being 72.9% and the coastal zone 4 with 2,841 of which mainly were medium size of

fishing boats being 56.3% (Table 3).

3.3 Number of Inboard powered boats by type of main fishing gears

The result of the 1995 Marine Fishery Census revealed that the otter board trawl
was the most prominent fishing gears using by small inboard powered boats with less than
10 G.T. accounting for 19.1% of which mostly found in the coastal zone 4. The other fishing
gears used were crab gill net and shrimp gill net with 15.7% and 14.2% respectively and were
mostly found in the coastal zone 1.

The fishing boats in the class 10 G.T. and over, which accounted for 8,357 mainly
used otter board trawl and pair trawl totaling 58.0% of the total boats in this class. These

fishing gears were mainly found in the coastal zone 2 and the coastal zone 4 (Table 4).

At the coastal level, the coastal zone 4 had the largest number of coastal
aquaculture establishments accounted for 10,280 or 33.7% of the total establishments,
whereas the coastal zone 2 had the largest area under culture accounted for 138,552 rais
(31.0%) of which the majority was shrimp area (Table 5).

In classifying coastal aquaculture establishments by type of management, it was
found that 89.8% of the coastal establishments were operated by households. Only 9.8% were

under joint management and 0.4% were reported under company.

4.2 Type of Main Culture
1) Shrimp culture

The total number of shrimp culture establishments in the country was 25,210 and
area under culture of 421,282 rais. The coastal zone 4 had the largest number of shrimp culture
establishments amounted to 9,083 (36.0% ), while the coastal zone 2 had the largest area under
shrimp culture accounted for 123,581 rais (29.3%). When the provincial areas were considered,
Nakhon Si Thammarat had the largest number of shrimp culture establishments in the country
with 7,114 or 28.2% of the total shrimp culture establishments, whereas Chanthaburi had the
largest area under shrimp culture with 101,141 rais or 24.0% of the total area under shrimp culture.

In classifying method of shrimp culture by seed stocking, there were 3 categories :
intensive, semi-intensive and extensive. The majority of shrimp culture establishments in the
country was under intensive culture accounted for 79.2%. This was followed by extensive
and semi-intensive method with 14.6% and 7.1% respectively. At the coastal zone level, it
was found that the majority of shrimp culture establishments in each coastal zone was

engaged under intensive method except the coastal zone 2 under extensive method (Table 6).

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2) Fish culture

The total number of fish culture establishments in the country was 2,985 and area
under culture of 4,545 rais. Approximately 87% of the total fish establishments were engaged
in sea bass and grouper culture with cage. At the provincial level, Phangnga had the largest
number of fish culture establishments in the country with 503 (16.9%) of which mainly
engaged in grouper culture. This was followed by Pattani and Songkhla accounted for 478
establ.ishments (16.0%) and 446 establishments (14.9%) of which rﬁainly engaged in sea bass
with cage (Table 7).

3) Mollusc culture

In the whole country (24 coastal provinces), the total number of mollusc culture
establishments was 2,831. Most of them were establishments under oyster culture with 1,604
or 56.6% of the total mollusc culture establishments. This was followed by green mussel
culture 1,023 (36.1%) and cockle culture 259 (9.2%). Of the total area under mollusc
culture of 15,574 rais, area under cockle alone occupied 47.3% of the total, 25.7% under
green mussel culture, 25.49% under oyster culture and the rest was under other mollusc
cultures (Table 7). ‘

Considering the species of culture at provincial level, it was found that Chanthaburi
had the largest number of oyster culture establishments with 617 or 38.5% of the towai oyster
establishments, whereas Surat Thani had the largest area with 1,940 rais or 49.0% of the total
oyster area. For green mussel culture, Phangnga had the largest number of establishments
with 419 or 41.0% of the total green mussei establishments, whereas Samut Songkhram had
the largest area of 1,094 rais or 27.4% of the total green mussel area. For cockle culture,
Samut Songkhram had the largest number of establishments with 107 establishments or 41.3% of

the total cockle establishments, whereas Surat Thani had the largest area amounted to

2,731 rais or 37.1% of the total cockle area.

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5. Fishermen and persons engaged in coastal aquaculture

When the fishery labour force was considered, it revealed that the total fishermen
dﬁring peak season were 161,667, comprising of 76,722 family members and 84,945
employees or 47.5% and 52.5 % of the total respectively. Of those capture fishery employee,
58.1% were non-local employees and 41.9 % were local employees. The majority of 49,357
non-local employees came from northeastern region with 55.8%, followed by foreign countries
25.8% and other regions 18.4%.

With regard to the labours in coastal aquaculture, the total number of persons
engaged in coastal aquaculture were 82,890, comprising of 49,847 family members and
33,043 employees or 60.1% and 39.9% of the total respectively. Of those cqasta] aquaculture
employees, 71.2% were local employees and 28.8% were non-local employees. The majority of
9,523 non-local employees came from northeastern region with 51.4%,followed by other regions

30.7% and foreign countries 17.9%. (Figure 6)

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Moreover, the census result revealed that 84.3% of fishermen (including
persons engaged in coastal aquaculture) as of April 1 , 1995 were male and 15.7% were
female. However, more than half of the fishermen (including persons engaged in coastal

aquaculture) were under 40 years of age (Table 8 and 9).
