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Preface

This report presents the results of the Children and Youth Survey conducted in 1983 by the National Statistical
Office. It is the seventh report since the first one was published in 1974,

The abjectives of the survey were to obtain statistical information on demographic characteristics of population,
economically working, the education, educational expenses, participation in social development activities, including data
concerning sporting activities which had been required by other government agencies.

Since the Children and Youth Survey is a part of the so-called Social Statistics Program, other areas in social
statistics have been scheduled to be surveyed in the consecutive years. Therefore the next Children and Youth Survey is

expected to be carried out in 1987.

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CHAPTER 1

Introduction

1.1 Objective

Since children and youth comprise more than half of
the population of Thailand, updated data about their situation
are significant as well as imperative to be made available to
government and private agencies for national planning,
policy formulation, program development and project
implementation for their well-being and development.

The 1983 Survey on Children and Youth thus aims
to present the following data on;
1. Demographic characteristics of children and
youth 0-24 years of age.
2. Schooling of children and youth 3-24 years of age.
- Out-of-school children and youth 6-24 years of age.
4. Economically working children and youth 6-24
years of age, attending school and out-of-school,
5. Participation in social development activities of
children and youth 6-24 years of age, attending
school and out-of-school; and the job aspira-
tions 10 years ahead of the youth 15-24 years of age.
6. Participation in sport activities of children and youth.

1.2 Coverage

The population covered by the Children and Youth
Survey is the civilian non-institutional population which
consists of all persons who reside in private households
which have children and youth, excluding special house-
holds, institutions and households of foreign diplomatic
personnel, in the whole kingdom.

From the Labor Force Preliminary Survey 1983,
the percentages of households with children and youth
are regionally distributed as follows :

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1.3 Survey Procedure

The data were obtained by interviewing the household
head or a responsible adult living in the sample households.
The number of sample households were as follows -

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CHAPTER 2

CONCEPTS AND DEFINITION OF TERMINOLOGIES
USED
2.1 Children and Youth

Children and youth refer to individual persons 0-24
years of age. Children are 14 years old and below while
youth are 15-24 years old.

According to the Asian Conference on Children and
Youth in National Planning and Development held at Bangkok
in March 1966 under the joint auspices of the United
Nations International Children’s Emergency Fund
(UNICEF) and some other international agencies, these
age-groups have been defined in order to facilitate in-
tegrated consideration of youth problems including higher
education.

2.2 Age

The age refers to completed years at last birthday.
For example, a person 24 years and 11 months old would
be recorded 24 years old.

2.3 Attending School

Individual persons 3-24 years of age presently enrolled
and attending classes in school, including pre-school.

2.4 Not Attending School

Individual persons 3-24 years of age who have not
attended any type of schools in the formal education system,
or have attended school but have dropped-out for the dura-
tion of a year or more for some reasons, including pre-
school children not attending any child development center.

2.5 Educational Attainment

Educational attainment refers to level of education
last completed in the formal education system either from
public or private schools.

Educational levels are classified as follows :-

1. None means all persons who have never attended
school or have enrolled in school but never pass any school
grade at all.
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2. Lower than Elementary Level means all who
completed a grade lower than the last grade of elementary
leveli.e. Pratom 7 according to the National Education
Plan in 1960 or Pratom 6 according to the National Educa-
tion Plan as promulgated by the Education Aect of 1977,
which became effective since the 1978 academic year.

3. Elementary Level means all persons who completed
elementary level or higher but did not complete lower
secondary level.

4. Lower Secondary Level means all persons who
completed Matayomsuksa 3 according to the National
Education Plan in 1960 and Matayom 3 according to
the National Education Plan in 1977 or higher but did not
complete upper secondary level.

S. Upper Secondary Level (General Education)
means all persons who completed upper secondary level
but did not complete a higher level.

6. Upper Secondary Education (Lower Vocational
Education) means all persons who received vocational
certificate after completion of the lower Secondary Level.

7. Upper Vocational Education means all persons who
received vocational diploma after completion of either
lower vocational or upper secondary level of education or
equivalent.

8. Teacher Training means all persons who received
cettificate in education, diploma in education and bachelor’s
degree or equivalent.

9. University means all persons who received a ba-
chelor, master or Ph.D degree or equivalent at universities.

10. Short Course in Vocational Training means all
persons who completed a vocational course of not more
than twelve months duration and received a certificate of
other document certifying completion of such a course.
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2.6 Level of Education

Level of education refers to the level in the formal
education system where the person is presently enrolled
and attending school, i.e.

1. Child Development Center Child development
center refers to a center established and managed by some
government agencies. charity associations, private organiza-
tion or organized as a part of community development pro-
gram, to take care of small children by giving primary health
care as well as developing basic social behavier while their
parents are at work.

2. Kindergarten Kindergarten refers to formal educa-
tion system managed by private or government schools for
pre-school children. It is the preparatory training for the
compulsory elementary education.

3. Elementary Education refers to Pratom |-Pratom 6

4. Lower Secondary Education refers to Matayom
1 - Matayom 3

5. Upper Secondary, Education refers to Matayom 4
- Matayom 5 and Matavomsuksa § (Maw Saw 5)

6. Vocational Education refers to lower vocational
education and lower teacher training and Dramatic Arts.

7. Higher Education refers to upper teacher training
and upper vocational education and University.

2.7 Educational Expense

Expense for education covers all expenses spent while
the person is attending school during the-academic year.
These consist of the following items :

1. School fees paid for school enrolment, registra-
tion fee, library fee, sport participation, primary health
care and medication in the school or acadmic institution.
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2. Books and stationery paid for as used.

3. Clothing which includes school uniform and other
preseribed uniform for red-cross or scout activities and
Sports wear.

4. Transportation expense refers to expense in com-
muting between home and school.

5. Food taken outside home means the amount of
money spent for food during regular school time taken
outside home such as school lunch and other meals paid
to school.

6. Other expense refers to amount of money paid 10
school which was not included in items 1 to 5, such as paying
for laboratory apparatus or other school equipment, sight-
seeing tour, athletic activity, private tutoring, board and
lodging.

2.8 Financial Assistance

Financial assistance in this survey refers to money
or privileges received by a persons attending school to be
used for the purpose of education.e.g. exemption from
payment of school fee, food, lodging or any other kinds of
payment. The assistance might be conferred by any insti-
tution, organization, business enterprises or any person
not related by kinship to the recipient.
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2.9 Participation in Extra-curricular, Recreational or Social
Development Activities

Person participating in extra-curricular, recreational
or social development activities include those who took
part as executive or officers, regular members, or non-
members but who participated regularly in the organization’s
activities.

2.10 Job

A job is defined as any of the following :

. work performed for wages or salary, or other
remuneration received in cash or in kind; or

2. work performed without pay or profit in a business
owned or operated by the head or any member of the house-
hold to whom the person is related by kinship, marriage
or through adoption.

2.11 Employed Persons

All persons, 6 years of age and over, are classified in
this survey as being employed under any of the following
conditions :

1. worked for wages, salaries, profits, dividends or
any other kind of payment during the survey week ; or

2. did not work at all but had jobs or businesses from
which they were temporarily absent because of illness,
vacation or holiday, or for other reasons, whether or not
they were paid by their employers during their period of
absence; including those who did not work at all during
the survey week and were not looking for work because
they were waiting to be called in for new job assignments
or to be recalled to their former job within 30 days from
the day of interview; or
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3. worked without pay in enterprises or on farms
owned or operated by houschold heads or member to
whom they were related by kinship, marriage or through
adoption.

2.12 Occupation

Occupation refers to the kind of work performed by
a person at his job. Most persons generally hold only one
job. For a person having more than one job, only the job
at which he worked for the greater number of hours during
the survey week was recorded. If the number of working
hours for each job was exactly the same, the job which gave
him the highest income was recorded. If the number of
working hours and the income earned from cach job were
the same, the job for which he had preference was re-
corded. If the respondent would not give his preference,
the job at which he had been working for the longest time
was the one recorded.

2.13 Industry

The term “Industry™ as herein used refers to the
types of establishment in which a person worked or the
type of business in which he is engaged in during the survey
week. If a person had more than one job, the industry for
the occupation recorded was asked.

2.14 Work Status

Work status in this survey falls under five different
categories, namely, employer, government employee,
private employee, self-employed or own-account worker
and unpaid family worker.

1. An employer is defined as a person who operates
his own enterprise for profit or dividends and hires one or
more employees in his enterprise.

2. A government employee is defined as a person
who works for pay in a government agency or government
enterprise. Included in this category, therefore, are civil
servants, police, municipal officers and employees of govern-
ment enterprises.
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3. A private employee is a person who works for
pay in a non-government enterprise owned and operated
by as employer.

4. A sclf-employed or own-account worker is a person
who operates an enterprise on his own account or operates
it jointly with other in the form of a partnership either for
profit or dividends but without engaging any employee.

5. An unpaid family worker is a person who works
without pay on a farm or in a business owned or operated
by the household head or any other member to whom he is
related by kinship, marriage or through adoption,

2.15 Income

Only money-income was counted in this survey.
Therefore, income of persons classified as “‘employer’ or
“self-employed™ was counted from net profit from farming
and non-farming enterprises, while income of “employees”
was counted from wages and salaries, tips or bonuses, etc.

2.16 Sport

Refers to any activity that gives enjoyment or recrea-
tion which carried on according to some traditional form
or set of rules. In this survey, it covers only six types of sports
i.e., football. basketball, valleyball, tennis, badminton
and swimming.
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CHAPTER 3

Sample Design and Estimation Procedure
3.1 Sample Design

The sample design used was stratified two-stage
sampling, with groups of changwat in the same region as
stratum. Blocks (in municipal areas) or villages (in non-
municipal areas) and private households were the primary
and secondary sampling units respectively.

3.2 Stratification

The whole country was divided into 4 regions accord-
ing to geographical area and Bangkok Metropolis was divided
apart from Central. There were altogether 5 strata.i.c.
North, Northeast, Central (excluding Bangkok Metropolis).,
South and Bangkok Metropolis and 73 sub-strata.

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3.3 Selection of Primary Sampling Units

Each changwat or substratum was divided into three
parts according to the type of administrative areas, namely,
municipal areas, sanitary districts and rural areas. The
sampling selection of blocks or villages were performed
separately and independently in each area.

a. Municipal areas The sample blocks were drawn
systematically from each changwat. In addition, the number
of sample blocks was proportional to the total number of
blocks in each changwat. There were 260 sample blocks or
approximately 1 in 21 for Bangkok Metropolis and 364
sample blocks or approximately 1 in 12 for the other
changwats, or a total of 624 sample blocks in municipal areas.

b. Sanitary districts The number of sample villages in
each changwat was drawn systematically with sampling rate
1 in 17. The total number of sample villages of this type
was 233. The sample size was proportional to the total number
of villages in the sanitary districts in cach changwat.

c. Rural areas The number of sample villages was
drawn systematically in each changwat. The total number
of sample villages of this type was 21 and 640 or approxi-
mately 1 in 18 and 1 in 79 for Bangkok Metropolis and
for the other changwats respectively. Or a total of 661
sample villages in rural areas. The sample size was pro-
portional to the total number of villages in the rural areas
in each changwat.

3.4 Selection of Secondary Sampling Units

At this stage, the list of private households in each
sample block or village was served as the sampling frame
for selecting households. A systematic sample of 18 house-
holds was drawn from each of the sample blocks and villages
in sanitary districts (including villages in rural areas for
Bangkok Metropolis), while 13 households were selected
from each of the sample villages in rural areas.
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The total sample size to be enumerated was as follows :

3.5 Method of Estimation

The results of this survey is presented separately for
the Bangkok Metropolis and the remaining provinces are
classified by region, municipal, and non-municipal areas.

The ratio estimation method was used by adjusting a
totdl estimated from a sample to be consistant with a known
total population. For this survey, the basis for adjustment

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CHAPTER 4

SUMMARY OF RESULTS
4.1 Population Distribution

In 1983, Children and Youth constituted about
60.3% of the total non-institutional population of the
Kingdom, which was estimated to be 49.6 million persons.
Of the total, 83.2% were living in non-municipal areas and
16.8% were in non-municipal areas, Comparing the propor-
tion of children and youth against the total non-institu-
tional population, there were 56.5% and 61.2% children
and youth residing in the municipal and non-municipal
areas respectively.

Sex differential among children and youth was very
minimal : 15.2 million males and 14.7 million females in
the whole kingdom; 2.5 million both males and females
in the municipal areas and 12.7 million males and 12.2
million females in the non-municipal areas. (Table 1)

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4.2 Children and Youth 3-24 years of Age Attending School

Pre-School Age Children

The survey results indicated that both in the municipal
and non-municipal areas there were 3.8 million children 3-5
years of age, 82.7% in home care, 3.0% in day nurseries while
their parents were at work, 1.6% in organized child develop-
ment centers and 12.7% in formal kindergarten classes.
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In the municipal areas, more children (38.3%) were
attending kindergarten classes and 3.5% in day nurseries.
Majority (88.2%) of the 3-5 years old children in non-muni-
cipal areas remained under home care. However, 7.5%
were attending kindergarten classes. (Table 2)

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4.2.1 Elementary Education

In the Whole Kingdom, 4,291,010 males and
4,005,460 females were attending elementary education
during the period of survey, They came from the age group
3-5 years up to 15-19 years of age. Both sexes 6-11
years old comprised 96.7% each of the total number in that
age group attending school. There were 4.1% male and 4.6%
famale who were 3-5 years of age but were already in the
elementary level. On the other hand, there were also 67.2%
male and 65.6% female aged 12-14 years and 3.2 male and
1.1% female 15-19 years of age still in the elementary
level of education. This situation of higher age group in
the elementary education level was more prevalent in the
non-municipal areas; it was negligible in the municipal
arcas.
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4.2.2 Secondary Education

The lower secondary level of education was attended
by age groups from 6-11 years up to 20-24 years of age in
the Whole Kingdom. However a very minimal group, less
than 1% came from the age group 6-11 years both sexes;
the same for the males 20-24 years of age.

The municipal areas registered 1% male and 0.8%
female aged 6-11 years who were enrolled in the lower
secondary level, while the non-municipal areas had less
than 1% of both sexes in that age group and level of educa-
tion,

Of the higher age group 20-24 years, had less than 1%
of both male and female in the lower secondary level in
the municipal and non-municipal areas.

Majority in the upper secondary level of education
were 15-19 years old. There were 32.1% and 34.2% male
and female repectively in the whole kingdom. Less than 1%
belonged to the age group 12-14 years and 4.7% male and
2.9% female were 20-24 years old.

In the municipal areas, this upper secondary level of
education had the least number of children and youth
attending 6.6% male and 6.4% female. However, in propor-
tion by age group, both municipal and non-municipal areas
had less than 1% of both sexes 12-14 years old enrolled in
upper secondary level; the majority age group enrolled
was 15-19 years old, within the 33.0%

With the highest age group 20-24 years of age, the
municipal areas had 0.9% male and 1.0% female attending
the upper secondary, while the non-municipal areas had
12.2% male and 5.8% female of this age group inthe upper
secondary level.

4.2.3 Vocational Education

In the whole kingdom, as early as age 12-14 years,
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children and youth enrolled for vocational education, but
it comprised a negligible proportion of less than 1% for both
male and female. There was a nearly proportion of 23%
among the males and 24.2% among the females aged 15-19
years. The males increased to 28.3% while the females in-
creased to 26.8% who attended vocational education at age
20-24 years.

There was also less than 1% of both male and female
12-14 years of age who attended vocational education in
the municipal arcas; but a large percent of 37.3% male and
38.0% female in the age group 15-19 vears pursued voca-
tional education. This proportion was higher than those in
the upper secondary level. However, the proportion de-
creased to 27.5% male and 20.9% female for the 20-24 age
group.

The non-municipal areas registered the highest
number enrolled in vocational education, 30.0% male and
35.8% female among the 20-24 years of age. No male and only
less than 1 % female 12-14 years of age undertook voca-
tional education; with 14.9% male and female in the
15-19 age group who pursued vocational education.

4.2.4 Higher Education

The whole kingdom had 66.2% male and 70.2%
female 20-24 years of age attending school who were enrolled
in the university at the time of survey. The younger age group
15-19 years numbered 4.3% male and 7.1% female in the
university.

A bignumberofuniversity students 74.29% 20-24 years
ofage, 71.3% male and 78. 1% female were in the municipal
areas, understandable with the Bangkok Metropolis. There
were also 9.2% male and 11.5% female in the age group
15-19.

Even from the non-municipal areas was a sizeable
number of students in the university, with 55.8% male and
58.3% female aged 20-24 years and 1.4% male and 4.22%

female of the 15-19 years of age. In the whole kingdom,
municipal areas and non-municipal areas, there was a higher
proportion of females in the age groups 15-19 years and
20- 24 years who were attending the university during the
time of survey.

4.2.5 Type of School Attended

The schools attended were classified into public school
and private school. In the municipal areas, with 62.0% in
the public school and 38.0% in the private school In the
non-municipal areas, the children and youth generally
attended the public school, 93.4% of them which was true
for both sexes. (Table 4)

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4.2.6 Accessibility of School Facilities

Naturally, around 58% attended either private or public
school in both municipal areas and non-municipal areas
which were accessible in less than 15 minutes from their
place of residences. The number kept decreasing for both
public and private schools in the municipal and non-muni-
cipal areas as the schools both public and private could be
reached in a longer time from half an hour to two hours.
(Table 5)

For those attending the public schools, majority had
towalk, 70.3% in the whole kingdom and 76.4% in the non-
municipal areas. In the municipal areas, walking and public
transport were almost equally used by both students of the
public and private school. This was also found true for
private school in the whole kingdom and the non-municipal
areas. Quite a good number (11.4%-18.3%) had their own
transport in going to public and private schools, in the
municipal and non-municipal areas. (Table 6)

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4.2.7 School Expenditure and Source of Educational Finan-

cing

The individual expenditures for education were item-
ized into annual payments for school fees, book, materials
and uniform, and the monthly expenditure for daily tran-
sportation and food taken in school plus other expenses
that may be incurred. Under any of these items, the recorded
expenditures for those attending private schools were
generlly higher than those attending public school, under
any level of education from Child Development Center to
the University. The increase by item however varied by
level of education. This was found true in both the muni-
cipal and non-municipal areas.

The source of educational financing would have a
direct bearing on the afford ability of the students for diffe-
rent items of school expenditure. Notably, Thailand has
an educational fund program for students, but the survey
indicated that less than 1% availed of this source by any
age-group, and therefore for any level of education in both
the municipal and non-municipal areas.

Under any age-group in both municipal and non-
municipal areas, the head of the household (83.3%) generally
provided for the schooling of the children any youth from
3-5 years to 20-24 years. For the pre-school age, however,
quite a notable proportion, 15.4% from other household
members and 7.0% from persons out of the household, with
77.5% head of household provided educational financing.
For ages 6-11 and 12-14 years 85.7% and 85.4% head of
household financed the schooling. With the higher age
groups, 15-19 and 20-24 years who were attending higher
levels of education with the usual corresponding increase
in the expenditure for education, bigger proportion among
the different sources of educational financing were noted.
In the 15-19 years of age, 78.1% head of household,
13.2% persons outside of household. The lowest percen-
tage of head of household (55.7%). and the highest percen-
tage of persons outside of household (28.19%) were the sources
of educational financing for the 20-24 years of age, plus
8.9% from self-income. This trend applied for both muni-
cipal and non-municipal areas.
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The survey showed significantly that starting ages
6-11 years, there were students who had self-income for
educational financing. While they were less than 1% in both
municipal and non-municipal areas at ages 20-24 years, the
whole kingdom had 8.9% in that category. (Table 7)

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4.3 Out-of-school Children and Youth 3-24 Years of Age

In the whole kingdom, a higher proportional (54.6%)
of children and youth 3-24 years of age were not attending
school during the period of survey. Tt is of great significance
to consider for national development in Thailand that with
a young population, 60.3% below 25 years of age, more than
one half of those in school age were found out-of-school.
There were 35.2% not attending school in the municipal areas
and 58.5% in the non-municipal areas. In the whole kingdom,
those not attending school were 53.4% male and 55.8%

female. (Table 8)

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4.3.1 Level of Educational Attainment

A very high proportion, 78.19¢ male and 81.7%
female in the whole kingdom had only reached elementary
education with around 29.4% male and 27.8% female who
had completed it. The non-municipal areas registered more
of this level, 80.2% male and 83.9% female, while the
municipal areas had 58.2% male and 64.4% female. This
group of children and youth somehow had gone through
the compulsory education level.

The percentage distribution by male and female
declined generally towards the higher level of education,
but comparatively percentages not attending school for
both male and female were found bigger in the municipal
areas than in the non-municipal areas except for the
clementary level dicussed earlier. (Table 9)

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4.3.2 Cause for Drop-out

Around one-half of those who dropped-out from
school had no financial means to spend for educational
expenditures, 47.6% in the municipal areas and 56.5% in
the non-municipal areas. For similar reasons, there were
21.5% in the municipal areas and 15.0% in the non-muni-
cipal areas who had to quit schooling to earn for their liveli-
hood. There were children and youth who expressed no
interest in studying 11.3% in the municipal areas and
9.4% in the non-municipal areas. More had no interest in
studying as they grew older. (Table 10)

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4.4 Children and Youth Economically Employed

4.4.1 Children and Youth Employed

During the survey period, there were 9.1 million or
41.2 children and youth age 6-24 years who were economi-
cally working. There was an equal proportion of male and
female among 0.8 million persons in the municipal areas
and 8.2 million persons in the non-municipal areas.

The biggest proportion or 82.0% were the youth of
20-24 years of age and it is shown in (table 11) that the
number of employed children and youth decreases with age.

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4.4.2 Occupation and Work Status

The largest proportion of children and youth employed,
73% were the unpaid family workers in rural farmer house-
holds. Another 6.3% in the non-municipal areas were private
employer in agricultural work and 5.6% were employee in
manufacturing work.

The majority, 58.4% children and youthin the municipal
areas were private employee working in manufacturing
work and service and another 24.5% were unpaid family
worker in sales occupation. (Table 12)

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4.4.3 Monthly Income

There were totally 2,548,850 or 27.9% children and
youth who were employed or self-earning, of which 57.2%
were male and 42.8% were female. 25.3% of them resided in
the municipal areas while the other 74.7% resided in the
non-municipal areas.

The survey indicated that children and youth employed
were able to earn monthly within the range from less than
500 bahts to 2,500 bahts and over, the biggest proportion,
42.3% male and 43.6% female in the municipal areas and
46.2% male and 50.7% female in the non-municipal areas
earned with in the monthly income bracket of 501-1,500
bahts. Further, in the highest monthly income level of
2,500 bahts and over, there was an almost equal number of
56.610 males and 31,930 females residing in the
municipal areas and 55,520 males and 39,300 females in
the non-municipal areas who earned that much (Table 13)

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4.5 Social Development Activities of Children and Youth
4.5.1 In School

The school in all levels of education provided what
were referred to as extra-curricular activities. These activities
were scouting for both boys and girls, military, art and
environment, recreation, religion, Thai community culture
and products out-of-town study tour, agriculture. These
activities somehow promoted social consciousness which
would spark community interest and participation in due
time. Scouting drew the biggest proportion among the
students, 45.4% among the males and among the females in
the municipal areas and 30.5% male and 26.7% female in
the non-municipal areas,

Out-of-town study tour followed by recreation and
religion were the other social development activitics par-
ticipated in by the students in the municipal areas. Since
the students in the non-municipal areas were already out-
of-town, the social development activities preferred by
many among both sexes were religion, agriculture and re-
creation in that order. (Table 14)

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4.5.2 Out-of-School

There were 529,700 males and 364,023 females who
were not attending school and participated in varied social
development activities. They were 8.2% of all out-of-school
whom mostly resided in the non-municipal areas, (96.4%).

In the municipal arcas, nearly all social development
participants were the youth of ages. 15-24 years. Village
Scout was the activity preferred by the majority in these
areas followed by assisting in cleaning public places.

The same was in the non-municipal areas for which
most of the social development participants were the youth
aged 15-24 years. Except followed by National Defence
Volunteer, the Village Scout were also the most popular
activity among out-of-school in the rural areas. (Table 15)

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4.6 Aspiration of the Youth

Part of social development is building the aspirations
of youth for the future. The issue raised in the survey was
their occupational preference 10 years ahead. The majority’s
occupation preference differed by municipal and non-
municipal areas.

In the municipal areas, professional and technical
occupation (21.0%), sale (17.8%) and government employ-
ment (9.9%) rate highest in that order. To be farmers and
fishermen were preferred by the majority (56.0%) in the
non-municipal areas.(Table 16)

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In making the occupation preference, it was the present
job, experience and orientation that heavily influenced
those in the municipal areas (39.2%), followed closely by
their own choice (34.9%) and also due to family influence
(14.7%). This trend showed in the difference types of oc-
cupation preferred. Generally, Government employment
was only preferred for security, stability and availability. It
was found different in the non-municipal areas where family
influence was the strong factor for the occupation preference
(54.1%). followed by present job experience and orientation
(22.1%) and by their own choice (15.9%). The strong family
influence was for the preference to be farmers and fishermen
(79.2%). In professional and technical occupations; services
sports and recreation workers; government and private
employment, preference was on their own. All spread out
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in the different type of occupation was preference along
their present job, experience and orientation. (Table 17)

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4.7 Sporting

In this 1983 survey, sporting exercises among children
and youth 6-24 years old covered six types of sport i.e.,
football, basketball, volleyball, tennis, badminton and
swimming.

There were 4,801,700 children and youth who reported
that they played at least one of the six types of sport. This
constituted 21.7% of all children and youth 6-24 years of age.
Generally there were more males than females who had
aninterest in these sports, i.e, 29.2% of males and only 14.0%
of females. The biggest percentage playing sports was
among children 12-14 years of age (39.9%), followed by
youths 15-19 years of age (23.5%). (Table 18)

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Football was the favorite sport. Sixty-five percent
sports players played football, 28.5% volleyball and 13.2%
basketball. There were differences in the popularity of
sports played by males and females. The survey indicated
that among the males, 90.6% played football, 11.4% vol-
leyball and 8.8% basketball, while 65.3% of female players
played volleyball, 22.6% basketbalt and 19.3% played bad-
minton. (Table 19)

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The Majority of children and youth (77.5%) used play-
grounds in public schools for their sports, 7.2% played in
private school’s, and 4.2% and 4.1% played in open play-
grounds and within household courtyards, respectively,
Only 2.8% played in public stadiums.

In municipal areas, 54.3% of sports players used play-
grounds in public schools for their sports, 18.7% played in
private school’s and 5.3% and 6.9% played in public and
private stadiums, respectively.

In the non-municipal areas, the majority of sports
players used private school's playgrounds for their sports,
and only small number played in private school's play-
grounds, open playgrounds and household courtyards (3.5%,
3.8% and 3.4%, respectively). (Table 20)
