Therefore, statistical
data on basic information of the business is important and necessary for
the public and private sector in policy formulation and development planning
of economic and industry in both the national and provincial level, so as to increase

competitiveness in the global trade market.

continuously conducted the Industrial Census every 10 years.
This is in accordance with the recommendations of the United Nations for which
the country would obtain timely basic information of the manufacturing industry.
As mentioned earlier, the economy structure has considerably changed thus, the
National Statistical office was requested to conduct the Industrial Census every

5 years instead of every 10 years. The Industrial Census had been conducted



for 4 times, in 1964, 1997, 2007 and 2017. The year 2017 will be the fifth round
for the Industrial Census. The 2017 Industrial Census is conducted in two stages.
The listing stage was conducted in 2016, which basic information of
all establishments engaged in all economic activities was collected. For
the enumeration stage is conducted in 2017, which detailed information of

establishments engaged in only manufacturing is collected.

The data presented in this publication presents the results of the listing
stage which all establishments engaged in the economic activities were classified
according to the Thailand Standard Classifications (TSIC-2009), i.e. business
trade and business services, manufacturing, construction, land transportation and
storage and warehouse, activities of information and communication and private
hospital activities located in Vicinity. The field operation for establishments
located in municipal areas was during May-August 2016, and establishments
located in non-municipal areas was during October - December 2016.

The results of basic information of establishments located in Vicinity
show that there were totally 214,949 establishments. Of this number, there
were about 197,873 establishments, which data collected completely. About
17,076 establishments were collected some items, i.e. name/ contact address

of establishment and economic activity. This publication presents the results of

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CHAPTER 2 STATISTICAL METHODOLOGY

2.1 Target Population

All establishments engaged in economic activities were classified
according to the Thailand Standard Industrial Classification (TSIC 2009), for
example business trade and services, manufacturing, construction, land
transportation and warehouse, information and communication, private
hospital; excluded market stalls, street stalls and hawkers, and other retailing
activities not conducted from permanent business premises.

2.2 Reference period
All information compiled was subject to the establishments per forming
their business operation in 2016.
2.3 Definition
2.3.1 Establishment
An establishment is defined as an economic unit which engages
under the ownership or control of a single legal entity, in a kind of economic
activity at a fixed location.
2.3.2 Economic activity
The economic activity used in conducting the 2017 Business
Trade and Industrial Census, is based on 2009 Thailand Standard Industrial
Classification: TSIC-2009, as follows;
1) Manufacturing (Code 10 - 33)
- Manufacturing is defined here as the physical or chemical
transformation of materials or components into new products, whether the

work in performed by power-driven machines or by hand, whether it is done
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in a factory or in the worker’s home, and whether the products are sold at
wholesale or retail. Assembly of the component parts of manufactured
products is considered manufacturing.

2) Sewerage, waste management and remediation activities

(Code 37 - 39)

- The operation of sewer systems or waste treatment
facilities that collect, treat and disposal of sewage.

- The collection, treatment and disposal of waste materials.
This also includes local handling of waste materials and the operation of materials
from the community or industry. Including the operation of waste to be recycled.

- The provision of remediation service, i.e. the cleanup of
contaminated buildings and sites, soil, surface or ground wastes.

3) Construction (Code 41 - 43)

- The activities general construction and specialized construction
activities for buildings and civil engineering works. Including new work, repair,
additions and alterations, the erection of prefabricated buildings or structures
on the site and also construction of a temporary nature:

- The construction of complete residential or non- residential
buildings, such as single-family houses, multi-family building, high-rise
building, building / construction for housing, factories, hospitals, schools, shops,
department stores, warehouse, garage and gym building, etc.

- Civil engineering such as construction streets, bridges,
tunnels, railway, airfields, harbor and other water projects, irrigation systems,
sewerage systems, industrial facilities, pipelines and electric lines, outdoor sports

facilities etc. Include the addition of new construction, modification and repair.
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Specialized construction activities, i.e. the construction of parts of

building and civil engineering works without responsibility for the entire
project, such as pile driving, foundation work, carcass work, concrete work,
brick laying, stone setting, scaffolding, roof covering, installation elevator,
demolition, glazing, plastering, painting, wall and floor tiling or covering with other
materials, etc.

4) Wholesale and retail trade, repair of motor vehicles
and motorcycles (Code 45)

All activities (except manufacture and renting) related to
motor vehicles and motorcycles. Including lorries and trucks, such as
wholesale and retail sale of new and second-hand vehicles, the maintenance
and repair of vehicles and the wholesale and retail sale of parts and
accessories for motor vehicles and motorcycles. Also included are activities of
commission agents involved in wholesale or retail sale of vehicles, including
washing, polishing of motor vehicles, etc.

5) Wholesale Trade (Code 46)

- Wholesale trade on owe account or a fee or contracts
basis, (sales to the commission /commission) related to domestic wholesale
trade as well as international wholesale trade (import/export).

- Wholesale is the resale (sale without transformation) of new
and used goods to retailers, business-to-business trade, such as to industrial,
commercial, institutional or professional users, or resale to other wholesalers,
or involves acting as an agent or broker in buying goods for, or selling goods
to, such persons or companies. The principal types of businesses included are
merchant wholesale, i.e. wholesale who take title to the goods they sell, such

as wholesale merchants or jobbers, industrial distributors, exporters,
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importers, and cooperative buying associations, sales branches and sales
offices (but not retail stores) that are maintained by manufacturing or mining
units apart from their plants or mines for the purpose of marketing their
products and that do not merely take orders to be filled by direct shipments
from the plants or mines. Also included are merchandise brokers, commission
merchants and agents and assemblers, buyers and cooperative associations
engaged in the marketing of farm product.

- Wholesalers frequently physically assemble, sort and
grade goods in large lots, break bulk, repack and redistribute in smaller lots,
for example pharmaceuticals; store, refrigerate, deliver and install goods,
engaged in sales promotion for their customers and label design.

6) Retail trade (Code 47)

Bringing new products and product use, and then sell them
to the general public. (sale without transformation) for consumption or use of
personal or household consumption or utilization, by shops, department stores,
stalls, consumer cooperatives, etc.

7) Land transport and storage (Code 49 - 52)

- Divisions 49 only activities 49201, 49202, 49203, 49204,
49209, 49310, 49329, 49331, 49332, 49333, 49334 and 49339 such as
other schedule passengers land transport and other non - schedule passengers
land transport.

— Divisions 52 only activities 52101, 52102, 52109 and
52291 such as the operation of storage and warehouse facilities for all kinds
and all types of good: operation of grain silos, refrigerated warehouse, storage
tank furniture, timber, oil, gas and send the associated chemical products,

textiles, food and agriculture, etc. includes the storage area of international trade.
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8) Accommodation (Code 55)

- The provision of short-term accommodation for travelers and
tourists. Including the provision of long term accommodation for students,
workers and similar individuals. Some units may provide only accommodation
while some of the accommodation and food services and/or recreational
facilities such as hotels, motel, dormitory rooms house guest house
accommodation, temporary accommodation, etc.

9) Food and beverage service activities (Code 56) this
division excludes activities 56102, 56103, 56303 and 56304 is as follow;

- The food and beverages serving activities providing
complete meals or drinks fit for immediate consumption, whether in traditional
restaurants, such as restaurants, cafe place that serves food, lunch and
beverage, etc.

10) Information and communication (Code 58 — 63)

- The publishing of books, brochures, leaflets, dictionaries,
encyclopedias, atlases maps and charts; publishing of newspapers,
magazines, journals and directories; directory and mailing list and other
publishing including the preparation of software packages.

- The production of theatrical and non - theatrical motion
pictures whether on film, video tape or disc for direct projection in theatres or
for broadcasting on television; supporting activities such as film editing,
cutting, dubbing etc; distribution of motion pictures and other film productions;
includes the purchase and sale of publishing rights/ distribution of movies.

- The activities of creating content and acquiring the rights to
distribute content and subsequently broadcasting that content, such as radio,

television and data program of entertainment, news, talk, Also included is
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data broadcasting, typically integrated with radio or TV broadcasting. The
broadcasting can be performed using different technologies, over-the-air, via
a cable network or via Internet. This division also includes the production of
programs that are typically narrowcast in nature (limited format, such as
news, sports, education or youth-oriented programming) on a subscription or
fee basis, to a third party, for subsequent broadcasting to the public.

- Telecommunications and related service activities, such as
transmitting voice, data, text, sound and video. The transmission facilities that
carry out these activities may be based on a single technology or a
combination of technologies. The commonality of activities classified in this
division is the transmission of content, without being involved in its creation.
The breakdown in this division is based on the type of infrastructure
operated.

- Service activities and expertise in information technology,
such as writing, editing, testing and help fix problems in software; planning
and designing computer systems that integrate computer, hardware,
software and communications technologies; on-site management and
operation of clients’ computer systems and / or data process facilities; and
other professional and techniques computer-related activities.

- The activities of web search portals, data processing and
hosting activities, as well as other activities that primarily supply information.

11) Real estate activities (Code 68)

The buying or sale real estate, renting real estate, providing
other real estate services such as appraiser real estate or acting as real
estate escrow agent. Activities in this section may be carried out on own or

leased property and may be done on a fee or contract basis. Also Included is
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the building of structures, combined with maintaining ownership or leasing of

such structures.
12) Professional, scientific and technical activities (Code 69-74)

- The provision of advice and representation in civil cases, advice
and representation criminal actions, advice and representation in connection
with labour disputes. As well as legal documents. Audit Preparation of
financial statements and accounting.

- The provision of advice and assistance to businesses and
other organizations on management issues, such as strategies and
organization planning; financial planning and budgeting; marketing objectives
and policies; human resources policies, practices, and planning; production
scheduling; and control planning. It also including the overseeing and
managing of other units of the same company.

- The provision of architectural services, engineering services,
drafting services, building inspection services and surveying and mapping
services. It also includes the performance of physical, chemical and other
analysis testing services.

- Basic research activities: experimental or theoretical work
undertaken primarily. Applied research: Original investigations undertaken in
order acquire new knowledge.

13) Administrative and support service activities (Code 77 - 82)

- The renting of motor vehicles, the renting of recreation and
sports equipment and personal and household equipment, the leasing of
other machinery and equipment of the kind often used for business
operations, including other transport equipment.

- Employment  activities, activities of employment placement
agencies, movies, TV shows and other.

- The activities of travel agencies, tours operator, reservations
service and related. And guides activity, ticket sale, film, drama, concerts and
sporting events.

- Security systems services activities.

- General support services, such as cleaning interior and
exterior of buildings of all types, cleaning of industrial machinery, cleaning of
train, buses, planes etc., as well as provision of landscape care.

Office administrative, office support and other business support
activities. Such as Organization of conventions, trade shows, activity of
collection agencies, credit bureau, packaging agencies, call centre and
mailbox.

14) Arts, entertainment and recreation (Code 90 - 93)

- Creative, art and entertainment activities such as painter,
sculptor, engraver, type writer, for all subject including fiction writing,

concerts and opera or dance, etc.

- Betting and gambling, such as selling lottery / lottery all.
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- Sport activities and amusement and recreation activities,

such as sport football field, tennis courts, swimming pools, etc.
15) Other service activities (Code 95 - 96)

- Repair of computer and personal and household goods.

- Other personal service activities such as laundry and dry
cleaning of textile and fur products Hairdressing and other beauty treatment
Funeral and related activities, etc.

16) Private hospital activities (only activities 86101 and 86102)

— Activities of the general hospital and specialized hospital,
Sanitarium  for patients with disease prevention center, physician hospital,
rehabilitation center (medical care) hospital.

— The activities are chiefly directed to inpatient, are carried out
under the direct supervision of medical doctors and include services of medical
and paramedical staff, services of laboratory and technical facilities, including
radiology and anesthesiology services, emergency room services.

2.3.3 Form of legal organization
1) Individual proprietor
Refers to a privately-owned establishment or an establishment
owned by organized in the form of partnership, but not registered.
2) Juristic partnership
Refers to an establishment which was legally registered by
at least 2 persons who were bound together to form and share there

responsibilities in a business.
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3) Company limited or Public company limited
- Company limited
Refers to an establishment, which was established and
legally registered by an initiative group of at least 3 persons.
- Public company limited
Refers to an establishment, which was established and
legally registered by an initiative group of at least 15 persons.
4) Government or State enterprise
Refers to an establishment, which entirely owned by the
government or more than 50 percent of its shares belonged to the government.
5) Cooperative
Refers to an establishment, which was organized on
cooperative lines and registered under the Cooperation Act. With an initiative
group of not less than 10 persons.
6) Women community group
Refers to a group is established by the needs of the members
who work for the group in order to enhance their well-being and quality of
life including the development in economic, social and environment in the
community. The group encourage women to bring about change in their own
lives and their communities. Besides, the group connect women and support
them to participate in decision making and encourage each other, and learn
new skill, which they can use to create an income.
7) Association
Refers to an association created for conducting any activity

which, according to it nature, is to be done continuously and collectively by
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persons other than that of sharing profits or incomes earned, must have its

regulations and must be registered according to the provisions of this Code
by an initiative group of at least 3 persons.

8) Foundation
Refers to a foundation consists of property specially
appropriated to public charity, religious, art, scientific, education or other
purpose for the public benefit and not for sharing profit, and has been
registered under the provisions of this Code. The property of a foundation
must be managed for implementing the objects that foundation, and not for
seeking interest for any person.
9) Others
Refer to an establishment, which was other organized than

those mentioned earlier, i.e. clubs, legal entity, etc.

2.3.4 Form of economic organization
1) Single unit
Refers to an establishment which was not a branch of any
establishment or which had no Branch or subsidiary.
2) Head office is a head quarter establishment, which owned or
controlled their branches or subsidiary unit.
3) Branch or subsidiary
Refers to an establishment, which was a branch or a subsidiary
of another establishment.
4) Others
Refers to an establishment, which was other organized than

those mentioned earlier.
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2.3.5 Persons engaged

This refers to paid and unpaid workers working at the end of the
pay period nearest to December of the year. It also included persons who
normally worked in the establishments but were absent during the referred
period due to illness or on leave with pay, but excluded those persons who were
on leave for military services or one who had obtained long leave or were on
strike. Persons engaged in an establishment were classified as follows;

1) Unpaid worker refer to the owners or business partners who
managed or participated in the management of establishment; all persons
living in the household of any proprietors of the owners and working in the
establishment at least 20 hours a week without regular pay. The owners or
the entrepreneur might provide them with money, foods, clothes and other
subsidies, but were not responsible for the legal pay.

2) Employees refer to those persons who worked in the
establishment and received regular pay in terms of wages or salaries or
piecework. These included administrative, technical and clerical personnel
such as salaried managers and directors, laboratory and research workers,
salesmen and operative workers.

- Managers or directors paid solely for their attendance at
meeting of the board of director.

— Persons from other establishment working at this establishment.

— Home workers

— Persons who were on leave for persons who were on leave for
military services or one who had obtained long leave or were on strike.

Persons who were employed to work occasionally such as laborer and sale

agents who do not receive regular pay.
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2.3.6 Computer

Refers to a computer which an establishment uses for business
and it is available. A computer is divided into:
1) Personal Computer (PC) which is composed of

- A Desktop Computer means a computer used at home
and the office. It is designed for placing on a desk and comprised of CPU, a
monitor, and keyboard. It also includes all-in—one desktop computer which is
designed for placing on a desk but integrates CPU into the monitor.

- Notebook / Netbook means a portable computer which is
suitable for mobile use and typically weighs 1 — 3 kilograms. It can be
powered either from an internal battery or by an external power supply from
a power plug. Normally, Netbook screen is around 10 inches and its
processing capability is lower than Notebook. However, Netbook saves more
battery than Notebook. Netbook is suitable for accessing wireless Internet,
running applications, and programs which require less amount of computing
power. On the other hand, Notebook screen is around 13 — 17 inches and its
processing capability for video and graphics is greater than Netbook.

- Tablet PC means a mobile computer working with a
touchscreen display. Tablet PC screen is between 7 — 10 inches. Tablet PC
supports wireless access. It is suitable for using Internet and application as
same basic capability with Netbook. Tablet PC is divided into two types:
convertible and state tablets. First, convertible tablet has a physical keyboard
which is usually concealable and rotatory detachable. Second, slate tablet
does not have a physical keyboard, and usually accept input by a virtual
keyboard shown on a touchscreen-enabled display. Users can input or send

commands through their finger or a stylus pen.
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- Workstation refers to a computer designed for placing on a
desk. It has advanced computing capability in engineering and architecture, or
advanced graphics capability. For example, workstation is used as computer—
aided graphic design in an industry for new manufactured components of
automobiles. Workstation has a faster processor and also has a mass storage
device. Some user calls workstation as supermicro because it is designed for
placing on a desk but a chip is totally different. Most workstations employ a
reduced instruction set computer (RISC) chip which reduces the number of
instructions into a highly optimized set of instructions leading to faster processing.

- Terminal is defined as a computer which cannot process
information by itself. Terminal has slow operation because it depends on a
host computer for its processing power. Terminal consists of monitor,
keyboard, and mouse which these are used for displaying from and entering
data into the host computer. As a result of less computer components,
terminal leads to cost saving. However, when terminal does not connect to a
computer network, it will not be able to work. In addition, the maintenance of
network system connected to terminal is easier than one connected to
workstation.

- Service and Central Processing Computer is defined as
a central computer used for controlling and serving other ones. For example,
Server, Mainframe, Minicomputer, and Supercomputer.

2.3.7 Sale of goods and services via internet
The establishments with sales of goods or services to customers
via the internet refer to customers purchase, order products via the internet.
(Via the website or via E-mail) Payment or delivery of which will be made

through any channel.

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2.6 Data processing

The information of establishment in provincial areas was processed at
the provincial statistical offices (PSO) with the technical supports form the
central office, e.g. preparation programs for data entry, tabulation and
drafting form of the report.

Those data are presented aggregates to regions and the whole
kingdom, as well as the detailed information of the establishments were
processed at the central office.

2.7 Data presentation and reporting

3.1 Number of establishments
The results showed the establishments located in municipal areas and

non-municipal areas in Vicinity, there were totally 197,873 establishments.
About 31.8 percent was the establishments engaged in retail trade. Followed by
those engaged in accommodation, food and beverage service activities and
manufacturing had the close proportion, of about 13.8 percent and 13.7 percent
respectively. Establishments engaged in other service activities and real estate
activities were about 11.4 percent and 10.4 percent respectively.
The other economic activities not mentioned above, each had less than

8.0 percent of the total.

Concerning the establishments
by administrative area
(Table 3.1), it was found

that there were totally

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3.2 Size of establishment

The size of establishment specified by number of persons engaged,
it was found that most of establishments (about 92.8 percent or 183,587
establishments) were establishments with 1 - 15 persons engaged. The
establishments with more than 16 persons engaged were 14,286 establishments
or 7.2 percent. Of this number, the establishments with 16 — 25 persons engaged
were 5,032 establishments or 2.5 percent. Those with 51 - 200 persons
engaged and 31 — 50 persons had the close proportion, of about 1.9 percent
and 1.5 percent respectively. For the establishments with 26 — 30 persons and
more than 200 persons engaged were about 0.8 percent and 0.5 percent

respectively.

Looking at the economic activity, it was found that more than 60.0
percent of establishments in all kind of economic activities were the establishments
with 1— 15 persons engaged. Except for those engaged in private hospital activities
had the highest proportion of establishments with more than 50 persons,

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3.3 Form of legal organization

As for the form of legal organization of establishments in Vicinity, it was found
that most of establishments (about 81.7 percent) were individual proprietor.
The establishments were in the company limited or public company limited and
juristic partnership were about 15.3 percent and 2.8 percent respectively.
The rest of about 0.2 percent was government, state-enterprise, cooperatives

and others.

Considering the form of legal organization and economic activity,
it was found that the establishments in all kind of economic activities were
individual proprietor. Followed by those, which were company limited, public
company limited, juristic partnership, government, state—enterprise, cooperative and
others respectively. Except for those engaged in private hospital activities,
construction and land transport and storage were in the company limited, public
company limited with the highest proportions of about 96.3 percent, 51.5

percent and 42.7 percent respectively.

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3.5 Foreign investment or share holding

Looking at foreign investment or share holding, Table 3.5 shows
that, there were totally 30,215 corporate establishments (company limited and
public company limited) in Vicinity. Of this number, most of them had no foreign
investment or share holding, the rest of about 2.7 percent did. Out of these,
about 1.2 percent had the foreign investment or share holding, with 10 — 50%.
Followed by those, which had 50% or more of foreign investment or share

holding, were about 0.9 percent. The rest of and 0.6 percent was less than 10 %

of foreign investment.

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3.6 Persons engaged and employees

3.6.1 Number of persons engaged Focusing on the number of
persons engaged, table 3.6 shows that there were in total 1.7 million persons
worked in establishments in Vicinity. Most of them (about 609,364 persons
or 34.8 percent) worked in the establishments with more than 200 persons.
Followed by those with 1 — 15 persons and with 51 — 200 persons were about
28.1 percent and 22.1 percent respectively. While the establishments with
26-30 persons had the lowest proportion of about 2.5 percent.

Considering the economic activity, it appeared that the persons
engaged working in manufacturing industry were about 1.0 million persons
or 59.7 percent. Followed by those engaged in retail trade had the proportion
of about 10.3 percent. The following were in wholesale trade and
accommodation, food and beverage service activities, had the same proportion,
of about 5.4 percent. The other economic activities had relatively low proportion
of persons engaged, each had less than 4.0 percent.

3.6.2 Number of employees In terms of employment
of establishments in Vicinity, it was found that there were totally 1.5 million persons.
Of this number, the establishments with more than 200 persons had the highest
proportion of about 40.3 percent. Followed by those with 51-200 persons and
1-15 persons were about 25.5 percent and 17.3 percent respectively. For the other
sizes, each of them had rater low proportion of employees less than 8.0 percent.

For the employment in each economic activity, it shows that the

employees worked in manufacturing industry had the highest proportion of about 67.5

percent.
