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PRELIMINARY REPORT

1980 POPULATION AND HOUSING CENSUS OF THAILAND

1. INTRODUCTION

1.1 The Naticnal Statistical Office (NSO) undertook the Population and
Housing Census in April 1-25, 1880 to gather basic information on the number and
various social and economic characteristics of population as well as housing con-
dition for the whole country. It is the third decennial Census of Population and
the second Census of Housing undertaken by the National Statistical Office since
1960. Before this, the Ministry of Interior conducted five population censuses in
1910, 1919, 1929, 1937 and 1947 respectively. This is thus, the eighth Population
Census and the Second Housing Census for Thailand.

1.2 Since the aim of the Population and Housing Census is to collect res-
pective information from every person living in every household during the census
period. It is thus not possible to complete the tabulation within a short period
of time. This preliminary report is therefore aimed to present census Tesults to
serve need of users who expressed their desire to have preliminary result in advance
before the completion of detailed tabulation and publicationm.

2. OQBJECTIVE

2.1 The main objective of the Population and Housing Census 1s to abtain
Population and Housing information on the census date, which is like taking a snap-
shot to get a picture of population and their housing condition at a given moment
of time for studying their quantitative and qualitative structures and characteris-
tics, which are known to change over time due to the events of birth, death, migra-
tion and mobility. '

2.2 1t 1is necessary for the government to conduct the decennial census every

10 year to obtain the requisite information for the purpose of using these data in
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economic and soclal development planning for the well being of the population as
well as of various administrative planning among government and private agencies
especially on production, sales and services in proportion to the population size.
Furthermore, the.census data will be very useful in various researches on population
and housing condition to be undertaken by institutes within and ocutside the country.

3. PREPARATION AND PLANNING

3.1 The NSO had planned the 1980 Population and Housing Census since 1976.
Several pretests and pilot censuses were undertaken, i.e., three pretests to test
the applicability of questionnaires, concepts and field instructions were conducted
in various regions of Thailand in 1977. 1In 1978 the NSO also conducted another pi-
lot census in the province of Samut Prakarn of which every stage of census opera-
tion was performed similar tc that of the actual census in order that conclusion on
suitable sampling enumeration technique, the sample design and the enumeration pro-
cedure could be reached. It was also aimed to find ways and means to solve the
problems which were expected to arise in the 1980 census. In 1979, another census
pretest was conducted in selected Amphoe (district) in every region of the country,
and in Bangkok Metropolis in order to train the NSO officials to get more acquain-
tance to census concepts and definitions and the field operation procedures
4, PERSONNEL

4.1 As the Population and Housing Census 1is the largest project which re-
quires collection of data on every person within a very short period of time. The
NSO personnels aleone were not sufficient to do all phases of the census field work in
a given period. Local school teachers were thus recruited as enumerators, and crew
leaders, and the senior school teachers as district technical supervisors respec-
tively.

4,2 The Census field staffs consisted of 70 NSO cofficials from the central
office and 400 NSO officials in local offices, 1,190 district technical supervisors,

5,419 crew leaders and 27,649 enumerators.



4,3 For administrative field operation in each changwat, the provincial
governcr and district officers or their deputies were appointed as the provincial
field director and district field directors respectively. Other Officers, i.e.,
Directors of Trailning Centers, all were NSO regional, provincial and sub-provincial
statistical officers.

4.4 Training of personnel was organized into 3 stages. In the first stage,
subject matter officers trained regional and provincilal officers at the central
office, and sub-provincial ocfficers at the training center in each region. In the
second stage, subject matter officers were responsible to train district technical
superviscre, and in ‘the third stage, crew leaders and enumerators were trained by
the district technical supervisors at the Amphoes (districts) that they were respon-
sible in the census field operation.

4.5 Listing and enumeration period were performed during April 1-25, 1980
(actually they took 3 days off during the Traditional Songkran Festival).

5. CENSUS METHODOLOGY

5.1 Usually the census referred to enumeration of all persons in every
household which was their places of residence within the coverage of census. The
census coverage consisted of the whole area of the kingdem. In conducting such a
census a large amount of budget and manpower were required. The NSO therefore
adopted a sample enumeration in our 1980 Census.

5.2 The following is the sample procedure used in the 1980 Population and
Housing Censue : in municipal areas (excluding Bangkok Metropolis) every person and
household were listed and enumerated at the same time by interviewing both the ba-
gic and detalled information together with housing characteristics.ef thelr house-
halds, in nen-municipal areas and Bangkok Metrepolis all households and every heuse-

hold member and their basic demographic characteristics were listed, then abeut 20

percent (1/5) of all householdswere selected for further interviewing of the de-

tailed information and housing characteristics.
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# 5.3 In this census all persons were enumerated at their usual places of re-

sidence except for the students who were enumerated at the place where they were

present on the census date.

6. COVERAGE

6.1 Whole area of the kingdom was covered in the Census,

6.2 Population included in the census coverage were

All Thai nationals residing in the country as of the census date.
(April 1, 1980)

Civilian nationals cof foreign nations having their usual residence
in Thailand or those who had resided in Thailand for at least three
months up to the census date,

Persons having their usual residence in Thailand, but as of the
census date, were away temporarily at field exercises at sei or
temporarily abroad.

Government officials, both civilian and military, including Thai

diplomatic personnel, and their families stationed abroad.

Population not included in the Census were :

Nomadic groups, e.g., hill-tribes and fishing groups having no
fixed place of residence.

Foreign military and diplomatic personnel and their families sta-
tioned in Thailand.

Civilian nationals of foreign countries who were temporary resi-
dents and had been residing in Thailand for less than three months
up to the Census date.

Refugees or fllegal immigrants located in camps provided by the

government.



7. CENSUS DATE
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7.1 April 1, 1980 was the Population and Housing Census date.

8. PRELIMINARY RESULTS

This report is based on the total count from the control form of the listing

¢
operation together with the one percent sample analytical tabulation of the census

data. The former was used to obtain the population total whereas the latter was

used to obtain basic analytical tables.

8.1 TFrom the control form

1.

As of April 1, 1980, there were approximately 8,422,000 households
and a total population of 44,278,000 which implies an average of
5.3 persons per household.

The regional distribution ¢f households was as follows: 33.1 per-
cent were in the Central Region, 32.2 were in the Northeas-

tern Regleon, 22.1 were in the Northern Region, and in the Southern
Region there were 12.6 percent.

Percentage distribution of population in each region was as follows:
32.2 percent were in the Central Region, 34.9 percent were in the
Northeast, 20,2 percent were in the North, 12.6 percent were in the
South. Of these, aboutr 17.3 percent of population lived in munici-
pal areas (including Bangkok Metropolis).

Changwats (provinces) with a population of over one million were
Bangkok Metropolis in the Central Region; Khon Kaen, Nakhon Rath-
chasima, Buril Rum, Si Sa Ket, Uden Thanl and Ubon Ratchathani in
the Northeastern Region; Chiang Mai in the Northern Region; and
Nakhon S1i Thammarat in the Southern Region. '

The population density of the country was at 86.4 persons per

square kilometer. The most densely populated region was the Cen-

tral with a density of about 138 persons per square kilometer.
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8.2 Frox one percent sample tabulation

1'

The result of the age-sex distribution showed that about 38.2 per
cent of the total population was under 15 years of age. The per-
centage was 32,6 for the Central Region, 43.3, 34.8 and 40.2 for

the Northeast, the North and the South respectively. The sex ratio
of the Whole Kingdom wae 99 males per 100 females.

The dependency ratioc, i.e., the proportion of persons under 15 years
of age and persons of 65 years old and over per 100 persons aged
15-64, for the Whole Kingdom was 71.5, whereas that of the North-
east was the highest 85.6 followed by 79.5, 62,7 and 61.0 for the
Southern, the Northern and the Central Region respectively.

With regard to marital status of the population 13 years of age

and over for the Whole Kingdom, 36.l1 percent of them were single

and 38.7 percent for males and 33.4 percent for females. A regional
comparison showed that in the Central Reglon (excluding Bangkok
Metropolis) those who remained single were 36.9 percent; the cor-
responding percentage was 46.1, 34,2, 33,7 and 33.6 for Bangkok
Metropolis, the Northeastern, the Northern and Southern Region

respectively.

Singulate mean age at marriage calculated frem the proportion of single fe-

males showed that the average age at first marriage for women was 22.5 years. The

highest average age at first marriage, 25.5 years of age, was in Bangkok Metropolis,

followed by 23.4 for the Central, 22.0 for the North, 21.9 for the South and 21.6

for the Northeast.

4.

Contraceptive used for married women of child-bearing age (15-49
years old) was 44.5 percent for the Whole Kingdom, 50.5 percemt for
municipal areas and#3.4 percent for non-municipal areas. The Nor-

thern Region had the highest corresponding percentage of 54.6



followed by 53.5 percént, 49.1 percent, 39.3 percent and 26.3 per
cent for Bangkok Metropolis, the Central, the Northeast and the
South respectively. Among various ceontraceptive methods used by
women, pills has the highest percentage of usage, f.e. 49.8 percent,
whereas the percentage of women using sterilization method and IUD
method were 30.5 and 9.2 respectively.

5. Data on educational attainment of the population aged 6 years old
and over indicated that 85.1 percent of males and 79.8 percent of
female completed at least the elementary grade. Bangkok Metrpolis
had the highest percentage of 89.5 percent, the Central Reglon (ex-
cluding Bangkok Metropolis) ranked the second highest with 87.1
percent; Northeastern Region with 86.6 percent, Northern Region
with 81.7 percent and 79.0 percent for the Southern Region.

6. In regard to economic activity of population 11 years of age and
over, 74.5 percent of them were considered economically active
whereas 50.2 percent were employed, 2.7 percent were loocking for
work, and 21.6 percent were walting for agricultural season. For
women 1l years of age and over, 57,4 percent were economically ac-
tive, 40.1 percent were employed, 1,7 percent were looking for work
and 15.6 percent were wailting for agricultutal season.

The data showed the employment level by sex among various regions that 63.5
percent of males 11 years of age and over in Bangkok were employed, which was highest,
followed by the Southern Reglon with 60.4 percent, Central Region (excluding Bangkok
Metropolis) with 57.8 percent, 45.4 percent in the Northern Region and 39.9 percent
in the Northeastern Region. For females, the Central Region (exclhding Bangkok Metro-

polis) represented the highest employment rate of 48,7 percent followed by the Sou-

thern Region of 32.9 percent.
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The Analysis of data on economically active population classified by major
occupation groups indicated that agricultural occupation represented the highest
percentage of 72.6 percent, followed by craftsmen, production workers and labourers
(9.6 percent) and sales workers (6.7 percent). In Bangkok Metropolis, percentages
of population working in varioue occupation groups were high with the exception of
agricultural and mining occupation. In the Northeastern Region agricultural occupa-

tion ranked higheat in percentages (89.3 percent) as compared to other regioms.

9. SOME NOTES FOR USERS

9.1 Census taking Is one of the most intensive and complicated statistical
operation projects, ranking from planning and preparation for field work, field enu-
meration to the census data processing. A large number of officials of the Ministry
of Interior and Ministry of Education was temporarily required and was well respounsed
for the census field work. As most of them were not formerly acquainted with the
census enumeration, there still be some inevitable field errors although thoroughly
training in the Census field operation were given. Moreover, the quality of the in-
formation obtained also depends on the respondents' cooperation, It is generally
accepted that how well the census planners have striven to control and improve the
quality of data, there still be a sizable amount of an underenumeration in certain
areas. And the missing count may include omission of all members cf households and
some members in the enumerated households; alsc some content errors, i.e., and error
in misrecording of certain characteristics, are to be expected.

9.2 The number of population and households by province were counted from
the contrel forms of the household listing in each enumeration district which cau
be different from those to be obtained from the tabulation of the enumeration forms.
Furthermore, in this preliminary report, the age-sex distribution and other major
characteristics of population derived from the one percent sample tabulaticn of the

enumeration forms although being statistically - weighted to cbtain the universe
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figures, might still differ from those of the provincial reports to be tabulated
from enumeration forms of each household, because of the so-called sampling errors.

The NSO wishes to remind users of these errors and the figures in this report are

thus shown in thousands.

9.3 The NSO had also conducted a Post Enumeration Survey to evaluate the
completeness and the reliability of the census data of which the rate of underenu-
meration, and the extent of content errors of major characteristics will be indi-
cated for users who are interested in this aspect of the census data. The report
of the Post Enumeration Survey will be soon published.

10. COMPARISON OF THE PRELTHMINARY RESULTS WITH THOSE FROM OTHER SOURCES.

10.1 Besides the evaluation of census data through the post enumeration
survey, the size cf population obtained from these preliminary report has been com-
pared with that of the latest Population Projections for Thailand, 1970-2Q05,

10.2 Population Projections were annual estimates of population based on the
ageé-sex distribution of the population in a base year using certain assumptions of
fertility and mortality rates in individual year. These population projections were
prepared as a joint cooperative project of the National Economic and Social Develop-
ment Board; Institute of Population Studies, Chulalongkorn University; Institute of
Population and Social Research, Mahidol University; Department of Public Health;
Ministry of Public Health; and Natienal Statistical effice. The base populatien
was frem the 1970 Pepulatien and Heusing Census after adjustment ef seme estimated
ameunt ef underenumeratien. The assumptien en fertility rates was based en results
of the survey ef Pepulatien Change in 1964~1965 and 1974-1976, the 1975 Survey ef
Fertility in Thailand, the Lengitudinal Study ef Secilal, Ecenemic and Demographic
Change in 1968-1969 and 1971-1972, and the 1975 Natienal Centraceptive Prevalence
Survey. Mertality assumptien was based en the West Medel Life Tables, and the

levels of mertality was from the 1969~1971 Thailand Life Tables with the assumptien
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that Life Expectancy at Birth increased at the rate of 0,28 per year. The prejec~

tiens presented the total peopulation as ef the midyear er July 1.

10.3 The estimated population as of April 1, 1980 from the Population Pro~
jections mentioned above was 46,187,000 whereas that of the census preliminary re-
sults wae 44,278,000. The 1,909,000 discrepancy between these two figurs might be
due partly to the under-enumeration in the 1980 Population census itself and partly
due to the inaccuracy in the Population Projections.

10.4 However, this is a preliminary comparison on the size of under-enumera-
tion because the census figure 18 still the preliminary results. The f£inal census
figures including analytical reports and statistical tables will be tabulated from
all enumeration forms in which detail informations of each person were recorded.
Moreover, the population projections are a type of population estimatrion based on
assumption of the 1980 Population and Housing Census. The adequate comparable data
with the census population figures should be those from the post enumeration survey
of the 1980 Population and Housing Census itself which is aimed at measuring the
size of the coverage error due to missing the whole households and missing some mem-
bers in the enumerated households and the content errors of some major characteris-
tics. The results of this survey is not yet released, the conclusion on the comple-
teness of the population count and the reliability of the content of the census,
thus, can not yet be made conclusively at thies stage.

11, PLANS FOR THE DETAILED TABULATION

11.1 An important objective of conducting the 1980 Population and Housing
Census is to obtain once more after the previous 1970 Census the reliable and up-to-~
date information on important characteristics of population and their living quar-
ters. After this preliminary report which presents only the total population and
households by province, and data and brief analysis of the one percent-sample tabu-

lation, which shows important population characteristics by region and whole kingdom,
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‘tﬁjiiso'u111; in the near future, publish other census reports on-the following se-

quence:

Reports of detailed population and housing data by changwat (pro-
vince), Region and Whole Kingdom. There will be 31 tables on popu=-
lation characteristics and 16 tables on housing conditions.
Evaluation report on both the so-called coverage and content error
of the census results.

Analytical subject reports from two percent sample tabulation on
selected characteristics of population, e.g. migration, fertility
and economic characteristics etc. The reports will be presented by
municipal and non-municipal area both at reglonal and national

levels.

11.2 The NSO will publish reports described on evaluation report and analyti-

cal subject reports soon after the completion of publicatiom of provincial series.
