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PREFACE

This report is one in a series of reports on the 1970 Population and Housing Census consisting of one volume for

each changwat and region with a volume summarizing data for the Kingdom as a whole.

Planning for the 1970 Population and Ilousing Census was begun in 1966 by the National Statistical Office which,
under Scction 5 of the Statistics Act B.E. 2508 (1963), is the responsible agency authorized to plan and conduct all censuses.
At that time, an advisory subcommittee, comprising representatives from the Department of Local Administration, Minis-
try of Interior, the Budget Burcau, the National Statistical Office, and other government agencies, was appointed by the
Office of the Prime Minister to consider the content of the census. In 1969, the Royal Decree on the Population and
Housing Census, B.E. 2512, was issued authorizing the National Statistical Office to conduct a census throughout the
Kingdom to obtain statistics on population and housing.

Since 1909, when the first kingdom wide census in Thailand was held population censuses have been conducted
decennially, with only two exceptions in periodicity. The 1970 census is, therefore, the seventh population census and,

for the first time in Thailand's census history, a housing census was also taken concurrently.

To conduct such an extensive operation as the 1970 Population and Housing Census, covering the whole Kingdom,
it was necessary to enlist the services of 27,000 officials from the Ministry of Interior, the Ministry of Education, and
other government agencies during the enumeration stage. Students from institutions of higher educations were also selected

to serve as census enumerators.

The success of the 1970 Population and Housing Census, one of the most extensive and complicated statistical
operations conducted to date, is, in large part, due to the close cooperation of the many government agencies and institu.
tions, particularly the Ministry of Education and the Ministry of Interior. The officials of these Ministries performed
their duties with unstinting effort and, at times, with much risk to their personal safety, as their work involved travel
to remote areas throughout the kingdom, some of which were unsafe.  With the assistance of the local authorities and

security officers, however, cnumeration in most of these arcas was made possible.

The National Statistical Office gratefully acknowledges the invaluable contributions made by these agencies and
institutions, and by their officials, without whose close association and cooperation, field enumeration could not have been
accomplished. We are gratelul also to the Changwat Governors and Nai Amphoes for their keen interest in directing

census opzrations in their areas as well as for their useful suggestions for improving field procedures.

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INTRODUCTION

The 1970 Population and [lousing Census was conducted by the National Statistical Office under the provisions
of the 1965 Statistical Act, following upon the UN recommendation that countries undertake censuses at least decennially
in order to obtain data on population size and characteristics, as well as to cbtain housing information.

The Population and Ilousing Census provides indispensable information for the study and analysis of the
composition, distribution and growth of the population during the past ten years, Most important, this information is the
primary source of basic national population data required for administrative purposes, for demographic analysis and scrves
the needs of both government and private agencies for basic demographic data.

The 1970 Populaticn and Iousing Census is the seventh population census of Thailand, but is the first
housing census conducted.  Information on housing characteristics was included on the same houschold schedule as
demographic characteristics.  This report presents data on population size, demographic characteristics as of the census
date, April 1, 1970.

Statistical tables presenting data from the 1970 Population and Housing Census will be published for each
province, for each of the four regions, with a separate volume for the whole kingdom. The National Statistical Office also
has computer print-outs of some data available for municipal areas, amphoes and tambons. (See Appendix 1). Morcover, all
data have been stored in the frem of magnetic tapes and it will be possille to tabulate additional detailed data on some
characteristics or for some arcas. The National Statistical Office will consider special requests for further detailed tabulations
required by government agencies and institutions.

Enumeration Procedure.~ The method of ecnumerating the population was to count cach person enumcrated as an
inhabitant of his usual place of residence, with the exception of students, who were enumerated at the place where they
were residing as of the census date. (See details in the following section on definitions).  All persons and all households,
in municipal and non-municipal areas, were to be enumerated in the population census. Special provision was made for
the enumeration of Thai officials and their families stationed abroad through the cooperation of the various ministries
which tcok the responsibility for the distribution ard collection of the census forms.

Enumeration for the heusirg census.—  In municipal areas, housing characteristics were obtained f{rom every
household, but in non-municipal areas, due to the homogeneity of housing, a 25-percent sample of the private households
were enumerated.

The unit of enumeration was the private houschold. There was, generally, a cne-to-one correspondence |
between housing units and households, although in arcas of high population density, it was found that more than one
houschold lived in one housing unit.  The numbter of houscholds and housing units in each area is, thercfore, almost
equal.

Some points should be noted when using the housinz tables, ramely,

a, The numbers appearing in the housing tables are numbers of houscholds classificd by housing characteris-
tics, and are not numbers of housing units.

b. The number of houscholds shown in the tables under the hcading non- municipal areas are 25-percent
sample counts.

Post—cnumeration survey.—  Following the enumeration of the census, a re-enumeration on a sample basis was
undertaken in order to evaluate the completeness and accuracy of the census operation.

DEFINITIONS
POPULATION CENSUS

1. Coverage of the census
The 1970 Census defined the {ollowing types of persons and households to be cnumerated- as follows :
Coverage of the population.— All persons residing in the country as of the census date, namely April 1, 1970, i.e.
a) All Thai nationuls
b) Civilian citizens of foreign countries having their usual residence in Thailand, or who had resided
in Thailand for at least three months.
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c) Persons having their vsual residence in Thailand, but as of the census date, were at sea or temporarily
abroad.

d) Government officials, both military and civilian, including Thai diplomatic persoanel, and their families
located abroad.

Population not enumerated included the following :
a) Nomadic groups, i.e. hill-tribes and fishing groups, having no fixed place of residence
b) Foreign military and diplomatic personnel and their {amilies located in Thailand.
¢) Citizens of foreign countrics temporarily visiting or travelling in Thailand for less than 3 months.

2. Census date

The reference date for ennmerating the population and collecting data on most of the characteristics on
population and housing was April 1, 1970,

3. Usual place of residence

Each person enumcrated in the 1970 Census was counted as an inhabitant of his wsval place of residence,
that is, the place where he lives and sleeps most of the time.

Instituticnal population, e.g. priests, nuns, members of the armed forces residing on military installations,
inmates of correctional or penal isstitutions, mental institutions and welfare homes were enumerated as usual residents
of the place in which the institution was located.

Residents in hotels, patients in general hospitals and prisoners  detained in police stations for at least 3 months
were counted as residents of these places.

Students were counted as residents of the place where they were residing as of the census date.

4. Municipal Arca

A municipal arca is a legal unit established by the Royal Decree of the 1933 Municipality Act. There are
three categories of muuicipal areas, Nekhon (eity), Muang (town) and Tambon (commune).

A tambon municipality is established wherever it is deemed appropriate.

A muang municipality is cstablished in each area where the administrative seat of the provincial government
is located or where the population is at least 10,000 persons, with an everage density of not less than 3,000 persons per
square kilometer. The sources of tax revenue must also be sufficient for the execution of municipal affairs as stipulated
in the 1953 Municipality Act.

A Nakhon municipality is cstablished in areas where the population is st least 50,000 persons, with an
average density of not less than 3,000 persons per square kilometer. Tax revenues must also be sulfficient for the
execution of municipal affairs as stipulated in the 1933 Municipality Act.

5. Sanitary District
A sanitary district is estabiished by the Ministry of Interior under the provisions of the Sanitary District Act
of 1952. Under the provisions of the Municipality Act, any sanitary district may be established as a municipal area.
6. liousehold

There are 2 types of households : private and collective.

6.1 Private houscholds may be
a) a one person household, that is, a person who makes provision for his own food or other
essentials for living without combining with any other person to {orm part of a multi-person heusehold. He may be
the owner, renter, lodger or carctaker of the heuse.
b) A multi-person houschold, that is, a group of two or more persons, related or unrelated, living
together in a whole or part of a house who make comnmon provision for food or ot\hcr essentials for living.

6.2 Collective househiolds “include households composed of members who live together under certain rules or
regulations or those who are living together for their own benefit.  The members of collective houscholds may or may
not take their meals together. Collective households are divided into 2 types, institutions and other collective households.

Institution include wats, penal institutions, welfare homes and hospitals.
Other collective households include hotels, boarding houses, living quarters for workers with at least 6 workers
who have meals provided by the management.
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7. Agricultural houschold

Private households were alse classified as agricultural households if agriculture was the occupation of the
head of the household, regardless of whether his status was own account worker or employer. This definition
of agricultural household differs from that used in the 1960 Census which defined agricultural households as those which
“operated two or more rai, sold agricultural preducts valued at 2,400 baht or more, or had livestock valued at 2,400 baht

or more."

8. Age
Age is calculated in full ycars as of the individual’s last birthday before the census date.

9. Marital status
Persons 13 years of age and over were classified as never—-married or ever—-married, ie. marricd, widowed,

divorced, or separated and unknown marital status.
Persons classified as “‘married” include both persons who have registered their marriages and persons in de

facto unions.
Buddhist pricsts and novices and member of other religious orders are classified as “‘priests,” while nuns were
classified as never-married or ever—-married according to their marital status at the time of the census.

Ever-married women refer to women who are married, widowed, divorced or separated.

10. Children born alive

Ever-married women were asked the number of live-born children they had had as of the census date. The
number reported should include all children born alive, regardless of the period of survival, as well as children of previous

marriages, but excludes adopted children and foetal deaths.
The number of children still living include only those who are alive as of the census date.

11. Citizenship
Citizenship refers to the legal nationality of each person as of the census date.

12. Place of birth
Persons were asked their changwat of birth, or if they werc born outside of Thailand, their country of
birth.  Presentation of data by changwat or country of birth are limited to those in which a significant number of
persons were born, the remainder are included under “other™.

13. Place of previous residence
Last place of previous residence was asked of persons who had moved to their present place of usual residence
within 5 years preceding the census date.

14. Literacy
Literate persons are defined as persons 10 years of age and over who are able to read and write simple
statements in any language. Il a person can read, but cannot write, then he was classified as illiterate.

15. School atiendance
Persons between 6-29 yecars of age were asked if they attended school as of January 1, 1970 or during the
1969-70 school year and if so, the grade they were attending. School as defined includes all regular schools in the
academic stream, vocational schools teaching regular academic courses, as well as colleges and universities. The term does
not include vocational school not teaching academic courses, e.g. beauty schools teaching courses in hair dressing, dress-
making schools or tutorial schools.

16. Highest grade of cducation completed

Highest grade of education completed was asked of persons 6 years of age and over and refers to the last
grade completed or highest diploma or degree received as of the end of the 1968-6Y educational year or as of January
1, 1970

17. Economically active population
All persons 11 yeras of age and over who were employed on the census date, or who had worked on any day
during the 7 days preceding the census date (March 25-31, 1970) as well as experienced workers who were looking
for work and those waiting for the farm season were counted as the economically active population.
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18. Work Status

Work status refers to the status of an economically active person with respect to his employment. Work
status is classified as follows :

Employer : A person who operates his own economic enterprise or engages independently in a profession or
trade and hires one or more employees

Employee : A person who works for a public or private employer and receives remuneration in wages, salary,
commissicn, tips, picce-rates or pay in kind. Employees are classified as government or private employees.

Own-account worker: A person who operates his own economic enterprise or engages independently in a
profession or trade, and hires no employees.

Unpaid family worker: A person who works, without pay, in an economic enterprise or farm operated by a
related person living in the same household.

19. Occupation

Occupation refers to the kind of work done during the reference period or performed previously by experienced
unemployed persons.

20. Industry
Industry refers to the activity of the establishment in which the economically active person worked during the
reference period.

HOUSING CENSUS

1. Living quarter

Living quarter is defined as any place that is used for habitation and may include houses, row -houses, apartments,

rooms, boats or any mobile units and any other types of structures.

Detached house.— A detached house is one which is separated on all sides from other structurcs. A detached
house may include one or more detached units occupied by one houschold and also include house-rafts.

Row-house.— Row-house refers to any house that is at ground level or raised with 2 rooms or more with at
lcast one common wall. Row-houses may be cne floor or more and also includes row-house rafts.

Apartment.— Apartment means a suite of rooms within a building which is occupied by one household with
kitchen, bathroom, and entrance separate from other households.

Room. Room means a room or suite of rooms that are occupied by one household, with or without independent
kitchen, bathroom and entrance.

Boat, raft and mobile.- Boat, raft and mobile refer to boat, raft and mobile units that are used as living
quarters of households as of the census date.

2. Type of living quarter
Type of living quarter is classified according to the type of construction materials used, namely permanent construction

materials and non-permanent construction materials.

Permanent construction materials. - Permanent construction materials include all types of hardwoods for instance,
teak and redwocd, ete, concrcte, block concrete, corrugated iron, brick, ete.

Non-permanent construction materials.— Non-permanent construction materials include houses made of local materials,
fur instance, houses made of thatch, leaves, grasses, rushes and bamboo, etc., as well as makeshift shelters constructed of
waste or reused materials, for instance, houses made of used corrugated iron, packing crates, etc.

3. Ternure of housing units (excluding land)
Tenure of housing units (excluding land) refers to the arrangements by which a household occupies its living quarters,
i.e. whether a member of the household occupies the housing unit as owner, hire-purchaser or renter.
Living quarters may be occupied rent-free, because it is part of pay in kind or it is occupied by a relative of the
owner.
Owner.— Owner means the person having the legal right of possession of living quarter.
Hire -purchaser.- Persons who purchase the living quarters and pay in installments at intervals, e.g. monthly
or yearly. When the payment is completed, the purchaser becomes owner.
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Payment in kind for services.— Living quarters for industrial workers, civil servants, military personnel, policemen,
workers of the State Railway of Thailand, caretakers, etc., owned by the private or public sector, may be provided as rent
free living quarters for such person as payment in kind.

Rent Free.— Persons who live in rent {ree living quarters because of being related of the owner are included

in this catcgory.

4. Tenure of Land
Members of a household may occupy land as owner, hire-purchaser, renter or a person who uses the land with

no payment.

Owncr.- Owner means the person having the legal right of possession of land.

Hire-purchaser.- A person who purchascs a piece of land and pays in installments at intervals, e.g. monthly or
yearly. When the payment is completed, he becomes owaner.

Renter.- A person who builds living quarters on land, belonging to another and pays monthly or yearly rent
to the owner.

No payment.- A pcrson who builds living quarters on land owned by the private or public sector without
paying rent.

5. Bedrooms and other rooms used for slecping
A “room” means an area in a living quarter enclosed on at least 3 sides by walls, doors, sideboards, cupboards or
other kinds of furniture which scparate this arca from other areas of the house.
Bedrooms.- Bedrooms are rooms which are used principally and regularly for sleeping, although if on the census
date, there is no one using those rooms, they are still classified as bedrooms.
Rooms used for sleeping.— Rooms used for sleeping mean any other rooms regularly used for sleeping, even
though these rooms are used principally as sitting rooms, dining rooms, family rooms, kitchens or storage rooms, etc.
