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Preface

The 2000 Population and Housi'ng Census is the tenth population census and the fourth housing census
of Thailand. The National Statistical Office (NSO) carries out the Population and Housing Census every ten years
in accordance with international standards to collect basic data on the number and characteristics of population
and housing throughout the country. The data are used for planning and setting policies of the government and
private seclors. The census data are also used for population projections. The fieldwork was in April 2000, and
the first of April was the census day.

The National Statislical Office released the preliminary report in August 2000. This report presented the
preliminary count of population by sex and the number of households. The advanced report was released in
December 2000, the result of tﬁe this report are based on one percent sample households and presenting
demographic, social and economic characteristics of population and housing conditions at national and regional
level. The third released in May 2001, is the completed reports based on data from all households, consisting of
individual report of 76 provinces, four regions and the Whole Kingdom.

This report is one among the series of the four regions, presenting the data of the Northeastern Region.
After the regional reports, the NSO will release report of the Whole Kingdom.

Key data of the pré!iminary reporis, the advance report and the complete reports can be downloaded from the
NSQO' s Web Site : www. nso.go.th/pop2000. Each report of the Census will be presented in the CD-ROM and Diskette.

The 2000 Population and Housing Census is a very large data collection operation. The success of the census
is due to the dedication of about 46,000 enumerators and supervisors, the cooperation from people, mass media and
various government agencies such as Ministry of Interior, Ministry of Public Health, Ministry of Defense, National Police
Office and parlicularly the Office of the National Primary Education Commission of the Ministry of Education that
permitted its school teachers to be census enumerators and supervisors. The NSO, therefore, would like to express its

profound appreciation to those who have kindly provided us assistance and cooperation.

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Summary Findings

I. Population

1. Size and location
The Northeastern Region has an area of 168,855 square kilomelres. It has common boundary with Laos People's
Democracy Republic in the North and in the East, Kingdom of Cambodia Prachin Buri and Sa Kaeo in the South, Phitsanulok,
Phetchabun, Lop Buri, Saraburi and Nakhon Nayok in the West. The climate is relatively warm in the summer and cold in the winter.
In the year 2000, The Northeastern Region had 19 provinces (Changwat), 279 districts (Amphoe), 42 sub districts
(King Amphoe), 2,675 tambons, and 30,282 villages. In 1993 there were two new provinces : a part of Udon Thani Province

became Nong Bua Lamphu Pravince; a part of Ubon Ratchathani Province became Amnat Charoen Province.

2. Demographic characteristics .

2.1 Number of population and its distribution

On April 1, 2000, the Northeastern Region had a population of 20,825,262 out of which 10,366,221 were males and
10,459,041 were females. The Northeastern Region was ranked as the largest region in Thailand in terms of population.
The sex ratio which is defined as the number of males for every 100 females in the population was 99. This indicales that females
were slightly more than males. The number of females was higher than males in almost every province except Ubon Ratchathani,
Amnat Charoen, Nong Bua Lam Phu, Udon Thani and Loei. The annual population growth rate between 1990 to 2000 was 0.90

per cent per year.

Most of the population in this region or about 83.2 per cent lived in non-municipal areas while only about 16.8 per cent
lived in municipal areas. Comparison of population at provincial level reveals that Nakhon Ratchasima had the largest population
of 2,556,260 or 12.3 per cent, followed by Khon Kaen and Ubon Ratchathani respectively. Mukdahan had lhé smallest population

of 310,718 or 1.5 per cent (Chart 1).

2.2 Population density
The population density of the Northeastern Region was 123 persons per square kilometre (k.mz). The province that
had the highest density was Maha Sarakham with 179 persons per km’, followed by Surin and Khon Kaen with a density of 163

and 159 persons per km’ respectively. Loei was the lowest density province of 53 persons per km’.

2.3 Number of households, average size of household and sex of the household head
There were 5,051,144 private households in this region. The average size of households was 4.1 persons.
The average size of households in municipal areas was smaller than in non-municipal areas (3.7 and 4.2 persons respectively).
Considering provincial differentials, Nong Bua Lam Phu had the largest average size of households of 4.3 persons, followed by
Buri Ram, Si Sa ket, Sakon Nakhon, !\long khai, Ubon Ratchathani and Amnal Charoen had average size of households 4.2 persons.
Chaiyaphum, Nakhon Ralchasima and Loei had the smallest average size of households (3.9 persons).

In private househalds, there were higher percentage of male headed households than female headed households (Table A).

2.4 Age and sex structure of the population

Char 2 illustrates the population distribution by age and sex in 1970, 1980, 1990, and 2000. It is found that
the population structure had gradually changed. That is, the bottom of the pyramid was narrower while the top became wider.
As the population was older, the proportion of females was slightly higher than males.

Considering the composition of population in 2000 by age group (Table B), it is found that the young population
(aged 0-14) accounted for 27.1 per cent of the total population in the Northeastern Region. The working-age group (aged 15-59)
accounted for 64.1 per cent, and the elderly group (aged 60 or more) accounted for 8.8 per cent.

The proportion of the young group in non-municipal areas were higher than those in municipal areas while
the working-age group in the non-municipal areas was lower than that in the municipal areas.

Regarding sex differentials, it was found that males outnumbered females in the young group. (28.0 and 26.2

per cent respectively), whereas the opposite was true in the elderly group (7.9 and 9.6 per cent respectively). The percentage

of working-age males was more or less the same as that of working-age females (64.0 and 64.2 per cent respectively).

The median age of the Northeastern Region population in 2000 was 28.1 years. The pepulation in municipal areas
had a higher median age than those in non-municipal areas (29.4 and 27.8 years respectively).

The age dependency ratio which is the ratio of persons in the dependent ages (under 15 years and 60 years of age
and over) to those in the working ages (15-59 years), was 56.0. In other words, there were about 56 persons in the dependent age
for every 100 persons in the working ages. The child dependency ratio was 42.3 while the elderly dependency ratio was 13.7.
The child and the elderly dependency ratio in non-municipal areas were higher than those in municipal areas.

2.5 Nationality and religion

The majority of population in the Northeastern Region or about 99.8 per cent were Thais whereas other nationalities

were Laos, Vielnams and Chineses.

Most of the population were Buddhists (99.2 per cent), followed by Christians (0.4 per cent) and Muslims (0.1 per cent),

and the rest was Confucius or others such as Hindus.

2.6 Marital status
Chart 3 shows that more than half of the total population 13 years of age and over were currently marred.
The proportions of single was higher for males than females. However the proportion of currently married, widowed, divorced and
separated were higher for females than that of males.

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3. Social and economic characteristics
3.1 Education

Literacy. Table C shows that about 95.0 per cent of the population 15 years of age and over were literate.
Male literacy rale was relatively higher than female literacy rate (96.8 per cent for males and 93.3 per cent for females).
The literacy rate of population in municipal areas was higher than in non-municipal areas (96.3 per cent and 94.7 per cent for
municipal areas and non-municipal areas respectively).

School attendance and education attainment. Population aged 6-24 years were those who should be enrolled
in school at any educational level. Table C indicated that approximately 39.6 per cent of population 6-24 years of age were not
attending school. The proportion of males who were not attending school was higher than females (41.0 per cent for males
and 38.2 per cent for females). The proportion of those who were not attending school was higher in non-municipal areas than
in municipal areas.

With respect to educational attainment, the results reveal that about 25.9 per cent of those 15 years of age and over
attained more than primary school. Considering sex differentials, the proportion of males who completed more than primary school
was higher than females (28.6 per cent for males compared to 23.2 per cent for females). The findings also show that the
proportion of thase who attained more than primary school in municipal areas was considerably higher than in non-municipal areas

(46.4 per cent for municipal areas and 21.5 per cent for non-municipal areas respectively).

3.2 Lasl year employment
3.2.1 Last year industries

The population aged 15 years and over who were employed last year (April 1, 1999 - March 31, 2000)
was 12,070,136 of which 6,131,304 or 50.8 per cent were males and 5,938,832 or 49.2 per cent were females (Table D). The largest
number of employed persons was in agnculture, hunting, forestry and fishing which accounted for 78.8 per cent of the total employed.
The next largest number of the total employed was wholesale and retalil trade; repair of motar vehicles, motorcycles and personal and
household goods (5.8 per cent). Considering employed persons by sex, it is found that mest employed males and females were
in agriculture, hunting, forestry and fishing (77.1 per cent for males and 80.5 per cent for females), followed by wholesale and retall
trade; repair of motor vehicles, molorcycles and personal and household goods (5.5 per cent for males and 6.2 per cent for females).

The employed persons in municipal areas worked in agriculture, hunting, forestry and fishing 36.4 per cent,
followed by wholesale and retail trade; repair of motor vehicles, motoercycles and personal and household goods 20.7 per cent,
while most of those in non-municipal areas worked in the agriculture sector (86.3 per cent).

3.2.2 Work status

The highest proportion of the employed persons was unpaid family workers or about 47.5 per cent, followed by
own account workers (34.5 per cent).

Regarding sex differentials, the majenty of the employed males were own account workers about 49.3
per cent, and of the employed females were unpaid family workers about 65.6 per cent. The seccond highest proportion of work
status for males was unpaid family workers (30.0 per cent) and for females was own account workers (19.2 per cent).

The highest work status of employed persons in municipal areas were employees (government, government

enterprise and privale employees) but the majority of employed persons in non-municipal areas were unpaid family workers.

4. Fertility
Table E shows that average number of children ever born per ever-married woman aged 15-49 years was 2.06.
Such figure in municipal areas was lower than in non-municipal areas. In municipal areas, the average number of children ever
bern per ever-married woman was 1.89, while in non-municipal areas, the average number of children ever born was 2.10.
Considering the mean age at first marriage, it reveals that women married at an earlier age than men. The singulate
mean age at first marriage of women was about 22.8 years compared with 26.5 years of men. The results also show that both
of men and women in the municipal areas were married later than those in non-municipal areas.
5. Migration
In the 2000 Population and Housing Census, the questions on birth place of population, duration of residence in current
place, place of previous residence and reasons for migration were asked. These data can be studied the migration of population
into two lypes: 1) lifetime migration or migration from the place of birth, i.e., people who were born outside their provinces
of residence on the census date and 2) migration during the period of 5 years, i.e., migration across villages or municipalities in the
period of 5 years before the census date.
Table E shows that in 2000 about 11.3 per cent of the population in this region were born outside the province of residence.
The number of migrants who migrated during 1995 - 2000 was 646,200 or 3.1 per cent of the total population in this region
(excluding those with unknown length of current residence). The proportion of migrants in municipal areas (7.0 per cent) was higher

than in non-municipal areas (2.3 per cent).

Il. Housing

1. Type of living quarters and construction materials .

The information on housing characteristics in 2000 such as quality of living quarters, tenure of living quarters and tenure
of land where living quarters located, and ownership of household appliances can be used as the indicators of level of living of the
population in the region. Table F shows that most private households were detached (92.0 per cent), followed by row houses and
brick row houses (4.4 per cent). In municipal and non-municipal areas, the percentage of delached hcuses was higher than that
of other types (75.3 per cenl for municipal areas and 95.7 per cent for non-municipal areas).

Regarding construction materials, it is found that about 93.5 per cent of private households occupied living quarters
constructed with permanent materials. This proportion, however, was nigher-in municipal areas (95.6 per cent for municipal areas
compared with 93.0 per cent for non-municipal areas).

2. Tenure of living quarters and land ownership

When consideration is given to tenure of living quarters and tenure of land where living quarters located, the results
demonstrate that approximately 92.8 per cent of living quarters and 96.7 per cent of land were occupied by owners and hire
purchasers. The findings also show that these types of proportion in non-municipal areas were higner than those in municipal areas.

3. Source of drinking water

Chart 4 show the percentage distribution of households according to main source of drinking water. About 90.2 per cent
of private households in the Northeastern Region have accessed to sale drinking water (including bottled drinking water, tab water,
rain water or private well). Rain water was reported as the highest percentage source of drinking water in this region (67.0 per cent).
Households in municipal areas had higher percentage of safe drinking water than in non-municipal areas (95.1 per cent and 89.1
per cent respeclively).

4. Toilets

With respect to toilet facility, flush latrine and moulded bucket latrine, are generally considered as sanitary toilets.
The proportion of households with these types of toilet was about 97.6 per cent. In municipal and ncn-municipal areas

the corresponding proportions were 99.5 per cent and 97.2 per cent respeclively.

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5. Cooking fuels
Most of the households use gas and electricity as main fuel for cooking (35.2 per cent). These two sources are considered
as lhe cleanest and most convenient souree for cooklng. The proportion of households using gas and electricity was higher
in municipal areas than in non-municipal areas. (69.4 per cent for municipal areas compared to 27.8 per cent for non-municipal areas).
6. Durable household appliances
Regarding the possession on some types of durable household appliances, it was found that most households
in the Northeastern Region had electric fan, television, radio, refrigerator and motorcycles. Some types of durable household
apphances were found more in municipal areas than in non-municipal areas. They were telephone, washing machine, car and
air-conditioner. On the other hand, some types of durable household appliances are more often found in households

in non-municipal areas, namely bicycle and agricultural machine since they were suitable for living conditions in the area.

2. Field workers in the 2000 Population and Housing Census In the Northeastem Region

For dala collection, many field workers were recruited as follows:

Supervisors were 1,248 teachers affiliated 1o the Office of the National Pnmary Education Commission and temporary workers with bachelor's
degree. They trained, assigned work and gave lechnical advice to enumerators.

Enumeralors were 7.538 teachers affiliated to the Office of the Natonal Pnmary Education Commission and temporary workers with vocational
cerlificates or secondary education certificates.

Military personnel, Royal Correction Depariment staff and border patrol police collected data in military zones, prisons and hilty border land
respectively.
3. Questionnaire

The census questonnaires requested information on population and housing :

Basic information consists of age, sex, relationship to head of household, marital status, religion, nationality, education, occupation, industry
and work status.

Detailed information consists of basic information and specific details on ecor)omic activities, fertility and migration.

Housing Information consists of type of dwelling, tenure of dwelling, sources of dnnking water and water supply, sources of cooking fuel, types of
toilet, and types of household possessions.

4. Data processing

The question was record items by intetview, sent check and edit code by province of statistical official and to send center office. The data was

scan by Intelligent Character Recognition (ICR) and check by computer before tabulation.

5. Differences between the 1990 and the 2000 Population and Housing Censuses

§.1 Methodology
The National Statisucal Office adopted sampiing lechniques in the censuses as follows:

The 1990 census
Private households
Bangkok and Non-municipal areas: All persons and households were listed and simultaneously enumerated with the basic information except
for sample households. The sampie households, which were 20 per cent of households in both areas, were also asked for more detailed information and
housing information.
Municipal areas: All persons and households were listed and simultaneously enumerated with the basic and detaled information on
population and housing.

Collective households
All persons and households were listed and simuitaneousty enumerated with the basic and detailed information on population, but not housing.

The 2000 census
Private households
Bangkok, Municpal and Non-municipal areas:  All person and households were listed and simuitaneousty enumerated with the basic informabon excent for
sample households. The sampie househokds, which were 20 per cent of households in every area, were also asked for more detaled informaton and housing informaton.

Collective hauseholds
The same techrique as used in the 1990 census.
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5.2 Ust of collected items
Additional questions in the 2000 census (Added to the 1990 census)
Social questions : nationality, looking for work and availability for work dunng the survey week.
Quaestions nol available in the 2000 census

Demographic questions: mother’s line number, disability and contraception.

Housing questions: Tenancy, rate for rent, type of owner of housing and land, nuinber of rooms used for sleeping, lighting, the place used for
cooking, household appliances that were a videotape player, an electric iron, an electric rice cooker, a sewing machine, a vacuum cleaner and an engine
operated boat.

5.3 Classification of work status by international standards
The 2000 census used the International Classification of Status in Employment (ICSE-93) of the International Labor Organization (ILO) which adds

one more status to those used in the 1990 census, thal is a member of a producers’ cooperative.

Housing Census.

The Thaland Standard Industnal Classificaton (TSIC), 1972, based on the second rewision of the International Standard Industrial
Classification, 1968, of the United Nations (UN), was adopted.
The 2000 census
The third revision of the International Standard Industnal Classification (ISIC), 1989, of the United Nations (UN) was adopted for the first time in

the 2000 Population and Housing Census.

5.6 Administrative unit
The 1990 census
Administrabive units were classified into municipal area, sanitary distnct and non-municipal area/outside sanitary district.
The 2000 census
Admirsstrative units were classified into municipal area (including 317 santary distncts that were reclassiied as tambon municipalities

according 10 the Sanutary Distnct to Municipality Conversion Act 1999) and non-municipal area.

6. Notes for users

In this report, two sets of slatistical tables are presented. The first set contains lables based on the 100 per cen! enumeration consisting of
basic information and the second set conlains the 1ables based on 20 per cent enumeration consisting of detailed information on population and housing
charactenstcs which have been completely weighted. The table based on 20 per cent enumeration will be marked * on the ttle of each table.

Although a statistical technique was employed for weighting, the figures may not be equal to those 1o be released which will be based on all
households. Some tables in this report may also have some inconstsiency. Moreover, there are sampling errors. For housing tables, the figures presented

refer to private households, not housing units. The NSO, therelore, would Iike users 1o lake these comments Into consideration.
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Definitions

Population census

Coverage

Population covered:

1. All Thai citizens residing in Thailand on Census Day (April 1,2000).

2. Thai residents, who were temporarily away on Census Day, &.g. on military training, journey by sea or a trip abroad.

3. Thai civilimilitary diplomatic officers and their families in foreign countries

4. Foreign citizens having usual place of abode in Thailand or entering the country on temporary basis for 3 months before Census Day
(April 1,2000).

Population not covered:

1. Hill inbes with no fixed address (except those in well established villages),

2, Foreign military and diplomatic officers and their families stationed in Thailand,

3. Foreigners staying in the country for less than 3 months belore Census Day.

4. Refugees and illegal immigrants staying in the centers designated by the authonties.

Procedure and Period of collect data

Household

People were counted on the basis of their usual places of residence, including those away no longer than 3 months, and temporary
residents (less than 3 months) having no other places of residence. With the exceplion of students, they were counted at the places where
they were found.

Face to face interview was the main method for data collection. The flieldwork period was from Aprl 1, 2000 to April 30, 2000.

The queslionnaires were filled in by the enumerators. Sell-enumeration forms were used in some areas, especially in Bangkok.

There are 2 types of household; private and collective.

A private household includes one person living alone or two or more persons, related o unrelaled, residing in the same housa and
makes common provision for food or other essential of living.

A collective household includes household composed of members who live together under cerain rules or regulations or those who are
living together for their own benefil. The members of collective households may not take their meals together. Collective households are
divided into 2 lypes, instilutions which include wats, penal institutions, wellare homes, hospitals, dormitories and hotels and special
households which include boarding houses and living quarters for workers with at least 6 workers who have meals provided by the

management.

Usual place of residence

Age

For persons residing in privale households, each person was counted as an inhabitant of his usual place of residence, thal is the place
where he lives and sleeps most of tha ime.

For persons residing in collective households, institutional population : priests, nuns, members of the armed forces residing on military
installations, inmates of corechonal or penal institutions, mental institutions and welfare homes were enumerated as usual residents of

the place in which the insblution was located.

Age is calculated in ful years as of the individual's last bithday before 1 Apri, 2000.
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Marital Status
Persons aged 13 years and over were classified as never married, ever-married (i.e. married, widowed, divorced, or separated) or of
unknown marital status.
Persons classified as "married” include both persons who have registered their mamiages and persons in de facto unions.
Buddhist, priests and novices were classified as "priest”, while nuns were classified as never married or ever married according to their

marital status at the lime of the census.

Children ever bom
Ever-married women were asked the number of live-bom children they had as of the census date. The number reported includes all
children born alive, regardless of the period of survival, as well as children of previous marmages, but excludes adopted children, step

children and fetal deaths.

Literacy
Literate persons are defined as person aged 5 years and over who are able 1o read and write simple statements with understanding in

any languages. If a person can read, but cannot wnile, then he was classified as ilierate.

Highest level of Educalion
The highest level of education was the level of the last final examination as of January 1, 2000. For university students, the highest level of

education was the number of completed years of university education.

Educational Attainment

Levels of educational attainment were pnmary, secondary, and university, as well as other types of special education.
Currently economically active

Persons aged 15 years and over, who dunng the seven days preceding the census date {(March 25-31, 2000). were employed or unemployed.
Seasonally Inactive

Persons aged 15 years and over, who dunng the seven days preceding the census date (March 25-31, 2000), were unemployed

because of waiting for the approprale seasons, being persons who usually worked withoul pay on farms, or in business enterpnses

engaged in seasonal activibes owned or operated by the head of lhe household or any other member of the household.

Persons not in currently economically active
Persons aged 15 years and over, who dunng the seven days preceding the census date {March 25-31, 2000), were unemployed and not
available W work becausa of housework, studying, 100 young/old, religious order, incapable of work

Occupation
Occupation refers 1o the kind of work on which a persons spent mos! of the time during the given period. For a person who works more than one
job, only the job at which he work more number of hours was recorded. f the number of working hours for each job was the same, tha job which
gave him higher income was recorded.

Last week occupation refers 1o occupation during the 7 days preceding the census date (March 25-31, 2000).

Last year occupation refers to occupation during the 12 months preceding the census date {April 1, 1999-March 31, 2000).

Industry
Industry relers to the activity of the establishment in which a person worked during the 12 months preceding the census date.



Work status

Migration
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Work status refers to the status of a person’s occupalion in the 12 months preceding the census date. f a person had more than one job,
the work status corresponding 10 the occupation recorded was asked. Work sltatus was classified as follows:

Employer : A person who operates his or her own economic enterprise or engages independently in a profession or trade and hires one or
more employees.

Own account worker : A person who operales his or her own economic enterprise or angages independently in a profession or trade and
hires no employees.

Employee : A person who works for a public or privale employer and receives remuneralion in wages, salary, commission, tips, piece-rate or

payment in kind. Employees are classified as government, government enterprise of private employees.

Unpaid family worker : A person who works without pay, in an economic enterprise or farm, owned by the members of the household.
Members of producers’ cooperative : A person who hold a "self-employment” job in a cooperative producing goods and services, in which
each members takes part on an equal footing with other members Iin determining the organization of production, sales and/or other work

of the establishment, the investments and he distribution of the proceeds of the establishment amongst their members.

Migration was the movement across villages or municipal areas of persons who had changed their places of residence within the 5 years
preceding the census date (Apnl 1, 2000).

Change of municipal areas or villages by expansion of the municipal areas or the administrative redivision of villages, while the person or
the household still stays in the onginal place as well as change of residence is being made within the Bangkok or Pattaya are not
considered migration.

Recent migrants are persons who had changed their place of residence (villages or municipal areas) within the five years preceding the
census date. For children aged less than 5 years living in the current residence since they were bom, were not defined as recent

migrants.

Inter-province migrants are migrants whose last place of previous residence was in different province from their province of residence at
the census date.

Inter-regional migrants are migrants whose las! place previous residence was in a different region from their region of residence at the
census dale.

Lifetime migrants are persons of all ages who were born oulside their province of residence al the time of the census.

Apartment : Apartment means a suite of rooms within a building which is occupied by a household with kitchen, bathroom, and entrance

separated from other households.

Brick row house, Row housa : They refer 1o the house with 2 units or more having at least one common wall with other structure. A row
house may have one floor or more and also includes rafts with multi-unis.

Room : Room means a room or suile of rooms that are occupied by a household, with or without independent kilchen, bathroom and

entrance, and also includes rooms with dependent bathroom, kitchen or entrance within the same building.

Living quarter is defined as the house constructed by permanent construction maternials and non-permanent construction matenals.
Permanent construction malerials : Parmanent construction materials include all types of hard-woods, for instance, leak and redwood,
elc., concrele, block concrele, corrugated iron, brick, elc.
Non-parmanent construction materials : Non-permanent construction materials Include houses made of local matenals, for instance,
house mada of thalch, leaves, grasses, rushes and bamboo, etc., as well as makeshift shelters constructed of waste or reused materials,

for instance, houses made of used comugated iron, packing crates, elc.

Tenure of housing units {(excluding land)
Tenure of housing units (excluding land) refers to the arrangements by which a household occupies its living quarters, i.e. whether
a member of the household occupies the housing unit as owner, hire-purchaser or renter. Living quarters may be occupied rent-free,
because It Is part of payment in kind or is occupied by a relative of the owner,
Owner : Owner means the person having the legal right of possession of the Iiving quarter.
Hire purchaser : Persons who purchase the living quarters and pay in instaliments at intervals, e.g. monthly or yearly. When the payment
is completed, the purchaser becomes owner.
Payment In kind of servica : Living quarters provided for civil servants, caretakers, industnal workers, workers of the State Raiway of
Thailand, military personnel, policemen, etc.. owned by the private or public seclor, may be provided as rent free living quarters for such

person as payment in kind, including the office room used as living quarters.

Rent Free : Persons who live in renl free living quarters because of being relaled of the owner are included in this category.
Tenure of land

Members of the household may occupy land as owner, hire purchaser, renter or person who occupies the land with no payment,

Owner : Owner means the person having the legal right of possession of land.

Hire purchaser : A person who purchases a piece of land and pays in installments at intervals, e.g. monthly or yearty. When the payment

is completed, he becomes owner.
Renter : A person who builds living quarters on land belonging 1o another and pays monthly or yearty rent to tha owner.

No payment : A person who builds bving quarers on land owned by the private or public sector without paying rent.
