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Preface

The 2000 Population and Housing (;ensus is the tenth population census and the fourth housing census
of Thailand. The National Statistical Office (NSO) carries out the Population and Housing Census every ten years
in accordance with international standards to collect basic data on the number and characteristics of population
and housing throughout the country. The data are used for planning and setting policies of the government and
private sectors. The census data are also used for population projections. The fieldwork was in April 2000, and
the first of April was the census day.

The National Statistical Office released the preliminary report in August 2000. This report presented the
preliminary count of population by sex and the number of households. The advanced report was released in
December 2000, the result of the this report are based on one percent sample households and presenting
demographic, social and economic characteristics of population and housing conditions at national and regional
level. The third released in May 2001, is the completed reports based on data from all households, consisting of
individual report of 76 provinces, four regions and the Whole Kingdom.

This report is one among lhe series of the four regions, presenting the data of the Central region
(excluding the Bangkok). After the regional reports, the NSO will release report of the Whole Kingdom.

Key dala of the preliminary reports, the advance report and the complete reports can be downloaded from the
NSO’ s Web Site : www. nso.go.th/pop2000. Each report of the Census will be presented in the CD-ROM and Diskette.

The 2000 Population and Housing Census is a very large data collection operation. The success of the census
is due to the dedication of about 46,000 enumerators and supervisors, the cooperation from people, mass media and
various government agencies such as Ministry of Interior, Ministry of Public Health, Ministry of Defense, National Police
Office and particularty the Office of the National Primary Education Commission of the Ministry of Education that
permitted its school teachers to be census enumerators and supervisors. The NSO, therefore, would like to express its

profound appreciation to those who have kindly provided us assistance and cooperation.

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Summary Findings

|. Population .

1. Size and location
The Central Region (excluding the Bangkok ) has an area of 102,336 square kilometres. It has common boundary with
Uthai Thani, Nakhon Sawan and Phetchabun in the North, Nakhon Ratchasima and Kingdom of Cambodia in the East, Chumphon
and Gulf of Thailand in the South. The Union of Myanmar in the West. The climate is moderate throughout the year.
In the year 2000, The Central Region had 25 provinces (Changwat), 195 districts (Amphoe), 14 sub districts (King Amphoe),

1,929 tambons, and 15,899 villages. In 1993 there was a new province: a part of Parchine Buri Province became Sa Kaeo Province.

2. Demographic characteristics

2.1 Number of population and its distribution

On April 1, 2000, the Central Region (excluding the Bangkok) had a population of 14,215,503 out of which
6,959,463 were males and 7,256,040 were females. The Central Region was ranked as the second largest region in Thailand in
terms of population. The sex ratio which is defined as the number of males for every 100 females in the population was 96
This indicates that females were slightly more than males. The number of females was higher than males in almost every province

excepl Rayong and Sa kaeo The annual population growth rate between 1990 to 2000 was 1.63 per cent per year.

Most of the population in this region or about 65.4 per cent lived in non-municipal areas while only about 34.6 per cent
lived in municipal areas. In companson of population at provincial level, it reveals that Chon Bur had the largest population of
1,040,865 persons or 7.3 per cent, followed by Samut Prakam and Suphanburi respectively. Samut Songkhram had the smallest

population of 204,177 persons or 1.4 per cent (Chart 1).

2.2 Population density
The population density of the Central Region was 139 persons per square kilometre (km’). The province that had
the highest density was Nontraburi with 1,312 persons per km’, followed by Samut Prakarn and Samut Sakhon with a density of

1,024 and 534 persons per km’ respectively. Kanchanaburi was the lowest density province of 38 persons per km®.

2.3 Number of household, average size of household and sex of the household head
There were 3,906,530 private households in this region. The average size of households was 3.6 persons. The average
size of households in municipal areas was smaller than in non-municipal areas (3.4 and 3.7 persons, respectively). Considering provincial
differentials, Ratchaburi had the largest average size of household of 3.9 persons, followed by Chachoengsao, Kanchanaburi, Nakhon
Pathom, Samut Songkhram and Phetchaburi had average size of households 3.8 persons. Samut Prakam had the smallest average
size of households (3.2 persons).
In privale households, lhere were higher percentage of male headed households than female headed

households (Table A).

2.4 Age and sex structure of the population

Chant 2 illustrates the population distribution by age and sex in 1970, 1980, 1990, and 2000. It is found that the
population structure had gradually changed. That is, the bottom of the pyramid was narrower while the top became wider.
As the population was older, the proportion of females was slightly higher than males.

Considering the composition of population in 2000 by age group (Table B), it is found that the young population
(aged 0-14) accounted for 22.2 per cent of the total population in the Central Region. The working-age group (aged 15-59)
accounted for 67.9 per cent, and the elderly group (aged 60 or more) accounted for 9.9 per cent.

The proportion of the young group and that of the elderly group in non-municipal areas were higher than those
in municipal areas while the working-age group in the non-municipal areas was lower than that in the municipal areas.

Regarding sex differentials, it was found that males outnumbered females in the young group (23.4 and 21.1 per cent
respectively), whereas the opposite was true in the elderly group (9.0 and 10.8 per cent respectively). The percentage of working-age
males was slightly lower than working-age females (67.6 and 68.1 per cent respectively).

The median age of the Central Region population in 2000 was 29.8 years. The median age of population
in municipal areas was more or less the same as thal median age in non-municipal areas (29.7 and 29.8 years respeclively).

The age dependency ratio which is the ratio of persons in the dependent ages (under 15 years and 60 years of
age and over) to those in the working ages (15-59 years), was 47.3. In other words, there were about 47 persons in the
dependent age for every 100 persons in the working ages. The child dependency ratio was 32.7 while the elderly dependency
ratio was 14.6. The child and the elderly dependency ratios in non-municipal areas were higher than those in municipal areas.

2.5 Nationality and religion

The majority of population in the Central Region or about 99.4 per cent were Thais whereas other nationalities
were Chineses and Cambodians.

Most of the population were Buddhists (97.5 per cent), followed by Muslims (1.6 per cent) and Christians (0.5 per cent),

and the rest was Confucius or others such as Hindus.

2.6 Marital status
Chart 3 shows that more than half of the total population 13 years of age and over were currently married.
The proportions of single and currently married were higher for males than females. However the proportion of widowed, divorced

and separated were higher for females than that of males.

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3. Sodial and economic characteristics
3.1 Education

Literacy. Table C shows that about 94.1 per cent of the population 15 years of age and over were literate.
Male literacy rate was relatively higher than female literacy rate (96.5 per cent for males and 91.8 per cent for females).
The literacy rate of population in municipal areas was higher than in non-municipal areas (95.5 per cent and 93.3 per cent for

municipal areas and non-municipal areas respectively).

School attendance and education attainment. Population aged 6-24 years were those who should be enrolled
in school at any educational level. Table C indicated lha; approximately 41.8 per cent of population 6-24 years of age were not
attending school. The proportion of males who were not attending school was higher than females (42.6 per cent for males and
40.9 per cent for females). The proportion of those who were not attending school in municipal areas was the same as in
non-municipal areas (41.8 per cent).

With respect to educational attainment, the results reveal that about 38.8 per cent of those 15 years of age and
over attained more than primary school. Considering sex differentials, the proportion of males who completed more than primary
school was higher than females (42.0 per cent for males compared to 35.8 per cent for females). The findings also show that the
proportion of those who attained more than primary school in municipal areas was considerably higher than in non-municipal

areas (51.0 per cent for municipal areas and 32.1 per cent for non-municipal areas).

3.2 Last year employment
3.2.1 Last year industries
The population aged 15 years and over who were employed last year (April 1, 1999 - March 31, 2000) was
7,909,477 of which 4,102,882 or 51.9 per cent were males and 3,806,595 or 48.1 per cent were females (Table D). The largest
number of employed persons was in agriculture, hunting, forestry and fishing which accounted for 36.7 per cent of the total
employed. The next largest number of the total employed was manufacluring (19.9 per cent). Cansidering employed persons by
sex, it is found that most employed males and females were in agriculture, hunting, forestry and fishing (36.7 per cent for males
and 36.6 per cent for females), followed by manufacturing (17.6 per cent for males and 22.5 per cent for females).
Most employed persons in municipal areas worked in manufacturing (25.7 per cent), while most of those in
non-municipal areas were mainly engaged in the agriculture sector ( 49.2 per cent).
3.2.2 Work status
The highest proportion of the employed persons was employees (government, government enterprise and
private employees) or about 53.3 per cent, followed by own account workers (25.4 per cent).

Regarding sex differentials, the majority of the employed males and females were employees (55.7 per cent
for males and 50.6 per cent for females). The second highest proportion of work status for males was own account workers (30.6 per cent)
and for females was unpaid family workers (28.6 per cent).

The work status patterns of employed persons in municipal areas and non-municipal areas were the same

as the overall regional pattern.

4. Fertility

Table E shows that average number of children ever born per ever-married woman aged 15-49 years was 1.66.
Such figure in municipal areas was lower than in non-municipal areas. In municipal areas, the average number of children ever
born per ever-married woman was 1.51, while in non-municipal areas, the average number of children ever bomn was 1.74.

Considering the mean age at first marriage, it reveals that women married at an earlier age than men. The singulate
mean age at first marriage of women was about 24.3 years compared with 27.4 years of men. The results also show that both of

men and women in the municipal areas were married later than those in non-municipal areas.
5. Migration :

In the 2000 Population and Housing Census, the questions on birth place of population, duration of residence in current
place, place of previous residence and reasons for migration were asked. These data can be studied the migration of population
into two types: 1) lifetime migration or migration from the place of birth, i.e., people who were born outside their provinces of
residence on the census date and 2) migration during the period of 5 years, i.e., migration across villages or municipalities in the
period of 5 years before the census date.

Table E shows that in 2000 about 28.5 per cent of the population in this region were born outside the province of
residence. The number of migrants who migrated during 1995-2000 was 1,633,019 or 11.5 per cent of the total population in this
region (excluding those with unknown length of current residence). The proportion of migrants in municipal areas (16.3 per cent)

was higher than in non-municipal areas (8.9 per cent).

Il. Housing

1. Type of living quarters and construction materials.

The information on housing characteristics in 2000 such as quality of living quarters, tenure of living quarters and tenure
of land where living quarters located, and ownership of household appliances can be used as the indicators on level of living of
the population in the region. Table F shows that mosl private households were detached (69.2 per cent), followed by row houses
and brick row houses (17.3 per cent). In municipal and non-municipal areas, the percentage of detached houses was higher than
other types (47.7 per cent for municipal areas and 81.3 per cent for non-municipal areas).

Regarding construction materials, it is found thal about 93.7 per cent of private households occupied living quarters
constructed with permanent malerials. This proportion, however, was higher in municipal areas (95.4 per cent for municipal areas
compared with 92.8 per cent for non-municipal areas).

2. Tenure of living quariers and land ownership

When consideration is given to tenure of living quarters and tenure of land where living quarters located, the results
demaonstrate thal approximately 74.9 per cent of living quarters and 90.0 per cent of land were occupied by owners and hire
purchasers. The findings also show that these types of proportion in non-municipal areas were higher than those in municipal areas.

3. Source of drinking water

Chart 4 shows the percentage distribution of households according to main source of dnnking water. About 96.8 per cent
of privale households in the Central Region have accessed to safe drinking waler (including bottled drinking water, tap water,
rain water or private well). Rain water was reported as the highest percentage source of dnnking water in this region (42.0 per cent).
Households in municipal areas had higher percentage of safe drinking water than in non-municipal areas (97.6 per cent and 96.3
per cent respectively).

4. Toilets

With respect to toilet facility, flush latrine and moulded bucket latrine, are generally considered as sanitary toilets.
The proportion of households with these types of toilet was about 98.9 per cent. In municipal areas and non-municipal areas,

the corresponding proportion were 99.5 per cent and 98.6 per cent respectively.

5. Cooking fuels

Most of the households use gas and electricity as main fuel for cooking (88.0 per cent). These two sources are

considered as the cleanest and most convenient sourtce for cooking. The proportion of households using gas and electricity was

higher in municipal areas than in non-municipal areas (94.3 per cent for municipal areas compared to 84.6 per cent for

non-municipal areas).

6. Durable household appliances

Regarding the possession on some types of durable household appliances, it is found that most households in the

Central Region had electric fan, television, radio, refrigerator and motorcycle. Some types of durable household appliances were

found mere in municipal areas than in non-municipal areas. They were telephone, washing machine, air-conditioner and car.

On the other hand, some types of durable household appliances are more often found in households in non-municipal areas,

namely motorcycle, bicycle and agricultural machines since they were suitable for living conditions in the area.

2. Field workers in the 2000 Population and Housing Census in the Central Region (excluding the Bangkok)

For data collection, many field workers were recruited as follows:

Supervisors were 1,465 teachers affiliated to the Office of the National Primary Education Commission and temporary workers with bachelor's
degree. They trained, assigned work and gave technical advice to enumerators.

Enumerators were 10,297 teachers affiliated to the Office of the National Primary Education Commission and temporary workars with vocational
certificates or secondary education certificates.

Military personnel, Royal Correction Department staff and border patrol police collected data in military zones, prisons and hilly border land
respectively.
3. Questionnaire

The census questionnaires requested information on population and housing :

Basic Information consists of age, sex, relationship to head of household, marital status, religion, nationality, educalion, occupation, industry

and work status.
Detailed information consists of basic information and specific details on economic activities, fertility and migration.
Housing information consists of type of dwelling, tenure of dwelling, sources of drinking water and water supply, sources of cooking fuel, types of
toilet, and types of household possessions.
4. Data processing
The queslion was record items by interview, sent check and edit code by province of statistical official and to send center office. The data was
scan by Intelligent Character Recognition (ICR) and check by computer before tabulation.
5. Differences between the 1990 and the 2000 Population and Housing Censuses
5.1 Methodology
The National Statistical Office adopted sampling techniques in the censuses as follows:
The 1990 census
Private households
Bangkok and Non-municipal areas: All persons and households were listed and simultaneously enumerated with the basic information except
for sample households. The sample households, which were 20 per cent of households in both areas, were also asked for more detailed information and
housing information.
Municipal areas: All persons and households were listed and simultaneously enumerated with the basic and detailed information on
population and housing.
Collective households
All persons and households were listed and simultaneously enumerated with the basic and detailed information on population, but not housing.
The 2000 census
Private households
Bangkok, Municipal and Non-municipal areas: Al person and households were listed and simultanecusly enumerated with the basic information except for
sampile households. The sample households, which were 20 per cent of households in every area, were also asked for more detaled informaton and housing information.

Collective households
The same technique as used in the 1930 census.
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5.2 List of collected items

Additional questions in the 2000 census (Added to the 1990 census)
Social questions: nationality, looking for work and availability for work during the survey week.
Questions not available in the 2000 census
Demographic questions: mother’s line number, disability and contraception.
Housing questions: Tenancy, rate for rent, type of owner of housing and land, number of rooms used for sleeping, lighting, the place used for
cooking, household appliances that were a videotlape player, an electric iron, an electric rice cooker, a sewing machine, a vacuum cleaner and an engine
operated boat.

5.3 Classification of work status by international standards
The 2000 census used the International Classification of Status in Employment (ICSE-33) of the International Labor Organization (ILO) which adds

one more status 10 those used in the 1930 census, that is a member of a producers’ cooperalive.
5.4 Classification of employment status by International standards

The 1990 census
The Thailand Standard Classification of Occupation, 1969, which was based on the International Standard Classification of Occupation, 1958

(ISCO-58) of the ILO, was used.

The 2000 census
The International Standard Classification of Occupation, 1988 (ISCO-88) of the ILO was adopted for the first tme in the 2000 Population and

Housing Census.

5.5 Classification of employment status by international standards

The 1990 census
The Thailand Standard Industrial Classification (TSIC), 1972, based on the second revision of the International Standard Industnal

Classification, 1968, of the United Nations (UN), was adopted.
The 2000 census
The third revision of the International Standard Industnal Classification (ISIC), 1989, of the United Nations (UN) was adopted for the first time in

the 2000 Population and Housing Census.

5.6 Administrative unit
The 1990 census
Administrative units were classified into municipal area, sanitary distnct and non-municipal area/outside sanitary distnct.
The 2000 census
Administrative units ware classified into municipal area (including 295 sanitary districts that were reclassified as tambon municipalities

according 10 the Sanitary District to Municipality Conversion Act 1999) and non-municipal area.

6. Notes for users
In this report, two sels of statistical tables are presented. The first set contains tables based on the 100 per cent enumeration consisting of

basic information and the second set contains the tables based on 20 per cent enumeration consisting of detailed information on population and housing
characteristics which have been completely weighted. The table based on 20 per cent enumeration will be marked * on the ttle of each table.

Although a statistical techrique was employed for weighting, the figures may not be equal 1o those o be released which will be based on all
households. Some tables in this report may also have some inconsistency. Moreover, there are sampling errors. For housing tables, the figures presented

refer 1o private households, not housing units. The NSO, therefore, would like users 1o take these comments into consideration.
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Definitions

Population census

Coverage

Population covered:

1. All Thai citizens residing in Thailand on Census Day (April 1,2000).

2. Thai residents, who were temporarily away on Census Day, e.g. on military training, journey by sea or a trip abroad.

3. Thai civilmilitary diplomatic officers and their families in foreign countnes

4, Foreign citizens having usual place of abode in Thailand or enlering the country on temporary basis for 3 months before Census Day
(April 1,2000).

Population not covered:

1. Hill tribes with no fixed address (except those in well established villages).

2. Foreign military and diplomatic officers and their families stationed in Thailand.

3. Foreigners staying in the country for less than 3 months before Census Day.

4. Refugees and illegal immigrants staying in the centers designated by the authonties.

Procedure and Period of collect data

Household

People were counted on the basis of their usual places of residence, including those away no longer than 3 months, and temporary
residents (less than 3 months) having no other places of residence. With the exception of students, they were counted at the places where
they were found.

Face lo face interview was the main method for data collection. The fieldwork period was from April 1, 2000 to April 30, 2000.

The questionnaires were filled in by the enumerators. Self-enumeration forms were used in some areas, especially in Bangkok.

There are 2 types of household; private and collective.
A private household includes one person living alone of two or more persons, related or unrelated, residing in the same house and

makes common provision for food or other essential of living.

A collective household includes household composed of members who live logether under certain rules of regulations or those who are
Iiving together for their own benefit. The members of collective households may not take their meals together. Collective households are
divided into 2 types, institutions which include wats, penal institutions, welfare homes, hospitals, dormitories and hotels and special
households which include boarding houses and living quarters for workers with at least 6 workers who have meals provided by the

management.

Usual place of residence

Age

For persons residing in private households, each person was counted as an inhabitant of his usual place of residence, thal is the place
where he lives and sleeps most of the time.

For persons residing in collective households, institutional population : priests, nuns, members of the armed forces residing on military
installations, inmates of correctional or penal institutions, mental institutions and welfare homes were enumerated as usual residents of

the place in which the institutionr was located.

Age is calcuated in full years as of the indivicual’s last birthday before 1 Apr, 2000.
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Marital Status
Persons aged 13 years and over were classified as never married, ever-married (i.e. marned, widowed, divorced, or separated) or of
unknown marital status.
Persons classified as "married” include both persons who have registered their marriages and persons in de facto unions.

Buddhist, priests and novices were classified as “priest”, while nuns were classified as never married or ever married according 1o their

marital status at the time of the census.

Children ever born
Ever-married women were asked the number of live-born children they had as of the census date. The number reported includes all

children born alive, regardless of the period of survival, as well as children of previous marriages, but excludes adopted children, step

children and fetal deaths,

Literacy
Literate persons are defined as person aged 5 years and over who are able lo read and wrile simple stalements with understanding in

any languages. If a person can read, but cannot wrile, then he was classified as iliterate.

Highest level of Education
The highest level of education was the level of the last final examination as of January 1, 2000. For university students, the highest level of

education was the number of completed years of university education.

Educational Attainment

Levels of educational attainment were primary, secondary, and university, as well as other types of special education.

Currently economically active

Persons aged 15 years and over, who dunng the seven days preceding the census date (March 25-31, 2000), were employed or unemployed.

Seasonally Inactive
Persons aged 15 years and over, who during the seven days preceding the census date (March 25-31, 2000), were unemployed
because of waiing for the appropriate seasons, being persons who usually worked without pay on farms, or in business enlerpnses

engaged in seasonal actvities owned or operated by the head of the household or any other member of the household.

Persons not In currently economically active
Persons aged 15 years and over, who dunng the seven days preceding the census date (March 25-31, 2000), were unemployed and not

avalable 1o work because ol housework, studying, 100 young/old, religious orger, incapable of work.

Occupation
Occupation relers 1o the kind of work on which a persons spent most of the tme dunng the given penod. For a person who works more than one
Job. only the job at which he work more number of hours was recorded. If the number of working hours for each job was the same, the job which
gave him higher income was recorded.
Last week occupation refers lo occupation dunng the 7 days preceding the census date (March 25-31, 2000).
Last year occupation refers to occupation dunng the 12 months preceding the census date (Apnl 1, 1999-March 31, 2000).

Industry

Industry refers 1o the activity of the establishment in which a person worked dunng the 12 months preceding the census date.

Work status refers to the status of a person’s occupation in the 12 months preceding the census date. If a person had more than ane job,

the work status corresponding to the occupation recorded was asked. Work status was classified as follows:

Employer : A person who operates his or her own economic enterprise or engages independently in a profession or trade and hires one or

more employees.

Own account worker : A person who operates his or her own economic enterprise or engages independently in a profession or trade and
hires no employees.
Employee : A person who works for a public or private employer and receives remuneration in wages, salary, commission, tips, piece-rate or

payment in kind. Employees are classified as government, government enterprise or private employees.

Unpaid family worker : A person who works without pay, in an economic enterprise or farm, owned by the members of the household.
Members of producers’ cooperative : A person who hold a =sel-employment” job in a cooperative producing goods and services, in which
each members takes part on an equal footing with other members in determining the organization of production, sales and/or other work

of the establishment, the investments and the distribution of the proceeds of the establishment amongst their members.

Migration was the movement across villages or municipal areas of persons who had changed their places of residence within the 5 years
preceding the census date (April 1, 2000).

Change of municipal areas or villages by expansion of the municipal areas or the administrative redivision of villages, while the person or
the household still stays in the original place as well as change of residence is being made within the Bangkok or Pattaya are not
considered migration.

Recent migrants are persons who had changed their place of residence (villages or municipal areas) within the five years preceding the
census date. For children aged less than & years living in the current residence since they were born, were not defined as recent

migrants.

Inter-province migrants are migrants whose last place of previous residence was in different province from their province of residence at

the census dale,

Inter-regional migrants are migrants whose last place previous residence was in a different region from their region of residence at the

census date.

Lifetime migrants are persons of all ages who were born oulside their province of residence at the time of the census.

Coverage

Living quarter

Households covered : All private households” in the areas of population enumeration.

A living quarter is defined as the housing unit occupied by a household, including the following types : detached, row-house, apartment,

rooms, boats or any mobile units and any other types of structure.

hold means one or more persons living in the same dwelling, and sharing the same facilities, whether or not related to each other
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Type of living quarter

Type of living quarter is classified as follows:
Detached house : A detached house is one which is separated on all sides from other structures. A detached house may include one or
more detached units occupied by a household and also include house-rafts.
Town house ; A town house is any structures of two units or more attached by a common wall having one storey or more, having the
space infront for parking or for other purpose.
Apartment : Apartment means a suite of rooms within a building which is occupied by a household with kitchen, bathroom, and entrance

separated from other households.

Brick row house, Row house : They refer to the house with 2 units or more having at least one common wall with other structure. A row
house may have one floor or more and also includes rafts with mult-units.

Room : Room means a room or suite of rooms that are occupied by a household, with or without independent kitchen, bathroom and

entrance, and also includes rooms with dependent bathroom, kitchen or entrance within the same building.

Type of construction material
Living quarter Is defined as the house constructed by permanent construction materials and non-permanent construction materials.
Permanent construction materials : Permanent construction matenals include all types of hard-woods, for instance, teak and redwood,
elc., concrete, block concrete, corrugated iron, brick, efc.
Non-permanent construction malerials : Non-permanent construction materials include houses made of local materials, for instance,
house made of thalch, leaves, grasses, rushes and bamboo, etc., as well as makeshift shelters constructed of wasle or reused materials,

for instance, houses made of used corrugated iron, packing crates, elc.

Tenure of housing units (excluding land)
Tenure of housing units (excluding land) refers to the arrangements by which a household occupies its living quarters, i.e. whether
a member of the household occupies the housing unit as owner, hire-purchaser or renter. Living quarters may be occupied rent-free,
because it is part of payment in kind or is occupied by a relative of the owner.

Owner : Owner means the person having the legal right of possession of the living quarter.

Hire purchaser : Persons who purchase the living quarters and pay in installments at intervals, e.g. monthly or yearty. When the payment

Is completed, the purchaser becomes owner,

Payment In kind of service : Living quarters provided for civil servants, caretakers, industnal workers, workers of the State Railway of
Thailand, military personnel, policemen, elc., owned by the private or public sector, may be provided as rent free living quarters for such

person as payment in kind, including the office room used as living quarters.

Rent Free : Persons who live in rent free living quarters because of being related of the owner are included in this category.
Tenure of land

Members of the household may occupy land as owner, hire purchaser, renter or person who occupies the land with no payment.

Owner : Owner means the person having the legal nght of possession of land.

Hire purchaser : A person who purchases a piece of land and pays in installments at intervals, e.g. monthly or yearly. When the payment

Is completed, he becomes owner.
Renter : A person who builds living quarters on land belonging to another and pays monthly or yearty rent to the owner.

No payment : A person who builds living quarters on land owned by the private or public sector without paying renl.
