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PREFACE

This report is one among the series of the 1990 Population and Housing Census, consisting of a volume for each
province (Changwat) and region and a volume for the Whole Kingdom. The National Statistical Office had conducted
the 1990 Population and Housing Census during April-May 1991, with 1 April as the census reference date. It provides
information on demographic, sociocconomic characteristics of population and on housing conditions that can be given
at provincial and district levels. The results obtained from the census are necessary for various ranges of both national
and local policies, monitoring and cvaluating the development programs of government and privale agencies.

The 1990 Population and Housing Census is the largest scale statistical project. Numerable enumerators of
about 20,000 officials from the National Statistical Office and temporary employees were recruited for the field work.
To ensure that data obtained from the census conform as much as possible to the need of data users, many invaluable
suggestions and comments were contributed by the Census Executive Committee on the 1990 Population and Housing
Census.

The success of the census operation in Thailand is mainly due to the team work of the census organization.
The census of Thailand is a huge administrative task and its completion has been possible with the total help and
cooperation received from various government agencies and institutes. In addition, the success of the census is also
ductoseveral publicity campaigns undertaken. Finally, the major share of the credit for the success of the census should
go to the people of Thailand.

The National Statistical Office would like to express our appreciation to all who have helped to make the 1990

Population and Housing Census a success and smooth-going operation.

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CHAPTER 1
INTRODUCTION.

1. BACKGROUND

Thailand's first national census was organized in 1909 and afterwards censuses were carried out in 1919,
1929 and 1947 respectively. The first five censuses were undertaken by the Ministry of the Interior. From
the 1960 onwards, the National Statistical Office has been in charge of undertaking censuses every ten years
under the authorization of the 1952 Statistical Act (revised in 1965) and in accordance with the United Nations'
recommendation that countries should undertake censuses in order to collect information on demographic and
socioeconomic characteristics of population as well as housing conditions at least every ten years, in the year
ending with O (zero) for the purpose of intermational comparability. In 1970 the first housing census was
conducted simultancously with the population-census. The 1990 Population and Housing Census is,’ thus, the
ninth population census and the third housing census of Thailand. )

Preparation for the 1990 census began in 1987. The preparation embraced all activities that have to
do with planning the census. Major activities that were carried out during the preparation phase were a calendar
of operations, the details of the budget, a request for permission from the cabinet to carry out the census,
the formulation of a budget requested for the commitment of current budget to be spent in the following years,
a Royal Decree of the 1990 Population and Housing Census of Thailand, the preparation of the questionnairs,
manuals of instruction, materials and maps of enumeration areas, a publicity program, preparation for data
processing, post enumeration survey, and hiring the census field personnel.

Two pretests were held in 1987, which provided an opportunity to test the questionnaire and the
instruction manuals. In 1988, one pretest was conducted to test the ability of the interviewers in understanding
the questionnaire and manual of instruction correctly. The pilot census was undertaken in 1989 in three districts
(Amphoe) of Nakhon Pathom Province with represented a dress rehearsal of the full census, including all
procedures related to the field operation and data processing.

The census enumecration has been carried out during April-May, 1990. The whole process of data
processing through the final tabulations was done at the National Statistical Office. |

In the report of the 1990 Population and Housing Census, two types of statistical tables are presented,
namely tables based on information obtained from complete enumeration, e.g. sex, age, marital status, highest
grade completed, last year occupation, industry, and work status, and the information which is based on 20
percent f;amplc enumeration of households. The tables based on estimation of items from the 20 percent sample
arc indicated by footnotes.

Publications of the census results will be presented in three series as follows: the basic reports by
province (Changwat), by region i.c. the Northern, the Central (excluding the Bangkok Metropolis), the
Northeastern and the Southern Regions, and for the Whole Kingdom. However, the National Statistical Office

will also have computer print out of data for municipal areas, districts (Amphoe) and communes (Tambon)

which are not presented in the publications (See Appendix for details).

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2. CENSUS METHODOLOGY

Usually the census refers to the count and enumeration of all persons and houscholds under the coverage
of the census, and in the case of Thailand, the coverage is the Whole Kingdom. In conducting a census, however,
a large amount of budget and manpower are required. The National Statistical Office, therefore, adopted a
sample scheme for this census enumeration.

In the Bangkok Metropolis, all persons and houscholds were listed and simultancously enumerated with
the Short Form except for those from a 20 percent sample of houscholds which were enumerated with the
Long Form.

In municipal areas (excluding the Bangkok Metropolis). all persons and houscholds were listed and
enumerated by using the Long Form. There was no sample selection in these arcas.

In non-municipal areas, all persons and houscholds were listed and enumerated using the Short Form.
After the completion in each assigned enumeration district, the field supervisors selected a 20 percent sample

of -households to be interviewed in details using the Long Form.

3. ENUMERATION PROCEDURE

Population Census. The method of enumerating the population was 1o count each person enumerated
as an inhabitant of his usual place of residence, with the exception for students, who were enumerated at
the place where they were residing as of the census date. Special provision was made for the enumeration
of Thai officials and their familics stationed abroad, through the cooperation of the various ministries which
had the responsibility for the distribution and collection of the census forms.

Housing Census. Housing characteristics were obtained from private households. In one housing unit,
which may consist of one or more households, only the sample household sclected was interviewed on housing

characteristics. For collective households, no housing information was collected.

4. CENSUS ITEMS
The data were collected in two major topics : population topics and housing topics.

Information on housing characteristics, in municipal areas, was obtained from every private household,
whereas in non-municipal areas and in the Bangkok Metropolis, a 20 percent sample of private households

was enumerated.

5. TIME REFERENCE
The information obtained from lh;: census is referred to different points of time as follows:
Census moment
Census moment was the time at 0.00 am, on April 1.1990, referred to the event of birth and death
of a person to be counted or otherwise in the enumeration, for examples :
a) The persons who were born before or at the census moment were counted

b) The persons who died after or at the census moment were counted.
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7 days before the census date

The 7 days before the census date was the period during 25-31 March, 1990, referred to:
a) Last week occupation

b) Reasons for not working.

Last Year

Last ycar was the period during April 1, 1989, to March 31,1990 referred to:
a) Last year occupation

b) Industry which a working person is engaged in

c¢) Work status.

Jan. 1, 1990

January 1, 1990 referred to :

a) Educational attendance

b) Highest grade completed.

Census Date

The reference date for the characteristics of population and housing other than those stated above was

April 1, 1990.



CHAPTER 2
DEFINITIONS

1. POPULATION CENSUS

1.1 Coverage
1.1.1 Population included in the census coverage were :
a) All Thai nationals residing in the country as of the census date, April 1, 1990.
b) Persons having their usual residence in Thailand, but as of the census date, were away
temporarily at field exercises, at sea or temporarily abroad.

c) Government officials, both civilian and military, including Thai diplomatic personnel, and
their families stationed abroad.

d) Civilian nationals of foreign nations having their usual residence in Thailand of those
who had resided in Thailand for at least three months as of the census date (before January 1, 1990).
[.1.2 Population not included in the census were :
a) Nomadic groups. e.g. hill-tribes having no fixed place of residence.
b) Forcign military and diplomatic personnel and their families stationed in Thailand.
c¢) Civilian nationals of foreign countries who are temporary residents and have been residing

in Thailand for less than three months as of the census date.

d) Refugees or illegal immigrants located in camps provided by the government.

1.2 Usual place of residence
For persons residing in private households, each person was counted as an inhabitant of his usual
place of residence, that is, the place where he lives and sleeps most of the time.
For persons residing in collective houscholds, institutional population : priests, nuns, members of
the armed forces residing on military installations, inmates of correctional or penal institutions, mental institutions

and welfare homes were enumerated as usual residents of the place in which the institution was located.

1.3 Municipal Area

A municipal arca is a legal unit established by the Royal Decree of the 1953 Municipal Act.

1.4  Sanitary District

A sanitary district is established by the Ministry of Interior under the provisions of the Sanitary
y District Act of 1952.

Urban sanitary district refers to the sanitary district where the population is at least 5.000 persons.

Rural Sanitary district refers to the Sanitary distric with population less than 5,000 persons.

1.5 Household

There are 2 tvpes of household : private and collective houscholds
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A private household includes a person living alone or two or more persons, related or unrelated,
residing in the same house and make common provision for food or other essential of living.

A collective household includes household composed of members who live together under certain
rules or regulations or those who are living together for their own benefit. The members of collective houscholds
may or may not take their meals together. Collective houscholds are divided into 2 types, institutions which
include wats, penal institutions, welfare homes, hospitals and dormitories, and other collective houscholds which
include hotels, boarding houses, living quarters for workers with at least 6 workers who have meals provided
by the management. '

1.6 Agricultural household
Private houscholds were also classified as agricultural houscholds if agriculture was the occupation

of the head of the houschold, regardless of whether his status was own account worker or employer.

1.7  Age
Age is calculated in full years as of the individual's last birthday before 1 April, 1990,

1.8  Marital status
Persons aged 13 years and over were classified as never married. ever-married (i.e. married.
widowed, divorced. or separated). or of unknown marital status.
Persons classified as “married™ include both persons who have registered their marriages and persons
in de facto unions.
Buddhist, priests and novices were classified as “priest”, while nuns were classified as never married

or ever-married according to their marital status at the time of the census.

1.9 Disability
Persons having one or more types of the following categories were considered as disabled persons

that is missing limbs and/or blinded. dumb, mentally retarded.

1.10  Migration
Migration was the movement across villages or municipal areas of persons who had changed their
places of residence within the 5 years preceding the census date.
Change of municipal areas or villages by expansion of the municipal areas or the administrative
redivision of villages, while the person or the household still stays in the original place as well as change

of residence is being made within the Bangkok Metropolis or Pattaya are not considered migration.

I.11  Children ever born
Ever-married women were asked the number of live-bomn children they had as of the census date.
The number reported includes all children bomn alive, regardless of the period of survival. as well as children

of previous marriages, but excludes adopted children. step children and fetal deaths.
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Living Children

The number of children still living includes only those who were alive as of the census date.

1.12  Literacy
Litcrate persons are defined as persons aged 5 years and over who are able to read and
write simple statements' with understanding in any languages. If a person can read, but cannot write, then

he was classified as illiterate.

1.13  Economically active population
All persons aged 13 years and over were employed on the census date or who had worked on
the day during the seven days preceding the census date (March 25-31, 1990) as well as experienced workers
and new workers who were looking for work and those waiting for farm season were counted as the economically

active population.

1.14 QOccupation

Occupation refers to the kind of work on which a persons spent most of the time during the given
period. For a person who work more than one job, only the job at which he work more number of hours
was recorded. If the number of working hours for each job was the same, the job which gave him higher
income was recorded.

Last week occupation refers to occupation during the 7 days preceding the census date (March
25-31. 1990). :

Last year occupation refers to occupation during the 12 months preceding the census date (April
1. 1989-March 31, 1990).

1.15  Industry
Industry refers to the activity of the establishment in which a person worked during the 12 months

preceding the census date.

1.16 Work status

Work status refers to the status of a person’s occupation in the 12 months preceding the census
date. If a person had more than one job, the work status corresponding to the occupation recorded was asked.
Work status was classified as follows :

Employer : A person who operates his or her own economic enterprise or engages independently
in a profession or trade and hires one or more employees.

Own account worker : A person who operates his or her own economic enterprise or engages
independently in a profession or trade and hires no employees.

Eﬁlpln_\'ee: A person who works for a public or private employer and receives remuneration in
wages. salary. commission, tips, piece-rate or payment in kind. Employees are classified as government.

government enterprise or private employees.
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Unpaid family worker: A person who works without pay, in an economic enterprise or farm,

owned by the members of the houschold.

1.17 Houschold Structure

Household structure were defined as follows :

Unrelated individuals: A single person household or a person residing with non-relative persons.

Nuclear family : Husband and wife, husband and/or wife with unmarried children, as well as
unmarried relatives.

Extended family : This type of family consists of

1. Vertical (Stem) : Husband and/or wife with unmarried children and/or one married child,
unmarried relatives. Parents or grandparents may be present as well as grandchildren.

2. Horizontal (Joint) : Husband and/or wife with unmarried children, and married relatives,

3. Vertical and horizontal (Stem-joint) : Consisting of 1 and 2 mentioned above or husband and/
‘or wife with more than one married children, married or unmarried relatives. Parents or grandparents may

be present as well as grandchildren.
2. HOUSING CENSUS

2.1 Coverage
+ The households included in the census were all of private residential households included in the

census coverage.,

2.2 Living quarter
A living quarter is defined as the housing unit occupied by a household, including the following

types : detached, row-house, apartment, rooms, boats or any mobile units and any other types of structure.

2.3  Type of living quarter

Type of living quarter is classified as follows :

Detached house : A dctached house is one which is separated on all sides from other structures.
A detached house may include one or more detached units occupied by a household and also include house-
rafts.

Town house : A town house is any structures of two units or more attached by a common wall
having one storey or more, having the space infront for parking or for other purpose.

Apartment : Apartment means a suite of rooms within a building which is occupied by a household
with Kitchen, bathroom, and entrance separated from other households.

Brick row house, Row house : They refer to the house with 2 units or more having at least
one common wall with other structure. A row house may have onc floor or more and also includes rafts
with multi-units.

Room : Room means a room or suite of rooms that are occupied by a household, with or without

independent Kitchen, bathroom and entrance, and also includes rooms with dependent bathroom, Kitchen or

entrance within the same building.
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24  Type of construction material

Living quarter is definded as the house constructed by permanent construction materials and non-
permanent construction materials,

Permanent construction materials : Permanent construction materials include all types of hard-
woods, for instance, teak and redwood, etc., concrete, block concrete, corrugated iron, brick, etc.

Non-permanent construction materials : Non-permanent construction materials include houses
made of local materials, for instance, house made of thatch, leaves, grasses, rushes and bamboo, etc., as well
as makeshift shelters constructed of waste or reused materials, for instance, houses made of used corrugated

iron, packing crates, etc.

2.5  Business use of living quarter

Refer to the use of living quarters and promises for business purposes, i.e. for commercial, industrial

and service uses, as well as for habitation.

2.6  Tenure of housing units (excluding land)

Tenure of housing units (excluding land) refers to the arrangements by which a household occupies
its living quarters, i.c. whether a member of the household occupies the housing unit as owner, hire-purchaser
or renter. Living quarters may be’ occupied rent-free, because it.is part of payment in kind or is occupied
by a relative of the owner.

Owner : Owner means the person having the legal right of possession of the living quarter.

Hire purchaser : Persons who purchase the living quarters and pay in installments at intervals,
e.g. monthly or yearly. When the payment is completed, the purchaser becomes owner.

Payment in kind of service : Living quarters provided for civil servants, caretakers, industrial
workers, workers of the State Railway of Thailand, mi[ilar;' personnel, policemen, etc., owned by the private
or public sector, may be provided as rent free living quarters for such person as payment in kind, including
the office room used as living quarters.

Rent Free: Persons who live in rent free living quarters because of being related of the owner

are included in this category.

27 Tenure of land

Members of the household may occupy land as owner, hire purchaser, renter or person who occupies
the land with no payment.

Owner : Owner means the pérson having the legal right of possession of land.

Hire purchaser : A person who purchases a piece of land and pays in installments at intervals,
e.g. monthly or yearly. When the payment is completed, he becomes owner.

Renter : A person who builds living quarters on land belonging to another and pays monthly
or yearly rent to the owner.

No pa_s:ment : A person who builds living quarters on land owned by the private or public sector

without paying rent.

28 Room
Room is defined as space, in a housing unit on at least 3 sides that is enclosed by walls, doors,
side-boards, cupboards or other Kinds of furniture which separate this area from other areas of the house.
Bed room refers to room that being used or plan to be used as a bed room even though it is
not occupied on the census date.
Others room use for sleeping refers to other rooms such as sitting room, dinning room and kitchen

that any members of this household usually use for sleeping.



CHAPTER 3
SUMMARY FINDINGS

The Southern Region has an area of about 70,715 square kilometers, occupying an area of about 13.8
percent of the total area of Thailand. The Southern Region has common boundary with Prachuap Khiri Khan
and The Union of Myanmar in the North, Gulf of Thailand in the East, Malaysia in the South, and The Indian
Ocean in the West. The climate is moderate throughout the year.

At the time of census, in April 1990, The Southern Region was divided into 14 provinces (Changwat),
116 districts (Amphoe), 19 sub-districts (King Amphoe), 1,045 communes (Tambon), 7,496 villages and
27 municipal areas.

1. DEMOGRAPHIC CHARACTERISTICS

The demographic characteristics of population, including age and sex structure, fertility, and population
distribution are depicted in Table A,

Age and Sex Structure. The total enumerated population on April 1,1990 was 6,966,455 persons -
which was ranked as the smallest region in Thailand. The sex ratio which is defined as the number of males
for every 100 females in the population was 99.6. This indicates that females were slightly more than males.
In comparisons of the population among provinces (Table 1), it is apparent that Nakhon Si Thammarat was
the most populous province with the population of 1,400,598 persons, followed by Songkhla and Surat Thani
respectively. Ranong had the smallest number of population among the 14 provinces, about 116,913 persons.

The density of the Southern Region, it is found that the overall population density was about 99 persons
per suqare kilometer. The province that had the highest density was Phuket with 306 persons per square kilometer,
followed by Pattani and Songkhla with a density of 266 and 148 persons per square kilometer respectively.
Ranong was the lowest density province of 36 persons per square kilometer. The average size of household
for the Southern Region was about 4.5 persons.

The composition of population determined by age, it reveals that the population in the young ages of
0-14 years were about 32.5 percent of the population in the Southern Rigion. Those in the working ages of
15-59 years were about 59.9 percent and approximately 7.6 percent were those in the old ages of 60 years
and aver.

The age dependency ratio, which is the ratio of persons in the dependent ages (under 15 years and
60 years of age and over) to those in the workimg ages (15-59 years), was 66.9. In other words, there were
about 67 persons in the dependent age for every 100 persons in the working ages.

Fertility. Ever-married women aged 15 years and over bom an average of 3.1 live births. The average
number of children ever born in municipal areas was 2.8 live births and 3.2 live births for non-municipal areas.
Considering the time exposed to childbearing, it reveals that the singulate mean age at marriage (SMAM)
+ of women was about 24 years. The results also show that women in municipal areas were married later than
those in non-municipal areas. The proportion single among women in the reproductive ages of 15-49 years
in municipal areas was higher than that in non-municipal areas. (41 percent for municipal areas compared to

32.6 percent for non-municipal areas).
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The findings reveal that approximately 49.4 percent of currently married women aged 15-49 years were
practicing contraception. Among women in municipal areas, the proportion currently using was slightly higher
than their counterparts in non-municipal areas (50.1 percent compared to 49.3 percent). The most popular method
was oral pill being used by about 20.8 percent, followed by female sterilization (15.1 percent), injection (6.2
percent), and IUD (3.4 percent) respectively.

Population Distribution Population distribution between municipal areas and non-municipal areas was
considerably unbalanced. About 87 percent of the population was the inhabitants in non-municipal areas while
only about 13 percent were those residing in municipal areas. The census results in table 8 shows that, the
total population in the Southern Region of 6,966,455 persons, about 96.7 percent were bomn in this region,
3 percent were bomn in other regions, and only about 0.3 percent were born in foreign countries.

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2. SOCIAL CHARACTERISTICS

The three indicators : literacy, school attendance, and educational attainment relating to the education
of the population are presented in Table B.

Literacy. It can be scen from the Table that about 90.6 percent of the population aged 6 years and
over were literate. Male literacy was relatively higher than female literacy, 92.4 percent for males, as opposed
to 88.8 percent for females. The literacy rate in municipal areas was higher than that in non-municipal areas,
94.9 percent and 89.9 percent for municipal arcas and non-municipal areas respectively.

School Attendance and Educational Attainment. Population aged 6-29 years who were enrolled in
school at each educational level were approximately 40.4 percent of those 6-29 years of age. The proportion
of those who were attending school was higher in municipal areas, about 45.6 percent for municipal areas
and 39.6 percent for non-municipal areas.

With respect to educational attainment, the results reveal that only about 19.3 percent of those aged
6 years and over attainted more than primary school. The findings also show that the proportion of those who
attained more than primary school in municipal areas was considerably higher than that in non-municipal
areas (40.6 percent for municipal areas, as opposed to 16.1 percent for non-municipal areas). Considering sex
differentials in school attainment, it is apparent that the proportion of males who completed more than primary

school was higher than that of female counterparts (21.7 percent for males compared to 17 percent for females).

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3. ECONOMIC CHARACTERISTICS

The distribution of the employed populaliE)n aged 13 years and over by last year occupation (April 1,
1989-March 31, 1990) is shown in Table C.

Occupation. The findings demonstrate that the number of employed persons 13 years of age and over
were 3,587,249 persons. The largest number of employed persons were agricultural, animal husbandry and forest
workers, fishermen and hunters which accounted for 70.5 percent of the total employed. Next largest number
of the total employed were craftsmen, production workers and laborers (8.5 percent), and sales workers,
(8.4 percent).

When consideration is given to employed persons in municipal areas, the pattern of occupation differred
from that of the region. In municipal areas, about 27.6 percent of the total employed in municipal areas were
sales workers, 20.9 percent were craftsmen, production workers and laborers, and about 13.4 percent were
professional, technical and related workers. However, it is found that the occupation patterns of population
residing in non-municipal areas and of employed males and females were similar to the occupational patterns
in the region.

Considering economic activity of population aged 13 years and over during the week prior to the cencus
date (25-31 March, 1990), it is found that 5,031,082 persons or 74 percent of population aged 13 years and
over were economically active ( in(:.ulding those who were employed, looking for work, and waiting for farm
season). Table 20 depicted that about 26 percent were those who were non-economically active (including
housewives, students, unable to work, etc.).

4. HOUSING CHARACTERISTICS

The information on housing characteristics including quality of living quarters, tenure of living quarters
and land where living quarters located, and ownership of household appliances are used as the indicators of
level of living of the population in the region. It can be seen from Table D that about 86 percent of private
households occupied living quarters constructed with permanent materials. This proportion, however, was higher
in municipal areas (94.5 percent for municipal areas compared to 84.6 percent for non-municipal areas).

When consideration is given to tenure of living quarters and tenure of land where living quarters
located, the results demonstrate that approximately 86.8 percent of living quarters and 97.8 percent of land
were occupied by owners and hire purchasers. The findings also show that these types of proportion in non-
municipal areas werc markedly higher than those in municipal areas.

With respect to water supply, it is found that only about 18.2 percent of private households used tap
water. In municipal areas, approximately 60.4 percent of private houschoids used tap water while only about
11.3 percent of private households in non-municipal areas reported tap water as the major source of water
supply.

Considering electricity in the households, the data reveal that about 84.2 percent of private households
had clectricity. In municipal areas, households with electricity constitued about 97.9 percent and households
with electricity in non-municipal arecas comprised about 82 percent.

Regarding fuel used for cooking, the findings show that gas was the major source of fuel used in the
househols (44.2 percent). The proportion of households used gas for cooking in municipal areas was higher
than that in non-municipal areas (73.8 percent compared to 39.5 percent). There were, however, about 10.9
percent and 31 percent of households in municipal and non-municipal areas respectively reported charcoal as
the major source of fuel for cooking.

With respect to toilet facility, flush latrine and moulded bucket latrine, are generally considered as
sanitary toilets. The proportion of houscholds with these types of toilet was about 95.7 percent for municipal
areas and about 69.5 percent for non-municipal areas.

The data on the types of durable household appliance reveal that the private households in municipal
and non-municipal areas possessed radio sets, about 81.6 percent for municipal areas and 76.9 percent for
non-municipal areas. With respect to households with colour television, electric rice cooker, electric fan,
refrigerator, iron, telephone motor car and motor cycle, it is found that they appeared to be higher in municipal
areas. However, the proportion of households possessed bicycle in non-municipal areas were slightly higher

than that in municipal areas.

NOTES FOR THE USERS

It is generally accepted that every census contains some errors, no matter how many efforts have been
put in organizing the census. The two well-known types of error : the coverage and the content errors usually
occur. The National Statistical Office, therefore, would like to remind that the published figures should utilize
with full awareness of these errors. Moreover, the users should realize that the number of population presented in
this report refers to the census date on April 1, 1990.

In this report, two sets of statistical tables are presented. The first set contains tables based on the 100
percent enumeration and the second set contains the tables based on the 20 percent enumeration which have been
completly weighted. The data from the 20 percent enumeration, therefore, may be different from the 100 percent
enumeration tables, due to rounding errors and other estimating procedures. Additionally, the tables based on
20 percent enumeration may be subject to some degrees of sampling errors.

It should also be noted that the data appearing in the housing tables are obtained from the households, not

from the housing units.
