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Preface

The National Statistical Office has carried out a Census of Population and Housing
every ten years according to the United Nations’ recommendation, to collect basic data on
numbers and characteristics regarding economic and social including actual living condition of all
population nationwide. Therefore, the census of Population and Housing is similar to a snapshot

of Thailand population and housing at a time to demonstrate numbers and characteristics of

t
population actually living in Thailand on the census date (1 : September 2010).

As a large scale project there is a lot of work load all over the country, detailed
information and data cannot be processed in a short time period and the National Statistical Office
has realized the urgent needs of the use of information by all users, we, therefore, have
prepared a preliminary report of the 2010 Population and Housing Census so as to present key
results in view of population and housing at provincial, regional and administrative areas levels.
In addition, we are also preparing an advanced report with data of 1% sample households in order

to present numbers and characteristics of population and housing at regional and national levels.

This report is a final regional report, by processing data from every province in each
region to present information and details, population, economic and social indicators including
housing characteristics at regional level by administrative areas. After the regional report has

been published, the final report of the national level will be published soon after.

The 2010 Population and Housing Census is a large statistical collection project that
needs concert cooperation from all sectors in providing accurate data and supports. There were
integrations of resources and knowledge of both Government and Private Sectors as well as at
central and regional offices, especially the mass media. Therefore, National Statistical Office

would like to express our gratitude to all concerned.

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Executive Summary

The National Statistical Office has carried
out a Population and Housing Census every 10 years,
this 2010 was the 11" round of Population Census
and the 5" housing census. In addition it was marked
the 100" year anniversary of Thailand Population
Census. The census was to demonstrate numbers
and characteristics of population actually living in
Thailand, on the census date (1 September 2010).
The data processed from the provinces of the
Central Region are to demonstrate details and
indicators of population, economics and society
including housing characteristics at regional level
according to administrative areas, the major findings

are as follows:

1. Demographic characteristics
1.1 Number and distribution of population

Number of population in the Central
Region on the census date was 18.2 million, 9.3
million were females (50.9%) and 8.9 million
were males (49.1%) with the sex ratio of 96.5
(males to 100 females).

Considering the number of population, it
was found that in the Central, population in
municipality were less than those in non-
municipality (45.5% and 54.5%, respectively).

Regarding the number of population,
Samut Prakan is the most populous of about
1,828,694 persons (10.1%), followed by Chon Buri
which is 1,555,358 persons (8.6%), Nonthaburi
has 1,334,083 persons (7.3%) and Samut
Songkham is the least populous, of about

185,564 persons (1.0%).

1.2 Population density

In the Central, the average population
density was 177.7 persons per 1 square kilometer.
The area with the most population density is
Nonthaburi, of about 2,143.8 persons per 1
square kilometer, followed by Samut Prakan
and Samut Sakhon, of about 1,821.2 and
1,071.1 persons per 1 square kilometer, respectively.
Kanchanaburi has the least population density
which is 41.1 persons per 1 square kilometer.

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1.3 Population structure

The population pyramid which presents
age-sex structure, shows that the Central Region
has changed in population structure when
comparing with the year 2000. It is obviously
signed an aging society. That is the pyramid base
(Children population) is narrower than that of
the year 2000 while the top of pyramid (Aging
population) is wider than the year 2000, or we
can say that population aged 0-14 vyears is
decreased while population aged 60 years and
over, increased, it is due to birth rate has decreased
continuously, better health service, and Thai

people have longer life.

From the population and housing census
of the year 2010, it was found that in the Central,
there were around 3.0 million persons (16.6%) of
children (0-14 years), 13.0 million persons
(71.4%) working age population (15-59 years) and
aging (60 years and over), of about 2.2 million
persons (11.9%).

1.4 Nationality and religion

Most population in the Central were Thais
(94.2%), followed by Burmese (3.3%), the rest of 2.5%
was such as Cambodian, Laotian and Chinese etc.

Most population was Buddhist (97.4%),
followed by Islamic (1.5%) and Christian or other

religions, of about 1.1%.

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Regarding fertility, females aged 13 years
and over, having their own children ever born,
with the average of 1.27 children. Females in
municipality had average number of children
ever born lower than females in non-municipality
(1.11 and 1.40 children, respectively). However,
when considering females ever married aged
15-49 years old, it was found that the average
children ever born was 1.31 children which
decreased from the last 10 years (1.66 children)
and it is in accordance with average age of the
first marriage which has been higher in both male

and female.

1.5 Marital status and fertility

There were 15.6 million population, aged 13
years and over, out of these 8.6 million persons
(55.6%) were currently married, single 5.1 million
persons (32.9%). The rest were widowed, divorced,
separated and ever married, with unknown status
(11.5%).

1.6 Education

For population aged 6 - 24 years, being
studying at any levels, it was found that there
was 35.5% of population with not attending
school. Males with not attending school were
higher than females (37.5% compared to 33.5%).

Considering according to the administrative
areas, population with not attending school in
municipality were higher than those in non-

municipality (36.7% and 34.6%, respectively).



Population aged 15 years and over, having
some levels of schooling, it was found that
there is 50.6% of population, with higher than
elementary school. Comparing between sex, male
finished higher than elementary school with higher
proportion than female (52.4% and 48.8%,
respectively). Population in municipality finished
higher than elementary school more than population
in non-municipality (57.2% and 44.8%, respectively).

The results of the census showed that
the average years of schooling of the population
aged 15 years and over was 8.3 years, which
was similar to both sexes. (8.5 and 8.2 years,
respectively).

1.7 Employment

Out of the total number of population aged
15 years and over, of about 14.9 million persons,
there were 73.5% working last year, and 26.5%
were not working. There were more males working
(52.0% and 48.0%, respectively).

Considering work status, it was found that
60.3% were employees (government, state enterprise,
private), followed by 26.1% of own account workers,
and 11.3% of unpaid family workers. Males were own
account workers more than females (27.3% and
24.8%,
unpaid family workers more than males (15.3%
and 7.6%, respectively).

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1.8 Migration

From the 2010 Population and Housing
Census, it showed that the population who were
born in the Central and presently live in hometown
was 67.5%, most of them were females, (68.2%
compared to 66.7% of males). Population who
were born in other provinces or population do
not live in their hometown was 32.5%, most of
them live in municipality more than those in non-
municipality (40.9% and 25.5%, respectively).

Population in the Central migrated during
the year 2005 - 2010, approximately 2,616,148
persons or 14.4%. People in municipality migrated
more than those in non-municipality (18.3% and
11.1%, respectively). There is a small difference
between male and female in migration proportion
(15.3% compared to 13.5%).

2. Household characteristics

2.1 Number of households, household size
and sex of household head

There were 5.99 million households in
the Central Region, among these, 5.92 million
were private households and 0.07 million were
collective households. Average size of private
household was 2.9 persons per 1 household which
was smaller than the average size of the

previous census round in the year 2000, which

the average size was 3.6 persons per 1 household.

Most household head of private
household were males more than females,

which was 62.8% and 37.2%, respectively.

2.2 Type and characteristic of living quarters

Most of private households in the Central
are detached houses (61.1%), followed by
16.4% of row house, shop house and 11.1% of
town house and duplex. Detached houses in non-
municipality are more than those in municipality
(74.1%, and 47.2%, respectively). There are shop
houses or row houses in municipality more than
those in non-municipality (23.0% and 10.2%,

respectively).

2.3 Source of drinking water and water supply

Regarding drinking water, it was found that
most households in the Central drink bottled
water (50.5%), treated tap water (23.7%) and rain
water (19.6%).
illustrated that most households in municipality
drink bottled water (61.0%), which higher ratio
than those in non-municipality (40.6%).

For source of water supply, most
households use tap water (83.9%), followed by
underground water (8.5%) and well water (4.5%).

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Chapter 1

Introduction

1. Background

Thailand’s first population census was conducted in 1909 by the Ministry of
Interior, followed by the population census in 1919, 1929, 1937, and 1947. The population

census was formerly called ‘Household Census’.

Under the Statistics Act 1952, 1965, and 2007, the National Statistical Office was
defined to organize the population census every ten years since 1960, followed by the
census in 1980, 1990, 2000, and 2010. This is in line with the United Nations’
recommendation to undertake national censuses in the year ending with ‘0’ (Zero) for the
purpose of having data for country planning and of international comparison. The 2010

Census was carried out as the eleventh round of population census, which was marked “the
th

100 Anniversary of the Population Census”, and the fifth round of housing census in

Thailand.

2. Objective

1) To compile basic information on the population and housing characteristics such
as gender, age, religion, nationality, education, marital status, work status, type of dwelling

and so on.
2) To obtain basic statistics at sub-region level (Village, area).

3) To measure changes in the composition of population and housing during the

past 10 years.

3. Benefits of census information

The Census was designed to count persons where they live in usual residence on

census day. The uses of census information were as follows.
3.1 Government

1) To determine adequate policies or plans related to population, economic,
social and environmental issues both at the country level and locality level.

2) To prepare the budget in order to provide public utilities and services to
the needs of people in each area (Villages, sub-districts, districts, provinces, etc.).

3) To use as the baseline data for the estimation of the population

projection.



4) To evaluate the Tenth National Economic and Social Development Plan
(2007 - 2011) and to prepare for the Eleventh Plan (2012-2016).
5) To provide and up-to-date sampling frame for surveys of some specific

issues related to population and households.

3.2 Private sector
Business and Establishment use information on population density of each
area to determine their business plans, such as building new shops, expanding business, and

launching new products to the target customer.

3.3 Public use

Information of accessing to public services indicates the well-being of people.

4. Coverage

The coverage of population and the residence where population actually live in

are as follows. :
4.1 Population in coverage :
- Al Thais citizens residing in Thailand on the Census day (September 1, 2010);

- Thais/Non-Thais who usually live in Thailand but temporarily be outside

the country on the Census Day;

- All military servants, defenses, civil servants, and Thai diplomats, including

their families, of which their stations were outside of Thailand.
- Non-Thais who residing in Thailand at least three months prior to the Census Day.

4.2 Population not coverage :

- Non-Thais military servants, defenses, civil servants, and diplomats, including

their families, of which their stations were inside Thailand.

- Non-Thais who live in Thailand less than three months prior to the Census Day.

- Refugees or illegal migrants who live in the refugee camps.
4.3 Housing coverage :

- Al houses or dwellings where people live in such as private houses,

buildings, public housing, rooms in office, domiciles under bridges, etc.

5. Census day

September 1, 2010 was the Census Day, the day of reference for counting number
of population and households.



6. Core items of question
The 2010 Census covered the following topics:

1) Demographic data : providing basic information on the structure of population
and households such as age, sex, religion, nationality, speaking languages, type and

characteristics of household.

2) Education : providing information on education level and literacy of the
population such as number of students currently enrolled in each level, number of

graduates.

3) Employment : providing information on type of work and work status such as

major occupation and industry.

4) Fertility : such as marital status, number of children ever born, number of living

children and dead children.

5) Migration : providing information on migration characteristics of the population

such as place of birth, duration of living in current place and reasons for migration.

6) Housing : providing information on level of living and wellbeing of population
such as type and characteristics of dwelling, tenure of dwelling, use of light and toilet facility,
type of fuel, drinking water and water supplies, ownership of basic living appliances and use

of different types of technology.

7. Data collection

The fieldwork period of the 2010 Census was organized during September 1 to
October 31, 2010. There were four methods for responding to the Census questionnaire as
follows :

1) Face to face interview : the major method of data collection,

2) Self-enumeration : an enumerator dropped of a census questionnaire, then
made appointment to pick it up or the respondents mailed it back after completion,

3) Internet : respondents accessed the website www.nso.go.th or the URL

http://popcensus.nso.go.th.

4) Telephone Interview Center (TIC) : respondents provided their information

via telephone interview.



8. Definitions

Population Profile
8.1 Type of household

Private household refers to a constitution of persons who make common

provision of consumption and stayed under the same roof or in the same place.

Collective household refers to a group of people who live together in some
kind of dwelling or residence, or in some other arrangement which was organized for a

specific purpose. There are two types of collective household as follows:

1) Group of employees household refers to a group of workers who live and
work together in some kind of dwelling or residence, where was organized by their employer

separately, without paying rent.

2) Institutional household refers to a group of people who share a common
objective or characteristics for living together in the same institution such as temple,

barracks, student dormitories.

8.2 Age

Age refers to the age of each person in complete years as of the latest birthday

prior to September 1, 2010.

8.3 Literate

Literate refers to the ability to read and write a simple statement for their daily
life in any language. If they could only read but not be able to write, they would be

considered to be illiteracy (Included the Braille language, a language for blind people).

8.4 Marital status

The marital status classification referred to the status of persons or couples that
they considered the most appropriate.

Never married all persons who never have been married
Currently married persons whose current marriage has not ended
through widowhood, divorce, or separation, including couples

who live together or persons in common-law marriages,

with or without a legal document
Widowed widows and widowers who have not remarried
Divorced persons who are legally divorced and who have not

remarried



Separated persons absent from their spouse because of marital
discord, includes persons who have been deserted
or who have parted because they no longer want to
live together but who have not obtained a divorce

Marital status unknown persons who ever married but absent from their
spouse but don’t know their recent status with their

spouse

8.5 Class of work

Class of work refers to any kind of economic activity that the person work such as
private employees, government or state-enterprise or international organization employees,

self-employed in business, industry, professional work, and farm business.

8.6 Occupation

Occupation refers to an activity that serves as one’s regular source of earning
such as musical teaching, electronic engineering, accounting, dental, nursing, journal, rice

production farming, durian production farming, taxi service, etc.

8.7 Main occupation

Main occupation refers to the activity that the person has spent most time for
working during the past 12 months.

8.8 Type of business (Industry)

Type of business refers to type of economic activity of the enterprise that the person
engaged for work or operated their work, such as a tailor shop, a bank, a veterinary hospital,
a high school, etc.

8.9 Work status

Work status refers to the status of person who works in all kinds of economically
activity such as

An employer is defined as a person who operates his/her own enterprise
(Or jointly with others in form of a partnership), either for profit or dividends, and hires one
or more employees, which is on the basis of continuous employment. (Excluding a hired

worker for housing care but does not relate to their business)

An own-account worker without employee is a person who operates an
enterprise on his own account (or jointly with others in form of a partnership), either for profit
or dividends, without engaging any employees (On the basis of continuous employment),

but may have family members or apprentices who work without pay.



An unpaid family worker is a person who normally works without pay on a farm
or in a business enterprise owned or operated by any household member but does not

involve as partnership, sometimes compensation has been made but not as for hiring purpose.

An employee is a person who works for pay, which is on the basis of continuous
employment, without any authority to make decision on operating the enterprise. Wages
can be made in form of per month, per day, per hour, per unit of goods or services, or per
contract, of which can be paid either by cash or goods. There are three categories of

employee: government employee, state-enterprise employee, and private employee.

A producer’s cooperative is a group of person who hold a “self-employment”
job in a cooperative producing goods and services, in which each member takes part on an
equal footing with other members in determining the organization of every production
processes, as well as the distribution of the proceeds of the establishment amongst their

members.

8.10 Live births
Live births refers to the birth of a living child excluding stepson or daughter.

Living children refers to live births which are still living until the census date.

Dead children refers to live births but died before the census date.

8.11 Migration
A migrant is the person who travels from the latest administrative area or from
other country to another administrative area of their recent residence.

The only except is the expanding boundary of the administrative area of which
the person still lives in the same dwelling. The movements within Bangkok Metropolitan

and within Pattaya City are not counted as migrants.

8.12 Type of disability

Disability can be categorized into five types of the most obvious of the

disabilities as following :

1) Visual impairment which refers to
(1) Blindness or unable to see

(2) Inability to see images clearly and distinctly or loss of visual field

2) Hearing or communication impairment which refers to
(1) Loss of hearing ability and total deafness
(2) Having problems with articulation or voice strength to complete

voicelessness or having difficulty in projection, articulation and fluency



3) Mobility or physical impairment
(1) Disability in mobility because of having broken arms or legs
- Having broken arms either left /right arm or two arms
- Having broken arms either left /right leg or two legs
(2) Inability of a person to use one or more of his/her extremities, or a lack of
strength to walk, grasp, or lift objects, having difficulty with one or more
instrumental activities of daily living, including people who are a long-term

user of a wheelchair, crutches, or a walker

4) Psychological disorder or behavioral impairment or autism
(1) Psychological disorder

- An affective disorders of mood or feeling states or disturbances of mood

and behavior
- A mental disorder with inadequate patterns of behavior or disturbances
of thinking
(2) Behavioral impairment

Such as Autism which have difficulties in social interactions

5) Learning disability or intellectual impairment
Loss of cognitive ability or having difficulty learning in a typical manner or having
trouble performing specific types of skills or completing tasks

Housing Profile
Household living quarter

The place of residence of household may be part of the house or many houses in the

same area, Include the public area has a household living on a regular basis.

8.13 Type of living quarter

A living quarter is defined as the housing unit occupied by the household,

classified as follow:

1) Detached house

2) Town house/Twin house/Townhome

3) Condominium/Apartment/Flat

4) Brick row house/Row house

5) Room in the house

6) Room in the office

7) Vehicle/Mobile car/Boat

8) Others



8.14 Type of construction material

Housing, which can be classified according to materials used in construction

1) Cement or brick

2)

3) Wood and cement or brick

4) Non permanent materials

5) Reused materials

8.15 Tenure of housing units (Excluding land)
A member of the household occupies the housing unit as owner, hire-purchaser
or renter. Living quarters may be occupied rent-free, because it is part of payment in kind or

is occupied by a relative of the owner.

8.16 Tenure of land

Members of the household may occupy land as owner, hire purchaser, renter or

person who occupies the land with no payment.

8.17 Household appliances

Appliances in the household are owned by any member of household (Excluding

appliances for sale or have it repaired).

9. Remarks for users

Statistical data presented in this report came from data processing of the province.
Total number of each number in some statistical tables may not equal to grand total, and
data in each table may be different as each number of data was independently rounded.
As for households data (Housing sector), it is a presentation of data for personal households

only.



Chapter 2
Major Findings

General Information

The Central Region (Excluding Bangkok Metropolis) area is 102,336 square
kilometers, it has common boundary with Uthai Thani, Nakhon Sawan and Phetchabun in
the North, Nakhon Ratchasima and Kingdom of Cambodia in the East, Chumphon and Golf of
Thailand in the South. The Republic of the Union of Myanmar in the West. The climate is

moderate throughout the year.

In the year 2010, the Central Region had 25 provinces (Changwat), 209 districts
(Amphoe), 1,932 sub-districts (Tambon), 13,383 villages (Moo baan), 552 municipalities and

1,425 non-municipalities (Tambon Administration Organization: TAO).

1. Demographic characteristics
1.1 Number of population and distribution of population

On September 1, 2010, the number of population in the Central Region was
18,183,308 out of these, 8,931,091 were males and 9,252,217 were females. The sex ratio
which is defined as the number of males over 100 females was 96.0. This indicated that the
number of females were slightly more than males. This appeared in the most of the
provinces of the Central, except Lop Buri, Rayong, Trat, and Prachuap Khiri Khan. The annual
population growth rate between 2000 to 2010 was 2.46 percent per year.

Most of the population in this region or about 54.5 percent lived in non-
municipal area while only about 45.5 percent lived in municipal area (Table 1). In
comparison of population at provincial level, it reveals that Samut Prakan was the most
populous, of 1,828,694 people or 10.1 percent, followed by Chon Buri and Nonthaburi (8.6
and 7.3 percent, respectively). Samut Songkhram was the least populous, of 185,564 people
or 1.0 percent (Figure 1).

1.2 Population density
The population density of Central Region was 177.7 persons per 1 square
kilometer (km’). The province, with highest density was Nonthaburi with 2,143.8 persons per
1 kmz, followed by Samut Prakan and Samut SaKhon with of 1,821.2 and 1,017.1 persons
per 1 kmz, respectively. Kanchanaburi was the lowest density of 41.1 persons per 1 km”
(Table 2).

1.3 Number of households, household size and sex of household head

There were 5,988,011 households in this region, about 5,920,172 private

households, 67,839 collective households (such as institutional household, worker’s

household). The average size of private households was 2.9 persons per household. The

average size of private households in municipal area was smaller than in non-municipal area
(2.7 and 3.1 persons, respectively) (Table 3).

Considering provincial differentials, Trat had the biggest average size of private

households, of about 4.0 persons, followed by Samut Songkhram 3.6 persons. Pathum Thani and

Chon Buri had the smallest average size of private households (2.5 persons per household)

(Statistical table 1).



In private households, there was higher percentage of male headed households
than female headed households (62.8 and 37.2 percent, respectively). In municipal area
and non-municipal area, there was similar proportion of female headed households

(Table 3).

1.4 Population age-sex structure

Considering population age-sex structure in the Central Region (Table 4), it was
found that young population (0 - 14 years) accounted for 16.6 percent, working age
population (15 — 59 years) for 71.4 percent and aging population (60 years and over) was
11.9 percent. The proportion of the young group and that of the elderly group in non-
municipal area were higher than those in municipal area, while the working-age group in the
municipal area was higher than those in the non-municipal area. When consideration about
sex, it showed that proportion of young population group was more male than female,
working-aged group was male and female similar, while elderly group was more female than

male.

Average age of population (Median age) was about 34.1 years. The population in
non-municipal area had a little higher median age than those in municipal area (34.4 and
33.8 years, respectively).

The dependency ratio, which defines as population working aged 15-59 years
who have to be responsible for population at the other aged-groups, was 40.0, it means that
100 persons of working age population have to be responsible to take care of young and
elderly population, approximately 40 persons. Age dependency ratio for young population
was 23.3 and was 16.7 for elderly population. The young and elderly dependency ratios in

non-municipal area were higher than those in municipal area (Table 4).

1.5 Religion and nationality

Most of population in the Central Region were Buddhist (97.4 percent), followed
by Islamic (1.5 percent) and Christian (0.8 percent). The proportion of Buddhist in non-

municipal area and the municipal area was similar (97.5 and 97.2 percent, respectively).

The majority of population, of about 94.2 percent was Thais, 3.3 percent was
Burmese and the rest were other nationalities, such as, Cambodian, Laotian and Chinese etc.
(Table 5).

1.6 Marital status

Figure 2 shows marital status of population aged 13 years and over, it was found

that more than 50 percent of population was currently married. The proportion of male

and female with currently married status were not different (55.5 and 55.6 percent,

respectively). The single male was higher than female (36.7 and 29.3 percent,

respectively), but ratio of female population who were widowed, divorced, separated and

ever married were nearly double compared to those of male (15.1 and 7.7 percent,

respectively).

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1.7 House registration

Regarding the question “whether their names were listed in the house
registration according to actual place of residence ?”, it was found that there were 72.2
percent of population residing in such province had registered in the house registration, 9.3
percent of them had their names registered in actual place of residence in the provinces,
while 13.5 percent had been in other provinces, the rest of 4.7 percent had their names in
the house registration in other countries, most of them were foreigners or non-Thai living in
Thailand, but there was about 0.3 percent of population, not being in the house registration
in any countries at all. Population, in municipal area had been in the registration at the
actual place of actual residence was lower than those in non-municipal area; 63.8 and 79.3
percent, respectively (Table 6).

1.8 Disability

Regarding the questions on disability which refers to visible disability or can be
obviously seen based the definition of Ministry of Social Development and Human Security,
asked every person whether they have disability or not. It was found that for 18,148,676
population in the Central Region (excluding unknown disabled), 99.2 percent of them, were

not disable, only 0.8 percent were disable (Table 7).

2. Social and economic characteristics
2.1 Education

Normally population aged 6-24 years should be enrolled in school at any
educational levels. However, table 8 indicates that approximately 35.5 percent of
population, aged-group 6-24, were not attending school. Male, not attending school, was
higher proportion than female (37.5 and 33.5 percent, respectively). Population, not
attending school, in non-municipal area was lower proportion than of those in municipal
area (34.6 and 36.7 percent, respectively).

About 50.6 percent of population, aged 15 years and over, were finished some
levels of schooling, which was higher than elementary levels. Comparing between sex, male
finished higher than elementary school with higher proportion than female (52.4 and 48.8
percent, respectively). Population in municipal area finished higher than elementary school
more than those in non-municipal area (57.2 and 44.8 percent, respectively). For an average
years of schooling, the results of the 2010 census showed that the population aged 15 years
and over had an average 8.3 years of schooling, which was similar to both sexes. (8.5 and

8.2 years, respectively).

2.2 Literacy

Regarding the ability to read and write both Thai and other languages, it was
found that 95.1 percent of population aged 15 years and over, in the Central Region can
read and write Thai. Moreover, the Thai literacy rate was not significantly different in terms
of area and sex (Table 9).

For literacy rate of other languages, it was found that about 19.1 percent were
the English, Myanmar and Cambodia, it showed that population in the municipal area higher
literacy rate in other languages than those in non-municipal area (23.5 and 15.3 percent,
respectively).

2.3 Last year employment

2.3.1 Industry

Out of the total number of 14,932,262 population aged 15 years and over,
there were 10,971,219 persons (73.5 percent of population aged 15 years and over)
employed as of 1 September 2009 to 31 August 2010, of these, 5,703,469 were males (52.0
percent) and 5,267,750 were females (48.0 percent). There was about 26.5 percent of
population of this aged-group were unemployed. Considering types of industry or business
of the employed population, it was found that there was 24.0 percent of people working in
agricultural sector, and 76.0 percent working in non-agricultural sector, 29.6 percent work in
manufacturing, followed by 14.7 percent of wholesale and retail business, vehicle and

motorcycle repair.

For those employed in municipal area and non-municipal area, mostly
worked in non-agricultural sectors were 89.3 and 64.8 percent, respectively, and mostly

worked in manufacturing were 33.6 and 26.1 percent, respectively (Table 10).

2.3.2 Work status

Employed persons as of the census data, mainly worked as an employee
(employee of government, state enterprise and private employee) or about 60.3 percent,
followed by own account worker without employee (26.1 percent). Comparing between sex,
higher proportion of female worked as unpaid family workers than male (15.3 and 7.6
percent, respectively), while there was higher proportion of male than female in own

account worker (27.3 and 24.8 percent, respectively).

The work status pattern of employed persons in municipal area, and non-
municipal area is different. Most employed persons in non-municipal area worked as own
account worker higher than in municipal area (28.7 and 23.0 percent, respective). In contrast,
the proportion of population being unpaid family workers in non-municipal area was higher
than in municipal area, (14.0 and 8.1 percent, respectively) and the proportion of employees
in municipal area was higher than in non-municipal area; 66.3 and 55.2 percent, respectively
(Table 11).

3. Fertility

3.1 Children ever born and children still living

The average of own children ever born of female aged 13 years and over was 1.27.

Female in municipal area had average number of children ever born lower than those in

non-municipal, which was 1.11 and 1.40 children, respectively. Considering only ever married

females, with reproductive aged 15-49 years old, it was found that the average of children ever

born was 1.31 children, which was lower than last 10 years (1.66 children) and the average

number of children still living was 1.30 children.

Considering single mean age at first marriage (SMAM), it was found that female got

married earlier than male, of which the single mean age at first marriage of female was 24.7

years old, while single mean age at first marriage of male was 28.1 years old. Both male and

female in municipal area got married later than those in non-municipal area (Table 12).

4. Migration
4.1 Place of birth and period of living in current place

From the 2010 Population and Housing Census, it was found that there are
67.5 percent of population who were born in the Central Region and currently live in their
hometown, mostly were female than male (68.2 and 66.7 percent, respectively). And the
proportion of population live in their hometown in non-municipal area was higher than the
municipal area (74.5 and 59.1 percent, respectively). There was 32.5 percent of population
born in other province or population not living in their hometown, mostly lives in municipal area
more than in non-municipal area (40.9 and 25.5 percent, respectively).

Population in the Central migrated during the year 2005-2010, there are about
2,616,148 persons, accounted for 14.4 percent of total population in the region (excluding
people with no answer of the period of staying at the current place). Migration proportion in
municipal area was higher than of which in non-municipal area (18.3 and 11.1 percent,
respectively). While male have a proportion of migration higher than female (15.3 and 13.5
percent, respectively).

4.2 Reasons of migration

During the year 2005-2010, the major reasons of population migration were to

looking for a job (39.1 percent), changing to new residence and following people in the

household (22.1 and 13.8 percent, respectively). Male’s reasons in migration were mostly

looking for a job and for job assisnment, while female’s reasons in migration were to follow

the people in the household and for education. Proportion of population migration in

municipal area, and non-municipal area not difference. Proportion of population migration in

municipal area for education, higher than those in non-municipal area (8.8 and 5.4 percent,

respectively). And proportion of population migration in non-municipal area was to follow

people in the household had higher than those in municipal area (15.0 and 12.9 percent,

respectively).



Housing Characteristics

1. Type and characteristic of living quarters

Studying types of residence of private households in the Central Region in 2010,
it was found that 61.1 percent of households were detached houses, followed by 16.4
percent of shop house or row house and 11.1 percent of town house, duplex and townhome.
In considering type of living quarters according to area, most of them were detached houses,
which in non-municipal area higher than in municipal area (74.1 and 47.2 percent,
respectively). The other residences which located in municipal area more than in non-
municipal area.

For characteristic residence in terms of material used, it was found that mostly,
permanent materials, which are brick, wood, and brick and wood (99.2 percent) were used in
constructing residences. Households in municipal area had the residence made of
permanent materials with a little higher proportion than the ones in non-municipal ares;

99.5 and 98.9 percent, respectively (Table 14).

2. Ownership of living quarters and land

In considering ownership of residence, households in the Central Region, about
70.4 percent (include hire purchaser residence) got their own residence, with proportion got
their own residence in non-municipal area is higher than the ones in municipal area (80.6
and 59.6 percent, respectively). About 24.2 percent of households rent the houses.
Proportion of residence rented by households in municipal area was higher than the ones in

non-municipal area (34.2 and 14.8 percent, respectively).

Considering land tenure for residential purposes (only for households that own
or hire purchase residence), it was found that more than 87.1 percent of private households
in the Central Region own the lands of their current residences. Proportion of the land
belonged to the households in non-municipal area was higher than the ones in municipal
area (Table 15).

3. Source of drinking water and water supply

As for source of drinking water in the Central Region, it was found that 50.5
percent of households drink bottled water or water from vending machine, followed by 23.7
percent of treated tap water (boiled/filtered) and 19.6 percent of rain water. In considering
by area, it was found that households in municipal area had higher proportion of drinking
bottled water and treated tap water (boiled/filtered) that has been boiled or filtered than
the ones in non-municipal area. But proportion of drinking rain water of households in non-
municipal area was higher than the ones in municipal area (31.5 and 6.8 percent,

respectively).

For water supply, 83.9 percent of households used tap water, followed by 8.5
percent of Underground water. Proportion of households using tap water in municipal area

was higher than the ones non-municipal area; 91.4 and 76.8 percent, respectively (Table 16).

4. Type of toilet in the household

From table 17 with illustrating type of toilet used in private households in the Central

including hysiene and convenience in using toilet, it was found that almost all households
had sanitary toilets (99.9 percent), it was found that 53.5 percent of households use a squat

toilet, followed by 42.3 percent of using sitting toilet. Households residing in municipal area

had a high proportion of using a sitting toilet comparing to those in non-municipal area (52.1

and 33.2 percent, respectively). In contrast, households in non-municipal area using a squat

toilet were higher than in municipal area (62.8 and 43.5 percent, respectively).

5. Use of cooking fuel

Regarding the use of cooking fuel by households in the Central Region, it was
found that 85.4 percent of them used gas (LPG) for cooking. Households in municipal area and

non-municipal area had different way of using fuel which is higher proportion of households

in municipal area use electricity to cook than the ones in non-municipal area, and do not

cook more than in non-municipal area, while households in non-municipal area use charcoal,

firewood, scrap wood, with higher proportion than those in municipal area (Table 18).

6. Possession of household equipments

As for possession of equipments in the household, it was found that households

in municipal area and non-municipal area possess own appliances not different. Except

computer, microwave/oven, air-conditioner that households in municipal area possess more

than households in non-municipal area, while households in non-municipal area possess

motorcycle, 4-wheels tractor and 2-wheels tractor for agricultural more than the ones in

municipal area.

Besides, they were interviewed whether they had the following instruments and

use of technology devices such as cable TV, satellite dish and use of internet in the

households. It was found that percentage of households in municipal area had cable TV

and used internet was higher than those in non-municipal area, while the use of satellite

dish in non-municipal area was higher than in municipal area (Table 19).
