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PREFACE

Subsequent to the proclamation in B.E. 2502 ( 1959 ) of the Royal Decree authorizing
the National Statistical Office, then known as the Central Statistical Office and attached to the Office of
the National Economic Development Board, to carry out the Censuses of Population and of Agriculture,
necessary steps were initiated to conduct both censuses simultancously in 1960, the year set aside for the
World Census of Agriculture.  However, owing to the enormous expenditure which would be involved,
it was then dcemed appropriate to postpone the Agriculture Census programme to a later date.

The purpose of conducting the 1963 Census of Agriculture was primarily to collect
basic statistics which, when compiled and summarized, would reveai the status of the country’s agriculture.
Now that the programme has been successfully concluded, it behooves the National Statistical Office to
tender its profound thanks for the cooperation it has received from the various government Ministries and
Dcpartments, and other institutions as well as for the assistance given by government officials and private
individuals.

The ministry of agriculture in particular had detailed three of its staffl mecmbers to
the NSO to assist in the varrious phases of the census Programme from the planning stage to the
completion of the field operations.

Technically the Agriculture Census programme, from the time of its inception to the
very end, has benefitted from the expert advice of Mr. Waller Wynne, Jr. and Mr. Irving Weiss,
Chief USOM Statistical Advisers, Dr. Alford Archer. the Census Geography Adviser, provided invaluable
assistance in the production of maps for use in the enumecration, while Mr. Everett Kimball Jr., Digital
Computer Systems Adviser and Mr. Thomas B. Jabine, the Sampling Adviser, freely disposed of their
advice in the data processing field. Mr. M.V. Lindquist USOM Sampling Adviser, on loan to the

Government of Pakistan, on several occasions came over to lend a hand in the programming of the
Post Enumcration Survey.

The successful conclusion of the field work of the Agriculture Census programme was
accounted for by the splendid cooperation extended by the Changwad Governors, the Amphur (District)
Officers, and the numerous officials belonging to the Ministry of Education throughout the country.

The National Statistical Office feels highly appreciative of all the afore - mentioned

assistance, without which it would have been difficult,if not impossible to carry out this Agriculture Census
successfully.

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CENSUS OF AGRICULTURE
INTRODUCTION

This report is separated into two parts. Part 1 presents the summary results of the 1963

Agriculture Census for the whole Kingdom, including the following kinds of data:
l. Number of holdings and holders and area of holdings

. Land tenure

. Land utilization on holdings

. Area and yicld of some of the more important crops

. Use of human labor and labor-saving equipment

. Use of fertilizers and soil dressings
7. Principal crops by Changwad within Region.

Onc bulletin has already been issued for cach of the 71 Changwads, containing results for
the Changwad as a whole and including a limited amount of data by amphur. Four bulletins were
published to present regional summarics. This bulletin contains summary results for the whole Kingdom.
Limitation of time and cost prevent the publication of all the information tabulated for amphurs. However,
amphur data and some tambol data as well can be made avatlable. Requests for such imformation should
be made to the Secretary-General, National Statistical Office, Bangkok.

Part 2 presents the reliability of Census data which is the results of the Post Enumeration
Survey of the 1963 Census of Agriculture, including the following:

1. Estimates of net error for number of holdings and selected area, production and

2. Components of net error
4. Percentage distribution of holdings by location of land and number of parcels.

DEFINITIONS AND EXPLANATIONS

1. Purpose of the Agricultural Census

The purpose of an agricultural census is to obtain basic statistical data neceded in
formulating plans for development of the agricultural economy of the country. This census will
reveal the main agricultural facts for the whole Kingdom and for each changwad.

According to the 1960 Population Census an ecstimated 81.3 percent of the total
population carned their living from agricultural persuits.  The government’s policy to improve
living standards of farmers by increasing agricultural production is in effect nearly the same thing
as an improvement of general economic conditions for the total population.

According to the programme of statistics for Thailand, an agricultural census is
scheduled to be taken once every ten years. This census was initially scheduled for 1960.
Although the government was aware of the obsolescence of statistical data derived from the Census
of 1950, owing to the vast changes in agricultural conditions which had taken place during the
10 years period, and realized the importance of obtaining current data as a guide towards further
rescarch and comprehensive studies to meet the current situation, the Agricultural Census had to
be delayed until 1963 due to lack of funds.

2. The Census Year
The 1963 Census of Agriculture covered agricultural activitics during the period from
April 16, 1962 to April 15, 1963.

3. Coverage of the Census
The 1963 Census of Agriculture” covered farm operations of individuals, whether or
not they were heads of households, as well as those of partnerships, limited companies, co-operatives,
state enterprises and other juristic persons. Excluded from the enumeration were agricultural
activitics belonging to experimental stations, temples, prisons and schools.
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Forestry and fishery were not covered by the 1963 Agriculture Census. Land devoted
solcly to teak, mixed timber and fish or prawn culture is, thercfore, not reported.

Certain districts in Changwad Phranakhorn and Changwad Thonburi, for which results
of 1960 Population Census showed the number of agricultural households to be less than 5 per
cent of total housecholds, were not enumerated. Amphurs exempted from the enumeration were
in Changwad Phranakhorn: Phranakhorn, Pathumwan, Pomprab, Bang-rak, Sampunthawongse;
and certain areas of Dusit and Yanawa; and in Changwad Thonburi: Thonburi, Klongsan, and
certain arca of Bangkok-yai and Bangkok-noi.

4. Method of Collecting Data

Prior to the Census, every tambol was divided into cnumecration districts, whose
bounderies were shown on an amphur map. Our cnumerator was trained and assigned to carry
out the census enumeration in each enumeration district.  There were a total of 15,176 enumurators,
most of whom were tcachers or local government officials. The enumerators worked under
the supcrvision of 3,100 team leaders who were responsible for:

a. Control and supervision of the work performed by the enumcrators to ensure
that the instructions were properly followed

b. The accuracy and completeness of all the ecnsus forms submitted by enumerators

c. Coverage of each enumeration district as specified on the map, avoiding
omissions for duplications.

Each enumerator was required to list on Form 1, all houscholds in his enumeration
district, and to determine whether the head or any other member of each household qualificd as
holder, i.e. a person in charge of agricultural operations ( see definition in paragraph 5 below ).
For each holder, the enumeartor was required to fill Form 2, the Agriculture Census Questionnaire,
obtaining the necessary information on area, tenure, crops, livestock, equipment, ctc, dircctly
from the holder.

The enumeration took place during a period of about 25 days, starting on 16, April
1963.

5. Farm Operations

“Farm Opcrations™ are defined as the utilization of land for the purpose of growing
field and trce crops, flowers, ornamental and potted plants, in the open as well as under shade;
also for the purpose of rcaring livestock and poultry for direct sale, or for the sale of their
products.

6. Holding

A holding refers to all parcels of land wholly or partly utilized in the farm operations
under the management of one single holder, regardless of occupation right.  In the case of a
person keeping livestock but herding them into pastures or other grazing arcas when necessary,
the land on which the holder's residence was located was cnumerated as his holding.  Areas
which the holder leased or offercd rent-frce to other persons for farm operations were not
considered to be a part of his holding.

Land utilized solely for the purpose of rearing wild animals, dogs, cats, snakes, birds,
race horses, pack-horses, pack-cattle, fighting bulls and fish was not included in the holding.

7. Place of enumeration

All land operated by a single holder or his assistant was counted as a single holding,
regardless of the number of separate tracts included, and even if located in more than one amphur
or changwad. The cnumecration was conducted and the total area of the holding tabulated
in the changwad and amphur where the holder’s residence was located.  Therefore, the totul
area of holdings reported in this publication for a particular changwad or amphur will not
necessarily include all land uscd for agricultural operations in that changwad or amphur, and
may include some land located in another changwad or amphur. The same situation exists
with respect to the same data on planted area, harvested area, production of crops, livestock
and poultry reported for each changwad.



8. Holder

A holder is one who initiates and manages the farm operations within a holding,
and carrics them out by himsclf or with the assistance of other persons. He might be the
owner of the land on which he farmed, or a lessce, or a mere squatter.  If a person was engaged
in agriculture, he was considered to be a holder regardless of any other occupations he might
have, such as civil servant or teacher.  In the case of a partnership, limited company, co-operative,
state enterprise or other type of agricultural institution, the director or manager of the farm
operations was considered to be the holder.

Holders liable for enumeration were all those who met one or more of the following
requirements:

(1) During the Census Year
(a) Was a holder of two or more rai of land uscd for agricultural operations.
(b) Employed land of one-half rai or more in arca for growing vegetables.

(c) Earned an income of Baht 2,400 or morc from the sale of products
obtained from the holding, or

(2) On April 15, 1963
(a) Was in possession of one head of catile or water-buffalo, or owned
either singly or in combination five or more pigs, goats and shecp, or
(b) Owned a flock of 100 or more chickens and/or ducks.
9. Characteristics of holders
This report includes data on the age, literacy and highest school grade completed
of all holders. In the tabulations of highest school grade completed, the “other™ catcgory
includes persons who attended special or foreign schools for whom it was not possible to
determine the cquivalent of grades completed in the standard system.
10. Tenure

By tenure is meant the manner in which the land was being held. In the 1963
Agriculture Census, the land tenure classifications used are:

10.1 Owned, either wholly or partly, by the holder.

“Full owner” mecans a holder who had full legal rights over all of the land in his
holding, or who was taking charge of, and carrying out farm operations on a picce of land in
the capacity of an owner, cither through inheritance pending documentary evidence, or through
allocation, either unofficially or officially, as in the casc of holdings in self-help settlements, even
though title decds or other documentary evidences had not yet been issued.

* Part owner " means a holder who owned only a part of the land, the other part
being rented, or used under some other arrangement.

) 10.2 Cash-renter means a holder who rented all of the land in the holding and paid
rent to the owner solely in cash.

10.3 Crop-renter means a holder who paid rent on all land in the holding solely in
kind through the production from his farm operations.

10.4 Others means a holder who was holding the land for farming by means other
than those described in 10.1, 10.2 and 10.3. Thismight be effected throughclearingand occupancy
of unclaimed land, use of land rent free, squatting, use of land in exchange for services, or use
of land in licu of receiving payment on a mortgage held on that land.  Persons renting land
on both cash and crop bascs were also classified as * other "

11. Land Use on Holding
The manner in which land on a holding was being utilized is described in the report
thus :
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11.1 Arable land

(a) Area used for such field crops as paddy, upland crops, vegetables and
other kinds of annual or seasonal crops. Such crops ordinarily mature within 12 months from
the time of planting. Some of them may be repeatedly harvested, but for a period of no more
than 3 consccutive years, e.g. castor beuan, sugar cane, pineapple and papaya.

(b) Area allowed to lic fallow for a temporary period not exceeding 5 years.
The land might either be planted to leguminous crops for plowing under as green - manure, or
allowed to be overgrown by weeds.

By “irrigated area” is meant that arca which was devoted to growing field crops
as described in (a ) and irrigated in any manner whatever, except by rain water which had not
been detained for later use.

11.2 Land in tree crops refers to that area which was devoted totree crops, regardless
of whether they were in clumps or rows, e.g.  Para rubber, shrubs, and fruit trees, including
nurseries for propagating them.

11.3 Permanent pasture refers to areas allowed to be grown to natural forage plants
as well as those areas which had been under pasture for 5 years or more.

11.4 Woodland refers to areas left with patural growth of trees of all sizes as well as
those which had been planted and managed for the purpose of extracting timber for use in
construction, etc,

11.5 Others signifies holding areas utilized for purposes other than those mentioned
above, e.g. homesteads, barns, fish ponds, ponds, marshes, poultry houses, livestock pens
beds for flowers, ornamental plants, bushes, mat - making grasses, etc.

12. Crops

12.1 Cereals, fibre crops and selected commercial crops  Arca planted and/or arca
harvested were reported only for those areas which were harvested during the Census Year
or would have been harvested except for damage due to weather, insccts, plant diseases, etc.
Area planted but still unharvested on April 15, 1963 was not included.

If the same crop was harvested two or more times in succession during the Census
Year, the arca planted and/or area harvested were counted each time the crop was harvested
and the production from all harvests was included in the tabulations.

If two differcnt crops were harvested from the same arca during the Census Year,
the area planted andfor area harvested were included in the tabulations for ecach crop.

12.2 Truck crops refers to the apgregate area devoted to the growing of truck crops
throughout the Census Year inclusive of area of crops damaged, and regardless of whether or
not the crops had been harvested.  Separately reported were areas devoted to the growing
of fresh chilli, watermelon, lcafy and stem vegetables, tuber and root crops and other
vegetables.

12.3 Tree crops Number of trees and number of tappable or bearing trees on April
15, 1963 and production during the Census Year were reported.

13. Use of agricultural equipment
Covers the employment of labor - saving equipment, regardless of whether the holders
owned, leased, borrowed or were offered free use of such equipment. Such being the case,
the number of tractors reported as being used on holdings is not necessarily the total number
in existence, since the same tractor might have been leased or borrowed for use by a number of
holdings.

14. Soil dressings
Refers to the addition of certain substances to the soil to render it more beneficial

to crops. The most important of the soil dressings in use were limestone, slaked or quick lime
and gypsum, all of which serve to lower soil acidity to the desired level.
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15. Number of livestock and certain kinds of poultry
The number of livestock and certain kinds of poultry shown in this Agriculture

Census report refers to the total number under the propriztorship or care of the holder on April

15, 1963, The holder might own them, tuke charge of them for others, be emploved to look

after them, or lease or borrow them from others, ete.  The number does not include animals
kept for fighting or racing or for purposes of transport: neither does it include turkeys, faocy

breeds of chickens, geese and muscovy ducks.

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PART 2
Reliability of Census Data

Introduction. International authorities recognize that the collcction of relizble data on agri-
culture is difficult.  This is especially true in a Census; where the size of the job prohibits the

extensive use of highly trained interviewers and objcctive methods of measuring area and
production.

The Program for the 1960 World Census of Agriculture contained the following
statementY/*

“Recent expericnce and studies have shown that census results might be considerably
biascd because of the incomplete coverage or the presence of response errors. Checking the
magnitude of biascs arising from these causes has therefore become necessary for both the users
of statistical data who find in the results of post-cnumcration surveys the information on the
degree of reliance they can place on the census data, and the statisticians thcmselves to whom

these checks show the deficiencies of their mcthods and the directions for work on further
improvement,”

To evaluate the completeness and accuracy of the 1963 Census of Agriculture, the
National Statistical Office conducted a Post-Enumeration Survey ( PES). The results are
given below. Data were also collected in the PES on certain subjects not covered by the

Census, such as agricultural income, cxpenditures and debt.  These data are being tabulated
and will be presented in a scparate publication.

Sample Design and Data Colleétion Procedures. The PES was conducted in a sample of 340

of the 15,176 Agriculturc Census enumeration districts. In July, 1963, soon after the Census
enumeration, 340 specially selected interviewers prepared listings, follewing the Census pro-
cedures, of all households, whether or not agricultural, in the selected ED’s.  For a subsample
of the agricultural houscholds listed, the same interviewers fillcd a PES questionnaire. The
PES questionnaire did not cover all topics included on the Census questionnaire but required
more detailed information on selected items.  These FES questionnaires were cbtained for
a sample of holdings selected with an overall sampling fraction of 1 in 1000.

The PES questionnaires were matched against Census questicrrzires cn the basis
of namc of the operator, location, and other characteristics of the holding.  Each PES holding
was assigned to one of the following coverage categories:

(1) Matched by Census holding, with substantial agreement on all major items (Total
arca, cropland, rice arca and production and livestock numbers )

(2) Matched by Census holding, but with substantial disagreement on one or more
items

(3) Possible match with Census holding, status not certain

(4) Matched by Census listing, no questionnaire in Census

(5) Not located in Census, apparently missed.
In order to obtain a mzasure of holdings enumerated in the Census which should not have been
included; a sample of the holdings enumerated in the Census was sclected in the same 340 ED’s,
using the same overall sampling rate of 1 in 1000.  These Census holdings were matched against
thc PES listings and assigned to one of the following coverage categories:

(1) Matched by PES listing for agricultural houschold.

(2) Matched by PES listing for non-agricultural houschold, apparently should
not have bzen enumerated in Census

(3) Not found in PES listings.

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Following these two matching operations, in which the samples of PES and Census
holdings were assigned to tentative coverage categories, a sccond PES ficld investigation was
conducted to resolve doubtful cases and to obtain additional information necded to make final
assignments of PES and Census sample holdings to coverage categorics.  This investigation
was carricd out by 15 intervicwers from the regular stafl of the National Statistical Cifice from
February through April 1964. ( It was limited to a subsample of the 340 ED’s in the original
sample.) This subsample of ED’s was sclected by taking all of the 48 ED’s with 3 or more
Census and/or PES sample holdings in the non-matched categories, and 2 in 5 of the remaining
ED's. A total of 163 ED's were investigated in this phase.  The estimates of error presented
here are based on the final results for these 163 ED's.

Following the second field investigation, cach sample holding investigated was
assigned a final coverage classification, and the data: for all sample holdings were coded, put
on punched cards and tabulated on the NSO computer.

The PES sample results were used to estimate net crrors for selecied counts of
holdings and for area, production and livestock data.  The cstimate of net crror for the total
number of holdings was obtained as follows

Holdings listed but not cnumerated in Census

+ Holdings entircly missed in Census

— Holdings enumerated in Census which should not have been cenumerated

= Net error in Census total
This estimated net error was then added 1o the published Census total to obtain an estimated
total based on PES.

In estimates of net crror for all other itcms, it was also nccessary to include an
estimate of the net difference between the Census ard the FES figures ( for matched, or correctly
counted holdings.)  This net difference was considered to be positive whenever the PES total
for these holdings was higher than the Census total.

In prepuring estimates of net error, usc was made of a ratio estimate involving
selected ratios of Census totals based on the complete tabulations to cstimates of these totals
based on the PES sample.

In summary, estimates of errors in the Census results were obtaincd by conducting
an intensive re-cnumeration, matching and reconciliation of differcrices in a small sample of
Census cnumeration districts, using more highly trained ard eaperienced persennel. These
estimates may themsclves be subject 10 considerable error, both because of sampling and because
of the difficulties inhcrent in collecting data frem operators of agricultural Loldirgs.  Never-
theless, they should be uscful in connection with the analysis of the Cenrus results. and will

undoubtedly suggest ways to develop improved procedures to be used in the next Census of
Agriculture.

Results of the Post-Enumeration Survey. Estimates of nct cerrors and their components are
shown in Tables 1 to 7. These estimates are subject to sampling crrors, which are shown
for the major items in Table 1.

The estimated net error for total number of holdings is quite small, ( 2.0 per cent
with a standard deviation of 1.4 percent ). As can be scen in Table 6, the urder coverage
due to entirely missed holdings ( 3.2 percent ) and holdings listcd but not envmerated ( 2.5 per
cent ) was largely offset by the inclusion in the Census of places that did not quzlify as agricultural
holdings or had alrcady been cnumerated in someonc clse's name ( 3.7 percent of the estimated
total ).

On the other hand, there were fairly substantial errors in the Census counts of
holdings by size class.  As shown in Table 4, the Census substantially overstated the number
of holdings of less than 6 rai, whereas the counts for holdings of 15 rai and over were significantly
too low. An cxamination of the components of net error in Table 5 shows that these errors
in counts by size class resulted primarily from errors, in the Census, in determining the total
area of the *‘corrcctly counted™ holdings, i.c. those which were properly included in the Census
enumeration.
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With respect to tenure (Table 4), the Census resulted in a large overcount of the
number of holdings in the *other” category, and a corresponding under count of holdings
classified as *owner™.  An examination of the Census data on number of holdings by tenure
class showed that in certain amphurs the proportion of holdings classified as *‘other” was
abnormally high. A carcful review of the Census questionnaircs and PES materials made it
apparent that some reporters  in these amphurs misunderstood the Census tenure con-
cepts.  These difficulties of application, plus the relatively small numbers of holdings classified

as cash and crop renters, point to the desirability of a carcful review of tenure concepts and
definitions prior to the next Agriculture Census.

Selected characteristics of holdings by coverage status are shown in Table 7. It can
be seen that the holdings which were enumerated in the Census and should not have been, and
those which were listed but not enumerated tend to be smaller, with fewer crops and livestock,

than the holdings which were correctly included in the Census.  The missed holdings occupy
an intermediate position.

The estimated nct crrors for total land ( 9.0 percent ) and cropland ( 11.8 perecnt )
were relatively high, ( These errors resulted primarily from the net omission of cropland and
other land on holdings enumerated in the Census ). Since the net error for arca of rice planted
(7.2 percent } was significantly smaller than that for cropland, it appears that land devoted
to crops other than rice must have been omitted from the Census with a relatively high frequency.

The rice yiclds derived from the Census and the PES were as follows:

The fact that the Census and PES values for yield are very close does not necessarily
mean that they are precise.  Both were derived in the same way, that is, by asking operators
of holdings to report on their total production and area.  Morc precise estimates of yield are
obtained by the direct measurement, in the field, of arcas planted and arcas and amounts harvested
for a sample of holdings.  The National Statistical Office is currently developing a sample
survey program to obtain current estimates of crop arca and production through the use of these
objective measurement techniques. By this means, up-to-date statistics of greater reliability
than those presently available will be produced on a continuing basis.

For livestock, the PES estimates showed relatively small net errors for numbers of
buffalo and swine (3.5 and 4.4 percent, respectively ), but a rather large for cattle ( 12.5 per
cent). Most of the crror for cattle resulted from a net undercount of animals on holdings
enumerated in the Census ( scc Table 3). It is interesting to note that cven the PES cstimates
of livestock numbers are substantiully lower than those of the Livestock Department:

The Census and PES estimates shown above exclude animals on holdings of less
than 2 rai in a few changwads. Also, it should be noted that persons owning 4 or fewer swine
would not be considered operators of agricultural holdings unless they met one or more
other criteria. Nevertheless, it would appear that the Livestock Department estimates are too
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high espccially for buffalo and cattle. The estimates of the Livestock Dcpartment are based
primarily on registrations.  The difficulties in keeping registration files up-to-date arc well-
known, and it seems likely that these counts include a substantial number of animals that have
actually died, been slaughtered or transferred to another location.

Table 8 to 11 show the results of some special tabulations of holdings and land
by tcnure and location, based on the PES sample. In the regular Census tabulations, cach
holding was assigned to a particular tenure group, and all data for the holding tabulated under
that tenure group. Persons who both owned and rented land were classificd as owners.

In table 8 a more detailed distribution of holdings by tenure classification is provided.
Table 9 provides a distribution of total land by tenure.  Tables 10 and 11 show the extent of
dispersion of agricultural holdings with respect to the residence of the operator and in terms
of the number of separate “parcels”.

A “parcel” was defined in the PES as an integral land arca (not separated in 2 or
morc parts ) operated by one person under a single tenure form.

The percent distributions shown in Tatle 8 to 11 are based on the PES data; however,
the numbers of holdings and total area by size class are based on Census counts.
