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PREFACE

The Naticnal Statistical Office conducted the 2000 Household Socio-Ecancmic Survey for
the whole kingdom. The survey was carried out from February 2000 until January 2001, The
objective of the survey was to collect information on household income, expenditure, debts,
housing characteristics as well as the ownership of some selected durable goods. Six volumes of
survey results were published, nameiy the whole kingdom, Bangkok Metropolis, Nonthaburi,
Pathum Thani and Samut Prakan (Greater Bangkok Metropolitan Area), the Central Region,
Northern Region, Northeastern Region and Southern Region. The concepts, definitions and
methodology s attached in the appendix of the report of the whole kingdom.

Survey results are presented only for the areas; namely the Municipat Areas and Non-
municipal Areas, due to the upgrading of the Sanitary Districts to Sub-district Municipal Areas.
Households are classified primarily by socio-economic class, per capita consumption expenditure
decile group, household size and per capita consumption expenditure quintile group. Tables
presented in this report include only the basic structure of household income, expenditure and
debt as well as housing characteristics and some selected socio-economic characteristics of
households. However, some more details of information are available at the NSO. Such details
are average monthly household expenditure and income by monthiy current income class, and
household debt by per capita consumption expenditure decile group and the data on the old type

of administrative areas.

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Survey Result

1. Number of Households in the Central Region

In July 2000, the number of households in the Central region was about 3,302,600. in
municipal areas, there were rather small size of households of about 0.99 mitlion {29.9 %) with an
average of 3.3 persons per household. There were 2.31 million households (70.1%) ouiside
municipal areas, with an average size of 3.6 perscns per household.

The number of households mentioned above calculated by using the projected
population in July 2000 which was in middle of the survey period (February 2000 - January 2001)

divided by average size of household from the survey.

2. Household Income and Sources of Income
In 2000, households in the Central region earned an average of 13,012 baht per month
per household, or 3,715 baht per person. Of this, 98.8% was from current income (including non-
money income), and the remaining 1.2% was from other money receipts. Considering among
areas, households in municipal areas and outside municipal areas earned the different amount of
average menthly income per household of about 15,094 and 12,204 bahi, respectively.
Considering the sources of income in the Central region, 41.9% of all income was from
wages and salaries, 18.6% was from non-farming businesses, 14.1% was from farming, 16.5%
was from non-money incomes {including rental vaiue of own dwelling), and the rest was from other
tyoes of income. The major income of househoids in municipal areas and outside municipat areas
was from wages and salaries. For the following income, households in municipal areas earned
from non-farming businesses while that outside municipal areas earned from farming (Table 1).
Considering household income by socio-economic class (which is based on the
occupational characteristics and work status of househoids members who earned the ma;or
income in the household), it was found that the professional, technical and administrative
employee households earned the highest average monthly income per household of about
24,742 baht. Of this, 77.8% of the total income was from wages and salaries. Own-account, non-
farm househoids earned average menthly income per household of 16,227 baht, which the major
income (72.0%) was from non-farming businesses. Other socio-economic classes of household,

most of them earned average monthly income between 12,000-14,000 baht, except for




economically inactive, general workers and farm workers householids which had an average

household income less than 10,000 baht per month (Table 2 and Table 3).

3. Household Expenditures and Types of Expenditures

in 2000, households in the Central region spent around 10,389 baht a month per
household (not including the capital formation expenditures such as purchase of property, land
and valuable such as jewelry). Households in municipal areas had average monthly expenditures
of 12,230 baht per household while those outside municipal areas spent about 9,674 baht per
household.

Looking at each type of expenditures, the survey showed that around 88.0% of the total
expenditures was for consumption expenditures which were living essentials such as food and
beverages (32.8%), followed by housing and household operation (21.8%), transport and
communications (16.1%), etc.. The rest 12.0% was for non-consumption expenditures, including
taxes, Qift and contributions, insurance premiums, lottery tickets, interest on debts, efc.
Considering each area in tumn, it was discovered that households in municipal areas and outside
municipal areas had similar pattern of expenditures, which the proportion of consumption
expenditures was about 87.1% and 88.4% of the total expenditures respectively. The major
groups of consumgption expenditures in both areas were the three groups expenditure mentioned
earlier (Table 4).

For household expenditures by socic-economic class, the survey showed that
households of professional, technical and administrative workers, which had higher income than
those in other classes, had the highest expenditures as well, with an average monthly
expenditure of 19,513 baht. Following were those of own-account workers, non-farm, of about
12,008 baht per month per household, while those of general workers and farm workers had
iower expenditures than all classes did. Their average monthly expenditures was about 6,506
baht and 5,725 baht per household respectively. Looking at the patterns of expenditures among
classes, it was found that, in general, they were similar. Households in aimost all classes spent
more than one—third of the total expenditure on food, beverages and tobacco. Following
expenditures was the expend on housing and household operation. Except for households of
professional, technical and administrative workers which spent on transport and communication

higher than the two major types of expenditure mentioned earlier (Table 6).




4. Patterns of Food and Beverages Expenditure

Households in the Central region spent monthly about 3,410 baht on food and beverages
{excluding aicohotic beverages). Of this, 67.7% was for food prepared at home and 32.3% was
for prepared focd. Households in municipal areas spent about 60% of the total expenses of food
and beverages, on food prepared at home and about 40% on prepared food, while those outside
municipal areas spent about 71.1% on food prepared at home and about 28.9% on prepared
food.

Households in the Central region spent mostly on only some groups of food prepared at
home, such as, grains and cereal products (12.4%); meat and poultry (10.3); vegetable (8.4%)
and fishes and seafood (7.9%). Households in municipal areas and outside municipal areas

spent mostly on the major groups menticned earlier (Tabie 5).

5. Income, Expenditures and Debts of Households by Socio-economic Class

Considering the sufficiency of household income by socio-economic class, it was found
that all household groups’ income exceeded expenditures (exciuding the capitai formation
expenditure), especially households of farm operators: own-account, non-farm warkers: and
professional, technical and administrative employees earned much higher income than
expenditures.

Considering househoeld debt by sccic-economic class, it was found that households with
high average income also had a large amount of debt. Households of professional, technical and
administrative employees had an average debt of about 146,169 baht or 6 times as much as that
of an average monthly income, and those of own-account, non-farm workers had an average
debt of about 113,763 baht or 7 times as much as that of an average monthly income. Those of
farm operators had about 84,000-85,000 baht of debt or 7 times as much as that of an average
monthly income, while those of farm workers who earned the least average monthly income, had
an average debt of about 15,023 baht or 3 times as much as that of an average monthly income

(see details in Table 7).

6. Household income and Expenditures by Province
Considering an average monthly income of households in all provinces of the Central
region (excluding Greater Bangkok Metropoiitan Area), it was discovered that households in

almoest all provinces in the Central region earned an average menthly income maore than 10,000
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baht, except those in Sakaeo and Trat provinces which earned about 8,355 and 7,426 baht per
month per household respectively. Households in Nakhon Pathom province earned the highest
average monthly income, of about 18,297 baht, the two next highest were those in Ratchaburi
and Phra Nakhon Si Ayutthaya provinces, earning about 15,174 and 14,904 baht per household
respectively.

In terms of expenditures, it showed that households in Nakhon Pathom province also
spent the highest average monthly expenditures of about 15,348 baht. Following were those in
Chachoengsao and Chon Buri province of about 12,735 and 12,353 baht per month per
househoid.

In terms of income sufficiency for expenditures, the survey showed that households in
almost all provinces in the Central region earned more than they spent, except for those in Trat
province whose expenditures was about 3.3% higher than their income.

Details of household income, expenditures and the percentage of expenditures to

income by province were illustrated in Table 8.

7. Compariscn of Household Income and Expenditure, 2000 to 1998

The results of the 2000 survey showed that household's average monthly income in the
Central region has increased from 12,643 baht in 1998 to 13,012 baht in 2000 which accounted
for 1.4% increase per annum. Looking at household income by socio-economic class, it was
found that income in most household classes has increased, especially households of production
workers whose income has increased about 7.4% per annum. Household income of farm
operators and of economically inactive has decreased about 2-4% per annum whereas those of
professional, technical and administrative employees has decreased slightly.

However, when the household income in 2000 was adjusted to the price of 1998 by using
the consumers price index, it was found that the real income of households in the Central region
has increased by 0.7% per annum. Looking at household socio-economic class, it showed that
the real income of only 2 classes of households has increased from the 19398. Those groups were
households of clerical, saies and services workers; and production workers (Table 9).

In terms of household expenditures, it was found that households in the Central region
experienced a decrease in monthly expenditures from 10,861 baht in 1998 to 10,389 baht in 2000
which accounted for 2.2% decrease per annum. Households in most socio-economics classes

experienced a decrease in monthly expenditures, except for those of production workers which
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earned increasing income, spent more (3.9% increase per annum). Those of professional,

technical and administrative workers also had a slight increase in expenditures (Table 10).

8. Comparison of Household Debt, 2000 to 1998

Despite the fact that households in the Central region earned higher average income in
2000 than in 1998, the household debt did not fail. The survey found that household debt in the
Central region increased from 64,887 baht in 1998 to 69,579 baht per household in 2000 (3.6%
increase per annum). Household debt of economically inactive and of production workers went
up higher than other socio-economic ciasses, with the rate of 30.9% and 21.7% increase per

annum while those of general workers decreased by 20% per annum. (see details from Table 11).

9. Household Income Distribution

In analyzing income distribution using Gini Coefficient, households were divided equally
into decite group, from those with the lowest income per person per menth to those with the
highest income per person per month. The first group is, therefore, a group with the iowest
income and the tenth group is the group with the highest income. The survey results showed that
the Gini Coefficient in 2000 was 0.357 which was equal to that in 1988, it means that during the
past 2 years, the inequality of income distribution of househclds in the Central region was the
same situation. However, if per capita monthly current income was taken into account, it was
found an increase from 3,442 baht in 1998 to 3,672 baht in 2000,

There were about 12.4% of the total population in the Central region in group 1, which
earned the lowest income. This first group shared the greater number of poputation than the other
groups, however, contributed the current income only about 2.8% of the total household current
income. Households in group 1 had only 826 baht per person per month. Group 10, which had
the highest income, consisted of 6.6% c¢f the tofal population in the region, contributed about
28.0% of the total current income of this region. Households in group 10 had the monthiy current
income of about 15,619 baht per person or about 19 times as much as that of those in group?

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7) Eamer and Income Receiver
The earners were referred to as household members who were economically active.
Self-employed workers, empioyees, and unpaid family workers were counted as earners.
The mncome receivers were household members who received money income from
profits, wages and salaries, rents, or transfer payments from non- hauseheold member persons.

Incorne receivers may bhe either economically active or economically inactive.

8) Household Incoms
Total household income includes:
(1} wages and salaries, tips, and bonuses, efc.,

{2) net profits from farming and from non-farming,
(3) property income such as property rent, land rent, royalties, interest, and dividends,
(4) current transfar received such as assistance payments, pensions, efc.,

(5) non-money income {income in-kind) such as the value of goods and services
received as part of pay, home-produced and consumed (including the rental value of owner
occupied dwellings), or received free from other sources, and

{6) other money receipts such as insurance proceeds, lottery winnings and other windfall
receipts,

Current income is the total household income excluding other money receipis.

9) Household Expenditures

Total household expenaiture includes:

(1) the amount spent on purchasing goods and services needed for living essential,

(2) the value of goods and services received as part of pay, home-produced and
consumed (including the rental value of owner occupied dweliings), or received free from other
sources, and

(3) the amount spent on taxes, contributions, insurance premiums, lottery tickets, interest
on debts, and other non-consumption items.

Consumption expenditures are totat household expenditures, excluding ncn-consumption
expenditures described in (3).

Household expenditures exciude the capitai formation expenditures such as purchase or
hirepurchase of house and land, purchase of jewelry, savings - life insurance premiums and

providend funds, etc.

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APPENDIX
Introduction

Background and Objective

The first Socio-Economic Survey was conducted by the National Statistical Office (NSQ)
in 1957, known as “The Household Expenditure Survey”. This name was changed to the Socio-
Economic Survey in 1968 - 1969 and the survey was conducted every five years. Due to the
rapid economic expansicn and the importance of the survey in order to set the anti-poverty
policy, the Ministerial Cabinet passed an approvai on September 8, 1987 for the NSO to carry out
the survey every two years. This 2000 survey is the fifteenth survey of this kind.

The primary objective of the survey is collecting information on household income and
household expenditures, household consumplions, changes in asseis and liabitities, durable

goods ownerships, and housing characteristics including other living conditions of households.

Coverage

The survey covered all private, non-institutional households residing permanently in
municipal areas and non-municipat areas of all regions. However, it excluded that part of the
population living in transient notels and rooming houses, hostels, boarding schools, temples,
military barracks, prisons, welfare institutes, hospitals and other such institutions. it also

excluded households of foreign diplomats and other tempaorary residents.

Concept and Definitions
1) The private household was referred to as:
{1) One-person households, i.e. a person who made pravision for his own food and other
essentials of living without combining with any other persons.
(2) Multiperson households, i.e. a group of two or mere persons who made common
provision for food and other essentials of living. They might be either related or unrelated such as:
2.1 a household comprised a group of related persons by blood, marriage or
adoption
2.2  a household comprised a group of unrelated persons, not exceeding five who

live together sharing the lodging. (included as cne private household)
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2.3 a household comprised a group of employees living together, not exceeding
five persons. (included as one private household)

2.4  a household comprised a group of six or mere persons, among them at least
four persons who are relatives, or not exceeding three relatives where one among them is
responsible for all expenses. (included as one private household)

Remarks: ltem 2.2 and 2.3 were different from the previous surveys which was conducted
before the year 1998, in that each person was treated as one-person

household.

2) Household Membership
Private household members are persons who usually live in a particular household,
including persons who were temporarily absent at the time of interviewing {but do not normally
live somewhere else permanently} but fit into one of the following categories. i.e.

(1) those living away from home temporarily for fess than three months, such as an in-
patients, priests (excluding the members who moved away for education or occupation and
therefore have another permanent residence, priscners, scidiers and psychiatric patients.)

(2) those lving away from home for mere than three months without permanent
resicdence, such as crews, salesman, etc.

(3) those going abroad for less than six months for educaticn or training.

(4) those who work away from home temporarily for less than 30 days per year, such as
sugar-cane harvesters.

Household members included unrelated boarders or lodgers who had lived at the

address temporarily for more than three months.

3) Household Head
The head of household was the person recognized as such by other members, whether

ne or she was responsible for financial support or welfare of the household mernbers or not.

4) Dwelling Unit
The dwelling unit was defined as all the living space occupied by one household, without
regard to physical arrangement or facilities available. It may be one room occupied by a boarder
or a lodger, or it may be one, two or more houses occupied by an extended household, or a row

of houses, apartment units or boats, rafts, etc..
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5) Occupation
Occupation was defined as the type of work performed by a person at his place of work.
Generally, a person held only one jolo. During the last 52 weeks if the person had more than one
job, the job at which he worked for the greater number of weeks was recorded. f the number of
weeks worked for each job were the same, the job which gave him the highest income was

recorded.

6} Work Status

Work status was classified into 9 different categories as follows:

(1) an employer was defined as a person who operated his or her own enterprise for
profit or dividends and hired one or more person as his or her employee(s).

(23 An own-account worker was a perscn who operated an enterprise on his or her own
account, or operated it jointly with others in the form of a partnership either for profit or dividends
and hired no emplayees.

(3) An unpaid family worker was a person who worked without pay on a farm or in &
business owned or operated by the household head or other household members.

(4) An employee was a person who worked for a public or private employer and
recelved remuneration in wages, salary, commission, tips, piece-rate or payment in kind.
Employees were classified as government, state enterprise and private employee.

(5} A member of producers’ cooperatives was a person who hold a * seff-employment * job in &
cooperative producing good and services, in which each member takes part on an equal footing with ofher
members in determining the organization of production, sale and/or other work of the establishment, the
investment and the distribution of the proceeds of the establishment amongst their members.

{6) A person looking for work was a person who did not work at all during the last 52
weeks but had applied for work either at business establishments or by malling letters of
appiication.

(7} An eccnomically inactive person was one of the following:

a) a housewife or person who worked around the house,

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10} Socio-economic Class
The classification of households into socic-economic groups was based on the main
source of livelihoed, employment status, kind of economic activity and occupation.  This
classification divided households into 9 major classes which are:

(1) farm operators mainty owning land,

(2) farm operators mainly renting land,

(3) non-farm businesses,

9) economically inactive households.

in general the household class was based on the principal source of livelihood and
employment status of the chief income receiver, usually the heousehold head. However, if the
combined earnings of several members ¢f the household represented the main source of
livelihood, the classification was determined on the basis of the employment stalus of thoss
members. For example, if a household operated a small farm but the eamings of the househoid
members working off the farm as common labourers exceeded farm profits {including the value

of home-produced and consumed products), the household was classified in the general workers

group.

11) Per Capita Monthly Consumption Decile and Quintile Group

To study the socio-economic characteristics of households living at different economic
levels, it was necessary to choose an appropriate criterion which would distinguish those who
might be classified as “poor” from those who were “better off” to a varying degree. Thus, the per
capita monthly consumption expenditures decile group was adopted. For this, households were
ranked from low to high according to the per capita monthly consumption expenditures. Then
they were divided into 10 groups. Each group contained the same number of households.

Households were sometimes classified by the per capita monthly consumption
expenditures quintile group. The method of classifying the quintile group was the same as the

decite one except that households were divided into 5 groups.
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
