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PREFACE

National Statistical office has conducted the 2015-2016 Survey of Population Change in
order to collect information on birth, death, migration and other change in demographic
characteristics which occurs during each round. There are three rounds with the interval of about 6
months in each round. The Survey of Population Change provides the data on change in
demographic characteristics and trend of population during the intercensal period with in every ten
years. In addition, the result of this survey can be used for estimating the completeness of birth and
death registration.

This report presents the result of the Survey of Population Change based on the data of
the first round conducted in July 2015. The report aims to present the important statistics such as
demographic and socio-economic characteristics of population, living conditions and the trend of
population’s during the intercensal period (2010-2020) which are presented at the regional and
national level. For the number of birth and death, crude birth rate, crude death rate, population
growth rate, and detail of birth and death will be presented after the completeness of the 3 rounds
collection.

National Statistical office absolutely hopes that this report would be useful for any agency,
both in public and private, academic institutions, especially policy maker and planner involving in

population and other users of the related fields.

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EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

The National Statistical Office conducts
2015-2016 Survey of Population change, in order
to obtain estimates of the changing population
structure and population trends in the intercensal
period by collecting data on all population who
residing in all target households in the sample
enumeration area of 1,567 enumeration area or
about 223,700 households. The data collection
of the survey was divided into three rounds
with interval of about six months in each round.
This report presents the result from the first
round of this survey about the demographic and
socio-economic characteristics of population and
household characteristics in the July 2015 at the
region and whole kingdom level, the survey

results were as follows:

1. Demographic Characteristics

1.1 Number and distribution of population
The result from the survey shows that in

July 2015, the total population of Thailand was
approximately 67.2 million persons, about 32.8
million persons were male (48.8 percent) and
34.4 million persons were female (51.2 percent).
The sex ratio is 95.5 or 95 males per 100 females.
In considering population distribution, about 55.4
percent of the total population resided in non-
municipal area and 44.6 percent resided in the
municipal area. Among regions, most of the
population or about 28.6 percent lived in the
Central region, followed by the Northeast region
with 27.9 percent, the Northern region with 17.1
percent, the Southern region with 13.6 percent

and Bangkok with 12.8 percent.

1.2 Population density

Thailand has an average population density
of 131.0 persons per 1 square kilometer. The
highest population density area is Bangkok about
5,498.3 persons per 1 square kilometer, follow
by the Central, Southern, Northeast region about
188.0, 129.5, 110.9 persons per 1 square kilometer
and the Northern region, of which the population
density was lowest about 67.7 persons per 1

square kilometer.

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1.3 Population age-sex structure

The population age-sex structure shows
about the proportion of population by age group
and sex, in comparing with the year 2010, it was
found that children (aged 0-14 years) decreased
from 19.2 to 17.8 percent, which same as a proportion
of the working-age population (aged 15-59 years)
decreased from 67.9 to 66.7 percent, while the
proportion of the elderly (aged 60 years and over)
increased from 12.9 to 15.5 percent.

In 2015, comparison of population by sex,
it was found that for children, the proportion of
males is higher than females (18.6 and 17.0 percent,
respectively). But for the elderly, the proportion
of females is higher than males (16.7 and 14.3 percent,
respectively). As for the working-age population,
the proportion of males and females is nearly
the same (67.1 and 66.3 percent, respectively).

In considering the dependency ratio, which
is defined as the working age population as a
proportion of the younger and older age groups,
it was found that total dependency ratio is equal
to 50.0 which means that 100 persons of working
age are responsible for 50 children and elderly.

1.4 Religion and nationality

Most of the population is Buddhist (94.6
percent), followed by Muslim and Christian (4.3
and 1.0 percent, respectively) and the rest are
other religions (0.1 percent). Besides, the survey
found that 97.5 percent are of Thai nationality
and the rest 2.5 percent have other nationality
including Burmese, Cambodian, Lao, Chinese and

others.

1.5 Marital status, fertility and contraception

For the marital status of population aged
13 years and over consist 60.1 percent who are
currently married, 28.0 percent are single and

11.9 percent are widowed, divorced, separated.

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Regarding fertility, when considering ever-
married women aged 15-49 years, the average of
own children ever born is 1.57 and average
number of children still living is 1.55 persons.
Comparison of the fertility by area, the ever-married
women aged 15-49 years living in non-municipal
areas had a higher average number of children
ever born than those in municipal areas (1.67

and 1.44 children, respectively).

Contraception is the one of importance
factors that determine the fertility rate, it was found
that 77.3 percent of married women aged 15-49
years or their husband use some method of
contraception. The most common method used
is the oral pills 40.0 percent, followed by female
sterilization 21.7 percent, Injection contraceptive

10.6 percent and other methods 5.0 percent.

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1.6 Education

In considering the level of educational
attainment of the population aged 6 years and over,
it was found that about 54.4 percent completed
elementary and less than elementary level, about
28.9 percent completed secondary level and 14.4
percent completed higher education level.

As for literacy person, it was found that
Thai literacy rate of the population aged 15 years
and over about 96.6 percent and other languages
29.6 percent (Statistical table 9).

1.7 Employment and work status

The population aged 15 years and over
who were employed in last year was about 39.5
million persons (71.5 percent), the distribution of
employed persons by occupation showed that
38.1 percent work as skilled agricultural, forestry
and fishery workers, followed by 16.9 percent of
service workers and shop and market sales workers
and 10.6 percent of elementary occupations
workers, the rest were the other occupations
(Statistical table 17).

Considering the industry sector of employed
persons, about 40.5 percent of the total employed
persons worked in agricultural sector and about
59.5 percent worked in non-agricultural sector;
the highest proportions of the employed persons
was in manufacturing (14.2 percent), followed by
wholesale and retail trade; repair of motor

vehicles and motorcycles (13.8 percent).

2. Household Characteristic
2.1 Number of household, household size
and sex of household head
The number of households in Thailand
was approximately 21.3 million households. The
average size of household was 3.1 persons per
household which was not difference from the
average size of households in Year 2010 (3.1 persons
per household). The average size of household in
municipal area was smaller than in non-municipal
area (2.9 and 3.3 persons per household, respectively).
Considering household heads of private
households, there were male more than female

(62.3 and 37.7 percent, respectively).

2.3 Household hygiene

Household hygiene measures of clean drinking
water source, toilet hygiene, use of fuel for cooking,
have electricity and disposal of household waste.

Most of private households have 95.4 percent
of clean drinking water. Source of drinking water,
including bottled water (55.2 percent), tap water
and treated tap water (24.7 percent) and rain water
(15.5 percent).

The type of toilet used in private households,
including hygiene and convenience in using the
toilet. The survey found that almost all households
had sanitary or hygiene toilets (99.8 percent),
including a sitting toilet, squat toilet, sitting and

squat toilet, which it’s mean cesspool or flush toilet.

Regarding the use of cooking fuel by household,
approximately 76.5 percent of households use gas
or electricity as a fuel in cooking, which is considered
as the most clean and convenient way of cooking.

As for waste disposal method of household,
the survey found that most of household used
to collect waste and give to the waste collection
officers to disposal but they do not separate

before 44.2 percent.

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CHAPTER 1

INTRODUCTION

1. Background

Thailand has conducted Population and
Housing census every 10 years according to the
recommendation of the United Nations to undertake
national censuses in the year ending with "0"
(such as 1990, 2010). Therefore, the Survey of
Population Change has to conduct in order to
measure change in the population growth rate
and the changing population structure for intercensal
period. Because the survey provides the data
that affects to size and distribution of the
population structure such as birth, death and
migration. This information is necessary and
important for the country planning on demographic
and social development.

The National Statistical Office has completed
seven rounds of Survey of Population change.
The first survey of population change was
undertaken in 1964-1966, as recommended by
the first population seminar, in order to obtain
reliable estimates of vital rates and population
growth rate for formulation of population policies
of Thailand. The subsequent second and the third
surveys were conducted in 1974-1976 and 1984-
1986 respectively, in order to measure changes
in the population growth and its component for
the intercensal period, as well as to estimate the
completeness of the birth and death registration.
The fourth and fifth of this survey were conducted
in 1989 and 1991 in order to obtain estimates of
the rate of population growth and other population
characteristics as well as to evaluate the target
of population growth rate in the Sixth National
Economic and Social Development Plan (1987-
1991). This type of survey was conduct in the
mid of sixth plan in 1989 and at the end of the

plan in 1991. The sixth and seventh surveys
were conducted in 1995-1996 and 2005-2006
respectively. This eighth survey of population
change which is designated from 2015 to 2016.

2. Objective
The objectives of the 2015-2016 survey of
population change were as follows:

2.1 To obtain estimates of birth and death
rates, the rate of population growth.

2.2 To obtain estimates of fertility rates
and provide accurate data on fertility, such as
family planning practice, number of children
ever born etc.

2.3 To provide current and accurate data
on demographic characteristics, such as age, sex,
marital status, education and occupation etc.

2.4 To provide data on characteristics
and trends of population in the intercensal period.

3. Benefit
The uses of survey information were as follows;

3.1 To determine adequate policies or
plans related to population of the nation.

3.2 Use for research on trends and changes
in demographic characteristics and composition
of the household

3.3 Use for demographic research such as
population structure, fertility, mortality, marriage
status, life table, expectation of life and others.

3.4 Use for population measurement scale

3.5 To measure the completeness of birth
and death registration.

3.6 To provide reliable data for
population projection.



CHAPTER 2

METHODOLOGY

1. Target Population

The 2015-2016 survey of Population
Change identify the target population or the
coverage of population as all persons in all
households in the sample enumeration area,
private households and groups of workers

household.

2. Timing Reference Period

2.1 Survey date (Survey reference period)
Survey reference period refers to date
at which the population characteristics are
enumerate such as age, marital status, residence

status and the number of children etc.

2.2 During 12 months before interview date
Refer to the 12 months before the
interviewing date, for example the interviewing
date was July 1, 2015 “during the 12 months
before interview date was during the 1" July

2014 to 30" June 2015.

2.3 Survey period
The survey period refers to the period
during which information is obtained by interview,
concerning any change in household composition
caused by births, deaths or migration occurring
in the household, which covering 3 rounds and
having about 6 months interval between each

round.

3. Definition
Terms used in the report can be defined as

follows:
+ Household type

The Households were classified into two

types as follow:

1) Private household refers to one person
living alone or two or more persons, related or
unrelated, residing in the same house or in the
same place and making and sharing common

provision for food or other essential for living.

2) Collective Household refers to a
group of people who live together in some kind
of dwelling or residence, or in some other
arrangement which was organized for a specific
purpose. There are two types of collective
household as follows:

(1) Household Workers (Group of
employees household) refers to a group of
workers who live and work together in some kind
of dwelling or residence, where was organized
by their employer separately, without paying
rent.

(2) Institutional household refers to
a group of people who share a common objective
or characteristics for living together in the same
institution such as temple, barracks, student

dormitories



+ Residence status
There are Three types of residences

status:

1) Permanent residents or usual resident
refer to a household’s member who was
permanently living in the household and also
present on the date of interview or on the night
preceding the date of interview, including any
member who was temporarily reside at least
three months or intend to reside regular.

2) Temporarily absent refers to a usual
resident of household who was temporary away
on the day of interview, for not more than
three consecutive months prior to the date of
interview.

3) Temporarily residents or temporarily
present refers to a person who was not the
permanent resident of the household but was
present on the day of interview and had been
visiting for not more than three consecutive

months prior to date of interview.

+ Highest level of education
The highest level of education completed
refers to the level of the last final examination
completed or last grade complete or highest

diploma or degree received as of the survey date.

+ Literace
Literate refers to the ability to read and
write a simple statement for their daily life in
any language. If they could only read but not be
able to write, they would be considered to be
illiteracy (Included the Braille language, a language

for blind people).

4 Marital status
This term refers to the relationship
between a man and a woman as husband and

wife, divided as follows:

1) Single refers to those who have never
married or never lived with someone as husband
or wife.

2) Currently married, refers to those
male-female who are living together as husband
and wife. Whether the marriage is registered or not.
And even though on the day of the interview
during the interview, both husband and wife is
not living together or non-resident but also the
husband and wife relationship to each other.

3) Widowed refers to those spouse has
died and now remain unmarried.

4) Divorced refers to those a couple
who have legally divorced a registered marriage.

5) Separated denoted persons who
have lived as husband and wife but are now not
living together and are not legally divorced.
Including those who had lived together in a
non-registered marital arrangement but who are
not living together at the time of the interview.

6) Ever-married with unknown marital
status refers to those who know they married
but are uncertain of their current married status.

+ Children ever born

Children ever born comprise of information
on the number of live-born children (lifetime
fertility) and should include all children born alive.
This term means a fetus that is alive when
delivered (regardless of duration of life after
delivery). This does not include intra-uterine
death or abortion. This does not include
adopted/stepped children or other children not
born to the respondent.

- The number of children still living
includes only those who are still alive as of the

survey date, regardless of location of residence.

- Children Death refers to the number
children ever born who are deceased as of the

survey date.



+ Contraception and contraceptive

methods

This term refers to the delay or avoidance
of pregnancy or spacing of births. Methods of
contraception include oral pills, emergency
contraceptive, Injection, Norplant, IUD, Condom,
Female sterilization, Male sterilization, safe

period and others.

+ Main occupation

Occupation refers to an activity or the
kind of work performed by a person spent most
time for working during the past 12 months prior
to interview date. For a person having more
than one job, only the job at which he worked
for the greater number of hours during the past

12 months was recorded.

- If the number of working hours for
each job was exactly the same, the job which

gave the higher income was recorded.

- If the number of working hours and
the income earned from each job were the
same, the job for which he had preference was

recorded date.

+ Industry
Industry refers to refers to the nature of
economic activity undertaken in the establishment
in which a person worked or the nature of business
in which he was engaged during the past 12 months
prior to interview. If a person had more than
one job, the industry corresponding to the

occupation recorded was asked.

+ Work status
Work status refers to the status of a
person’s occupation in the past 12 months prior
to interview date. Work status can be classified

as follows:

1) An employer is defined as a person
who operates his own enterprise for profit or
dividends and hires one or more employees in
his enterprise.

2) An own account worker is a person
who operated an enterprise on his own account
or jointly with others in the form of a partnership
either for profit or dividends but without engaging

any employees.

3) An unpaid family worker is a person
who works without pay on a farm or in a business
enterprise owned or operated by the household
head or any other member.

4) An employee is defined as a person
who works for a public or private employer and
receives remuneration in wages, salary, commission,
tips, piece-rate or payment in kind. Employees
are classified in three types as government,
government enterprise and private employees.

5) A members of producers’ cooperative
is a person who hold a “self-employment” job
in @ cooperative producing goods and services,
in which each members takes part on an equal
share with other members in determining the
organization of production, sales and/or other work
of the establishment, the investments and the
distribution of the proceeds of the establishment

amongst their members.

4. Sample Design

A Stratified Cluster Sampling was adopted
for the survey. Region were stratified, including
Bangkok, Central, North, Northeast and South,
except Bangkok its divided into two stratified
based on the rule of municipal and non-municipal,
total 9 stratified The primary and secondary
sampling unit were enumeration area (EA) for

municipal and non-municipal areas and private



households and groups of workers household
respectively. The total number of sample
enumeration area selected for enumeration was
1,567 EAs about 223,700 households.

5. Data Collection Items

The data collected are sub divided into
4 main parts as follows:

1) General characteristics of population
such as age sex, education attainment, literacy,

occupation, industrial status, fertility and migration.

2) Birth information such as residing of

new born baby, place of birth and birth registration.

3) Dead information such as date-month-
year of death, place of death, cause of death

and death register.

4) Household information such as dwelling
unit construction material, tenure of living quarter
and land ownership, number of bedroom,
electricity use, cooking fuel, toilet, drinking water,
water supply, rubbish elimination, appliance
ownership of household, availability/use of
technology and total monthly household

income.

6. Data Collection
The period of survey is divided into 3

rounds, having the interval of 6 months between

each round.

CHAPTER 3
MAJOR FINDINGS

The National Statistical Office conducts
2015-2016 Survey of Population change, in order
to obtain estimates of the changing population
structure and population trends in the intercensal
period. The data collection of the survey was
divided into three rounds with interval of about
six months in each round. This report presents the
result from the first round of this survey about the
demographic and socio-economic characteristics
of population and household characteristics in
the July 2015 at the region and whole kingdom

level, the survey results were as follows:

1. Demographic Characteristics
1.1 Number and distribution of population

The result from the survey shows that in
July 2015, the total population of Thailand was
approximately 67.2 million persons, about 32.8
million persons were male (48.8 percent) and
34.4 million persons were female (51.2 percent).
In considering population distribution, it was
found that 55.4 percent of population resided in
non-municipal area and 44.6 percent resided in
the municipal area. Comparing of population
among regions, the Central Region was the most
populous region with 28.6 percent of total
population, followed by the Northeastern Region
with 27.9 percent, the Northern Region with 17.1
percent, the Southern Region with 13.6 percent

and Bangkok was about 12.8 percent.

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1.2 Population density

Thailand has an average population
density of 131.0 persons per 1 square kilometer.
When comparing among regions, the highest
population density area is Bangkok about 5,498.3
persons per 1 square kilometer, follow by the
Central, Southern, Northeast region about 188.0,
129.5 and 110.9 persons per 1 square kilometer
respectively. The population density of Northern
region was lowest about 67.7 persons per 1
square kilometer.

1.3 Population age-sex structure
1) Population pyramid

Figure 2 displays the distribution of
the population by age group and sex. In the years
2010 and 2015, the population structure had aged,
which is reflected by the narrower base and a
wider top of the pyramid. Among the older age
groups, the female population tends to increase
when comparing of the same group.

2) Age Structure

In considering the population by age
group, it was found that the young population
(aged 0-14 years) was 17.8 percent, the working
age population (aged 15-59 years) was 66.7 percent
and elderly population (aged 60 years and over)
was 15.5 percent. The proportion of the youth
and elderly population in non-municipal areas
was higher than those in municipal areas, while
the working age population was lower than
those in municipal area.

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When comparing the age structure to
the year 2010 or the last 5 years, the elderly
population is increase from 12.9 percent to 15.5
percent, while the young population is decrease
from 19.2 percent to 17.8 percent. The working
age population is slightly increase from 66.7
percent to 67.9 percent.

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3) Sex ratio

In 2015, comparison of population by
sex, it was found that every region has more
females than males. As regards to the sex ratio
which is defined as the number of males per
100 females, it was found that in 2015, the sex
ratio was approximately 95.5 or 95 males per
100 females, which decrease from 96.2 in 2015.
Sex ratio of non-municipal areas was higher than
that of municipal area (97.1 and 93.4, respectively).

Comparing of sex ratio by region, it
was found that the highest number of sex ratio
was in the Southern, with 97.1 followed by the
Central with 95.9, the Northern region with 95.1,
the Northeastern region with 95.0 and Bangkok
with 94.2, respectively.

4) Dependency ratio
In considering the dependency ratio,
which is defined as the working age population
as a proportion of the younger and older age groups,
it was found that the total dependency ratio is
equal to 50.0, which means that every 100 persons
in working age supported approximately 50 children
and elderly. The child dependency ratio is 26.7
and old-age dependency ratio is 23.3. Both
dependency ratios in non-municipal areas are
higher than in municipal area.

Considering total dependency ratio by
region, it was found that the Northern Region
had the most old-age dependency ratio of 30.4
percent and the Northeastern region had the
most children dependency ratio of 33.5 percent.
For the Bangkok dependency ratio of the total
and all age was lower than all regions.

1.4 Religion and nationality

Most of the population is Buddhist (94.6
percent), followed by Muslim and Christian (4.3
and 1.0 percent, respectively) and the rest are
other religions (0.1 percent).

Besides, the survey found that 97.5 percent
are of Thai nationality and the rest 2.5 percent have
other nationality including Burmese, Cambodian,

Lao, Chinese and others.

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1.5 House registration

According to house registration or the
name of the persons registered in the house that
are actually living there on the survey period. It
was found that number of population in a
residential household and registered in other
households but actually living in the same
province is 88.2 percent. The number of persons
registered to the household but living in other
provinces is 9.8 percent. The numbers who are
residents of foreign countries is 1.9 percent. The
number of the population who does not have a
name registered in any household is 0.1 percent.

1.6 Marital status

For the marital status of population aged
13 years and over, it was found that more than
half or 60.1 percent are currently married which
including non-registration and registration married
(37.8 and 22.3 percent, respectively), 28.0 percent
were single and the rest are widowed, divorced,
separated (11.9 percent).

Comparing marital status by sex, it was found
that the proportion of single males is higher than
for females, (31.8 and 24.5 percent, respectively)
and females have a higher proportion of being
widowed, divorced, separated or ever-married
than males (16.6 and 6.8 percent, respectively).

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1.7 Fertility
1) Children ever born and living children

The results from survey showed that
the average of own children ever born to females
aged 13 years and over was 1.65. Considering
only ever-married women of reproductive aged
15-49 years, it was found that the average number
of children ever born was approximately 1.57
children. Ever-married women in municipal areas
have a lower average number of children ever born
than ever-married women in non-municipal areas
(1.44 and 1.67 children, respectively). The average
number of children still living was 1.55 children

per 1 ever married woman.

Comparison of children ever born of
ever-married women aged 15-49 years during
the year 2000 to 2010, it was found that the
number of children ever born was continuously
decrease from 1.88, 1.81 and 1.52 children,
respectively. In 2015 it was found that the number
of children ever born of ever-married women
aged 15-49 years was slightly increased to 1.57

persons.

When comparing of the average number
of children ever born among region. The cumulative
fertility was decreasing which was lower than
replacement level in every region. The Bangkok
had lowest of the average number of children
ever born per ever-married women aged 15-49 years
about 1.30 children and the average number of
children still living was 1.29 children per 1 ever
married woman. The southern region had highest
of the average number of children ever born per
ever-married women aged 15-49 years about 1.79
children and the average number of children still

living was 1.77 children per 1 ever married woman.

2) Contraception

The results of this survey showed that
in 2015 about 77.3 percent of married women
aged 15-49 years or their husband were using
some method of contraception. The most common
method used was the oral pills 40.0 percent,
followed by female sterilization 21.7 percent,
Injection contraceptive 10.6 percent and other

methods 5.0 percent.

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2. Social and Economic Characteristic

2.1 Education

In considering the level of educational
attainment of the population aged 6 years and
over, it was found that about 54.4 percent
completed elementary and less than elementary
level, about 28.9 percent completed secondary
level and 14.4 percent completed higher level.
The proportion of population aged 6 years and
over were completed higher level in municipal
areas was higher than that in non-municipal

areas (21.3 and 8.8 percent, respectively).

2.2 Literacy

A literate person is someone who can
read and write in any language. Thai literacy of
the population aged 15 years and over is 96.6
percent. The Thai literacy rate for males was
slightly higher than those females (96.8 percent
and 96.3 percent, respectively). Considering in area,
Thai literacy rate in non-municipal areas was
slightly higher than municipal areas (96.9 and
96.1 percent, respectively).

As for literacy in other languages, the
result showed that 29.6 percent of population
at the aged 15 years and over can read and
write other languages. The population in municipal
areas was higher literate in other languages than
those in non-municipal areas (36.4 and 24.0
percent, respectively).

Considering the literacy rate of adolescence,
it was found that among the youth population
(aged 15-24 years) which accounted for 96.6 percent
of the total youth population, the percentage of
male and female were similar (96.6 and 96.5 percent,
respectively) (Statistical table 9).

2.3 Employment in the previous year

The population aged 15 years and over
who were employed in last year (1 July 2014 -
30 June 2015) was about 39.5 million persons
(71.5 percent), Of these, 21.1 million were male
(53.4 percent) and 184 million were female (46.6
percent). The distribution of employed persons by
occupation showed that 38.1 percent work as skilled
agricultural, forestry and fishery workers, followed
by 16.9 percent of service workers and shop
and market sales workers. The largest number
of employed person in municipal areas were
service workers and shop and market sales
workers (23.5 percent) and those employed
population in non-municipal areas were in
agricultural (53.9 percent) (Statistical table 17).

Considering the industry sector of
employed persons, about 40.5 percent of the
total employed persons worked in agricultural
sector and about 59.5 percent worked in non-
agricultural sector; of these, the highest proportions
of the employed persons was in manufacturing
(14.2 percent), followed by wholesale and retail
trad; repair of motor vehicles and motorcycles
(13.8 percent).

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2.4 Work status

For work status, most of the total employed
person were employees (44.4 percent). Of these,
35.3 percent were employees of private sector,
followed by own account worker (31.3 percent)
and unpaid family worker (21.6 percent). Comparing
by area, it was found that most employed persons
in municipal areas worked as an private employee
(44.6 percent); non-municipal areas were more
likely to be self-employed with no assistants
(35.4 percent).

3. Household Characteristic

Living conditions of the population in 2015
were studied in terms of quality of dwelling, occupy
status of dwelling, and land on which dwellings,

household hygiene and facilities are located.

3.1 Number of household, household size
and sex of household head
In 2015, the number of households was
approximately 21.3 million households. The average
size of households was 3.1 persons per household
which was not difference from the average size
of household recorded in the 2010 census round
(3.1 persons per household).

In private households, there were a higher
percentage of male-headed households than
female-headed households (62.3 and 37.7 percent,
respectively). Comparing of female-headed
households between the year 2010 and 2015, it
was found that the proportion of female-headed
households in the year 2015 was higher than in
the year 2010 (37.7 percent and 34.7 percent,
respectively).

One-person households were approximately
18.3 percent which was highest in Bangkok 20.5
percent (Statistical table 25).

3.2 Type and characteristic of living quarters
There were approximately 75.3 percent

of all private households are detached houses,
followed by 10.9 percent which are shop houses

or row houses and 6.3 percent which are flat

and apartment. For characteristics of residence
in terms of materials used, it was found that,
most construction materials for dwellings are
permanent construction materials; 58.5 are used
cement or brick, 23.2 percent are brick and wood,
17.5 percent are wood. Households in municipal
areas have a higher proportion use of cement or
brick than in non-municipal areas: 70.8 and 47.4

percent, respectively.

3.3 Ownership of living quarters and land

In considering ownership of residence
(including hire-purchase residences), about 78.0
percent have their own residence, follow by

15.5 percent of households rent the houses. The



proportion who owns their residence in non-
municipal areas is higher than those in municipal
areas (91.4 and 63.2 percent, respectively). Whereas
the proportion of residences rented in municipal
areas is higher than those in non-municipal areas
(27.3 and 4.9 percent, respectively).

Considering land ownership, 93.3 percent
were owner of land, followed by rent free or
payment (2.7 percent). The proportion of owner
of land in non-municipal area was higher than
those of the municipal areas (95.1 and 90.5

percent respectively).

3.4 Household hygiene
Household hygiene or sanitary of households
were studied in terms of the accession to safe
sources drinking water, sanitary toilet, electrical
facility, safe source of cooking fuel used and
refuse disposal in household.

1) Sources of drinking water and

water supply
Approximately 95.4 percent of households

have accessed to safe or clean sources of drinking
water, of these, drink bottled water with 55.2 percent,
followed by treated tap water (boiled/filtered)
with 20.3 percent, rain water with 15.5 percent,
and tap water with 4.4 percent. Most households in
municipal areas accessed to safe or clean sources of
drinking water more than households in non-
municipal areas (98.2 and 93.0 percent, respectively).

For source of water supply, most of
households use tap water (83.9 percent), followed
by underground water (8.3 percent), well water
(4.7 percent). The proportion of households in
municipal areas using tap water is higher than
those in non-municipal areas (92.1 and 76.5
percent, respectively).

2) Type of toilet used in the household

About the type of toilet used in

private households, including hygiene and
convenience in using the toilet, it found that
almost all households had sanitary toilets (99.8
percent). Households residing in municipal and

non-municipal areas had the same pattern.

3) Use of cooking fuel

Regarding the use of cooking fuel
by household, approximately 76.5 percent of
households use gas or electricity as a fuel in
cooking, which is considered as the most clean and
convenient way of cooking. A higher proportion
of households in municipal areas use gas or
electricity to cook than those in non-municipal
areas (83.4 and 70.3 percent, respectively).
While households in non-municipal areas used
charcoal, firewood, or scrap wood at a higher
proportion than those in municipal areas (28.0

and 9.5 percent, respectively).

4) Source of lighting used
For the lighting used of households,
it found that almost of household uses electricity

from light electricity authority; 99.6 percent.

5) Refuse disposal

As for waste disposal method in
private households, the survey found that most
of household used to collect waste and give to
the waste collection officers to disposal about
72.3 percent, of these they do not separate before
44.2 percent. The most method used of households
in municipal areas was keep to collect official to
leave (not separate) about 57.3 percent, while
households in non-municipal areas was burn,

55.2 percent.

3.5 Total monthly income of household
For the total monthly income of all
household members which including money and
value of things, it found that, most of households
(26.9 percent) have a monthly income between
15,001 - 30,000 baht, which same as most of
households (31.1 percent) in municipal areas
have monthly income between 15,001 - 30,000
baht, while most of households (30.4 percent)
in non-municipal areas have monthly income
between 5,001 - 10,000 baht.

3.6 Household appliance

Regarding the possession of some type
of durable household appliance, it was found
that more than 90 percent of the households
had 4 items of durable household appliances,
namely television, telephone, refrigerator/freezer.
More households in municipal areas possess a VCD/
DVD player, mobile phone, computer, microwave/
oven, washing machine, air-condition, car/pick-up
truck/van than in non-municipal areas. More
households in non-municipal areas possess
refrigerator, motorcycle, 4-wheel tractor and
2-wheel tractor for agricultural than those in
municipal areas.

The equipment and technology, it was
found that 12.5 percent of households had cable TV,
64.0 percent of households had satellite dish and
32.1 percent of households. More households in
municipal areas had cable TV and used internet
than those in non-municipal areas, while the
use of the satellite dish was less for those in
non-municipal areas.

1. Sample design
The survey results were represented separately for Bangkok metropolis and the remaining 76

provinces were classified by region, urban and rural area, making 9 domains in total.

The stratified cluster sampling was adopted for the survey. The enumeration areas (EAs) were

cluster sampling units and all households within sample EA were eligible sampling units.

1.1 Stratification
Bangkok metropolis and 4 regions (Central, North, Northeast and South) were constituted 5
strata.
