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PREFACE

National Statistical Office (NSO) realizes the importance of informal employment which
is a worker who does not have any employment security or has no protection and benefits from
their employers like formal employment. Therefore, informal employment data in the whole
kingdom for the third quarter in July-September, 2025 is appended with labor force survey.

This informal employment report would be aware of the important characteristics of
informal workers such as age, sex, education, occupation, economic activity, working hours,
average wage and work problems. The purposes of the survey include providing information for
the requirements of planning agencies and policymakers, as well as creating an informal
employment database, in order to extend social security coverage for all occupations. As a result,
informally employed people will have access to social security and protection from their work.

The results of this survey could further contribute to an improvement in their quality of life.
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EXECUTIVE SUMMAR

The informal employment survey was conducted for the first time in 2005 and has been

conducted annually. The survey has been conducted along with the labor force survey during the

third quarter (July-September) annually. The data is known about the number of demographic

aspects and characteristics of workers including problems from work. Informal employment refers

to employed persons who are not protected or have no social security from work. The survey results

in 2025 are summarized as follows.

Comparing the percentage of formal and

informal employment in 2021 - 2025, there is
a slisht downward trend for informal employment
from 52.0% in 2021 to 51.0% in 2022, then
gradually increased until 2024 (52.7 %), And
currently decreased slightly to 52.4 percent.

The survey results revealed that there
were 39.9 million employed persons. The number
of informal employment was slightly higher
than formal employment. About 20.9 million
(52.4) were classified into informal employment,
while about 19.0 million (47.6%) were in formal
employment. Considering informal employment,

the number of males was over than females

(11.6 million and 9.3 million, respectively).

The proportion of informal employment
in the Northeast, North, and South region was
significantly higher than formal employment.

The Northeast region had the highest proportion
of informal employment (74.9%) followed by the
North and the South region (69.0% and 60.2%
respectively). While the proportion of informal
employment in the Northern region, Sounthern
Border region, Central region and Bangkok were

significantly lower than formal employment.

There were about 6.1 million persons of informal workers faced the problem (29.0%). The
problem can be classified as follows.

1) Problem at work, 70.9% of informal workers experience work-related problems,
particularly regarding compensation. These include low (inappropriate) compensation, delayed
compensation, compensation not as agreed upon, no compensation, no bargaining power, or being
cheated out of compensation, and lack of appropriate welfare benefits.

2) Problems in the work environment, 45.1% of informal workers experience this problem,
particularly regarding work postures, such as not changing their postures frequently, being exposed
to dust, mist, smoke, odors, and an unclean workplace.

3) Problem of unsafe work, 39.0% of informal workers experience these problems, such as
exposure to chemicals, use of dangerous machinery and tools, and exposure to light or sound that

is harmful to the hearing and vision system:s.

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Chapter 1

Introduction

1.1 Background

As National Statistical Office (NSO) has realized the importance of informal employment data,
the informal employment survey was conducted for the first time in 2005 and has been
conducted annually. The survey has been conducted along with the labor force survey during
the third quarter (July-September). This informal employment report would be aware of the
important characteristics of informal workers such as age, sex, education, occupation, economic
activity, working hours, average wage and work problems. The purposes of the survey include
providing information for the requirements of planning agencies and policymakers, as well as
creating an informal employment database, in order to extend social security coverage for all
occupations. As a result, informally employed people will have access to social security and
protection from their work. The results of this survey could further contribute to an improvement

in their quality of life.
1.2 Concepts/Regulations

The National Statistical Office has adapted the concepts and definitions used in the informal
employment survey. The purpose of adapts were to improve the completeness of the collected
data with respect to the real socio — economic situation of the country and follow by the
recommendations of the expert from International Labor Organization
(ILO) and United Nations (UN).

1.3 Objectives

The informal employment survey has been conducted for collecting data about the
number and characteristics of the population who are out of the coverage and have no social
security as well as not covered by the labor law. The data obtained from the survey include.

1) The number and important demographic aspects of informal employment such as age,
sex, level of educational attainment, occupation, industry, and hours of work, etc.

2) Problem from work of informal employment.
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1.4 Expected Outcome

1) A Database for agencies involved informal employment.
1.1) Planning and policy about extending coverage to informal employment.
1.2) To determine the number of informal employment that lack legal protection.
1.3) To study the income of informal employment to gain a fair and stable life.

2) Informal employment have access to welfare protection or security from work.



Chapter 2
Statistical methodology

2.1 Target Population

Population reside in the private and group of employees household (worker’s household).

2.2 Reference Period
Reference week refer to seven days before the interviewing date for example if the

interviewing date was July 9, 2025 “during 7 days before interviewing date” was during July 2 nd -
8 th, 2025.

2.3 Definition
Formal Employment refers to employed persons who are protected or have social
security from work.
1) Officer government, permanent employees of central government official,
government authority and local government.
2) State employees.
3) Employees of the Welfare Fund under the Private School.
4) Employees of foreign governments or international organizations.
5) Employees who are protected by labor laws.
6) Employed persons who are insure (article 33, 39 and 40) with the Social Security Office.
Informal Employment refers to employed persons who are not protected or have no social

security from work like formal employment.

Employed persons refers to persons 15 years of age and over who worked for wages/salary,
profits, dividends or any other kind of payment. including those who Worked without pay in business

enterprises or on farms owned or operated by household heads or members.

Occupation refers to the kind of work performed by a person at his job. The survey used
the classification which was suitable to Thailand’s occupation based on International

Standard Classification of Occupation (ISCO-08) of the International Labor Organization (ILO).

Industry refers to The term "industry" as here in used refers to the nature of economic
activity undertaken in the establishment in which a person worked or the nature of business
in which he was engaged during the survey week. The survey used the classification which
was suitable to Thailand’s industry based on Thailand Standard Industrial Classification, (TSIC)
2009 revised by National Statistical Office.

Work status refers to the status of person’s occupation in the survey week. Work
status was classified as follows

1) An employer is defined as a person who operates his own enterprise for profit or
dividends and hires one or more employees in his enterprise.

2) An own account worker is a person who operated an enterprise on his own
account or jointly with others in the form of a partnership either for profit or dividends but
without engaging any employees.

3) An unpaid family worker is a person who works without pay on a farm or in a
business enterprise owned or operated by the household head or any other member.

4) A government employee is defined as a person who works for pay in a
government agency or government enterprise. Included in this category, therefore are civil
servants, police, enterprise owned and operated by an employer.

5) A private employee is a person who works for pay a non-governmental municipal
officers, and employees or government enterprises.

6) A member of a producers’ cooperative is a person who hold a “self-
employment” job in a cooperative producing goods and services, in which each member takes
part on an equal footing with other members in determining the organization of production,
sales and/or other work of the establishment, the investments and the distribution of the

proceeds of the establishment amongst their members.
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Hours worked refers to Hours of work mean hours actually worked during the survey week.
For a person holding more than one job, his hours worked would be the sum total of hours
worked on all jobs. For a person who had a regular job but was not at work during the survey
week, the hours worked would be recorded zero.
Level of educational attainment Educational levels are classified as follows:
1) None means all persons who have never attended school or had no education.
2) Less than elementary means all persons who have completed a grade lower than
Pratom 6 (or formerly Pratom 7 or Matayom 3).
3) Elementary level means all persons who have completed Pratom 6 (or formerly
Pratom 7 or Matayom 3) or higher but not lower secondary level.
4) Lower secondary level means all persons who have completed Matayom 3
(formerly Matayom 3 or Matayom 6) or higher but not upper secondary level.
5) Upper secondary level

5.1) Academic means all persons who completed Matayom 6 (formerly Matayom
5 or Matayom 8) in general education schools or completed higher but not higher level.

5.2) Vocational and technical means all persons who have completed a lower
secondary and have then completed the three year course required for this level in vocational
and technical colleges or completed higher but not higher level.

5.3) Teacher training means all persons who have completed the teacher training
course and receiving a certificate equivalent to upper secondary level or completed higher but
not higher level.

6) Higher level

6.1) Academic means all persons who completed a course receiving academic
diploma, bachelor, master and doctoral degree level.
6.2) Higher technical education means all persons who completed vocational or
technical education, and receiving vocational diploma and the degree of bachelor.
6.3) Teacher training means all persons who completed a course receiving
educational diploma, bachelor degree level.
7) Other means all persons who have completed types of education other than the

aforementioned.
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2.4 Sample Design

A stratified two-stage sampling was Adopted to the survey (see details in Appendix A).
Bangkok Metropolis and provinces were constituted strata. There were altogether 77 strata.
Each stratum (excluding Bangkok Metropolis) was divided into two parts according to the type
of local administration, namely municipal areas and non-municipal areas. The primary and
secondary sampling units were enumeration areas (EAs) for municipal areas and non-municipal
areas and private households and persons in the collective households respectively.

At the first stage, the EAs based on the 2010 census frame was updated from other
sample surveys and selected separately and independently in each stratum by using
probability proportional to size, giving the total number of households. The total number of
sampled EAs was 5,430.

At the second stage, private households and persons in the collective households were
our ultimate sampling units. A new listing of private households was made for every sampled
EAs to serve as the sampling frame. In each sampled EAs, a systematic sample of private
households were selected with the following sample size: Municipal areas : 16 sample households
per EAs and Non-municipal areas : 16 sample households per EAs.

Before selecting sample private households in each sampled EAs, the list of private
households was rearranged by household’s size which was the member of the households.

In the case of collective households, each household member from every households

were selected systematically.

2.5 Data Items
Questionnaie in this project includes 8 major sections :

Section 1 : Characteristics of member household
Section 2 : Education
Section 3 : Work
Section 4 : The Need of additional work
Section 5 : Income of employee
Section 6 : Informal Employment
Section 7 : Place of Work /Access to market

Section 8 : Problem from work and skill development
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2.6 Data Collection

This survey was conducted throughout country during the date of 1-12 in July, August and
September 2025 was obtained through interviews head or member of households of 49,248
households in municipal areas (4,800 households in Bangkok) and 37,632 households in non-
municipal areas or a total of 86,880 households throughout the kingdom. Fourty four enumerators
with previous experience in survey operations were employed in Bangkok, while in the other
provinces (Changwats), the field staff comprised 830 enumerators.

Face-to-face data collection was historically paper-based, but in 2013, NSO has started using

tablet offering the advantages of data entry during the interview and consistency.

2.7 Data Processing

This survey was a sample survey. So to refer to population, a weight for each sample unit
was needed. There were 3 steps:

1) Calculation design weight or base weight and inverse selection probabilities for each state
of selected sampling unit were calculated.

2) Adjustment for non-response and base weights were adjusted to compensate for non-
response households

3) Post-stratification calibration adjustment was the final step. The base weight adjusted by
non-response data was further adjusted by using projected population, classified by grouped age,
sex, region and administration.

Before the weighting process, row data was checked relating to structural check and

possible code checks. All fields were then checked by a data dictionary which included. Each
record was checked by certain conditions. Any error would be listed for correction, ensuring both

accuracy and completeness.

2.8 Limitations of statistical data
In the statistical tables, all absolute figures are independently rounded to the nearest
thousand; hence the group total may not always be equal to the sum of the individual figures.
The published figures should be utilized with full awareness that the survey was based on

the sample estimates, and would be subject to both sampling and non-sampling errors.



Chapter 3
Major Findings

3.1 Response Rate

The results of the 2025 informal employment survey conducted in 77,545 households
computed response rate was 96.1% (sample household of whole kingdom was 86,880
households). non-municipal area had respond rate higher than municipal area. when
considered respond rate by region found that the Northeast had respond rate highest (99.3%)
for Bangkok had respond rate lowest (92.0%)

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3.3 Major Findings

The results of the 2025 informal employment survey conducted in the whole kingdom
during July - September 2025.The results describe the number of formal and informal
employment, characteristics in population and social dimensions of informal employment
and problems of informal employed people are also discussed. The survey results are
summarized below.

3.3.1 General Characteristics

1) Labor Force Status
The result of the labor force status of population of the third quarter in 2025

revealed that the total labor force was estimated at 40.2 million persons, consisted of
employed persons 39.9 million, unemployed persons 0.3 million and seasonally inactive

labor force 36.7 thousand. While, the number of persons not in the labor force (such as

household work, studied, too young/old or incapable to work, etc.) was about 19.2 million.

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2) Distribution of labor
The survey result showed that the total number of employed persons was
about 39.9 million who were formal employment 19.0 million (47.6%) and informal employment
20.9 million (52.4%). Considering by region, it was found that there were formal employment
in the Central region had 6.0 million, in Bangkok had 4.1 million, in Eastern had 2.5 million,
in the North-eastern had 2.3 million, in the Northern had 1.7 million and the Southern Border
had 0.5 million

For informal employment most of them live in The North-eastern had 7.0
million, followed by The Northern region had 4.2 million, The Central region had 3.4 million,
The Southern region had 2.6 million, The Eastern region had 1.6 million, The Bangkok had 1.6

million and Southern Border region had 0.5 million.

higher than formal employment.

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4) Level of educational attainment
The distribution of informal employment by level of educational attainment
illustrated in primary level that 29.0%, follow by Lower secondary level 19.79%, in Upper
secondary level 18.9%, in Incomeplete primary level 17.0%, while the rest of 12.4% had
higher level and 2.2% had no schooling.
For level of educational attainment of formal employment, it was showed that
the most of them higher level 36.3%, follow by in upper secondary level, lower secondary

level and primary level (23.4%, 16.9% and 15.0% respectively).

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3.3.2 Characteristic of employment
1) Occupation

From the distribution of informal employment by occupation, it was showed
that, skilled agricultural and fishery workers constituted the bulk 49.8%, the next was service
workers and shop and market sales workers 23.8%, elementary occupations workers 10.0%,
craftsmen and related trades workers 7.8%

For formal employment sharing distribution of occupation the proportion
was nearly such as service workers and shop and plant, machine operators and assemblers,

elementary occupations, Craft and related trades workers and professionals.

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The activity of economy that workers with informal employment were mostly in

The informal employed persons had hour of work per week (41 hours per week)
less than formal employed persons (46 hours per week). When considering group’s hour of
work 35-48 hours per week regarded as normal time of work revealed that the majority of
formal and informal employed persons had hour of work were that group.

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5) Wages or salary

Data on wages or salary have been collected in respect of all employees
(eovernment employees and private employees) in accordance with the payment scheme applicable
to each case (hourly, daily, weekly, etc.) and converted into the equivalent monthly wages and
salary.

The survey result found that informal wage employment received an average
monthly wage of 17,549 Baht. Considering by economic groups, the number of informal
employed people in Service and trade sector was the highest 27,514 Baht, follow by
Manufacturing sector of 14,727 Baht and the lowest average monthly wage of only 9,735 Baht in
agricultural sector.

Comparison of average wages or salary between employees in informal and
formal employment, it was found that they were clearly different. Formal employed persons
earned an average monthly wage of 26,436 Baht which was approximately 1.5 times higher than
that of employees in informal employment earned an average monthly wage of 17,549 Baht

As classified by Economic activity, it was found that the average monthly wages

of informal employment were less than that of formal employment in almost Economic activity.

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3.3.3 Problems of informal employment
The survey result about problems of informal employment can be classified into
3 dimensions, namely, problem at work, problem of unsafe work, and problem in the work
environment. The survey result found that among the total number of 20.9 million informal
employed persons, 4.0 million or 28.9% suffered from at least 1 problem, while the rest or 9.9

million (71.1%) did not face any problems.

1) Problem at work

The number of informal employed persons who had problem at work was 3.0
million. The most problem was allowance 1.5 million about 48.6% by female had this
problem higher than male, followed by non-continuous work 0.7 million (22.2%), no security
0.3 million (10.4%) and hard work 0.3 million (9.7%).

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APPENDIX A

Sample Design

1. Sample design

A Stratified Two - Stage Sampling was adopted for the survey. Provinces were
constituted strata. The primary and secondary sampling units were enumeration areas (EAs)
for municipal and non - municipal areas and private households and persons in the group of

employees households respectively.

Stratification
Provinces were constituted strata. There were altogether 77 strata. Each stratum was
divided into two parts according to the type of local administration, namely municipal areas

and non - municipal areas.

Selection of primary sampling unit
The sample selection of enumeration areas were performed separately and
independently in each part by using probability proportional to size - total number of

households. The total sample enumeration areas was 5,430 from 139,325 EAs.

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Selection of secondary sampling unit

Private households were our ultimate sampling units. A new listing of private
households were made for every sample enumeration areas to serve as the sampling
frame. In each sample EAs, a systematic sample of private households were selected
with the following sample size :

Municipal areas : 16 sample households per EAs
Non - municipal areas : 16 sample households per EAs

Before selecting sample private households in each sample EAS, the list of
private households was rearranged by household ’s size - member of the households.

All group of employees households located within the sample areas were
included in the sample and the persons in the group of employees household were
systematically selected for the interviewing.

The total number of sample private households selected for enumeration by
