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PREFACE

This report summarizes the results from the 2025 Household Socio-Economic Survey
in which the National Statistical Office (NSO) had collected information every month in all
provinces and in both municipal and non-municipal areas (January to December, 2025). The report
aims to present important statistics such as income, expenditure, debt, social welfare and income
distribution of household. The result of the 2025 survey showed that nationwide households had
average monthly income and expenditure 28,308 baht and 22,420 baht, respectively. The average
debt was 153,038 baht per all households which was about 5.4 times of the average monthly
income. More precisely, when all households were equally divided into 5 groups, from those with
the lowest to the highest of their monthly income per capita. The result showed that the highest
income households (Quintile 5) had a share of income as high as 38.0 percent in 2025, a slight
decrease from 40.0 percent in 2023, while the lowest income households (Quintile 1) have a share
of income of 9.9 percent in 2025, a slight increase from 8.7 percent in 2023, In addition, the
decrease of the Gini Coefficient from 0.285 in 2023 to 0.256 in 2025, which imply that the inequlity

in income distribution is getting better.

The National Statistical Office (NSO) absolutely hopes that this report would be useful

information for related agencies in imposing policies for the country.
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EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

The National Statistical Office carried out the 2025 Household Socio - economic
Survey which collected detailed information on income, expenditure, debt, and
asset of households as well as housing characteristics. Data is collected in every

month (January - December 2025) from 57,600 sample households in every

province nationwide, both in municipal and non-municipal. For the executive

summary of the 2025 Household Socio - economic Survey is as following:

g 1. Trend of Household Income, Expenditure, and Debt

Considering household income, expenditure, and debt during 2015 to 2025 survey showed
that the household income increased from 26,915 baht in 2015 to 29,030 baht in 2023 then
decreased to 28,308 baht in 2025. The same as the household expenditure that increased from
21,157 baht in 2015 to 23,695 baht in 2023 then decreased to 22,420 baht in 2025. As for liabilities,
average debt per all households increased from 156,770 baht in 2015 to 197,255 in 2023 then
decreased to 153,038 baht in 2025.

In 2025 survey showed that nationwide household earmed on average 28,308 baht per month.
The major source of income (19,486 baht) was economic activities such as wages and salaries
(12,172 baht), followed by net profit from non-farm business (4,710 baht) and net profit from farming
(2,603 baht). Another source of income was non-monetary income in terms of products and services
for free (4,122 baht). Income from economically inactive was mainly from assistance provided by persons

outside household or government (4,216 baht). Non-current money and property income (484 baht).

In 2025 survey nationwide household spent on average 22,420 baht per month, of which 19,482
baht was for consumption expenditure. The major category of expenditure was for food, beverages,
and tobacco (8,420 baht), followed by expense on housing and household operation (4,753 baht)
vehicles and transportation (3,430 baht), respectively. Household also had non-consumption
expenditure (such as taxes, interest payment, lottery, insurance, gift etc.) which was 2,938 baht.

The average debt was
153,038 baht per all households. The main purpose of debt was for household spending (118,079 baht)
which consisted purchase/hire purchase of house and/or land, household consumption, and

education. Regarding loan for investment and the other purpose was 34,959 baht. The share of

debt was mainly on farm business, followed by non-farm business and others.

The coefficient of inequality measures differences in household income, ranging from 0 to 1.
A value of 0 indicates no difference, while a value of 1 represents the maximum disparity. When
considering this coefficient, the survey showed that it decreased from 0.285 in 2023 to 0.256 in 2025
which imply that household income inequality is getting better.

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CHAPTER 1
INTRODUCTION

1.1 Background

The National Statistical Office (NSO) conducted the first Household Socio-economic Survey
in 1957 and repeatedly organized the survey every five years. Since the economic was rapidly expanded
and the society has changed, the survey round was designed to conduct every two years under the
order of the cabinet on 8 September 1987. And since 2006, the survey was designed to conduct
every year. By collecting information about Income, expenses, debt, assets, access to welfare/
assistance and government services. To enable relevant agencies in the government, private, and civil
sectors, as well as educational institutions and research institutions. It can be used to study poverty
and income distribution among the population. And for use in planning, monitoring, and evaluating
economic and social development. It can reduce household inequality. Therefore, the 2025 survey

is the thirty-seven round of this kind.

1.2 Concepts/Regulations

The survey categorizes household consumption expenditures according to an international
standard known as the Classification of Individual Consumption According to Purpose (COICOP), 1999.
This classification system was developed by the United Nations Statistics Division (UNSD) to enable users

of the survey data to compare the information with international standards.

1.3 Objective

The objective of the survey is to collect the detailed information on economics and social
matters of the household such as income, expenditures, liabilities, assets, structure of household
members, housing characteristics, migration and remittance transfer as well as the information on

access to social welfare/government program and public services.

1.4 Outcome/Expected Outcome

1) Gaining insights into the basic economic and social conditions of households.

2) Producing data and indicators on poverty and inequality, which serve as essential
information for assessing the poverty and inequality situation in Thai society.

3) Supporting the compilation of national accounts statistics, including annual and
quarterly economic accounts, financial accounts, and gross regional and provincial product statistics,
which serve as indicators of the country’s economic status.

4) Utilizing the data for policy formulation, program planning, monitoring, and
evaluation of various development inititves.

5) Compiling Health Accounts and analyze household healthcare spending across

different income deciles.



6) Compiling the Consumer Price Index (CPI) and the update of CPI base-year weight
every four years.
7) Supporting the development of the National Education Plan.
8) Preparing the Tourism Satellite Account (TSA).
9) Producing Human Security Report.
10) Monitoring welfare policies (elderly, disability, child support) and poverty assistance
programs.
11) Analyzing household debt, assets, and savings.
12) Monitoring progress toward the Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs):
- Goal 1 No Poverty
- Goal 2 Zero Hunger
- Goal 3 Good Health and Well-being
- Goal 10 Reduced Inequilities
13) Analyzing food security and nutritional status.

14) Studying household financial issues in Thailand.
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CHAPTER 2
METHODOLOGY

2.1 Target Population

The survey covered all private, non-institution households residing in all provinces, and also in
both municipal and non-municipal areas including the private households living in the institutional place
for example private households living in hospitals. The survey coverage excluded households of foreign

diplomats and other temporary residents.

2.2 Reference Period
1) During the past 12 months
During the past 12 months refers to the twelve months before the month in which the
interview was conducted. For instance, an interview conducted in February 2025, during the past
12 months referred to the period from “February 2024 to January 2025”.
The time reference “during the past 12 months” is used to ask for the information on
household income and the expenditure on goods and services, which are occasionally occured

during the year, then calculated for an average expenditure per month.

2) The previous month
The previous month refers to the calendar month before the month in which the interview
was conducted. For example, an interview conducted in February 2025, the previous month
referred to the period from “1 to 31 January 2025”.
The time reference “the previous month” is used to ask for the information on household
income and the expenditure on goods and services, which are regularly occurred during the year.
3) The previous week
The previous week refers to the calendar week before the week in which the interview was
conducted. For example, an interview conducted in the second week of the month, the previous
week referred to the first week of the month (Monday - Sunday).
The time reference “the previous week” is only used to ask for the information of the
expenditure on food, beverages and tobacco.
4) The past academic year
This refers to the academic year corresponding to the level of education previously studied.
For example, an interview conducted in February 2025 would include members who were studying
in the third grade of primary school (Grade 3), the past academic year was the academic year for
Grade 2.
The time reference “the past academic year” is only used to ask for the information on

educational expenses (for the past academic year).
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2.3 Definition
1) Enumeration
Enumeration refers to the process of interviewing household members in order to gather
detailed information about individuals in the household, their characteristics, and their living
conditions. This includes aspects such as each member's occupation, the household's income and
expenses, medical treatment, etc. The collected information is then recorded in the enumeration
form (Form SES.2).
2) Work Status
Work Status refers to the status of person who works in all kinds of economically activity such as
(1) Employer
An employer is defined as a person who operates his own enterprise (having an authority
to make decision on operating the enterprise, having a full responsibility for all risks, and their
earning depends upon their business performance) either for profit or dividends and hires one or

more employees on the basis of continuous employment.

(2) Own - account worker without employee
An own-account worker is a person who operates an enterprise on his own account
(having an authority to make decision on operating the enterprise, having a full responsibility for all
risks and their earning depends upon their business performance) either for profit or dividends
without engaging any employees (on the basis of continuous employment) but may have family

members or apprentices who work without pay.

(3) Unpaid family worker
An unpaid family worker is a person who normally works without pay on a farm or in a
business enterprise owned or operated by any household member but does not involve as partnership,

sometimes compensation has been made but not as for hiring purpose.

(4) Employee
An employee is a person who works for pay, which is on the basis of continuous
employment, without any authority to make decision on operating the enterprise. Wages can be made
in form of per month, per day, per hour, per unit of goods or services, or per contract, of which can

be paid either by cash or goods.

(5) Producer’s cooperative

A producer’s cooperative is a group of person who hold a “self-employment” job
in a cooperative producing goods and services, in which each member takes part on an equal
footing with other members in determining the organization of every production processes, as well
as the distribution of the proceeds of the establishment amongst their members. A producer’s
cooperative can be set up either in form of corperate or non-corperate group.

The work of the establishment can be operated by all members or hiring some members
or others outside the group. (Hence, that person who works for pay, either being members of the

group or not, is called an “employee” for this enterprise)
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For example, a producer’s cooperative for farm business (flower planting, frog capturing,
etc.), a group for agricultural intermediate products (production of shrimp paste, fish sauce, potato crisp,

etc.), and a group for local handicraft products (clothing, bamboo handicrafts, etc.).

3) Household Income
Household income refers to cash or goods/services in which household received as part of pay

or produced for own-account or earned from property or received free.

(1) Current Income

(1.1) Income received from employment or own-account working

- Earning from wages and salaries (including employment welfare) (income before
any deduction for taxes, provident payment, social insurance, etc.)

- Earning from business, industry or profession other than farming (the revenue plus
the value of goods/services, which produced on own-account and consumed for
final use, minus the operation cost)

- Earning from farm business (the total value of agricultural products minus the

operation cost)

(1.2) Income received from other sources

- Pensions, annuities or welfare

- Work compensation

- Assistance from other persons outside the household

- Earning from asset/property rental, such as non-agricultural land/house rental,
earnings from license and copyright and interests

- Investment (non-participated on business operation) such as interests from shares,
bonds, stocks, etc. Include estimated rental for owner-occupied house or for tenant

who occupied the household free of charge.

(2) Non-current Income
Non-current income refers to other money receipts, such as inheritances bequeaths, sifts,

proceeds from insurance company, lottery and gambling winnings, commissions, etc.

(1) Expenditure on goods and services
(1.1) Consumption expenditure
- Dwelling
- Furniture, household appliances and operation in the household
- Expenditure on servants
- Clothes, clothing, footwear and personal supplies/services
- Medical and health care

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(1.2) Non-consumption expenditure
- Taxes (all kinds), financial charges and fine
- Career Membership Expense
- Contribution to non-household members
- Contribution to charities or religious institutions
- Property/Life/Accidental insurance (non-accumulated insurance)
- Lottery and gambling

- Interest payment/shares and others (moving services etc.)

(2) Expenditure on food, beverages and tobacco

The survey questions asked for expenditure on all kinds of food (fresh food, prepared food,

preserved food, spices and condiments, etc.) beverages (alcoholic/non-alcoholic) and tobacco products

(cigarettes, cigars, tobacco, betelnut, etc.)

5) Socio-economic Class of Household

The survey results divided households into socio-economic groups which was based on the

major source of household income, work status, type of economically activitiy and type of occupation.

6) Household Quintiles Ranked by Current Income per Capita

In studying the economic and social aspects of households which have various kinds and

differences in their living status, deciles and quintiles are one of many kinds on measuring the socio-

economic position of a household relative to other households, for example the ‘poor’ household and

other better households. With this report, two measurements were used in producing household deciles

and quintiles.

The first measurement used the monthly average of the current income per capita which

was ranked from the lowest to the highest value and then divided the ranked units into groups of

equal size of 5 groups for quintiles. The second measurement used the monthly average of the

current income per capita which was also ranked from the lowest to the highest value and the

divided the ranked units into groups of equal size of 5 groups for quintiles.
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7) Gini Coefficient of Income Distributions
The Gini Coefficient is used to measure income inequality. It ranges between 0 and 1 in
which if the value equal O, it reflects the completed income equality while the value equal 1, it

reflects the completed income inequality.

8) Household Debt
Household debt is defined as all liabilities that require payment or payments of interest or
principal by household to the creditors, either the financial institutions or the private lenders,
which includes debt incurred from hire purchase, installed payments on purchasing goods,

pledging, mortgage, etc.

9) Formal Debt
Formal debt is defined as the money borrowed from a formal lender, for example commercial
banks, financial institutes, saving cooperatives or workplace welfare or welfare programs operated
by the government (e.g. Village Fund Scheme), in which the consideration of loan interest rate is
limited by law.
10) Informal Debt
Informal debt is defined as the money borrowed from individuals, such as private lenders,

middlemen, relatives, or neighbors, with interest rates determined by the lender.

2.4 Sample Design

This survey employed a sample survey method using a stratified two-stage sampling design.
The strata consisted of Bangkok and all provinces, totaling 77 strata. In each stratum (except for
Bangkok), a further division was made into two substrata based on administrative areas: municipal
areas and non-municipal areas. The enumeration area (EA) served as the first-stage sampling unit,
with a total of 3,600 EAs selected. The private household was the second-stage sampling unit, with a
total of 57,600 sample households.

2.5 Data Items
1) The questionnaire of household members and expenditures contains the following
information:
Part 1 Household membership
Part 2 Housing characteristics
Part 3 Expenditure on goods and services
A. Consumption expenditures
B. Non-consumption expenditures
C. Repaying household debt (in-cash and in-kind)
D. Buying house for living (by their own saving money)
Part 4 Expenditure on food, beverages and tobacco
A. Only dried food/canned food (often stored the item for over 1 week)

B. All food items consumed by household during the week
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2) The questionnaire of household income contains the following information:
Part 1 Income from wages and salaries
Part 2 Income from business, industry or profession other than farming
Part 3 Income from farm business
Part 4 Income from other sources
Part 5 Household asset and debt
A. Value of household assets
B. Household debt (in-cash and in-kind)

2.6 Data Collection

The data collection period spanned 12 months, from January to December 2025. The sample
households 57,600 households were divided into 12 equal groups. Each group included households
distributed nationwide, covering both municipal and non-municipal areas in every province. The
survey was conducted on a monthly rotation, with one group surveyed per month. Enumerators
were dispatched to interview either the head of household or a household member from the

selected sample.

2.7 Data Processing/Statistical Analysis

The completed questionnaires underwent verification, initial editing, coding, and data entry.
The data files from each province were then submitted to the central office. Subsequently,
computer-assisted editing was conducted to further review and ensure the accuracy and

completeness of the data, after which the tabulation process was carried out.

2.8 Limitations of the Data

The statistical data presented in this report is derived from the primary statistical processing,
where data obtained from the sample households is calculated according to estimation formulas
appropriate for the sampling method used. The data is also weighted to provide an estimate that
reflects the entire population, both at the regional and national levels. In some statistical tables,
the sum of individual figures may not equal the total, and there may be discrepancies between

data in different tables. This is due to the independent rounding of each value.

3.3.1 Trend of Household Income, Expenditure, and Debt
Considering household income, expenditure, and debt during 2015 to 2025 survey showed
that the household income increased from 26,915 baht in 2015 to 29,030 baht in 2023 then decreased to
28,308 baht in 2025. The same as the household expenditure that increased from 21,157 baht in 2015 to
23,695 baht in 2023 then decreased to 22,420 baht in 2025. As for liabilities, average debt per all households
increased from 156,770 baht in 2015 to 197,255 in 2023 then decreased to 153,038 baht in 2025.

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3.3.2 Trend of Household Income
In 2025 survey, nationwide household earned on average 28,308 baht per month. The major
source of income, economic activities, decreased from 20,465 baht in 2023 to 19,486 baht in 2025. Similarly,
non-monetary income decreased from 4,205 baht to 4,122 baht. Also, non-current money and property
income decreased from 566 baht to 484 baht. Whereas Income from other sources and current increased
from 3,794 baht in 2023 to 4,216 baht in 2025.

In 2025 survey showed that nationwide household earned on average 28,308 baht per month. The
major source of income (19,486 baht) was economic activities such as wages and salaries (12,172 baht), followed
by net profit from non-farm business (4,710 baht) and net profit from farming (2,603 baht). Another source of
income was non-monetary income in terms of products and services for free (4,122 baht). Income from
economically inactive was mainly from assistance provided by persons outside household or government

(4,216 baht). Non-current money and property income (484 baht).

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3.3.4 Trend of Household Expenditure
In 2025 survey, nationwide household spent on average 22,420 baht per month. The major
type of expenditure, consumption expenditures (Paid in cash), decreased from 16,664 baht in 2023 to 15,622
baht in 2025. This is consistent with the decrease in average monthly income per household, which led to a
decline in spending as well. While consumption expenditures (Received in-kind) also decreased from 3,981 baht
in 2023 to 3,861 baht in 2025, which is consistent with the decline in non-monetary income.

3.3.5 Average Monthly Expenditure per household
In survey nationwide household spent on average 22,420 baht per month, of which 19,482 baht
was for consumption expenditure. The major category of expenditure was for food, beverages, and tobacco
(8,420 baht), followed by expense on housing and household operation (4,753 baht), vehicles, and
transportation (3,430 baht), respectively. Household also had non-consumption expenditure (such as taxes,
interest payment, lottery, insurance, gift etc.) which was 2,938 baht.

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3.3.6 Trend of Household Debt

In 2025 survey showed that the average debt was 153,038 baht per all households. The major
type of debt, household spending, decreased from 153,285 baht in 2023 to 118,079 baht in 2025. Similarly,
debt for investment and other purposes, debt for farming decreased from 27,963 baht in 2023 to 23,395 baht
in 2025. Also, debt for non-farm business declined from 15,276 baht to 11,193 baht over the same period.
In addition, other debts, such as fine debt and guarantee debt, decreased from 731 baht to 371 baht.

Regarding loan

for investment and the other purpose was 34,959 baht. The share of debt was mainly on farm business, followed

by non-farm business and others.

3.3.9 Indebted Household: Formal loan and Informal loan
In 2025 survey revealed that the major of indebted households borrowed from formal sector.
Among indebted households, 93.4 percent borrowed from formal sector only. Meanwhile, 4.6 percent of
households reported borrowing from informal sector only, and 2.0 percent reported borrowing from both
formal and informal sectors. The average amount of debt in formal sector was 66.4 times that of informal

sector (150,766 baht and 2,272 baht, respectively).

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3.3.10 Formal Loan and Informal Loan
In 2025, formal loans were primarily used for purchasing or hire-purchasing housing and/or
land (38.2%), followed by household consumption (37.8%), loan for farming (15.4%), and non-farm business
(6.9%). Only 1.5 percent of loans were used for education, while 0.2 percent were for other purposes.
For informal loans, most were used for household consumption (33.6% ), followed by
non-farm business (33.3%), purchasing or hire-purchasing housing and/or land (12.2%), farming (10.6%), and

education (6.4%). The remaining 3.9 percent were for other purposes.

3.3.11 Accessing to Main Sources of Loans
In 2025, considering indebted households (some of which borrowed from multiple sources) the
majority of loans were obtained from formal sources, particularly banks (75.1%). Among these, other
financial companies for the largest share (28.2%), followed by the Bank of Agriculture and Agricultural Cooperative
(22.6%), commercial banks (16.5%), and the Government Housing Bank/Saving Bank (7.8%). In contrast, only 4.8

percent of loans were obtained from informal sources, such as private money lenders, relatives, and neighbors.

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3.3.12 Household Income, Expenditure, and Debt by Region
When considering household income, expenditure, and debt by region, the survey results
showed that households in Greater Bangkok had the highest average monthly income (37,505 baht) as well
as the highest expenditure (30,674 baht). In terms of the expenditure-to-income ratio, households in this
region also recorded the highest level (81.8%), resulting in lower savings or less capacity for debt repayment
compared to other regions. In contrast, households in the South had the lowest expenditure-to-income

ratio (75.2%), allowing for higher savings or greater capacity to repay debt.

3.3.13 Household Income, Expenditure, and Debt by Socio-economic Class (occupation)
When considering household income, expenditure, and debt by occupation, the survey results
showed that households of professional, technician, and manager had the highest average income (52,372
baht), followed by those entrepreneurs for non-agricultural business (34,982 baht). In contrast, households
worked in fishing, forestry, hunting, and agricultural services had the lowest average income (16,252 baht). The

results also indicate that occupations with higher income tend to have higher expenditure and debt as well.

3.3.14 Income, Expenditure, and Household Debt-to-Income
Between 2015 and 2025, a comparison of household income, expenditure, and debt-to-
income ratios showed that, at the national level, most households had higher income than expenditure. In
2025, the gap between income and expenditure was 5,888 baht per household per month, or approximately
2,355 baht per capita (with an average household size of 2.5). Regarding the debt-to-income ratio, it declined
from 6.8 times in 2023 to 5.4 times in 2025.

3.3.16 Average Monthly Current Income per Capita by Household Group (Quintile)
In analyzing income distribution, households nationwide were ranked by average monthly
income per capita from lowest to highest and then equally divided into five groups (quintiles), with the first

quintile representing the lowest income group and the fifth quintile the highest. The results showed that

the average monthly current income per capita increased from 10,765 baht in 2023 to 11,271 baht in 2025,

with increases observed in most income groups, except for the highest income group (Quintile 5).

3.3.18 Trend of Inequality Coefficient in Household Income Distribution
The coefficient of inequality measures differences in household income, ranging from 0 to 1.
A value of 0 indicates no difference, while a value of 1 represents the maximum disparity. When considering
this coefficient, the survey showed that it decreased from 0.285 in 2023 to 0.256 in 2025 which imply that

household income inequality is getting better.

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Sample Design

1. Sample Design

A Stratified Two-stage Sampling was adopted for the survey. Bangkok Metropolitan and other
Provinces were considered to be constituted strata. There were altogether 77 strata, each stratum
(except Bangkok Metropolitan) was divided into two parts according to the type of local administration
area corresponding to the Department of Provincial Administration, namely, municipal areas, and

non-municipal areas.

1) Selection of Primary Sampling Units
The sample selection of enumeration area was performed separately and independently in

each part by using probability proportional to the total number of households in that enumeration area.

2) Selection of Secondary Sampling Units
In this stage, private households were the ultimate sampling units. Households in every
enumerating area sample were listed to serve as the sampling frame then the set of households was
rearranged by size of household (classified by number of household members) and type of economic
household (determined on the basis of the occupational type which produces the highest income in the
household). Finally, private sampled households were selected by using the systematic method in each

type of local administration with the following sample sizes:
(1) 16 households from each of enumerating area sample in municipal areas
(2) 16 households from each of enumerating area sample in non-municipal areas

The total number of private sampled households for the whole year was 57,600 households.

2. Method of Estimation

The results of the survey were presented at regional level and provincial level. At the reginal
level, the results were reported for Bangkok Metropolitan and the three provinces (Nonthaburi, Pathum
Thani and Samut Prakan), Central region (exclude Bangkok Metropolitan and the three provinces), Northern
region, Northeastern region and Southern region.

The sample of about 57,600 households, in both municipal and non-municipal areas, was divided

into twelve equally representative sub-samples. Each sub-household eroup was interviewed for the

period of one-month. The survey data was collected by an interviewing method. The interviewers were sent

out to interview the household head or other household members of the sample households. The period

of data collection started from January to December 2025.

6. Data Processing

Al recorded questionnaires were preliminarily reviewed, edited and encoded in each provincial

office before sending the raw data file to the NSO headquarter. All raw data were, consequently,

computerizedly edited for the final review. After several stages of data correction, the results were then

tabulated.
