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Preface

The National Statistical Office has continuously conducted the Labor Force Survey
on an annual basis since 1963. Initially, the survey was conducted twice a year: during the
non-agricultural season (January-March) and the agricultural season (July-September).
In the second phase, from 1984 to 1997, the frequency increased to three rounds per year in
February, May, and August. Beginning in 1998, the survey has been conducted quarterly with
the addition of a fourth round in November, to ensure data coverage for all quarters.
Furthermore, in 1994, the sample size was expanded to enable the presentation of data at
the provincial level. Since 2001, data collection has been conducted on a monthly basis to
allow for timely monitoring of labor market conditions, with monthly data available at the

regional and national levels, and quarterly data available at the provincial level.

This Labor Force Survey report presents key labor statistics at the national, regional,
and provincial levels, including the number of working-age persons (aged 15 and over), employed
persons, and unemployed persons, classified by demographic, economic, and employment
characteristics. It also includes information on the work experience and duration of unemployment.
These data are intended to support labor planning and policy formulation. The National Statistical
Office sincerely hopes that this report will be of great benefit to eovernment agencies, the private

sector, and the public in conducting analyses and research to further develop the labor sector.

National Statistical Office conducted the Labor
Force Survey in the 1% quarter of 2026 to know the
circumstance of employment and unemployment of
the population. The results showed that there were
59.62 million people, aged 15 years and over, of these,
41.91 million were in the labor force (41.19 million were
employed, 0.39 million were unemployed, and 0.33 million
were seasonally inactive labor force) and 17.71 million
were not in the labor force, consisting of 7.28 million
were young/old age/illness/disability incapable of work,
4.48 million were studies, and 5.95 million were others
(3.09 million were household works, 1.32 million were
retirement, 0.74 million were child care/elderly/illness/
disability, 0.62 million were resting).

Comparing to the same period of 2025, the
number of employed persons gradually increased
by 1.81 million (from 39.38 million to 41.19 million).
It was found that the number of employed persons
in agricultural sector increased by 0.66 million (from
10.59 million to 11.25 million). Those in non agricultural
sector increased by 1.15 million (from 28.79 million
to 29.94 million). The major of increased was found in
Wholesale and retail trade; repair of motor vehicles and
motorcycles, Manufacturing, Transportation and storage
activities, Accommodation and food service activities,
and Construction. The major of public administration
and defence; compulsory social security has a marginal
decrease.

Comparing level of educational attainment of
the employed persons to the same period of 2025,
it was found that number of employed persons with
upper secondary level increased by 0.59 million, higher
education level increased by 0.52 million, primary level
increased by 0.34 million, lower secondary level increased
by 0.24 million, incomplete primary level increased by 0.18
million and no schooling level increased by 0.10 million.

Focusing on time-related underemployment
workers (define as working 1 - 34 hours per week, wanted
to work additional hours and available for additional
work) in the 1 quarter 2026, it showed that there
were 172 thousand. Although they were employed,
but they worked as labor underutilization. Since they
had more time to work on their own. The time-related
underemployment rate was 0.4%. Comparing to the
same period of 2025, the number of employed with
time-related underemployment increased by 24.9%.
Because the economy is unstable, especially during
slowdowns, many workers do not earn enough to cover
the rising cost of living. This shows that the job market is

weaker and there are fewer employment opportunities.

In the 1°* quarter 2026, there were 393 thousand
unemployed workers, or the unemployment rate
was 0.9%. Comparing to the same period in 2025, the
number of unemployed persons increased by 35
thousand (from 358 thousand to 393 thousand).

The number of unemployed persons in the
youth group (15 - 24 years old) was 170 thousand,
corresponding to an unemployment rate of 4.6%. While
the number of unemployed persons in adult group
(25 years and over) was 223 thousand (unemployment
rate of 0.6). Comparing to the same period in 2025,
the youth groups unemployment rate has decreased,
whereas the adult groups unemployment rate has

increased.

Considering work experiences of unemployed
persons in the 1° quarter 2026 the results indicated that
there were 154 thousand of total unemployed workers
had no work experience, with these 111 thousand were
youth, and 43 thousand were adult. For unemployed
persons with work experience, there were 239 thousand,
about 128 thousand were from service and trade sector,
about 75 thousand were from manufacturing sector, and

about 36 thousand were from agriculture sector.

When comparing unemployed persons by level
of educational attainment in the same period of 2025,
it was found that unemployment increased across
almost all education levels. The largest increase was
observed among those with lower secondary level,
followed by those with primary level, incomplete
primary level, upper secondary level, and no schooling.
In contrast, unemployment among individuals with

higher education level decreased.

For unemployed persons and the unemployment
rate by region during the same period of 2025, both the
number of unemployed persons and the unemployment
rate increased. The number of unemployed persons rose
in the Northeast, Central, South, and Eastern regions. In
contrast, the number of unemployed persons decreased
in Bangkok and the Southern border provinces, while
the North showed no significant change compared to
the same period of 2025.

Nationally, the unemployment rate remained
unchanged from the same period in 2025 (0.9%). The rate
increased in the Northeast, South, and Central regions,
but decreased in Bangkok and the southern border areas.
Meanwhile, the Eastern and North showed no change
compared to the same period in 2025.

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CHAPTER 1

INTRODUCTION

1.1 Background

Labor force statistics have been compiled by the National Statistical Office since 1963,
when the survey was first initiated. In the initial phase, the survey was conducted twice a year.
During 1984-1997, three survey rounds covering the whole kingdom were conducted annually.
The first round was held in February during the non-agricultural season, the second in May
when new entrants to the labor force graduated from school, and the third in August during the
agricultural season. Since 1998, an additional round has been conducted in November during
the agricultural harvest season. This expansion aimed to provide quarterly nationwide data on
employment, unemployment, and other labor force activities throughout the year.

Due to the increasing demand of data for formulating plans and policy at provincial
level, the National Statistical Office has expanded sample size to propose statistical data at
provincial level commencing from survey in February and August, 1994. For the fourth round in
November 1999, data was presented at the first time and presentation data at provincial level.

After the economic crisis in the mid of 1997, the need of labor force data for planning
and policy making were more in demand. In the year of 2001, the survey was conducted monthly.
The survey data of three months were combined to present the quarterly. Data of February, May
and August were presented in order to compare with the previous labor force survey and since
September 2001, data were presented monthly. Beginning from the survey in January 2001, 5 items
has been revised; age of persons in labor force was adopted from 13 years of age and over to
15 years of age and over in order to agree with the child labor law. The standard classification
of occupation, industry and employment status were adopted, and area of local administration
which the former sanitary which were included in non-municipal area were presently included
in municipal area.

In 2025, National Statistical Office Regional variables are classified from 5 regions
to 7 regions according to statistics production standards in order to be consistent with the
announcement of the Integrated Spatial Management Policy Committee on the establishment
of regions and provincial groups. 2024.
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1.2 Concepts/Regulations

Labor force statistics survey according to concepts and principles of International
Labour Organization (ILO) and United Nation (UN). National Statistical Organization of Thailand
has adopted concepts and definitions since the first time in 1983 to make consistency according
to the real social and economic situations of Thailand even though user requirements. The
improvement thas continued since the first quarter in 2001 and determined the minimum age of

labour force at 15 years old.

1.3 Objectives

The main objective of this survey is to estimate the number and characteristics of
the labor force in the country and in different regions periodically. The statistical data derived from
this quarter of the survey include:

1. the number of persons in and out of the working age (15 years and over) by sex.

2. the number of working age population by labor force status, age, sex, marital
status, educational attainment.

3. the number of employed persons by interesting characteristics such as age, sex,
educational attainment, occupation, industry, work status, hours work,

the number of unemployed persons by interesting characteristics e.g. duration of

searching for job, type of previous work.
1.4 Expected Benefits

The information this survey were used to plan and strategy as following
1) To be used to plan for developing manpower

1.1) To be used as basic information to measure demand of labor and approaching
manpower including raising production process by developing unemployment workers or workers
who works lower than their ability.

1.2) To be important information for planning and assessing for policies of
government related to promoting and supporting job hiring.

1.3) To point direction and trend as well as changing of labor market and
employment conditions because this information were from surveys constructed from periods
consecutively.

2) To be indies for macroeconomics

2.1) To be basic information which show size and structure of manpower of country.

2.2) To be available for assessing and analyzing for macroeconomics of country
by analyzing together with other information.

2.3) Jobless rate was available to be potential indicator of country.
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3) Others

3.1) To be use for considering minimum wage and structure of employee’s income
in each occupation.

3.2) To be used for analysis or research in several areas for instance, to be used
to explain the previous economic growth, used to research related population that impacts to
social and economic of size and structure of manpower etc.

3.3) To be estimated manpower for be useful for social and economic planning.



CHAPTER 2

STATISTICAL METHODOLOGY

2.1 Target Population

Refers to people living in private households and all households of worker groups
living in municipalities and outside municipalities in every province throughout the country,
except for households of foreigners working in embassies or international organizations with
diplomatic privileges.

For households that are included in the enumeration of the Labor Force Survey,
they include private households and worker group households, whose names will appear in the
sample household list.

Persons included in the enumeration include those who are members of sample

private households and those who are selected as samples in worker group households.
2.2 Reference Period

Reference week refer to seven days before the interviewing date for example if
the interviewing date was January 9", 2026 "during 7 days before interviewing date" was during
January 2™ - 8™, 2026.

2.3 Definition

The National Statistical Office has adapted and changed the concepts and definitions
used in the Labor Force Survey (LFS) Project many times since the initial year. The purposes of
changes were to improve the completeness of the collected data with respect to the real
socio - economic situation of the country and to serve for users requirement. In this report, the
concepts and definitions used have been introduced since 1983 and some definitions together

with the minimum age limit which have been changed to 15 years is adopted since 2001.
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The revised definitions used in the survey are listed in following.
® Employed persons; Persons, 15 years of age and over who during the survey week,
1. worked for at least one hour for wages/salary, profits, dividends or any other
kind of payment, in kind; or
2. did not work at all or worked less than one hour but
2.1 receives wage/salary, profits from business enterprise or farm during the
period of absence; or
2.2 not receive wage/salary, profits from business enterprise or farm during
the period of absence but had regular jobs or business that they would
be return to work.
3. worked for at least one hour without pay in business enterprises or on farms
owned or operated by household heads or members.
® Unemployed persons; Persons, 15 years of age and over who during the survey
week did not work even for one hour, had no jobs, business enterprise or farms of their own.
Persons in this category include:
1. those who had been looking for work, applying for a job or waiting to be
called to work during the last 30 days before interview’s date.
2. those who had not been looking for work during the last 30 days before
interview’s date but available for work during the last 7 days before interview’s date.
® Current labor force All persons 15 years of age and over who, during the survey
week, were either employed or unemployed as defined above.
® Seasonally inactive labor force Persons 15 years of age and over, who during
the survey week, were neither employed nor unemployed as defined above, but were waiting
for the appropriate season, being persons who usually worked without pay on farms, or in business
enterprises engaged in seasonal activities owned or operated by the head of the household or
any other member of the household.
® Total labor force All persons 15 years of age and over, who during the survey
week, were in the current labor force as defined above or were classified as seasonally inactive
labor force as defined above.
® Persons not in the labor force Persons classified in this category are those
who were neither employed nor unemployed during the survey week, or classified as seasonally
inactive labor force as defined above. They include:

without pay, profits, dividends, or other payments for persons who were not members of the
same household, working without pay, profits, dividends or any other payments for charitable
organizations and institutions.
® Job A job is defined as any of the following:
1. Work for cash wages, salaries or for pay "in kind", or
2. Work for profit on own farm or in own or partly own business, or
3. Work without pay or profit on a farm or in a business owned or operated by
the head or any member of the household.
® Occupation; Occupation refers to the kind of work performed by a person at his
job. Most persons generally hold only one job. For a person having more than one job, only the
job at which he worked for the greater number of hours during the survey week was recorded.
If the number of working hours for each job was exactly the same, the job which gave him the
higher income was recorded. If the number of working hours and the income earned from
each job were the same, the job for which he had preference was recorded. If the respondent
could not give his preference, the job at which he had been working for the longest time was
the one recorded. Before 2010, the survey used the classification which was suitable to Thailand’s
occupation based on International Standard Classification of Occupation, 1988 (ISCO-88). Since
January 2011, the survey used International Standard Classification of Occupation, 2008 (ISCO-08)
of the International Labor Organization (ILO).
® Industry The term "industry" as herein used refers to the nature of economic
activity undertaken in the establishment in which a person worked or the nature of business
in which he was engaged during the survey week. If a person had more than one job, the industry

corresponding to the occupation recorded was asked.
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Before 2010, the survey used the classification which was suitable to Thailand’s
industry based on International Standard Industrial Classification, (ISIC) 1989. Since January 2011,
the survey used the third revision of the Thailand Standard Industrial Classification, (TSIC) 2009.

B Work status refers to the status of person’s occupation in the survey week.
Work status was classified as follows

1. An employer is defined as a person who operates his own enterprise for
profit or dividends and hires one or more employees in his enterprise.

2. An own-account worker refers to a person who operates an economic enterprise,
either alone or in partnership with others, without employing regular employees on a continuous
basis. Such workers may, however, engage casual employees or receive assistance from contributing
family members or unpaid apprentices.

4. An employee is a person who works and receives remuneration in the form
of wages on a monthly, weekly, daily, piece-rate, or contract basis. Remuneration received from
work can be in cash or in kind on a continuous basis. Employees are divided into 3 categories:

4.1 Government employee: Civil servants, municipal employees, provincial
administrative organization employees, officials of international organizations, as well as permanent
and temporary government employees.

4.2 State enterprise employee: A person who works for a state-owned enterprise.

4.3 Private employee: A person who works for a private individual or a private
business, including domestic workers.

5. A member of a producers’ cooperative is a person who hold a “self-
employment” job in a cooperative producing goods and services, in which each member takes
part on an equal footing with other members in determining the organization of production,
sales and/or other work of the establishment, the investments and the distribution of the
proceeds of the establishment amongst their members.

Since January 2001, the survey used the International Classification of Status
in Employment, 1993 (ICSE-93) of the International Labor Organization (ILO) which add one
more status to those used in the previous year, that is a member of a producers’ cooperative.

® Hours of work Hours of work mean hours actually worked during the survey
week. For a person holding more than one job, his hours worked would be the sum total of
hours worked on all jobs. For a person who had a regular job but was not at work during the
survey week, the hours worked would be recorded zero. Before 2001, for a person who had a
regular job but was not at work during the survey week, the number of hours normally worked
in a week is taken as the hours worked.

B Wage or salary Wages or salaries mean basic wages or salaries payable for the
specified time or piece of work, not including overtime payments, bonuses or other fringe
benefits.
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® Duration of looking for work Duration of looking for work is the length of time
during which an unemployed person had been looking for work. It is counted from the day he
started looking for work to the end of the survey week.

® Survey week; A survey week is the reference period of last 7 days before
interview’s date which information on labor was obtained.

® Enumeration period; The enumeration period is the 1% - 12" for each month
which actual interviews were conducted.

® Types of households included in the survey; Households included in the scope
of the survey can be divided into two types:

1. Private households which include one person household, i.e. single persons
who make provision for their own food or other essentials of living without combining with any
other persons, or multi person households, i.e. groups of two or more persons making common
provision for food or other essentials for living, residing in any of the following types of housing:
wooden dwellings, cement dwellings, row houses, apartments, boats, rafts, etc.

2. Collective households

2.1 Group of employee households which include persons living in group
living quarters within the compound of a factory.

2.2 Institutional households Household not included in the above mentioned
types, e.g. inmates of penal institutions, priests, soldiers living in military barracks, students living
in dormitories, etc., were classified as institutional households and not covered in the survey.

® Level of educational completed; The highest level of education completed is
classified as follows:

1. None means all persons who have never attended school or had no education.

2. Less than elementary means all persons who have completed a grade lower
than Prathom 6 (or formerly Prathom 7 or Mathayom 3).

3. Elementary level means all persons who have completed Prathom 6 (or formerly
Prathom 7 or Mathayom 3) or higher but not lower secondary level.

4. Lower secondary level means all persons who have completed Mathayom 3
(formerly Mathayom 3 or Mathayom 6) or higher but not upper secondary level.

5. Upper secondary level

5.1 Academic means all persons who completed (Mathayom 5 or Mathayom 8)

in general education schools or completed higher but not higher level.
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5.2 Vocational and technical means all persons who have completed a
lower secondary and have then completed the three-year course required
for this level in vocational and technical colleges or completed higher but
not higher level.

5.3 Religious education refers to persons who have completed religious
studies, such as Buddhist studies, Phra Pariyatti Dhamma education, or
Islamic religious education.

5.4 Higher than upper secondary education but below associate degree
refers to persons who have completed a higher vocational certificate
program.

6. Higher level

6.1 General education mean all persons Individuals who graduated in general
education or academic fields. By obtaining a certificate at the diploma
level.

6.2 Vocational education mean all persons who has completed a vocational
education. or a vocational field with a higher vocational certificate diploma
Technical Vocational Certificate (High Vocational Certificate).

7. Bachelor degree education means all persons who have completed a bachelor’s
degree from all educational institutions.
8. Postgraduate means all persons who have completed a master’s degree, a

doctorate degree.

9. Other means all persons who have completed types of education other than
the aforementioned.
10. Successful disciplines mean a field of study, faculties or departments

successfully completed according to the certificate or a diploma.
2.4 Sample Design

A stratified two-stage sampling was Adopted to the survey (see details in Appendix A).
Bangkok Metropolis and provinces were constituted strata. Each stratum (excluding Bangkok
Metropolis) was divided into two parts according to the type of local administration, namely
municipal areas and non-municipal areas. The primary and secondary sampling units were
enumeration areas (EAs) for municipal areas and non-municipal areas and private households
and persons in the collective households respectively.

At the first stage, the EAs based on the 2010 census frame was updated from
other sample surveys and selected separately and independently in each stratum by using

probability proportional to zero, giving the total number of households.
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The total number of sampled EAs was 5,430 from 139,325 EAs.

At the second stage, private households and persons in the collective households
were our ultimate sampling units. A new listing of private households was made for every sampled
EAs to serve as the sampling frame. In each sampled EAs, a systematic sample of private households
were selected with the following sample size: Municipal areas: 16 sample households per EAs and
non-municipal areas: 16 sample households per EAs.

Before selecting sample private households in each sampled EAs, the list of private
households was rearranged by household’s size which was the member of the household.

In the case of collective households, each household member from every household
were selected systematically.

Since 2002, Labor force Survey has used a rotating sample design to improve
the quality of estimators. The 4 rotation groups and 2-2-2 pattern was adopted to the survey from
2022 to 2031. After which, a new rotation pattern has been applied to this survey for the next ten
years. The primary sampling units (PSUs) have been divided into eleven PSU sets; four sets of
households have been selected to give a total of 44 household sample sets.

In each year, two PSU sets were used and 50% of these were used repeatedly
for the following year.

The Rotation 2-2-2 pattern is repeated as follows:

- Each household sample was used for 2 consecutive quarters.

- After that it was omit for 2 consecutive quarters then it was used for next 2

further quarters.

- In each year, between consecutive quarters, 100% PSUs and 50% of households

were used repeatedly.

- For consecutive year of same quarter, both 50% of PSUs, and households were

used repeatedly.

2.5 Data Iltems

Questionnaire in this project includes 5 major sections:

Section 1: Characteristics of member household

Section 2: Education

Section 3: Work

Section 4: The need for additional work during the 7 days prior to the interview date

Section 5: Income of employed
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2.6 Data Collection

Labor force information for this quarterly survey, conducted during 1 = 12" January
to March 2026, was obtained through interviews with heads or members of sample households.
The survey covered 49,248 households in municipal areas (including 4,800 households in Bangkok)
and 37,632 households in non-municipal areas, making a total of 86,880 households throughout
the Kingdom. Forty-four enumerators with previous survey experience were employed in Bangkok,
while in the other provinces, the field staff comprised 830 enumerators. This adoption of technology
enhances operational efficiency, ensures quality control, and allows management to monitor
fieldwork through a web-based progress tracking application. The system tracks both the survey
routes of data collectors and their overall operational progress.

Prior to each data collection period, the NSO regularly conducts quarterly briefing
meetings via video conference. These sessions are designed to create a clear understanding of
the questionnaires, key definitions, scope, and coverage, as well as to review observations, issues,
and obstacles encountered in previous operations.

During data collection, field staff interview sample households and record the
information directly onto their tablets. Once the staff have verified the accuracy of the data, it
is transmitted via the internet to the server. The collected data is then stored in a cloud computing
system for subsequent data processing.

Face-to-face data collection had traditionally been paper-based. However, in the
third quarter of 2013, the National Statistical Office (NSO) introduced the use of tablets,

enabling data entry during interviews and improving data consistency.
2.7 Data Processing

This survey was a sample survey. So, to refer to population, a weight for each sample
unit was needed. There were 3 steps:

1. Calculation design weight or base weight and inverse selection probabilities
for each state of selected sampling unit were calculated.

2. Adjustment for non-response and base weights were adjusted to compensate
for non-response households.

3. Post-stratification calibration adjustment was the final step. The base weight
adjusted by non-response data was further adjusted by using projected population, classified by

grouped age, sex, region and administration.
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2.8 Limitations of the data

In round figures in the statistical tables, all absolute figures are independently
rounded to the nearest thousand; hence the group total may not always be equal to the sum
of the individual figures.

The published figures should be utilized with full awareness that the survey was
based on the sample estimates, and would be subject to both sampling and non - sampling

errors.

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3.3 Major Findings

This chapter presents a summary of the results of the labor force survey conducted
nationwide during 1 - 12" of January - March 2026 which is the 1% quarter of the year. The results
of this survey showed the situation of employment, unemployment and interesting characteristics
of the labor force.

The Population Projection for Thailand 2010 — 2040 (Revision), revised by Office of
the National Economic and Social Development Council (NESDC), was used as the base population

in the estimation procedure since the Labor Force Survey quarter 1, 2026.
3.3.1 Structure of the labor force

The total labor force was about 41.91 million. Of these, about 53.7% were
residing in non-municipal areas and about 46.3% were residing in municipal area.

There were 41.19 million employed persons, 0.33 million seasonal workers,
and 0.39 million unemployed persons, representing an unemployment rate of 0.9%. The majority
of the total labor force resides in the Central region (9.89 million), followed by the Northeastern

region (9.68 million), and the Northern region (6.38 million), respectively.

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About 17.71 million were persons not in the labor force, 29.7% of population
aged 15 years and over. Of these, about 7.28 million were young/old age/illness/disability incapable
of work, 4.48 million were studies, 3.09 million were housewives, 1.32 million were retirement,

0.62 million were resting, 0.74 million were child care/elderly/illness/disability.
3.3.2 Labor force participation

Labor force participation rate, which was 70.3%, was defined as the percentage
of the population in the total labor force to the population 15 years and over. It was observed
the participation rate of municipal areas was slightly higher than non-municipal areas (70.6% and
70.1% respectively).

Considering the labor force participation rate by age group, it was found that
almost all age groups recorded relatively high participation rates, except for the 15-19 age group,
who were mainly of school age, and persons aged 60 years and over, who had generally retired
from the workforce. The participation rates for these two age groups were only 13.2% and 41.8%,

respectively.

Considering the labor force participation rates by level of educational
attainment, persons with higher education had the highest rate at 82.7%, followed by those with
primary level and upper secondary level at 76.6% and 74.9%, respectively. The participation rate

of persons with incomplete primary level was 46.7%.
3.3.3 Employed labor force

1) Work status
Almost half of the employed persons (49.7%) worked as employees,
comprising 9.2% government employees and 40.5% private employees. This was followed by
own-account workers (33.5%), unpaid family workers (14.4%), and employers (2.4%), while

members of producers’ cooperatives accounted for only 0.02% of employed persons.

2) Economic activity
About 27.3% of employed persons were engaged in the agricultural sector,
while 72.7% were engaged in the non-agricultural sector. Among non-agricultural activities, the largest
proportion of employed persons was engaged in wholesale and retail trade (17.5%), followed by
manufacturing (15.7%), accommodation and food service activities (8.8%), construction (5.7%),
public administration and defence; compulsory social security (4.5%), transportation and storage (4.3%),

other service activities (3.3%), and education (2.9%), respectively.

4) Education

Regarding the educational attainment of employed persons, the highest
proportion had completed higher education (24.1%), followed by primary level (22.3%), upper
secondary level (20.9%), lower secondary level (18.1%), and incomplete primary level (10.8%).
Persons with no schooling accounted for only 2.5% of employed persons.

A comparison of the educational attainment of employed persons residing
in municipal and non-municipal areas showed that employed persons in municipal areas had a
significantly higher proportion of those who attained higher education than those in non-municipal
areas (30.1% and 19.0%, respectively). In contrast, employed persons in non-municipal areas had
higher proportions of those with incomplete primary level, primary level, and lower secondary level
than those in municipal areas. As for upper secondary level, the proportion of employed persons

in municipal areas was only slightly higher than that of those in non-municipal areas.

3.3.4 Hours of work

The result found that about 76.4% of the employed persons worked 35 hours
or more per week or known as fully employed persons. These were classified as 61.5% of those
who worked 35 - 49 hours per week and 14.9% of those who worked 50 hours or more per week.
Furthermore, there were 22.1% of the employed worked 1 — 34 hours per week. Employed persons
with regular job but did not work during the survey week (less than one hour), accounted for
only 1.5%.

Considering employed persons who had available time and desired additional
work, there were 0.29 million persons, accounting for 0.7% of total employed persons. Of these,
59.7% worked 1-34 hours per week, followed by those working 35-49 hours per week (30.6%),
those working 50 hours or more per week (4.8%), and those working less than 1 hour per week
and wishing to work additional hours (4.9%).

In addition, about 0.17 million employed persons were classified as time-related
underemployed, namely those who worked 1-34 hours per week, were willing to work additional

hours, and were available for additional work. The time-related underemployment?® rate was 0.4%.

3.3.5 Unemployment

The unemployment rate is the ratio of the number of unemployed persons
to the labor force expressed as a percentage. It depends, therefore, on the definition of
unemployment as well as of the labor force adopted in the survey. Beginning from the survey
in August 1982, unemployment has been measured, for a better understanding of the situation,
in terms of persons available for works, including not only those actively looking for work but
also those not looking for but available for work. As well, the classification of the labor force
status or activity has been revised to include, the current labor force, the seasonally inactive
labor force, to constitute what is described as the total labor force. Different unemployment
rates can be computed for purpose of comparative analysis, using different measures of
unemployment and labor force as given in Table 3.5

In general, during the agricultural season, the unemployment rate calculated
from the total labor force is very close to that obtained from the current labor force but in
the slack season the rates are quite different because the number of unemployed persons was
among the off-season of agriculture are more than the numbers among an agricultural season
of the same year.

The results of the survey in this quarter found that the unemployment rate which

was calculated from the current labor force and the total labor force was not different (0.9%).

By age group, the unemployment rates among youths aged 15-19 years and
20-24 years were significantly higher than those of other age groups, at 6.5% and 4.3%, respectively,
partly because many of them were new entrants to the labour market after graduation. The
unemployment rate declined to 1.6% among persons aged 25-29 years and gradually decreased
in the older age groups. The unemployment rates among persons aged 50-59 years and those

aged 60 years and over were 0.2% and 0.3%, respectively.

3.3.6 Characteristics of the unemployed labor force

Considering the characteristics of unemployed persons by educational
attainment, both the number and proportion of unemployed persons tended to increase with
higher levels of education. Overall, unemployed persons with higher education accounted for
the largest share at 37.6%, followed by those with upper secondary level (22.7%), lower secondary
level (20.0%), and primary level (12.7%), respectively. In contrast, persons with incomplete primary

level accounted for only 4.6% of total unemployed persons.

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By sex, the number of unemployed males was higher than that of unemployed
females among persons with lower secondary level and primary level. In contrast, female
unemployment was higher among persons with higher education, upper secondary level, incomplete
primary level, and no schooling.

By area of residence, the number of unemployed persons in non-municipal
areas was higher than that in municipal areas at almost all levels of educational attainment, except

for higher education, where the number of unemployed persons in municipal areas was higher.
3.3.7 Wages and salaries

Data on wages and salaries were collected from all employees, including
government employees, state enterprise employees, and private employees, in accordance with
the payment system applicable to each category, and were converted into equivalent monthly
wages and salaries.

Overall, there were approximately 20.49 million employees receiving wages
and salaries. The largest proportion received 10,000-14,999 baht per month (32.2%), followed by
those receiving 15,000 =29,999 baht per month (30.0%) and less than 10,000 baht per month (27.4%).

Only 9.6% received wages and salaries of 30,000 baht or more per month.

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A comparison between private employees and government employees
(including state enterprise employees) showed that private employees received lower average
monthly wages and salaries than government employees, at 14,392 baht and 21,308 baht per
month, respectively. This was partly because private employees included daily wage employees
and labourers who generally earned relatively low incomes. The survey results also indicated that
the proportions of private employees earning less than 10,000 baht per month and those earning
10,000-14,999 baht per month were considerably higher than the corresponding proportions among
government employees. In contrast, the proportion of government employees earning 15,000 baht

or more per month was noticeably higher than that of private employees.

3.3.8 Supplementary benefits

Apart from data on basic wages and salaries, information such as receipt of
supplementary benefits in cash i.e., bonuses and overtime, position allowance, meeting allowance,
food, clothing, housing, and others, the intangible benefits are included.

The survey results showed that the most common additional employment
benefits received by employees were other cash benefits (43.0%) and overtime pay (38.9%). Male
employees had higher proportions of receiving other cash benefits and overtime pay than female
employees. In contrast, female employees had slightly higher proportions of receiving non-cash
benefits and bonuses than male employees.

A comparison between government and private employees showed that
private employees had higher proportions of receiving additional employment benefits, including
overtime pay, non-cash benefits, and bonuses, than sovernment employees. In contrast, government

employees had a higher proportion of receiving other cash benefits than private employees.

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3.4 Summary and Recommendations

The labour force situation in the first quarter of 2026 showed that the population aged
15 years and over totalled 59.62 million persons. Of this number, 41.91 million persons, or 70.3%,
were in the labour force, comprising 41.19 million employed persons, 0.39 million unemployed
persons, and 0.33 million seasonally inactive persons. Meanwhile, 17.71 million persons, or 29.7%
of the population aged 15 years and over, were outside the labour force. Of the total employed
persons, approximately 11.25 million were employed in the agricultural sector, representing an
increase of 6.2% or about 0.66 million persons from the same quarter of the previous year.
Employment in the non-agricultural sector totalled 29.94 million persons, increasing by 4.0%
or approximately 1.15 million persons compared with the corresponding quarter of the previous
year. Employment growth was observed particularly in the services and trade sectors, especially
in wholesale and retail trade; repair of motor vehicles and motorcycles, and manufacturing
activities. At the same time, several industries continued to face economic challenges affecting
labour demand and employment, resulting in a decline in employment in public administration
and defence; compulsory social security activities.

Overall, the country’s labour market situation remained stable, as reflected by the
high level of employment and the continued low unemployment rate. Labour mobility from the
agricultural sector to the services and logistics sectors reflected the adjustment of the labour market
to the changing economic environment. Despite the overall positive situation, vulnerable groups,
particularly long-term unemployed persons and those with no previous work experience, continued
to require attention and support in preparing for entry into the labour market in order to strengthen

long-term economic security.
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METHODOLOGY

1. Sample design

A Stratified Two-stage Sampling was adopted for the survey. Bangkok and provinces
were constituted strata. The primary sampling units were enumeration areas (EAs) for municipal
areas and non-municipal areas. The secondary sampling units were private households or

persons in workers’ households.
Stratification

Bangkok and provinces were constituted strata. There were altogether 77 strata.
Each stratum (excluding Bangkok) was divided into two parts according to the type of local

administration, namely municipal areas and non-municipal areas.
Selection of Primary Sampling Unit

The sample selection of enumeration areas were performed separately and
independently in each part by using probability proportional to size - total number of households.
The total sample enumeration areas were 5,430 from 139,325 EAs.

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Selection of secondary sampling unit

Private households were our ultimate sampling units. A new listing of private households
were made for every sampled EA to serve as the sampling frame. In each sampled EA, a systematic
sample of private households was selected with the following sample size :

- Municipal areas : 16 sample households per EA (2 sets of sample
households, 8 sample households per set)

- Non - municipal areas : 16 sample households per EA (2 sets of sample
households, 8 sample households per set)

Before selecting sample private households in each sampled EA, the list of private
households was rearranged by household’s size which was the member of the household
and economic type of household.

In case of workers’ household, a systematic sample of household members was
selected with the same sampling interval to the interval used for the private households in
each sampled EA.
