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Executive Summary

the 2013 Agricultural Census

National Statistical Office (NSO) conducted
the First Agricultural Census in 1950 1963 1978 1993
and 2003, respectively. Agricultural Census takes place
every 10 years with the recommendations of the
Food and Agriculture Organization of the United
Nations (FAO). National Statistical Office (NSO)
conducted the 2013 Agricultural Census which is the
sixth round of its series. The census aims to provide
basic information on the structure of agriculture at
administrative units and that information over ten
years provides as a guideline for developing
agricultural policies and plans as well as monitoring
agricultural development for both national and local
level.

For this Agricultural Census, National
Statistical Office of Sa Kaeo collected data in fieldwork
involved by 146 agricultural volunteers at village
level and the 30 agricultural extension officers at
tumbon level and the NSO Sa Kaeo provincial staff
for interviewing all household in Sa Kaeo in order to
find the agricultural households. The census fieldwork
was carried out during May 2013 by using a portable
device (Tablet). National Statistical Office of Sa Kaeo
reported the summary of some data already. For this report,
the result is a complete summary of all of the
Sa Kaeo Province. The findings are as following.

1. Number and area of holdings |

Sa Kaeo composed nine districts. As of
the census day (1 May 2013), Sa Kaeo had totally
52,969 of agricultural holdings, which was accounted
for 28.2 percent of total households of the province.u
The total area of holdings was 1,640,856 rais or

averagely 31 rais per holding.

The majority of agricultural holdings,
7,787 members (14.7%), located in Amphoe
Mueang Sa Kaeo which also had the area of holdings
for 207,870 rais (46.8%). The Amphoe Ta Phraya was
the second in the number of holdings and area of
holdings, for 7,642 members (14.4%) and area of
holdings 241,174 rais (14.7%). Amphoe Khok Sung
had the least number of holdings for 3,516 members
(6.6%) and had the least area of holdings for
123,249 rais (7.5%).

Considering to the average area of
holdings per case, it was found that that Amphoe
Wang Sombun highest of the average area of
holding (38.7 rais), followed by Amphoe Khok Sung
(35.1 rais), Amphoe Aranyaprathet and Amphoe
Khlong Hat (34.2 rais). While Amphoe Wang Num Yen
had the lowest of the average area of holding per
case was 23.9 rais.

Considering changes of agricultural
holding during the past 10 years, the number of
holdings and the area of holdings decreased from
58,939 to 52,969 members (10.1%) and from
1,876,978 to 1,640,857 rais (12.6%), the average area
of holdings decreased was 31.8 and 31.0 rais.

Census scope:  Covering four agricultural activities which were crops, livestock, freshwater culture and sea salt farm, of which the agricultural operation
was mainly for selling purpose (including planting rice for owned consumption and raising cattle/buffalo for farm work)




[ 2. Type of agricultural activity ]

The Agricultural Census in 2013, it was
found that the most of agricultural holdings 52,969
members (98.3%) was cultivating crops. Of this number,
about 11.4 percent was also operated with the other
type agricultural activities such as livestock, freshwater
culture.

The census result also showed that 88.6
percent of the holdings engaged with a single
agricultural activity, but with the single type activity,
the holdings might operate with a variety of crops or a
variety of livestock.

The holdings of two types of agricultural
activities was found 10.4 percent, while the holdings
of three types and above of agricultural activity was
found only 1.0 percent.

L3. Size of total area of holding ]

Most of agricultural holdings (75.7%) had
an area of holding less than 40 rais, which of this
number 55.9 percent was of agricultural holdings
having area 10 - 39 rais. There was only 1.9 percent
for the agricultural holdings having area 140 rais
and above.

[4. Land tenure and documentary of right J

The majority of holdings operated solely
under own land (78.1%). About 11.8 percent was
the holdings operated under own land and other
land. The rest 10.1 percent was the holdings

operated under other land.

{5. Area of holding by land use ]

From the total area of holdings, 1,640,856
rais, more than half of the area (45.3%) was the area

under field crop, followed by rice (43.2%).

The result of this Agricultural Census has
revealed that during the past 10 years, the area of
field crop grew significantly. In contrast, the area
under rice, permanent crop/forest, and the area of
pasture and others were decrease.

[ 6. Fertilizer ]

The majority of agricultural holdings
(95.2%) used fertilizer. Most of them (89.8%)
used inorganic fertilizers, of which the holdings using
inorganic fertilizers only was 60.8 percent, Inorganic
and other was 29.0 percent, while used bio only 1.7
percent and used bio organic 1.3 percent.

Considering the fertilizer use from 2003
to 2013, it was discovered that holdings used
fertilizer increasingly from 94.4 percent in 2003 to
95.2 percent in 2013. There were especially using
inorganic fertilizer and other fertilizer with up to
29.0 in 2013. In contrast, the holding using only
inorganic fertilizer had reduced from 75.7 percent
in 2003 to 60.8 percent in 2013.

In regard to the average number of using
inorganic fertilizer per rai, it was found that its use
fertilizer increasingly from 35.9 kg. per rai in 2003
to 52.1 kg. per rai in 2013.

7. Demographic characteristics and
activity status

The 2013 census result showed that 65.0
percent of private agricultural holders were male, and
the rest 35.0 percent were female. The proportion of
male holders decreased from 72.9 percent in 2003 to
65.0 percent in 2013.

Considering by age of holder, it was
found that the proportion of the holders aged 35
years and above, 45 - 54 year increased from 27.7
percent in 2003 to 34.3 percent in 2013. It was also
observed the increase for the proportion of the
holders aged 65 years and above from 9.9 percent

to 15.3 percent.

Concerning members of agricultural
households in Sa Kaeo Province, they were
totally 159,012 members, which was accounted
for 28.9 percentZ/ of the whole population of
Sa Kaeo. The proportion of female members
was found a little higher than male members,
50.9 percent and 49.1 percent respectively. The
household size was averagely 3.0, which

increase from 2.2 in year 2003.

Considering by age of members, it was
discovered that the group of members aged 35
years and above increased from 34.9 percent in
2003 to 61.0 percent in 2013.

Most of the members aged 10 years and
above (82.3%) engaged the economically activities.
It was found that 73.6 percent of the members
aged 10 years and above engaged with agricultural
activity in their holding. Of this number, 43.8 percent
engaged with agricultural activity in their holding
alone, 29.8 percent engaged with agricultural
activity in their holding and other work. It was
discovered that 8.7 percent was the members not
having engaged with agricultural activity in their
holding. It was noticed that the proportion of
members who work in their holding alone increased
from 22.6 percent in 2003 to 43.8 percent in 2013.

[8. Education level of the holders }

Comparing the census result between
2003 and 2013, it was showed that the proportion
of holders with secondary education level had
increased (9.0% and 13.2%, respectively).

For the proportion of holders with
bachelor degree and vocational degree, were also
increase (from 0.7% to 1.6% and from 0.9% to 1.5%
respectively). However, the proportions of holders
with primary education level had decreased (from
71.3% to 56.6%). The same pattern was also for the
holders who had no schooling, which was decrease
from 3.4 percent to 2.3 percent.

(9. Income and debt of holder’s household]

it was found that most of holder’s
(54.0%) household earned income from agricultural
activity and other sources, which was decreased
from 2003 (from 80.3% to 54.0%), while the rest of
46.0 percent were those who earned income from
both agricultural activity alone.

It was discovered that the proportion of
the holders who earned income from agricultural
products for 50,001 Baht and above was 61.6
percent, noticing that this proportion increased
about 31.7 percent from 2003 (from 29.9 percent to
61.6 percent). This was followed by those for
20,001 - 50,000 Baht and those for 10,001 — 20,000
Baht (24.1% and 7.6% respectively).

[10. Employment on agricultural workers ]

There were 80.5 percent of the total
holdings employed agricultural workers, of
which 79.7 percent was the percentage of
employment only occasional basis and 0.3
percent was the percentage of employment
only on permanent basis. The holdings with the
employment of both occasional basis and
permanent basis were 0.5 percent. The number
of permanent workers for agriculture in 2013
was 3,511 persons. Of this number, 70.5 percent

was the foreigner workers.

It was found that the number of the
permanent agricultural workers had decreased,
particularly during the year 2003 to 2013 as the
number decreased from 4,100 workers to 3,511

persons.

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Chapter 1

Introduction

1. Agricultural census

The Agricultural Census is the
collection and compilation of statistics on
agliculture. The census information is collected
from all agricultural holdings throughout the
country, in which it performs as a snapshot
re<arding information in agricultural sector of the
country on the census date such as number of
agricultural holdings, location (province, district, sub-
district, village), agricultural activities (area, land
use, crops, livestock, etc.) and characteristics of

agricultural holders and their households, such as

2. Background

The Thailand Agricultural Census had
been earlier conducted five times: 1950, 1963,
1978, 1993 and 2003. The census aims to provide
basic information on the fundamental structure
of agriculture which will constitute the bases
for which policymakers and planners will
continuously formulate plans for development,
monitoring, and evaluation related to agriculture.
Under the Statistics Act 2007, the National
Statistical Office (NSO) is mandated to carry out
censuses of the country. The 2013 Agricultural
Census was also undertaken in accordance with the
recommendation of the Food and Agricultural
Organization (FAO) for conducting agricultural

census every 10 years.

This census round had extended the
scope of agricultural activity to include sea salt
farm, as according to the Cabinet approval (1"
March 2011), as well as to include questions on
marine fishery and coastal aquaculture into the

enumeration form.

3. Census objectives

1) To collect basic information on
the fundamental structure of agriculture, such as
number of agricultural holdings and agricultural
holding, freshwater culture, sea salt farm,
utilization of land, land tenure status, area under
crops/sea salt farm/freshwater culture, number
of livestock, use of fertilizer, use of agricultural
machinery, manpower involved in agricultural
activities, etc,,

2) To provide those information at
administrative units (village) for developing policy
and plans in both national and sub-national level

3) To provide the basis for sampling
frame for other surveys undertakings related to

agriculture marine fishery and coastal aquaculture

4) To determine changes of basic
information on agricultural structure over the past

10 years

4. Uses of census information

Census information provided to
public and private agencies, academic institutions
and international organizations are for the
following uses:

1) To develop plans and policies
related to agricultural economy in both national
and sub-national levels, and to monitor and
evaluate country’s development plans

2) To study trend and directions
of changes in agriculture and economic growth of
the country

3) To determine and support
information for formulating policy about land

distribution for farmer
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4) To develop policy on land use
of appropriate crops for each area in order to
maximize the use of land for agriculture.

5) To provide information on
characteristics of farm holders such as sex, age,
work status, income and debt from agricultural
activity, education, etc., which can be used to
study the demographic of farm holders and
socio-economic status of their household and
the income dependency of agricultural
households, in order to formulate policy for
assisting farm holders, especially the poor
farmers.

6) To provide information on
agricultural manpower for the study on labor
intensive in agriculture and labor migration from
rural to urban.

7) To provide the basis for
sampling frame for other surveys related to
agriculture of Ministry of Agriculture and
Cooperatives and other relevant agencies.

8) To provide information for the
compilation of National Accounts in agricultural
sector.

9) To provide data for academic
researchers and general publics for studying an
in-depth analysis related to agriculture and

relevant issues.

5. Scope

The scope of this census round
covered the agricultural activities on crops,
livestock, freshwater culture and sea salt farm,
which were operated for selling purpose. Data
gathered on these agricultural activities were:

1) Cultivating crops; rice, para
rubber, permanent crops and forest, field crops,
vegetable crops/herb and flower/ornamental
plant, pasture, tree nursery and mushroom
culture (including cultivating rice for owned
consumption).

2) Rearing livestock; only selected
animals which are cattle, buffalo, pig, goat,

sheep, chicken, duck, ¢oose and silkworm

(including raising of cattle/buffalo for agricultural

work).

3) Freshwater culture; all kind of
fishes. Including fancy fishes and sea creatures,
shrimp and other kinds of freshwater sea
creatures such as frog, soft-shelled turtle,
crocodile, etc. (including brackish-water creatures
raised in freshwater area such as giant tiger

prawn, snapper, etc.).

Chapter 2
Summary of Findings

1. Number of agricultural holdings

The 2013 Agricultural Census show that
the total number of holding in Sa Kaeo province
was 52,969. The households of agricultural holdings
were accounted for 28.2 percent of total households
in the province.y The majority of agricultural activity
was cultivating crops (98.3%), followed by rearing
livestock (11.7%) and freshwater culture (2.4).

In addition, agricultural holdings located
in Mueang Sa Kaeo (14.7%), followed by Ta Phraya
(14.4%), Wattana Nakhon (14.3%), Aranyaprathet
(13.4%) Wang Nam Yen (11.0%), Khao Chakan (10.5%),
Khlong Hat (8.1%), Wang Sombun (7.0) and Khok
Sung (6.6%).

Concerning agricultural activities by Amphoe,
it was discovered that agricultural holdings engaging
in cultivating crops (14.8%) were found in Mueang
Sa Kaeo. It was followed by Ta Phraya, Wattana
Nakhon, Aranyaprathet (14.6% 14.3% and 13.0%,
respectively). The major portion of rearing livestock
(22.7%) was found in Ta Phraya. This was followed
by those lived in Wang Num Yen, Aranyaprathet and
Wang Sombun (21.9% 20.3% and 9.1% respectively).
For the holdings engaging in freshwater culture,
most of them (25.9%) were found Wang Num Yen.
This was followed by Aranyaprathet, Ta Phraya, Khao
Chakan and Wang Sombun (15.3% 15.1% 11.9% and
10.4% respectively).

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2. Holding’s activity and size of total area
of holding

The agricultural holdings in Sa Kaeo province
that the major portion (98.3%) of the holding’s
activity was cultivating crops. It was found that they
engaged in various kinds of agricultural activity, i.e.
the single activity and the multiple activities. For
the single agricultural activity, which was accounted
for 88.6 percent of the total holdings. There were
around 87.0% engaging in cultivating crops, followed
by rearing livestock 1.5% and freshwater culture 0.1%.

The percentages of agricultural holdings
involving in two-types activity, three-types activity
and above of agricultural holdings that were found
10.4% and 1.0 %, respectively.

Considering the size of area of holding,
most of agricultural holdings (75.7%) had an area less
than 40 rais, which of this number 55.9 percent was
of agricultural holdings having area 10 - 39 rais. There
was only 1.9 percent for the agricultural holdings

having area 140 rais and above.

3. Land tenure and documentary of right

Regarding the land tenure, it was found
that the majority of holdings (78.1%) operated under
own land alone. This was followed by the holdings
operated under both own land and other land
(11.8%). The holdings operated under other land
alone was 10.1 percent.

Considering the documentary of right,
26.9 percent was of holdings with their own land
and had the right in the group of Title deed/ NS 5/
NS 3/ NS 3k/ NS 3khor. The holdings having the
right in the group of SPK 4-01/ NK/ STK/ KSN/NS2/
SK1 was found 56.1 percent. It was discovered that
the holdings having only the proof of payment for
land development tax (PBT/ A3) was found 24.3
percent.

5. Fertilizer and pesticide

The majority of agricultural holdings
(95.2%) used fertilizer. From those who used fertilizer,
most of them (89.8%) used inorganic fertilizer (used
alone or with other fertilizers). By this number,
about 60.8 percent, There were using inorganic and
other fertilizers, 29.0 percent and using organic
and bio fertilizers, 2.4 percent. used only

organic fertilizer alone. While the used of bio-

fertilizer alone and used of organic fertilizer alone
were found only 1.3 and 1.7 percent respectively. It
was found that the average using Inorganic fertilizer

was 52.1 kg./rai.

Considering the use of pesticide, 63.4
percent of holdings engaging in crops used the
pesticide, in which the chemical pesticide was
mainly used (61.4%).

The most of number of agricultural
holdings was being in debt, 56.1 percent.
